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REZUMAT

Parteneriatele public-private (PPP) au jucat un rol semnificativ in stimularea proceselor
de crestere economica nationald aflate in curs si in dezvoltarea infrastructurilor sociale, inclusiv
drumuri, facilitati, cladiri, servicii publice precum sanatatea, utilitdtile, educatia si salubritatea
etc. fiind, In mod normal, determinate de situatia decalajului semnificativ dintre finantarea
publica disponibild si cheltuielile necesare, mai ales intr-o erd a deficitelor bugetare in crestere.
In contextul crizelor globale cu care ne confruntam, a situatiei post-pandemice, PPP-urile joaci
rolul de stimulator economic in tarile in care PPP sunt mai putin dezvoltate si de crestere durabila
la nivel global, desi mediul economic dificil a afectat substantial piata internationald de finantare
a proiectelor. La nivel national, guvernele urmaresc, de asemenea, sa creasca calitatea si eficienta
infrastructurii publice si a serviciilor in general. Extinderea utilizarii PPP ar permite statelor sa
furnizeze infrastructura publicd necesarda minimizand in acelasi timp atat cheltuielile pe termen
scurt, cat si pe termen lung si, de asemenea, sa valorifice abilitatile de management, expertiza,
experienta, inovatia si metodele alternative de finantare ale sectorului privat. Acest lucru poate
avea, de asemenea, un impact semnificativ asupra comertului international. Prin urmare, eficienta
economica a PPP are o serie de beneficii notabile atat pentru piete la nivel global, cat si pentru
tari la nivel national, ceea ce a constituit si motivatia alegerii acestei teme.
Urmatoarele intrebari de cercetare sunt ridicate in cadrul acestui studiu:
1. Care sunt factorii care faciliteazd stabilitatea, performanta si succesul
parteneriatelor public-private ca mecanism pentru cresterea eficientei economice
a acestora Tn Uniunea Europeanad si in Romania?

2. Care sunt problemele, riscurile si constrangerile care impiedica performanta si
succesul utilizarii parteneriatelor public-private Tn Uniunea Europeana si in
Romania?

3. Care sunt avantajele si dezavantajele parteneriatelor public-private dintr-o dubla

perspectiva: a sectorului privat si a autoritatilor publice?
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Scopul cercetarii este de a identifica o serie de strategii si bune practici pentru a
imbunatati eficienta economica a PPP-urilor in Romaénia si de a dezvolta sistematic o scald de
clasificare a factorilor determinati respectiv, a factorilor critici de succes pentru implementarea
PPP-urilor in Romania. Pentru atingerea scopului, cercetarea a urmarit sa abordeze urmatoarele
obiective:

— Ol. Evaluarea in mod critic a parteneriatului public-privat si dimensiunilor eficientei
economice 1n context actual

— 0O2. Identificarea parteneriatelor public-private in cadrul legislativ al Uniunii Europene si
al Romaniei.

— O3. Identificarea principalelor constrangeri/ riscuri/ probleme/factori de influentd in
parteneriatele public-private in Romania.

— O4.Observarea principalelor avantaje oferite de PPP din dubla perspectiva: publica si
privata

— OS.Stabilirea unor factori determinanti si dezvoltarea sistematicd a unei scale de
clasificare a factorilor determinati respectiv, a factorilor critici de succes pentru adoptarea

PPP-urilor in Romania in scopul cresterii eficientei economice a acestora.

Osatura lucrarii se fundamenteaza pe cinci capitole, intr-o structura logica si echilibrata,
avand o metodologie a cercetarii riguros realizata si aducand plus valoare si originalitate prin
noutatea temei alese si demersurile stiintifice reduse ca anvergurd pentru Romania. Bibliografia
lucrarii contine 518 lucrari, cele mai multe fiind recente si de mare actualitate publicate in ultimii
cinci ani printre care se numara articole in reviste de specialitate, carti din literatura de prestigiu
si pagini web dedicate PPP.

Primul capitol al lucrarii este de naturd teoreticd, fiind consacrat “Parteneriatului
public-privat si dimensiunilor eficientei economice in contextul actual”. Capitolul porneste de
la conceptele cheie ale lucrarii: eficienta economica si parteneriatul public-privat, realizand o
reviziuire sistematicd a literaturii de specialitate privind parteneriatul public-privat, pornind de la
domeniul de aplicare al acestuia, caracteristicile parteneriatelor public-private, dimensiunilor
eficientei economice a parteneriatului public-privat, respectiv eficienta sau lipsa de eficientd a
acestora si oprindu-se asupra beneficiilor comparativ cu provocirile PPP. In partea a doua a

capitolului am insistat asura evaluarea performantei proiectelor parteneriatului public-privat din



perspectiva teoriilor asupra performantei PPP, stadiului actual al cunoasterii privind performanta
si maturitatea PPP si incheind cu teoria 4E.

Cel de-al doilea capitol denumit ,,Parteneriatul public-privat in legislatia Uniunii
Europene si in Romdnia” prezintd din punct de vedere legislativ atit reglementarea PPP la
nivelul Uniunii Europene cat si reglementarea PPP la nivelul Romaniei. Statele membre ale UE
considera PPP un instrument strategic pentru atragerea de resurse financiare suplimentare. Intr-o
Uniune Europeana greu 1incercatd economic in ultimii ani, PPP devine un instrument
indispensabil de dezvoltare economica si sociald nationald, internationald, regionald. In lipsa
unor reglementari legislative comune ale tarilor UE, actele si contractele dintre stat si mediul
privat vor fi examinate conform normelor si principiilor care decurg din Tratatul privind
functionarea Uniunii Europene.

Captiolul al treilea intitulat ,,/mpactul financiar al riscurilor. Factori determinanti in
PPP” aduce in discutie riscurile financiare ale proiectelor de PPP, precum si identificarea,
evaluarea si alocarea acestora. Succesul unui proiect PPP depinde de acuratetea definirii tacticii
financiare de cétre un partener privat, de la solutionarea problemelor financiare pe termen scurt,
luand in considerare cele mai importante elemente ale strategiei financiare conturate. Proiectele
PPP sunt considerate de naturd riscantd, drept pentru care trebuie sd se acorde o atentie sporita
alegerii metodei de finantare, tuturor partilor implicate si nu in ultimul rand problemelor de risc.
In acest context, modelele matematice sunt de urmat pentru a reduce pe cat posibil costurile
excesive si riscurile ce pot aparea.

Cel de-al patrulea capitol intitulat ,, Factorii determinanti si factori critici de succes
(FCS) pentru implementarea proiectelor PPP in Romdnia” este impartit in doua parti. Prima
parte prezinta metodologia cercetarii, selectarea tehnicilor adecvate pentru o cercetare cantitativa
precum si informatiile referitoare la participantii. Acest sondaj a avut ca scop dezvoltarea unei
scale de clasare a factorilor critici de succes pentru proiectele PPP si observarea perceptiilor
partilor interesate cu privire la acestia; acest capitol prezintd o analizd a variantei (ANOVA)
pentru 40 de FCS. Pe langa aceasta, este prezentatd si analiza factoriala a acestor FCS, care a
furnizat 8 grupari de factori pentru acesti factori pentru o mai buna intelegere si discutie.
Deoarece FCS au fost analizati Intr-un sens mai larg al proiectelor de PPP, analiza lor din

perspectiva fiecarui grup de parti interesate a fost, de asemenea, efectuatd in ultima parte a



acestui capitol, in care Indicele de perceptie al partilor interesate pentru partenerii din sectorul
public, partenerii din sectorul privat si alte parti interesate a fost, de asemenea, analizat separat.

Capitolul al cincilea se intituleazd ”Factori determinati ai Parteneriatelor public-
private in cadrul UE27” si contine subcapitole referitoare la descrierea datelor colectate, a
rezultatelor obtinute si se incheie cu o parte de concluzii si strategii privind identificarea
factorilor de influenta ai PPP-urilor in Romania.

Ultima parte este dedicatd ”Concluziilor teoretico-metodologice si practic-aplicative”
si, prin urmare, consolideaza capitolele precedente, oferind concluzii care se refera in mod
specific la scopul cercetarii pe care se intemeiaza teza.

Concluzii generale. In ultimii ani, functionarea organizatiilor publice si private a fost
supusa solicitdrilor din ce Tn ce mai mari din partea societatii. Organizatiile individuale poseda
adesea o expertiza insuficientd pentru a furniza produsele si serviciile de inalta calitate cerute de
societate. Resursele necesare (expertiza, bani, informatii, personal, management) sunt Tmpartite
intre diferite organizatii. Schimbul de resurse este necesar pentru a atinge obiectivele, a face
investitii si/sau a rezolva probleme sociale. Dependentele conduc astfel la o nevoie tot mai mare
de interactiune si cooperare, in special acolo unde bugetele sunt limitate, iar cooperarea permite
organizatiilor sa-si mentind autonomia si sa limiteze costurile birocratiei. Drept urmare,
semnificatia ierarhiei In cadrul societdtii este in scadere, iar cea a relatiilor orizontale creste;
societatea capata din ce in ce mai mult caracteristicile unei societati in retea. In sectorul privat,
companiile cautd tot mai mult refugiu in aliante strategice si formarea de retele industriale. In
sectorul public, sunt in crestere formele de cooperare si coordonare Intre ministere, diferite
niveluri de administratie si organizatii semi-publice. Existd, de asemenea, o tendinta crescanda de

implicare a cetdtenilor si a grupurilor sociale in formularea politicilor publice.

Cu toate acestea, interdependentele nu se opresc la granita dintre domeniul public si cel
privat: interdependentele sunt din ce in ce mai recunoscute intre partile private si cele publice.
Dar, 1n acelasi timp, este incert daca partile sunt capabile sa dea formd cu succes unei cooperari
public-privat pe termen mediu sau lung. Diferentele culturale si institutionale dintre domeniul
public si cel privat si riscurile asociate aducerii celor doud impreund constituie o amenintare
serioasd pentru succesul parteneriatului public-privat, fiind necesare noi diviziuni de rol, practici
de lucru si aranjamente pentru a reduce decalajele. Dezvoltarea de parteneriate public-private de

succes reprezintd una dintre cele mai importante provocdri cu care se confruntd organizatiile din
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domeniul public si privat in prezent, in tirile in care PPP sunt mai putin dezvoltate precum

Romania.

Importanta oricarui studiu de cercetare ar trebui sd se reflecte in concluziile si
recomandarile pe care le face, iar acestea trebuie luate In considerare In ceea ce priveste scopul
cercetarii identificat la Tnceputul studiului. Scopul acestui ultim capitol este, prin urmare, de a
duce studiul la final prin prezentarea concluziilor si recomandarilor rezultate atat din revizuirea
literaturii de specialitate, cat si din rezultatele cercetarii empirice privind eficienta economica a
parteneriatelor public-private in Romania, cu accent pe factorii determinanti si modelele de

parteneriat public-privat la nivel national.

Aceasta lucrare a tratat nevoia si optiunile de creare a parteneriatelor public-private, dar si
dificultatile si riscurile implicate dintr-o dubld perspectiva: teoretico-metodologica si practic-
aplicativa. Prin rezultatele obtinute, lucrarea clarifica o serie de aspecte ale eficientei economice
in cadrul parteneriatelor public-private si deschide noi directii de cercetare privind eficienta
economica a parteneriatelor public-private in Romania. Lucrarea a urmarit indeosebi analiza
criticd a dimensiunilor eficientei economice si evaludrii performantei parteneriatului public-
privat, propunand o abordare complexd si inovativd a beneficiilor, provocarilor si riscurilor
parteneriatului public-privat precum si a tendintelor prezente si viitoare in proiectele de

parteneriat public-privat din perspectiva industriei 4.0.

Modelele si teoriile economice clasice sau moderne analizate in capitolul unu si trei
impreund cu legislatia privind parteneriatele public-private din capitolul doi reprezintd
fundamentul teoretic al analizelor economice din capitolele patru si cinci. Din vasta literatura de
specialitate, am ales acele teorii si modele actuale care pun accentul pe dimensiunile eficientei
economice a parteneriatului public-privat aplicabile contextului national actual, care ar putea
aduce un suflu nou In modul de gandire si implementare a parteneriatelor public-private in
Romania. Aceste teorii sunt sustinute, in capitolele 1, 4 si 5, de analize de serii de date
economico — statistice si modele econometrice bine fundamentate, care conduc la o serie de

rezultate, concluzii si recomandari cu caracter teoretico-metodologic.
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Scopul cercetarii a constat in identificarea unor serii de strategii pentru a imbunatati
eficienta economicd a PPP-urilor in Romania. Pentru atingerea scopului, cercetarea a urmarit sa

abordeze urmatoarele o serie de obiective mentionate in introducere.

Primul obiectiv ,,O1. Evaluarea in mod critic a parteneriatului public-privat si
dimensiunilor eficientei economice in context actual” a fost atins pe parcursul intregii lucrari,

insa concluziile rezuma legatura complexa dintre PPP si eficienta economica.

Scopul revizuirii studiilor existente despre parteneriatele public-private este de a
identifica diferitele aspecte care i-au interesat pe savanti, lentilele teoretice puse in aplicare
pentru a analiza aceste aspecte si perspectivele relevate prin aceastd examinare, precum si
caracteristicile care au ramas subexplorate. Natura complexd si multidimensionald a
parteneriatelor public-private a atras savanti din mai multe discipline si au fost adoptate diferite
metodologii de cercetare atdt in scopul studiilor empirice, cat si al celor neempirice, fiind

abordate o serie de intrebari privind diferitele aspecte ale PPP-urilor.

Desi o definitie universald a PPP-urilor este dificil de gasit in lucrdrile revizuite,
perspectivele dezvaluite de toate disciplinele luate Tmpreunda oferd o idee cuprinzatoare a
diferitelor caracteristici ale PPP-urilor. Sintetizdndu-le am putut concluziona cd definitiile
atribuite PPP-urilor sunt specifice disciplinei. In managementul public, PPP-urile sunt un
mecanism de productie comuna si de partajare a riscurilor pentru reconstructia si modernizarea
infrastructurii si serviciilor publice cu scopul de a Tmbunatati cresterea atat la nivel national, cat
si la nivel comunitar. In economie, PPP-urile sunt privite drept contracte globale pe termen lung
pentru constructia, operarea si intretinerea proiectelor majore de infrastructurd. Studiile in
managementul strategic adopta o privire mai contemporand asupra PPP-urilor, considerandu-le
aliante strategice intersectoriale menite sa genereze inovatie si sd creeze plus valoare in

activitatile publice.

Pana la inceputul anilor 2000, progresele privind PPP-urile au fost predominate de
perspectivele din managementul public si economie. Studiile iIn managementul public au
proliferat discutii privind distinctia dintre practicile de management din sectorul public si cel
privat, explorand implicatiile contextuale si constrangerile acestei diviziuni si, cel mai important,
aruncand in lumina avantajele dar si complicatiile importului de practici strategice si manageriale

din sectorul privat in administratiile publice. Aceste studii s-au preocupat, de asemenea, de
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responsabilitatea publica a PPP-urilor si de capacitatea acestora de a realiza beneficii din punct
de vedere al costurilor si de a genera inovatie prin responsabilitdti comune si luare a deciziilor in
comun. Cercetarile economice s-au concentrat pe legaturile contractuale in PPP-uri, considerand
ca considerentele contractuale impreund cu dimensiunile institutionale ale mediilor locale
conditioneazd intr-un grad inalt performanta proiectelor PPP. Economia costurilor de tranzactie
si contractarea incompletd au fost lentilele teoretice predominante asociate studiilor in aceasta
disciplind. Studiile s-au axat In principal la incertitudinile inerente contractelor PPP si pe riscurile
asociate in etapa formarii parteneriatului (selectarea partenerilor, gruparea sarcinilor, proprietate
optima, drepturi de control, repartizarea riscurilor intre parteneri), precum si pe nivelul executarii
contractelor, renegocierilor si reglementarilor (implicatii politice in renegocieri, coruptie,
comportamente oportuniste). Interesele pentru PPP-uri in domeniul managementului strategic au
aparut recent, iar evolutiile in aceastd directie s-au construit pe constatarile anterioare din alte
discipline, precum si pe perspectivele aduse de teoriile managementului in aliantele strategice.
Studiile care abordeazd PPP-urile ca forma independentd de colaborare interorganizationald sunt
inca rare. Literatura de specialitate a abordat pana acum PPP-urile ca o formd de colaborare
intersectoriala sau colaborare hibrida, care adund parti interesate din diferite sfere economice
(privata, publica si societatea civild). Evolutiile teoretice in aceastd directie au vizat in principal
dependenta reciprocd a partenerilor de resursele si capacititile comune si modul de guvernare
asociat, precum si aspecte relationale precum mecanismul de coordonare si hibriditatea
institutionala ca factori explicativi ai performantei si eficientei parteneriatelor. Mai recent,
studiile au Inceput sa investigheze capacitatea PPP-urilor de a crea si sustine valoare sociald si

durabilitate.

Dupa cum am putut constata, nu exista un model special pentru PPP. Atat gama, cat si
domeniul de aplicare al parteneriatelor public-private sunt largite in mod constant (1) de
exemplu, Design-Build-Maintain, Design-Build-Operate si Design-Build-Operate-Maintain; (2)
diverse forme hibride de parteneriat public-privat, inclusiv conceptul de aliantd, in care actorii
privati si publici proiecteaza, dezvoltd si finanteazd impreund un proiect; (3) gruparea, In care,
pentru a oferi mai multe proiecte de PPP la scard mai mica, sectorul public contracteaza cu un
singur partener; (4) Build-Operate-Transfer, unde partea privatd implicatd in proiect atat
construieste, cat si opereaza proiectul pentru perioada de concesiune, dupa care proiectul este

transferat catre client.
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Am putut vedea cd, (1) principalele caracteristici comune ale parteneriatelor public-
private includ transferul de riscuri cétre actorul privat, precum si detinerea unui contract pe
termen lung, care are ca punct focal furnizarea de servicii in loc de active intre partile private si
publice, iar (2) utilizarea finantarii private cu privire la riscurile transferate poate fi vazuta ca o
caracteristicd a PPP-urilor. in plus, de mentionat faptul ca, in cazul parteneriatelor public-private,
accentul este indreptat mai mult catre specificarea rezultatelor proiect, mai degraba decat
inputurile sale. In ceea ce priveste platile in PPP, actorul public efectueaza pliti pe baza

performantei catre actorul privat in ceea ce priveste furnizarea de servicii.

Pana in prezent, in ciuda cercetdrilor considerabile iIn domeniul PPP-urilor, existd o mare
controversa 1n acest domeniu din cauza unei varietati de probleme, cum ar fi transferul inadecvat
al riscurilor, negocierea complexa, alocarea inechitabild a beneficiilor, licitatiile care consuma
timp si costuri mari si conflicte intre partile interesate, aspecte pe care le vom comenta mai

tarziu.

Un accent deosebit s-a pus asupra modului in care diferitele fluxuri ale literaturii PPP
privesc performanta si eficienta lor. Am putut constata in acest sens cd nu existd un consens
teoretic asupra modurilor de evaluare a acestei performante. Criteriile de evaluare a eficientei
PPP-urilor sunt dispersate in literatura si nu formeaza un cadru cuprinzator, unificat si incluziv
care sa fie adoptat universal. Dar lucrul comun dintre toate aceste criterii este ca ele se bazeaza

pe rezultatul final al PPP si, prin urmare, nu permit o evaluare a procesului de parteneriat.

Am descoperit cd foarte putin din aceastd literatura vasta si inca in crestere ofera
perspective asupra managementului acestei forme de colaborare intre organizatii. in ansamblu,
literatura existentd se preocupa de examinarea PPP-urilor doar la nivel social sau organizational,
oferind astfel putine perspective asupra vietii micro-manageriale in desfagurare a unui PPP. Desi
instantanee statice ale PPP-urilor au fost surprinse de diferite studii, Tncd lipseste o vedere
dinamica a intregii evolutii care sd acopere preconditiile, procesele si rezultatele acestor
parteneriate in contexte dinamice. Observatiile emise in urma revizuirii literaturii ofera directii
promititoare pentru cercetdrile viitoare. Prin urmare, ne bazdm pe caracterul institutional
complex si dinamic al PPP pentru a promova argumentul ca interactiunile intr-un PPP nu sunt
niciodata liniare si necesitatea unei aborddri dinamice a procesului pentru a explora PPP-urile

poate dezvalui multe despre evolutia lor in mediul natural in care se desfasoara. Pe aceste
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considerente a fost realizat si capitolul patru al tezei. Consideram ca urmarirea acestei agende
investigative de cercetare pentru a intelege mai bine evolutia PPP-urilor, alegerea unui cadru

teoretic adecvat in ghidarea procesului acestei cercetari a constituit o necesitate.

Primul capitol a schitat genealogia terenului global de cercetare PPP din ultimele doua
decenii axandu-se pe agenda fundamentald de cercetare timpurie si articuland o viitoare agenda
internationala de cercetare privind PPP. Ca urmare a analizei modelelor, teoriilor si cercetarilor
economice clasice sau moderne un prim aspect major constatat este reprezentat de faptul ca este
nevoie de servicii, infrastructurd sau combinatia acestora, ceea ce explicd necesitatea
parteneriatelor public-private. Un alt aspect observat in analiza consideratiilor teoretice
subliniaza limitarea statului in a satisface nevoile aparute si In permanentd schimbare ale
membrilor societitii. In toate cazurile, nevoia este definitd ca incercarea de a obtine o calitate
superioard. Prin urmare, studiile existente converg spre ideea ca este vital sa se realizeze
compatibilitatea deplind a abordarilor referitoare la aceeasi problemd (nevoie) intre sectorul
public si cel privat. Ambele parti implicate trebuie sd fie ghidate de o viziune si de obiective
comune pentru a obtine rezultate finale prin reconcilierea actiunilor lor. Un alt factor important
este mediul politic, juridic si administrativ in conditiile in care studiile confirma faptul ca
eficienta ar trebui Inteleasa drept capacitatea unui guvern de a stabili predictibilitatea si implicit
stabilitatea in mediul institutional si politic. Studiile existente se concentreazd pe evaluarea
performantei proiectelor PPP in diferitele etape ale acestora; respectiv stadiul incipient, faza de

constructie si etapa finala de finalizare si inchidere.

Concluzia este ca exista n mod clar o multitudine de aranjamente pe termen lung posibile
pentru infrastructurd, asa ca intrebdrile cu privire la modul in care acestea evolueaza, meritul
fiecarei abordari PPP si ratiunile politice urmarite pentru PPP-uri in diferite contexte vor ramane

fara Indoiala subiecte de cercetare importante.

In general, opinia noastrd este ci, de-a lungul timpului, agenda de cercetare privind PPP
s-a largit (mai multe probleme si domenii fiind abordate), s-a aprofundat (cu multe subintrebari,
PPP fiind supuse unor analize mai profunde si mai riguroase) si s-a acutizat (prin utilizarea de
noi lentile analitice, precum si a metodelor conventionale de cercetare). in literatura de
specialitate, existd totusi o lipsa de cadre teoretice si empirice pentru intelegerea interactiunilor

publice si private in cadrul PPP, lipsa careia i s-a adresat si lucrarea de fata.
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Identificarea principalelor constrangeri/ riscuri/ probleme/factori de influenta in
parteneriatele public-private in tarile in care acestea sunt mai putin dezvoltate, respectiv in

Romania

In primul rdnd, riscurile si barierele sunt legate de faptul cd parteneriatul public-privat
implica riscuri considerabile atdt pentru autoritatile publice, cat si pentru cele private. Atata
timp cat aceste riscuri sunt mari, actorii vor fi reticenti in a intra in parteneriate, oricat de
atrigitoare este perspectiva pe care o oferd. In plus, perceptia partenerilor asupra riscurilor
variazd. Partile implicate au adesea o perspectiva diminuatd asupra modului in care celelalte
parteneriate evalueaza. Adesea nici mdcar nu sunt constiente ca abordarea partenerilor este
diferita si ci riscurile pentru ei sunt de alti natura. In plus, exista pericolul ca partile si incerce si
transfere riscurile una asupra celeilalte. Din acest motiv, un parteneriat de succes necesitd o
imagine clard privind diferitele riscuri pe care le implicd autoritdtile publice si sectorul privat.

Aceste riscuri sunt specificate mai jos.

Ca urmare a cercetdrilor efectuate s-a putut constata ca economiile la bugetul de stat prin
implicarea investitorilor privati sunt adesea motivatia pentru favorizarea parteneriatelor public-
private. Totusi, acest lucru nu se ridica adesea la nivelul asteptarilor, deoarece natura produselor
si serviciilor care sunt realizate prin intermediul acestei forme de parteneriat nu sunt potrivite.
Proiectele trebuie adesea implementate intr-un mediu dens construit si populat, ceea ce inseamna
cad un numdr de parti sunt afectate si existd o probabilitate considerabild de opozitie sociala.
Drept urmare, proiectului i se impun o intreagad gama de cerinte. Realizarea unui astfel de proiect
de inaltd calitate devine posibilda doar prin intermediul unui proiect total bazat pe o viziune
integrald (policentricd) a amenajarii teritoriului, dezvoltdrii economice, mobilitatii, mediului si
sigurantei. In acelasi timp, motivul parteneriatului public-privat nu ar trebui si fie conditionat de
limitarea/diminuarea cheltuielilor publice, ci mai degraba de realizarea unui proiect mai bun din
punct de vedere al eficientei economice si calitatii decat proiectele pe care sectorul privat sau
autoritatile publice le dezvolta singure. Pentru partenerii din sistemul public, implicarea partilor
private este de dorit pentru cd, pe de o parte, acestia functioneaza mai eficient decat organizatiile
publice, dar si pentru ca detin experienta de piatd si creativitatea inovatoare care adesea le
lipseste celor din domeniul public. Motivele pentru care partile private doresc sa participe la

astfel de PPP constau in faptul ca deschid noi piete si oferd oportunititi de investitii. Cooperarea
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cu autoritdtile publice este indispensabila 1n acest sens, avand 1n vedere incertitudinile pe termen
lung si riscurile implicate de realizarea unor astfel de investitii In special intr-un mediu economic

si politic instabil, precum cel din Romania. Partile private ar fi pe cont propriu in dezavantaj.

Concluzionand, pentru partenerii din sistemul public, motivul initierii unor astfel de
parteneriate este oportunitatea de a crea proiecte cu plus-valoare in raport cu proiectele publice,
obtinerea de investitii private si implicit economii la bugetul de stat dar si aportul de experienta
din sectorul privat. Pentru sectorul privat, parteneriatul public-privat ofera noi oportunitati de

investitii si deschide noi piete.

Un alt aspect major observat tine de oportunitile pe care le oferd un parteneriat public
privat. Daca autoritatile publice definesc unilateral proiecte, acest lucru limiteaza sfera de
aplicare a credrii de parteneriate. In acest caz vorbim mai degraba un caz de externalizare:
guvernul actioneaza ca parte responsabila, stabileste caracteristicile proiectului si contracteaza
constructia si exploatarea unui antreprenor privat pe baza unor obiective clare. Aceasta creeaza o
relatie de tipul principal-agent: principalul doreste ca agentul sa realizeze obiectivele fixe cat mai
eficient posibil. Dar o astfel de abordare nu este potrivitd pentru a mobiliza experienta si know-
how-ul sectorului privat, parteneriatul fiind esential diferit de contractarea unui antreprenor
privat. Parteneriatul public privat este un mod de operare care se potriveste unor proiecte foarte
complexe si in care sunt interese ceea ce face imposibil ca guvernul sa stabileascad obiectivele si
conditiile limitative unilateral. Pentru a dezvolta un proiect de eficienta si calitatea dorita,
sectorul privat ar trebui sd fie implicat pentru a-si activa expertiza, resursele si capacitatea
inovatoare, obiectivul fiind realizarea de produse comune. O caracteristica distinctiva a unui
produs comun este cd, prin combinarea functionalitatilor si alegerea domeniului de aplicare al
proiectului, se realizeaza un produs care nu ar fi putut fi realizat de cétre parti care actioneaza

individual.

In opinia noastrd, parteneriatul public-privat presupune cd guvernul isi asumd un rol de
partener egal. Din perspectiva eficientei economice a unui PPP, doi factori, in special
caracteristicile unui proiect si dorinta partilor de a ajunge la o definitie comuna a proiectului,
determind probabilitatea realizdrii in conditii de eficientd economica a unui parteneriat public-
privat. Gradul in care oportunitatile de parteneriat sunt valorificate depinde, desigur, de

capacitatea creativa a partilor de a imagina un proiect comun si de abilitatile lor strategice si
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comunicative in realizarea acestuia. Insa, parteneriatele nu se limiteaza la fazele de constructie si
exploatare, ci sunt, de asemenea, foarte relevante in faza de planificare a unui proiect.
Parteneriatul public-privat nu urmareste doar realizarea de produse inovatoare, comune, cu solutii
nestandardizate, ci presupune si o reinnoire institutionald: reinnoire in domeniul metodelor de

lucru, procedurilor, aranjamentelor si institutiilor.

In timp ce companiile private se plang adesea de natura capricioasi si indecisi a politicii,
riscul pentru autoritatile publice apare atunci cand o parte privata, din cauza unei schimbari in
strategia companiei, se retrage sau, ca urmare a falimentului sau a unei preludri, nu mai exista. La
acestea se adauga riscurile politice: criticile la care poate fi expusa cooperarea din cauza relatiilor

netransparente si a erodarii interesului public.

Pentru sectorul privat existd riscurile unui flux de numerar insuficient si costurile
opresive ale investitiilor pe termen lung. In plus, daci o companie nu isi poate indeplini
angajamentele contractuale, chiar dacd aceasta este o consecintd a unei schimbari a politicii
guvernamentale intr-un domeniu, existd riscul ca partenerii sau furnizorii guvernului s dea

faliment.

Un alt risc se referd la costurile de tranzactie incerte pe care le implicd un parteneriat
public-privat. Guvernul poate fi un partener capricios: invocand schimbarile politice pot renunta
la acordurile anterioare si schimba dupa bunul plac rolurile (partener/principal/ corp de
reglementare). In plus, guvernul este compartimentat: pe masura ce un minister incheie contracte
cu parti private, altul anuntd masuri care Tmpiedica indeplinirea angajamentelor contractuale.
Aceasta incertitudine privind politica este Intdrita de discontinuitatea politica: ciclul electoral. Pot
veni la putere parti care nu sunt de acord cu acordurile incheiate in cadrul parteneriatului sau care

nu doresc nimic de-a face cu ideea de parteneriat public-privat.

Apoi, existd incertitudinea administrativa: intrebarea dacd guvernul este capabil sa
finalizeze procedurile administrative necesare la timp pentru realizarea proiectului. Aceste
proceduri implicad adesea alte autoritdti autonome a caror agenda nu poate fi controlatd de
partenerul public. In special daci s-au facut investitii si dobanda se aduna, intirzierile in
eliberarea unei licente, de exemplu, pot deveni o problema costisitoare sau chiar pune ciclul de

viatd al PPP in pericol.
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In cele din urma, exista incertitudinea sociala. Datoritd dimensiunii lor publice, proiectele
public-private au adesea o vizibilitate mai mare decat proiectele private si devin mai usor tinta
protestului social. Procedurile de drept public implicate in acest tip de proiecte ofera adesea
actorilor sociali drepturi de consultare publica. In plus, cetatenii si grupurile de interese isi pot
folosi dreptul de a formula petitii si contestatii in temeiul dreptului administrativ pentru a
introduce actiuni civile. Acest lucru poate duce la imposibilitatea actorului privat de a-si respecta
contractele sau de a-si Indeplini obligatiile contractuale la timp. Deasemenea, exista posibilitatea

ca grupurile de presiune sociald sa oblige partenerul public sa revina asupra acordurilor sale.

Pe scurt, exista riscuri considerabile de ambele parti care impiedica dezvoltarea de
parteneriate public-private performante sau de succes. Asemenea parteneriate pot fi realizate
doar daca partile recunosc riscurile reciproce implicate si sunt pregatite sa le exploreze impreuna
in consultare, sd elaboreze masuri pentru a le reduce si, in cazul in care acest lucru nu
functioneaza, sa le atribuie partii care detine cea mai buna pozitie pentru a le gestiona. Prin

urmare, managementul riscului este un aspect important al parteneriatului public-privat.

Mai mult, managementul riscului este Tn mare masurd impiedicat de orientarile culturale
divergente si de diferentele institutionale dintre partile publice si private. Acestea inseamna ca
exista o lipsd de cunoastere si intelegere cu privire la interesele celuilalt si perceptia riscurilor,
dar si ca disponibilitatea de a intra in relatii de parteneriat este oricum limitatd. De exemplu,
partile publice si private au un orizont de timp diferit. In timp ce partile private se concentreazi
pe perspectivele pe termen scurt si pe crearea fluxurilor de numerar, partile publice se
concentreaza pe investitii pe termen lung si pentru ei nu sunt implicate problemele exploatarii si
fluxului de numerar. Sistemul financiar pe care il folosesc partile publice este diferit de cel al
partilor private: de exemplu, guvernul central din Téarile de Jos nu ia in considerare deprecierea

investitiilor sale.
De asemenea, orientdrile in cadrul partilor private difera foarte mult.

e Dezvoltatorii de proiecte urmaresc optimizarea nivelului de calitate pentru a putea
realiza profit.
e Companiile doresc sa se implice Intr-un proiect cat mai curand posibil, in vederea

continuitatii dezvoltarii de infrastructura.
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e Investitorii institutionali sunt cei care vizeaza un produs sau un proiect de calitate
datorita rentabilitatii pe termen lung a investitiei lor. Ei sunt adesea implicati intr-
un proiect Intr-o etapa ulterioara.

e Bancile sunt interesate de finantarea proiectelor. Ele 1si asuma rareori riscuri.
Cand o fac, acestea se reflecta 1n rata dobanzii.

e Utilizatorul doreste un produs adaptat activitatilor sale si care implica cele mai

mici costuri de investitie si exploatare posibile.

Diferitele orientari fac cu atat mai dificila gestionarea si raspandirea adecvata a riscurilor

descrise mai sus, care sunt rezumate 1n tabelul de mai jos:

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Pentru a crea parteneriate public-private, orice incertitudini legate de continut si strategie
trebuie acoperite printr-un acord eficient. Abia cand actorii vor avea incredere in proiectul comun

si riscurile lor sunt acoperite in mod adecvat, vor dori sa se angajeze si sa faca investitii.

Observarea principalelor avantaje oferite de PPP din dubla perspectiva: publica si privata

Prin adoptarea conceptului de parteneriat, guvernele nu cauta doar sa-si reduca rolul, ci
sunt si interesate de avantajele generate de sinergie, care sunt vazute si ca punctele forte ale
acestor parteneriate. Atunci cand vine vorba de achizitii PPP, aceasta poate oferi diverse avantaje
nete pentru guvern. De exemplu, prin PPP-uri este posibila imbunatatirea capacitatii guvernului
atunci cand vine vorba de generarea de solutii integrate. Motivul din spatele acestui lucru este ca,
intrucat domeniul de aplicare al achizitiilor PPP reflectd un context mai larg, este posibil sa se
indrepte atentia citre dezvoltarea unei solutii integrate. In schimb, in cazul procesului traditional
de achizitie, s-ar putea rata aceasta oportunitate, deoarece proiectele cu sferd larga sunt de obicei
impdartite in componente si gestionate individual si, din cauza bugetelor limitate, trebuie

implementate Intr-o maniera secventiala.

Facilitarea abordarilor inovatoare si creative poate fi consideratd unul dintre avantajele
PPP-urilor. Astfel, unul dintre avantajele PPP-urilor este, de asemenea, accesul la tehnologie,
competente, precum si la experientd. Prin implicarea in proiecte PPP, guvernele pot fi capabile sa

dobéandeasca abilitati noi printre tehnologii si cunostinte noi.

PPP-urile pot sa imbunatateascd disponibilitatea know-how-ului din sectorul privat.
Proiectele PPP pot conduce la inovatii. Astfel, cooperarea dintre cele doud sectoare poate avea ca
rezultat un nou produs sau serviciu care nu ar fi aparut daca actorii din sectorul public si privat
nu ar fi cooperat. Cu toate acestea, acest lucru necesitd proiectarea si gestionarea adecvata a

PPP-urilor.

In ceea ce priveste avantajele legate de aspecte mai conventionale, cum ar fi timpul,
costul si calitatea, au fost, de asemenea, discutate. Avantajele non-financiare ale PPP-urilor pot fi
impartite in mai multe grupuri, dintre care primul include evenimente privind livrarile accelerate.
Cu alte cuvinte, acest grup implicd avantaje care decurg din faptul ca un serviciu sau o
infrastructura publica este disponibilda mai devreme decat se astepta. Acest lucru aduce avantaje

si societdtii in ansamblu, deoarece acestea sunt capabile sd profite mai devreme de avantajele
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care provin din functionarea acestor infrastructuri sau servicii. Legat de aceasta, actorul public
poate beneficia de pe urma externalizarii expertizei sectorului privat atunci cand este vorba de
proiecte 1n care timpul este esential, ceea ce poate duce la reducerea duratei de viata a proiectului

si, prin urmare, poate oferi imbundtatiri pentru pozitia publicd a administratiei.

Cand vine vorba de aceste avantaje legate de timp, mentiondm economiile de timp, ca
unul dintre avantajele parteneriatelor public-private. In plus, reducerea costurilor de
implementare a proiectelor poate fi considerata drept unul dintre avantajele parteneriatelor
public-private. Prin achizitie prin PPP este posibil fie sa se ajunga la costuri mai mici, fie sa se
ofere o calitate mai buna cu aceelasi buget. Acest lucru este posibil nu numai in etapa de

proiectare - constructie a proiectului dar si in etapa operationala.

In cazul parteneriatelor public-private, atit productia, cit si calitatea unui serviciu sunt
considerabil mai bune, ceea ce se datoreazd recompenselor si eficientei stimulentelor actorului
privat. Astfel, livrarea unei mai bune valori pentru public, fie prin reducerea costurilor, fie prin
reducerea riscurilor, fie prin imbunatatirea nivelurilor de servicii, poate fi vazutd ca un avantaj al
PPP de care pot profita ambii actori implicati. In cele din urma, PPP-urile pot fi considerate ca un
posibil raspuns pentru guverne atunci cand vine vorba de deficit de finantare din cauza, de
exemplu, constrangerii bugetare. Concluzionand, PPP-urile ofera prin urmare avantaje sub forma

ameliorarii situatiei financiare a sectorului public.

Aranjamentul ales pentru PPT joaca un rol crucial. Deci intrebarea este: cum poate fi
conturat un parteneriat public-privat de succes? Urmatoarea sectiune examineazd aceastd

problema transpusa 1n obiectivul cu numarul patru al lucrarii.

Stabilirea unor factori determinanti si dezvoltarea sistematica a unei scale de clasificare
a factorilor determinati respectiv, a factorilor critici de succes pentru adoptarea PPP-urilor in

Romdnia in scopul cresterii eficientei economice a acestora.

PPP-urile reprezintd o solutie potentiala la unele provocari guvernamentale, chiar daca
obiectivele sectorului privat si public diferd adesea. Ele detin si cheia pentru furnizarea de
servicii publice inovatoare, capabile sa echilibreze responsabilitatea, echitatea si eficienta.
Pornind de la agenda de cercetare parcursa in partea teoretica si in subcapitolele de mai sus din

concluzii, au fost extrasi o serie de factori determinanti, respectiv factori critici de succes (FCS)
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pentru implementarea cu succes a proiectelor in tarile in care PPP sunt mai putin dezvoltate

pentru sectorul public si sectorul privat fard a pune accentul pe alte grupuri de parti interesate.

Este important sa se analizeze factorii critici de succes pentru fiecare grup de parti
interesate Tn mod individual, deoarece fiecare parte interesatd are o perspectiva unica si in
consecinta, factorii difera pentru fiecare grup. Prin urmare, rezultatele cercetdrii si revizuirii
literaturii de specialitate pentru fiecare dintre aceste grupuri de parti interesate sunt discutate in
sectiunea urmdtoare, acestea vizand astfel atingerea obiectivului OS5. Stabilirea unor factori
determinanti si dezvoltarea sistematica a unei scale de clasificare a factorilor determinati
respectiv, a factorilor critici de succes pentru adoptarea PPP-urilor in Romdnia in scopul
cresterii eficientei economice a acestora.

Dupa analiza din capitolul 4 au fost schitate 8 componente/factori determinanti cérora li
s-a dat o etichetd adecvatd pentru a descrie natura factorilor critici de succes. Aceste
componente/factori determinanti pentru implementarea proiectelor PPP in tarile in care acestea
sunt 1n curs de dezvoltare au fost discutate In Capitolele 1,3,4 si 5. Un rezumat al acestor factori

determinanti si a etichetele lor este prezentat in Tabelul 6.3.

Rezultatele analizei datelor cantitative (prezentate in Tabelul 4.8) aratd ca 38 de FCS au
valori medii cuprinse Intre 3,94 si 3,00, si pot fi, prin urmare, etichetati drept ,,critiie” in ceea ce
priveste scala de clasificare utilizata in sondajul prin chestionar. Doar doi FCS (,,Suport/sustinere
sociald” si ,,Managementul partilor interesate prin strategii de management”) au scoruri medii
mai mici de 3,00 si, prin urmare, sunt considerati a fi partial critici pentru perspectiva sectorului

public a proiectelor PPP.

Analiza statisticilor variantei (Tabelul 4.8) aratd ca toate partile interesate au opinii
similare cu privire la clasificarea medie/nivelul de semnificatie al factorilor critici de succes
pentru partenerii din sectorul public, deoarece niciuna dintre valorile statisticii F nu este mai
mica decat punctul de limita 0,05, ceea ce sugereaza ca diferenta de opinie in clasificarea acestor

FCS intre trei grupuri de parti interesate este nesemnificativa din punct de vedere statistic.

Scala de clasificare medie cumulativa pentru acesti FCS indica faptul ca, pentru partenerii
din sectorul public, urmatorii cinci FCS sunt cele mai semnificativi in ceea ce priveste proiectele

Primii trei FCS indicati mai sus sunt considerati ,,foarte critici” in conformitate cu schema

de etichetare a chestionarului cu valori medii cumulate de 4,29, 4,20 si, respectiv, 4,01.

Alti 37 FCS au fost atribuiti categoriei de ,factori critici”, iar ultimii doi factori
(,,Suport/sustinere sociald” si ,,Managementul partilor interesate prin strategii de management”)

au fost considerati partial critici de respondentii la sonda;.

Analiza statisticilor variantei (Tabelul 4.9) aratd cd grupurile de parti interesate au
unanimitate de opinii cu privire la clasificarea medie/nivelul de semnificatie al FCS pentru
partenerii din sectorul privat in majoritatea cazurilor. Cu toate acestea, cinci FCS, inclusiv

,Disponibilitate de finantare pe termen lung/cost redus”, ,,cadru legal previzibil si rezonabil”,
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,consortiu privat puternic/experimentat”, ,,Supraveghere riguroasd a sectorului public pe
parcursul ciclului de viatd al proiectelor” si ,,consultare si acceptare publicd” au primit opinii
diferite de la diverse parti interesate si au valorile statistice F mai mici decat punctul de limita de
0,05. Cu exceptia acestor FCS, varianta este nesemnificativa statistic pentru ceilalti 35 de factori

critici de succes.

Pentru primii trei factori, variatia a aparut din cauza valorilor medii mult mai mari
atribuite de alte grupuri de parti interesate fata de partile implicate din sectorul public si privat,
ceea ce este de inteles in sensul ca acesti factori reprezintd o preocupare majord cu un risc ridicat
pentru acestia, pe care trebuie sa-1 abordeze inainte de a lua orice decizie de finantare. Ultimii doi
factori au variatii semnificative, deoarece ambii factori nu sunt in mod normal o prioritate pentru
sectorul public din Romaénia si, prin urmare, acestor factori le-au fost atribuite valori medii

semnificativ mai mici de catre participantii la sondaj din sectorul public.

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Din altd perspectivd, cadrul conceptual al acestei cercetdri a implicat studiul
parteneriatelor public-private (PPP) in tarile in care acestea sunt in curs de dezvoltare si
examinarea rolului partilor interesate si factorilor contextuali locali in identificarea
principalelor constrangeri/ riscuri/ probleme/factori de influentd in parteneriatele public-
private in tarile 1n care acestea sunt in curs de dezvoltare, respectiv in Romania si pornind
de la acestea, stabilirea unor factori critici de succes pentru parteneriatele public-private n

scopul cresterii eficientei economice a acestora.

In acest context, prin analiza literaturii de specialitate si prin cercetarile practic-
aplicative intocmite, s-a constat ca cercetdrile si studiile asupra factorilor determinanti
pentru PPP in cazul tarilor dezvoltate pot fi gasite din abundenta, dar studiilor PPP in
contextul tdrilor in care acestea nu sunt foarte dezvoltate nu li s-a acordat prea multa
importanti in cercetarile anterioare. In plus, subiectul factorilor determinanti/de succes desi
riguros cercetat in trecut, accentul s-a pus tot pe tarile dezvoltate. In mod similar, partile
interesate au fost rareori studiate ca parte integranta a factori determinanti/ critici de succes
pentru implementarea cu succes a proiectelor PPP, desi a fost cercetat frecvent
managementul de succes/performant al proiectelor. Un studiu realizat in 2009 de Ke si
colab., a evidentiat aceste limitari in literatura de cercetare, examinand tendintele de
cercetare privind PPP-urile in 7 reviste de constructii de top. Rezultatele acestui studiu au
evidentiat faptul cd 79% dintre lucrarile de cercetare privind PPP-urile provin din 7 tari
dezvoltate si contextul tarilor in care PPP sunt mai putin dezvoltate nu a fost luat in

considerare 1n aceste lucrari.

Cu aceste goluri in corpul de cunostinte existent, cercetarea actuald si-a propus sa
aduca o contributie la aceste domenii de cunoastere, ea adaugdandu-se la corpul de
cunostinte in domenii precum stiinte economice, management financiar, stiinte juridice §i
altele in contextul tarilor in care proiectele de PPP sunt in curs de dezvoltare. O alta
contributie a acestei cercetari consta in faptul ca este un studiu cuprinzator in care
constatarile au fost structurate reprezentand cele doua grupuri de parti interesate

implicate in proiecte PPP.

Studierea factorilor de influenta a valorii contractelor aferente parteneriatelor
publice si private (PPP) este cruciala datorita implicatiilor sale multiple in diverse

sectoare. In primul rand, intelegerea acestor factori faciliteaza crearea de parteneriate
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mai eficiente. Aprofunddnd dinamica care modeleaza aceste parteneriate, partile
interesate pot identifica practicile optime §i potentialele provocari, permitandu-le sa
conceapd parteneriate care maximizeaza beneficiile, reducand in acelasi timp riscurile.
Aceste cunostinte sunt deosebit de importante in gestionarea investitiilor financiare
substantiale si a riscurilor inerente PPP-urilor, asigurandu-se cad resursele sunt alocate
prudential si ca rezultatele sunt optimizate. Mai mult decat atat, studiile intocmite
informeaza decidentii de politici publice in elaborarea reglementarilor si a cadrelor care
creeaza medii favorabile pentru parteneriate de succes, promovand transparenta,

responsabilitatea §i increderea publicului.

Perceptiile si perspectivele partilor interesate au fost reflectate in mod
corespunzator in concluziile acestei cercetari, care pot ajuta tarile in care PPP sunt mai
putin dezvoltate sa-si contextualizeze viitoarele agende de reforme pentru promovarea

PPP-urilor ca instrument de politica pentru dezvoltarea infrastructurii.

Concluzii cu caracter practic-aplicativ. Cel de-al doilea obiectiv ,,02.
Identificarea ratiunii, caracteristicilor si mecanismelor parteneriatelor public-private in
Uniunea Europeana si Romdnia” a fost atins preponderent in capitolul 2, o serie de

concluzii fiind formulate si in continuare.

Din perspectiva legislativa, PPP au fost considerate ca un instrument de politica
important pentru a stimula investitiile pe termen lung, in timp ce urmareste consolidarea
fiscald. Uniunea Europeana, in Cartea verde, a remarcat ca o mare varietate de instrumente
sunt disponibile pentru a face PPP-urile mai deschise la concurentd intr-un mediu juridic
transparent, adica instrumente legislative, interpretative comunicatii, actiuni de
imbunatatire a coordondrii practicii nationale sau schimbul de bune practici intre statele

membre.

Totodatd, parteneriatul public-privat a devenit popular in rdndul guvernelor si al
Uniunii Europene ca modalitate de furnizare a infrastructurii publice si a serviciilor publice
dupa ce reglementarea legislativa a inceput sa 1si atingad scopul. Astfel, la nivelul Uniunii
Europene existd un numar de motive justificative introduse atat in Cartea Verde cat si in
Regulamentul (UE) nr. 1303/2013 al Parlamentului European si al Consiliului din 17
decembrie 2013 respectiv: sectorul privat va face o treabd mai bund si mai putin
birocratica; va fi redusd povara bugetelor sectorului public; PPP este un contract incheiat

cu un organism public — un set de termeni reglementeaza prestarea de servicii de catre
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sectorul privat; PPP reuneste sectoarele public si privat Intr-un parteneriat pe termen lung

pentru un beneficiu reciproc.

Crearea unui cadru de reglementare dedicat reglementarii PPP-urilor in economiile
in care acestea nu sunt dezvoltate este consideratd a fi o initiere importantd a unei
schimbari institutionale in aceastad directie. Pentru a permite inovarea prin aceastd
schimbare, este obligatoriu sd se revizuiasca procesele de control existente, precum si
rolurile si responsabilitatile actorilor principali. Cu toate acestea, acest lucru poate implica
indivizi si organizatii intr-un joc de politica si putere Intre actori ,,campioni ai schimbarii”,
lucrand activ pentru a contesta si transforma practicile PPP existente si pe cei care si-au
gisit puterea si dominatia amenintate de aceasti schimbare. In incercarea de a introduce
mai multa transparenta si expertizd in implementarea programelor PPP si in scopuri de
descentralizare, legile independente privind PPP pot sugera ca un grup de parti interesate
sd formeze comitete de achizitii. Aceste tipuri de prevederi legale pot fi percepute ca
erodand puterea actualelor autoritdti de achizitii (adicd ministerele de resort), iar
conformitatea actorilor cu noile norme va reduce cu sigurantd puterea acestora asupra
operatiunilor de achizitii PPP sau a altor procese PPP cum este cazul Romaniei. Chiar si
dupa adoptarea unei legi dedicate PPP si crearea unei institutii dedicate PPP, si in ciuda
importantei acestui aspect Intr-un cadru de reglementare, actorii pot manifesta in
continuare reticentd in cooperare si pot gasi modalitati de eludare a acestor reglementari.
Acest tip de comportament este incurajat in continuare atunci cand legile PPP nu sunt
aplicate sau cand legile existente nu sunt revizuite si permit in continuare rute paralele
pentru achizitiile PPP. Aceastd opozitie si reticenta, cuplate cu alte elemente politice si de
mediu, cum ar fi politica instabila a tarii si perioade lungi de inertie politica, pot duce la o

situatie de echilibru nedorit intre promotori si adversari.

In Roménia un consens politic este un factor cheie in stabilirea cadrului de
reglementare pentru PPP; si atat sprijinul politic, cat si existenta unei reglementari solide
sunt esentiale pentru buna desfasurare si difuzare a colaborarilor PPP, ceea ce s-a incercat

prin cadrul de reglementare al Legii nr. 7/2024.

O alta noutate adusa de lucrare consta in analiza proiectele de parteneriat public-
privat in contextul actual, prin serii de date statistice studiul fiind de natura comparativa
intre tarile europene, tinadnd cont de impactul Covid-19. Astfel, s-a constat ca, in perioada

dintre 2012 si 2019 (anul anterior pandemiei de Covid-19) parteneriatele public-private in
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toate grupurile de tari din UE-28/27, au Inregistrat dificultiti provenite din legislatia UE
privind concurenta si achizitiile publice. Analiza parteneriatelor public-private in perioada
2012-2022, cand aceste modificari ale cadrului legal au devenit o necesitate atat pentru
tarile dezvoltate, cat si pentru cele in care PPP sunt mai putin dezvoltate din UE, aratd ca

majoritatea erau in sectorul transporturilor, urmat de sectorul serviciilor publice generale.

In ciuda scepticismului vizibil, chiar si perioada de pandemie 2020 si 2021 a aritat
ca interesul pentru PPP-uri a rdmas constant pentru majoritatea tarilor UE-27, chiar daca
numarul tranzactiilor a scazut usor de la 43 in 2020, la doar 40 1n 2021 in ceea ce priveste
tranzactiile care ajung la inchiderea financiara (Dan, 2022a, pp. 74-75). Dinamica pe
unsprezece ani a pietei europene de PPP dupa valoare si numarul de proiecte (2012-2022),
confirmad cd, in 2022, valoarea agregata a tranzactiilor PPP care s-au Incheiat financiar pe
piata europeana a totalizat 9,8 miliarde EUR, o scadere cu 23% fata de 2012 (12 miliarde
EUR). De asemenea, numarul tranzactiilor PPP ajunse la incheierea financiard a scazut la

45, fata de 62 in 2012.

In acelasi timp, o altd noutate adusd de lucrare este analiza PPP in contextul
Industriei 4.0, fiind rezumate beneficiile pe care diferitele tehnologii le pot aduce PPP:
Eliminarea erorilor, Accelerarea procesului de infrastructurd, Coordonare imbunatatita,
Model pentru utilizare in administrare, Transparentd Tmbunatatitd, etc. Toate aceste
beneficii conduc in cele din urma la un singur beneficiu central — economii financiare

pentru proiectul PPP, fie in faza de pregatire, implementare sau management.

Analiza distributiei parteneriatelor public-private in perioada 2002-2020 defalcate
pe domenii de activitate reflecta o diversitate de domenii in care se deruleaza parteneriatele
public-private in Uniunea Europeand. Domeniile precum educatia, sanatatea si transportul
sunt bine reprezentate, sugerand interesul si investitiile semnificative in infrastructura si
servicii publice esentiale. Cu toate acestea, este important de remarcat cd anumite
domenii, precum cercetarea-dezvoltarea-inovarea (RDI) si telecomunicatiile, par sa fie mai
putin dezvoltate in cadrul PPP-urilor, avand valori mai mici in distributia prezentatd. Acest
lucru ar putea sugera potentialul pentru extinderea PPP-urilor in aceste domenii, pentru a
stimula inovarea si dezvoltarea tehnologica in UE-27. In ansamblu, distributia reflectd o
gama largd de preocupdri si investitii in diverse sectoare ale economiei $i societdtii
europene, iar analiza acestor date ar putea oferi perspective importante asupra prioritatilor

st directiilor strategice ale parteneriatelor public-private in UE-27.
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Analiza factorilor determinati ai parteneriatelor public-private in cadrul UE27 din
capitolul 5 constituie un alt element de noutate al tezei. Rezultatele estimate folosind doua
tipuri de efecte creioneazd niste aspecte foarte importante din perspectiva factorilor
determinanti ai parteneriatelor public-private. In primul rand s-a putut observa ci nivelul
datoriei publice exercita un impact negativ asupra valorii PPP-urilor. Astfel, o crestere a
datoriei publice este asociatd cu o scddere a valorii contractelor PPP, ceea ce ar putea
reflecta o preferintd mai mica sau o capacitate redusd a guvernului de a angaja noi
parteneriate public-private in perioade de datorie ridicata. Interesant, nivelul cresterii
economice sau a deficitului bugetar dintr-un anumit an nu par a impacta valoarea

parteneriatelor public-private.

in schimb se poate observa o asociere pozitiva si semnificativa din punct de vedere
statistic la un prag de relevanta de 99% intre bogatia unui stat, evidentiatd de nivelul PIB
per capita si volumul contractelor rezultate ca urmare a PPP-urilor. Acest rezultat indica
faptul cd in economiile cu un PIB per capita mai ridicat, exista mai multe resurse
disponibile pentru a investi in proiecte de infrastructura si alte parteneriate public-private.
De asemenea, ar putea indica un mediu economic mai stabil si predictibil, care atrage mai

multe investitii private in parteneriatele public-private.

Impactul pozitiv si semnificativ statistic al indicele statului de drept asupra
parteneriatelor public-private la un prag de incredere de 95% sugereazd ca o mai mare
incredere in respectarea legii, calitatea aplicdrii contractelor, drepturile de proprietate si
eficienta instantelor de judecatd contribuie la stimularea sau facilitarea PPP-urilor intr-o
tara sau regiune. Deci, este esential ca guvernele si autoritdtile sa investeascda in
consolidarea statului de drept pentru a sprijini cresterea economica durabila si

dezvoltarea infrastructurii intr-un mod eficient si transparent.

De asemenea, impactul pozitiv si semnificativ din punct de vedere statistic al
indicelui de control al coruptiei asupra parteneriatelor public-private subliniaza importanta
combaterii coruptiei pentru a promova un mediu de afaceri sandtos, transparent Si
echitabil. Reducerea coruptiei poate creste Increderea investitorilor si poate stimula
investitiile in proiecte de infrastructura si dezvoltare, contribuind la cresterea economica si
la imbunititirea calitatii vietii populatiei pe baza unor parteneriate public-private. In cele
din urma, ca in orice situatie In care proprietatea si puterea de decizie sunt separate,

parteneriatele public-private pot crea probleme complexe principal-agent. Acest lucru
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poate facilita tranzactiile corupte, platile catre prieteni politici, subminand legatura dintre

partile private care iau decizii importante privind proiectele.

in final, impactul pozitiv si semnificativ la un prag de relevanta de 90% al crizei
financiare globale asupra valorii PPP-urilor poate fi interpretat in mai multe moduri. in
primul rand, crizele financiare globale au evidentiat nevoia urgentd de investitii in
infrastructurd pentru a stimula cresterea economici si a crea locuri de munci. In acest
context, proiectele PPP pot fi vdzute ca un instrument important pentru finantarea si
implementarea proiectelor de infrastructurd, cum ar fi constructia de autostrazi, aeroporturi
sau facilititi de energie regenerabild. In al doilea rand, in timpul crizelor financiare,
guvernele si autoritdtile publice pot fi sub presiunea de a gasi alternative de finantare
pentru proiectele de infrastructurd, avand 1in vedere constrangerile bugetare.
Concluzionand, proiectele PPP pot oferi o modalitate de a atrage capital privat si de a

imparti riscurile intre sectorul public si cel privat.

Pornind de la aceste aspect am analizat impactul diferitilor factori de influenta ai
PPP-urilor in Romdnia, prin tehnica econometrica a regresiei cuantilice. Coeficientul
pozitiv intre datoria publicd si valoarea parteneriatelor public-private in tarile in care aceste
parteneriate sunt reduse (cuantila de 10), cum este cazul Romaniei poate fi interpretat in
mai multe moduri. In primul rand, acest lucru ar putea indica o dependenti mai mare de
finantarea prin datorie publicd pentru proiectele de infrastructura sau dezvoltare, in lipsa
alternativelor viabile oferite de parteneriatele public-private. In aceste tari, guvernele pot si
se angajeze in Imprumuturi suplimentare pentru a finanta proiecte care, In alte
circumstante, ar putea fi gestionate sau finantate In colaborare cu sectorul privat. Totusi,
acest lucru poate implica si riscuri suplimentare pentru stabilitatea financiara a tarii, avand
in vedere ca cresterea datoriei publice poate conduce la presiuni asupra bugetului si la
necesitatea de a aloca mai multe resurse pentru serviciul datoriei, reducand flexibilitatea si

capacitatea de investitie a guvernului pe termen lung.

Pe de altd parte, coeficientul pozitiv poate reflecta si o tendintd mai generald a
statelor precum Romania de a fi prudente in implementarea parteneriatelor public-private
din cauza riscurilor asociate, precum costurile suplimentare, problemele de reglementare
sau transparenta deficitard. In aceste cazuri, guvernele pot prefera si evite angajamentele
pe termen lung cu sectorul privat si sd isi mentind controlul asupra proiectelor si finantelor

prin intermediul datoriei publice. Totusi, acest lucru poate duce la subutilizarea
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potentialului parteneriatelor public-private in abordarea problemelor de infrastructurd sau
dezvoltare si la o mai micd diversificare a surselor de finantare, ceea ce poate limita

eficienta si sustenabilitatea investitiilor pe termen lung.
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SUMMARY

Public-private partnerships (PPPs) have played a significant role in stimulating ongoing
national economic growth processes and developing social infrastructures, including roads,
facilities, buildings, public services such as health, utilities, education, and sanitation, etc. These
are typically driven by the significant gap between available public funding and necessary
expenditures, especially in an era of increasing budget deficits. In the context of global crises we
face, and the post-pandemic situation, PPPs act as economic stimulators in countries where PPPs
are less developed and as sustainable growth drivers globally, although the difficult economic
environment has substantially affected the international project financing market. Nationally,
governments also aim to improve the quality and efficiency of public infrastructure and services
in general. Expanding the use of PPPs would allow states to provide the necessary public
infrastructure while minimizing both short-term and long-term expenditures and also leveraging
the management skills, expertise, experience, innovation, and alternative financing methods of
the private sector. This can also have a significant impact on international trade. Therefore, the
economic efficiency of PPPs has notable benefits for both global markets and countries at the
national level, which was the motivation for choosing this topic.

The following research questions are raised in this study:

1. What are the factors that facilitate the stability, performance, and success of public-
private partnerships as a mechanism for increasing their economic efficiency in the
European Union and Romania?

2. What are the problems, risks, and constraints that hinder the performance and success of
using public-private partnerships in the European Union and Romania?

3. What are the advantages and disadvantages of public-private partnerships from a dual
perspective: that of the private sector and public authorities?

The purpose of the research is to identify a series of strategies and best practices to
improve the economic efficiency of PPPs in Romania and to systematically develop a
classification scale of the determined factors, respectively, the critical success factors for the
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implementation of PPPs in Romania. To achieve this goal, the research aimed to address the
following objectives:

e OL. Critically evaluate the public-private partnership and the dimensions of economic
efficiency in the current context.

e 0O2. Identify public-private partnerships within the legislative framework of the European
Union and Romania.

e 03. Identify the main constraints/risks/problems/influencing factors in public-private
partnerships in Romania.

e 0O4. Observe the main advantages offered by PPPs from a dual perspective: public and
private.

o 05, Establish determining factors and systematically develop a classification scale of the
determined factors, respectively, the critical success factors for the adoption of PPPs in
Romania to increase their economic efficiency.

The structure of the work is based on five chapters, in a logical and balanced structure,
with a rigorously conducted research methodology, adding value and originality through the
novelty of the chosen topic and the limited scientific approaches for Romania. The bibliography
of the work contains 518 works, most of which are recent and highly relevant, published in the
last five years, including articles in specialized journals, books from prestigious literature, and
web pages dedicated to PPPs.

The first chapter of the work is theoretical in nature, dedicated to “Public-Private
Partnership and the Dimensions of Economic Efficiency in the Current Context.” The chapter
starts from the key concepts of the work: economic efficiency and public-private partnership,
conducting a systematic review of the specialized literature on public-private partnership, starting
from its scope, the characteristics of public-private partnerships, the dimensions of the economic
efficiency of public-private partnership, respectively the efficiency or lack of efficiency of these
and stopping at the benefits compared to the challenges of PPP. In the second part of the chapter,
I focused on evaluating the performance of public-private partnership projects from the
perspective of PPP performance theories, the current state of knowledge regarding PPP

performance and maturity, and ending with the 4E theory.



The second chapter, titled “Public-Private Partnership in the Legislation of the European
Union and Romania,” presents from a legislative point of view both the regulation of PPP at the
level of the European Union and the regulation of PPP at the level of Romania. EU member
states consider PPP a strategic tool for attracting additional financial resources. In a European
Union economically challenged in recent years, PPP becomes an indispensable tool for national,
international, and regional economic and social development. In the absence of common
legislative regulations of EU countries, acts and contracts between the state and the private sector
will be examined according to the norms and principles derived from the Treaty on the
Functioning of the European Union.

The third chapter, titled “The Financial Impact of Risks. Determining Factors in PPP,”
discusses the financial risks of PPP projects, as well as their identification, evaluation, and
allocation. The success of a PPP project depends on the accuracy of defining the financial tactics
by a private partner, from solving short-term financial problems, considering the most important
elements of the outlined financial strategy. PPP projects are considered risky by nature, which is
why special attention must be paid to choosing the financing method, all parties involved, and
not least the risk issues. In this context, mathematical models are to be followed to reduce
excessive costs and risks that may arise as much as possible.

The fourth chapter, titled “Determinant Factors and Critical Success Factors (CSFs) for
the Implementation of PPP Projects in Romania,” is divided into two parts. The first part presents
the research methodology, the selection of appropriate techniques for quantitative research, as
well as information about the participants. This survey aimed to develop a ranking scale of
critical success factors for PPP projects and observe stakeholders’ perceptions regarding them;
this chapter presents an analysis of variance (ANOVA) for 40 CSFs. In addition, the factorial
analysis of these CSFs is presented, which provided 8 groupings of factors for these factors for
better understanding and discussion. Since CSFs were analyzed in a broader sense of PPP
projects, their analysis from the perspective of each stakeholder group was also carried out in the
last part of this chapter, where the Stakeholder Perception Index for public sector partners,
private sector partners, and other stakeholders was also analyzed separately.

The fifth chapter is titled “Determinant Factors of Public-Private Partnerships within the

EU27” and contains subchapters related to the description of the collected data, the obtained



results, and concludes with a part of conclusions and strategies regarding the identification of
influencing factors of PPPs in Romania.

The last part is dedicated to “Theoretical-Methodological and Practical-Applied
Conclusions” and, therefore, consolidates the previous chapters, providing conclusions that
specifically refer to the research purpose on which the thesis is based.

General Conclusions: In recent years, the functioning of public and private organizations
has been increasingly challenged by societal demands. Individual organizations often possess
insufficient expertise to provide the high-quality products and services demanded by society. The
necessary resources (expertise, money, information, personnel, management) are distributed
among different organizations. Resource exchange is necessary to achieve objectives, make
investments, and/or solve social problems. Dependencies thus lead to an increasing need for
interaction and cooperation, especially where budgets are limited, and cooperation allows
organizations to maintain their autonomy and limit bureaucratic costs. As a result, the
significance of hierarchy within society is decreasing, while that of horizontal relationships is
increasing; society is increasingly taking on the characteristics of a network society. In the
private sector, companies are increasingly seeking refuge in strategic alliances and the formation
of industrial networks. In the public sector, forms of cooperation and coordination between
ministries, different levels of administration, and semi-public organizations are increasing. There

is also a growing trend of involving citizens and social groups in public policy formulation.

However, interdependencies do not stop at the boundary between the public and private
domains: interdependencies are increasingly recognized between private and public parties. But
at the same time, it is uncertain whether the parties are capable of successfully shaping a public-
private cooperation in the medium or long term. Cultural and institutional differences between
the public and private domains and the risks associated with bringing the two together pose a
serious threat to the success of public-private partnerships, requiring new role divisions, working
practices, and arrangements to bridge the gaps. Developing successful public-private partnerships
is one of the most important challenges facing public and private organizations today, especially
in countries where PPPs are less developed, such as Romania.



The importance of any research study should be reflected in the conclusions and
recommendations it makes, and these must be considered concerning the research purpose
identified at the beginning of the study. The purpose of this final chapter is, therefore, to bring
the study to a close by presenting the conclusions and recommendations resulting from both the
review of the specialized literature and the empirical research results regarding the economic
efficiency of public-private partnerships in Romania, with a focus on the determining factors and

public-private partnership models at the national level.

This work has addressed the need and options for creating public-private partnerships, as
well as the difficulties and risks involved from a dual perspective: theoretical-methodological
and practical-applied. Through the obtained results, the work clarifies a series of aspects of
economic efficiency within public-private partnerships and opens new research directions
regarding the economic efficiency of public-private partnerships in Romania. The work has
particularly aimed at the critical analysis of the dimensions of economic efficiency and the
performance evaluation of public-private partnerships, proposing a complex and innovative
approach to the benefits, challenges, and risks of public-private partnerships, as well as the
present and future trends in public-private partnership projects from the perspective of Industry
4.0.

The classical or modern economic models and theories analyzed in chapters one and
three, together with the legislation on public-private partnerships from chapter two, represent the
theoretical foundation of the economic analyses in chapters four and five. From the vast
specialized literature, | have chosen those current theories and models that emphasize the
dimensions of the economic efficiency of public-private partnerships applicable to the current
national context, which could bring a new perspective to the way of thinking and implementing
public-private partnerships in Romania. These theories are supported, in chapters 1, 4, and 5, by
well-founded economic-statistical data series analyses and econometric models, leading to a

series of theoretical-methodological results, conclusions, and recommendations.

The purpose of the research was to identify a series of strategies to improve the economic
efficiency of PPPs in Romania. To achieve this goal, the research aimed to address the following

objectives mentioned in the introduction.
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The first objective “O1. Critically evaluate the public-private partnership and the
dimensions of economic efficiency in the current context” was achieved throughout the entire
work, but the conclusions summarize the complex relationship between PPP and economic

efficiency.

The purpose of reviewing existing studies on public-private partnerships is to identify the
different aspects that have interested scholars, the theoretical lenses applied to analyze these
aspects, and the perspectives revealed through this examination, as well as the characteristics
that have remained underexplored. The complex and multidimensional nature of public-private
partnerships has attracted scholars from multiple disciplines, and different research
methodologies have been adopted for both empirical and non-empirical studies, addressing a

series of questions regarding various aspects of PPPs.

Although a universal definition of PPPs is difficult to find in the reviewed works, the
perspectives revealed by all disciplines together provide a comprehensive idea of the different
characteristics of PPPs. By synthesizing them, I could conclude that the definitions attributed to
PPPs are discipline-specific. In public management, PPPs are a mechanism for joint production
and risk-sharing for the reconstruction and modernization of infrastructure and public services
to improve growth both at the national and community levels. In economics, PPPs are viewed as
long-term global contracts for the construction, operation, and maintenance of major
infrastructure projects. Studies in strategic management take a more contemporary view of
PPPs, considering them intersectoral strategic alliances aimed at generating innovation and

creating added value in public activities.

Until the early 2000s, progress regarding PPPs was dominated by perspectives from
public management and economics. Studies in public management have proliferated discussions
about the distinction between management practices in the public and private sectors, exploring
the contextual implications and constraints of this division and, most importantly, highlighting
the advantages and complications of importing strategic and managerial practices from the

private sector into public administrations. These studies have also focused on the public
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accountability of PPPs and their ability to achieve cost benefits and generate innovation through
shared responsibilities and joint decision-making.

Economic research has concentrated on the contractual links in PPPs, considering that
contractual considerations together with the institutional dimensions of local environments
highly condition the performance of PPP projects. Transaction cost economics and incomplete
contracting have been the predominant theoretical lenses associated with studies in this
discipline. The studies have mainly focused on the inherent uncertainties of PPP contracts and
the associated risks at the partnership formation stage (partner selection, task grouping, optimal
ownership, control rights, risk allocation between partners), as well as at the contract execution
level, renegotiations, and regulations (political implications in renegotiations, corruption,

opportunistic behaviors).

Interests in PPPs in the field of strategic management have emerged recently, and
developments in this direction have built on previous findings from other disciplines, as well as
on perspectives brought by management theories in strategic alliances. Studies addressing PPPs
as an independent form of inter-organizational collaboration are still rare. The specialized
literature has so far addressed PPPs as a form of inter-sectorial or hybrid collaboration, bringing
together stakeholders from different economic spheres (private, public, and civil society).
Theoretical developments in this direction have mainly focused on the mutual dependence of
partners on shared resources and capacities and the associated governance mode, as well as
relational aspects such as the coordination mechanism and institutional hybridity as explanatory
factors of partnership performance and efficiency. More recently, studies have begun to

investigate the capacity of PPPs to create and sustain social value and sustainability.

As we have observed, there is no special model for PPPs. Both the range and scope of
public-private partnerships are constantly expanding: (1) for example, Design-Build-Maintain,
Design-Build-Operate, and Design-Build-Operate-Maintain; (2) various hybrid forms of public-
private partnership, including the concept of an alliance, where private and public actors jointly
design, develop, and finance a project; (3) bundling, where, to deliver multiple smaller-scale PPP

projects, the public sector contracts with a single partner; (4) Build-Operate-Transfer, where the
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private party involved in the project both constructs and operates the project for the concession
period, after which the project is transferred to the client.

We have seen that (1) the main common characteristics of public-private partnerships
include the transfer of risks to the private actor, as well as holding a long-term contract, which
focuses on service delivery rather than assets between private and public parties, and (2) the use
of private financing concerning the transferred risks can be seen as a characteristic of PPPs.
Additionally, it is worth mentioning that in the case of public-private partnerships, the emphasis
IS more on specifying project outcomes rather than its inputs. Regarding payments in PPPs, the
public actor makes performance-based payments to the private actor concerning service delivery.

To date, despite considerable research in the field of PPPs, there is significant controversy
in this area due to a variety of issues such as inadequate risk transfer, complex negotiations,
unfair allocation of benefits, time-consuming and costly bidding processes, and conflicts between

stakeholders, aspects that we will comment on later.

A particular emphasis has been placed on how different streams of PPP literature view
their performance and efficiency. We have found in this regard that there is no theoretical
consensus on how to evaluate this performance. The criteria for evaluating the efficiency of PPPs
are scattered in the literature and do not form a comprehensive, unified, and inclusive framework
that can be universally adopted. However, the commonality among all these criteria is that they
are based on the final outcome of the PPP and, therefore, do not allow for an evaluation of the

partnership process.

We discovered that very little of this vast and still growing literature offers insights into
the management of this form of inter-organizational collaboration. Overall, the existing literature
is concerned with examining PPPs only at the social or organizational level, thus providing few
insights into the ongoing micro-managerial life of a PPP. Although static snapshots of PPPs have
been captured by various studies, a dynamic view of the entire evolution covering the
preconditions, processes, and outcomes of these partnerships in dynamic contexts is still missing.
The observations made from the literature review offer promising directions for future research.
Therefore, we rely on the complex and dynamic institutional nature of PPPs to promote the
argument that interactions in a PPP are never linear and that a dynamic process approach to
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exploring PPPs can reveal much about their evolution in the natural environment in which they
operate. On these considerations, chapter four of the thesis was realized. We believe that
pursuing this investigative research agenda to better understand the evolution of PPPs, and

choosing an appropriate theoretical framework to guide this research process was a necessity.

The first chapter outlined the genealogy of the global PPP research field over the past two
decades, focusing on the early fundamental research agenda and articulating a future
international research agenda on PPP. As a result of analyzing classical or modern economic
models, theories, and research, a major aspect identified is the need for services, infrastructure, or
a combination of both, which explains the necessity of public-private partnerships. Another
aspect observed in the analysis of theoretical considerations highlights the state’s limitation in
meeting the emerging and constantly changing needs of society members. In all cases, the need is
defined as the attempt to achieve superior quality. Therefore, existing studies converge on the
idea that it is vital to achieve full compatibility of approaches to the same problem (need)
between the public and private sectors. Both parties involved must be guided by a common
vision and objectives to achieve final results by reconciling their actions. Another important
factor is the political, legal, and administrative environment, as studies confirm that efficiency
should be understood as the government’s ability to establish predictability and, implicitly,
stability in the institutional and political environment. Existing studies focus on evaluating the
performance of PPP projects at their various stages; namely the initial stage, the construction

phase, and the final completion and closure stage.

The conclusion is that there are clearly a multitude of possible long-term arrangements
for infrastructure, so questions about how these evolve, the merit of each PPP approach, and the
political reasons pursued for PPPs in different contexts will undoubtedly remain important
research topics.

Overall, our opinion is that, over time, the PPP research agenda has broadened
(addressing more issues and areas), deepened (with many sub-questions, PPPs being subjected to
deeper and more rigorous analyses), and sharpened (through the use of new analytical lenses as

well as conventional research methods). However, in the specialized literature, there is still a lack
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of theoretical and empirical frameworks for understanding public and private interactions within
PPPs, a gap that this work also addresses.

Identification of the main constraints/risks/issues/influencing factors in public-

private partnerships in countries where they are less developed, specifically in Romania

Firstly, the risks and barriers are related to the fact that public-private partnerships
involve considerable risks for both public and private authorities. As long as these risks are high,
actors will be reluctant to enter into partnerships, no matter how attractive the prospect they
offer. Additionally, the perception of risks varies among partners. The parties involved often
have a diminished perspective on how other partnerships evaluate risks. Often, they are not even
aware that the partners’ approach is different and that the risks for them are of a different nature.
Furthermore, there is the danger that the parties will try to transfer risks to each other. For this
reason, a successful partnership requires a clear picture of the different risks involved for public

authorities and the private sector. These risks are specified below.

As a result of the research conducted, it was found that budget savings through the
involvement of private investors are often the motivation for favoring public-private
partnerships. However, this often does not meet expectations, as the nature of the products and
services produced through this form of partnership is not suitable. Projects often need to be
implemented in a densely built and populated environment, which means that a number of parties
are affected and there is a considerable likelihood of social opposition. Consequently, the project
is subject to a whole range of requirements. Achieving such a high-quality project becomes
possible only through a comprehensive project based on an integral (polycentric) vision of land
use planning, economic development, mobility, environment, and safety. At the same time, the
reason for the public-private partnership should not be conditioned by limiting/reducing public
spending, but rather by achieving a better project in terms of economic efficiency and quality
than the projects that the private sector or public authorities develop alone. For partners in the
public system, the involvement of private parties is desirable because, on the one hand, they
operate more efficiently than public organizations, but also because they have market experience
and innovative creativity that is often lacking in the public sector. The reasons why private

parties want to participate in such PPPs are that they open up new markets and offer investment
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opportunities. Cooperation with public authorities is indispensable in this regard, given the long-
term uncertainties and risks involved in making such investments, especially in an unstable
economic and political environment like Romania. Private parties would be at a disadvantage on

their own.

In conclusion, for partners in the public system, the reason for initiating such
partnerships is the opportunity to create value-added projects compared to public projects,
obtaining private investments and implicitly saving the state budget, as well as the
contribution of experience from the private sector. For the private sector, public-private

partnerships offer new investment opportunities and open new markets.

Another major aspect observed concerns the opportunities offered by a public-private
partnership. If public authorities unilaterally define projects, this limits the scope of creating
partnerships. In this case, we are rather talking about outsourcing: the government acts as the
responsible party, sets the project’s characteristics, and contracts the construction and operation
to a private contractor based on clear objectives. This creates a principal-agent relationship: the
principal wants the agent to achieve fixed objectives as efficiently as possible. But such an
approach is not suitable for mobilizing the experience and know-how of the private sector, as the
partnership is essentially different from contracting a private contractor. The public-private
partnership is an operating mode suitable for very complex projects where interests make it
impossible for the government to unilaterally set objectives and limiting conditions. To develop a
project with the desired efficiency and quality, the private sector should be involved to activate
its expertise, resources, and innovative capacity, with the objective being the creation of common
products. A distinctive feature of a common product is that, by combining functionalities and
choosing the project’s scope, a product is created that could not have been achieved by parties

acting individually.

In our opinion, the public-private partnership implies that the government assumes the
role of an equal partner. From the perspective of the economic efficiency of a PPP, two factors,
especially the characteristics of a project and the willingness of the parties to reach a common
definition of the project, determine the likelihood of achieving a public-private partnership under

conditions of economic efficiency. The extent to which partnership opportunities are leveraged
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depends, of course, on the creative capacity of the parties to imagine a common project and their
strategic and communicative skills in achieving it. However, partnerships are not limited to the
construction and operation phases but are also very relevant in the planning phase of a project.
The public-private partnership does not only aim at creating innovative, common products with
non-standardized solutions but also involves institutional renewal: renewal in the field of

working methods, procedures, arrangements, and institutions.

While private companies often complain about the capricious and indecisive nature of
politics, the risk for public authorities arises when a private party, due to a change in company
strategy, withdraws or, as a result of bankruptcy or a takeover, no longer exists. Added to these
are political risks: the criticisms to which cooperation may be exposed due to non-transparent

relationships and the erosion of public interest.

For the private sector, there are risks of insufficient cash flow and the oppressive
costs of long-term investments. Additionally, if a company cannot fulfill its contractual
commitments, even if this is a consequence of a change in government policy in a particular

area, there is a risk that the government’s partners or suppliers may go bankrupt.

Another risk concerns the uncertain transaction costs involved in a public-private
partnership. The government can be a capricious partner: invoking political changes, they can
abandon previous agreements and change roles (partner/principal/regulatory body) at will.
Moreover, the government is compartmentalized: as one ministry concludes contracts with
private parties, another announces measures that hinder the fulfillment of contractual
commitments. This uncertainty regarding policy is reinforced by political discontinuity: the
electoral cycle. Parties that come to power may disagree with the agreements made within the

partnership or may not want anything to do with the idea of a public-private partnership.

Then, there is administrative uncertainty: the question of whether the government is
capable of completing the necessary administrative procedures on time for the project’s
realization. These procedures often involve other autonomous authorities whose agenda cannot
be controlled by the public partner. Especially if investments have been made and interest is
accruing, delays in issuing a license, for example, can become a costly problem or even
jeopardize the PPP’s lifecycle.
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Finally, there is social uncertainty. Due to their public dimension, public-private projects
often have greater visibility than private projects and become easier targets for social protest. The
public law procedures involved in this type of project often give social actors rights to public
consultation. Additionally, citizens and interest groups can use their right to file petitions and
appeals under administrative law to initiate civil actions. This can lead to the private actor being
unable to fulfill their contracts or meet their contractual obligations on time. There is also the

possibility that social pressure groups will force the public partner to reconsider its agreements.

In short, there are considerable risks on both sides that hinder the development of
successful or high-performing public-private partnerships. Such partnerships can only be realized
if the parties recognize the mutual risks involved and are prepared to explore them together in
consultation, develop measures to reduce them, and, if this does not work, assign them to the
party best positioned to manage them. Therefore, risk management is an important aspect of

public-private partnerships.

Moreover, risk management is largely hindered by divergent cultural orientations and
institutional differences between public and private parties. These mean that there is a lack of
knowledge and understanding regarding each other’s interests and risk perceptions, and the
willingness to enter into partnership relationships is limited anyway. For example, public and
private parties have different time horizons. While private parties focus on short-term prospects
and cash flow creation, public parties focus on long-term investments and are not concerned with
operational and cash flow issues. The financial system used by public parties is different from
that of private parties: for example, the central government in the Netherlands does not consider

the depreciation of its investments.

Additionally, orientations within private parties differ greatly:
o Project developers aim to optimize the quality level to make a profit.

« Companies want to get involved in a project as soon as possible to ensure the continuity
of infrastructure development.

« Institutional investors target a quality product or project due to the long-term profitability
of their investment. They are often involved in a project at a later stage.

o Banks are interested in financing projects. They rarely take risks. When they do, these are
reflected in the interest rate.
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e The user wants a product adapted to their activities and involving the lowest possible
investment and operating costs.

The different orientations make it even more difficult to manage and adequately spread the risks
described above, which are summarized in the table below:

To create public-private partnerships, any uncertainties related to content and
strategy must be covered by an effective agreement. Only when actors have confidence in
the joint project and their risks are adequately covered will they want to engage and make

investments.

Observation of the main advantages offered by PPP from a dual perspective: public

and private

By adopting the partnership concept, governments are not only looking to reduce their
role but are also interested in the advantages generated by synergy, which are seen as the
strengths of these partnerships. When it comes to PPP procurement, it can offer various net
advantages for the government. For example, through PPPs, it is possible to improve the

government’s capacity when it comes to generating integrated solutions. The reason behind this
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is that, since the scope of PPP procurement reflects a broader context, it is possible to focus on
developing an integrated solution. In contrast, in the traditional procurement process, this
opportunity might be missed because broad-scope projects are usually divided into components

and managed individually, and due to limited budgets, they must be implemented sequentially.

Facilitating innovative and creative approaches can be considered one of the advantages
of PPPs. Thus, one of the advantages of PPPs is also access to technology, skills, and experience.
By engaging in PPP projects, governments can acquire new skills among technologies and new

knowledge.

PPPs can improve the availability of know-how from the private sector. PPP projects can
lead to innovations. Thus, cooperation between the two sectors can result in a new product or
service that would not have emerged if public and private sector actors had not cooperated.

However, this requires the proper design and management of PPPs.

Regarding the advantages related to more conventional aspects such as time, cost, and
quality, these have also been discussed. The non-financial advantages of PPPs can be divided
into several groups, the first of which includes events regarding accelerated deliveries. In other
words, this group involves advantages arising from the fact that a public service or infrastructure
is available earlier than expected. This brings advantages to society as a whole, as they are able
to benefit earlier from the advantages that come from the operation of these infrastructures or
services. Related to this, the public actor can benefit from outsourcing the expertise of the private
sector when it comes to projects where time is of the essence, which can lead to a reduction in
the project’s lifecycle and, therefore, can provide improvements for the public administration’s
position.

When it comes to these time-related advantages, time savings are mentioned as one of the
benefits of public-private partnerships. Additionally, the reduction in project implementation
costs can be considered one of the advantages of public-private partnerships. Through
procurement via PPP, it is possible to achieve either lower costs or better quality with the same
budget. This is possible not only in the project design and construction phase but also in the

operational phase.
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In the case of public-private partnerships, both the production and quality of a service are
considerably better, which is due to the rewards and efficiency incentives of the private actor.
Thus, delivering better value for the public, whether through cost reduction, risk reduction, or
service level improvement, can be seen as an advantage of PPPs that both parties involved can
benefit from. Ultimately, PPPs can be considered a possible response for governments when it
comes to financing deficits due, for example, to budgetary constraints. In conclusion, PPPs

therefore offer advantages in the form of improving the financial situation of the public sector.

The chosen arrangement for PPP plays a crucial role. So, the question is: how can a
successful public-private partnership be shaped? The next section examines this issue as reflected

in the fourth objective of the paper.

The establishment of determining factors and the systematic development of a
classification scale for these factors, respectively, the critical success factors for adopting PPPs in

Romania with the aim of increasing their economic efficiency.

PPPs represent a potential solution to some governmental challenges, even though the
objectives of the private and public sectors often differ. They also hold the key to providing
innovative public services capable of balancing accountability, equity, and efficiency. Based on
the research agenda covered in the theoretical part and the above conclusions, a series of
determining factors, respectively, critical success factors (CSFs) for the successful
implementation of projects in countries where PPPs are less developed were extracted for the

public and private sectors without emphasizing other stakeholder groups.

It is important to analyze the critical success factors for each stakeholder group
individually, as each stakeholder has a unique perspective, and consequently, the factors differ
for each group. Therefore, the research findings and literature review for each of these
stakeholder groups are discussed in the next section, aimed at achieving objective O5. This
involves establishing determining factors and systematically developing a classification scale for
these factors, specifically the critical success factors for adopting PPPs in Romania with the goal

of increasing their economic efficiency.
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Following the analysis in Chapter 4, eight components/determining factors were outlined
and appropriately labeled to describe the nature of the critical success factors. These
components/determining factors for the implementation of PPP projects in countries where they
are still developing were discussed in Chapters 1, 3, 4, and 5. A summary of these determining

factors and their labels is presented in Table 6.3.

The determining factors for the implementation of PPP projects in countries where these
are still developing, such as Romania, were discussed in Chapter 4 and explained through eight
main components/factors. These findings were based on the three stakeholder groups, namely the

public sector, the private sector, and other stakeholders, with a focus on the first two.
1. Critical Success Factors (CSFs) for the Public Sector in PPP Projects

The results of the quantitative data analysis (presented in Table 4.8) show that 38 CSFs
have average values ranging between 3.94 and 3.00, and can therefore be labeled as “critical”
based on the classification scale used in the survey questionnaire. Only two CSFs ("Social
support” and "Stakeholder management through management strategies™) have average scores
below 3.00 and are therefore considered to be partially critical from the public sector's

perspective on PPP projects.

The analysis of variance statistics (Table 4.8) shows that all stakeholders have similar
views on the average classification/level of significance of the critical success factors for public
sector partners, as none of the F-statistics values are less than the cutoff point of 0.05. This
suggests that the difference in opinion regarding the classification of these CSFs among the three

stakeholder groups is statistically insignificant.

The cumulative average classification scale for these CSFs indicates that, for public
sector partners, the following five CSFs are the most significant regarding PPP projects in

Romania:
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Consistency/continuity of government policies
Transparency in the procurement process
Due diligence in planning and implementing PPP projects
Value-for-money ratio versus public financing

Good governance

2. Critical Success Factors (CSFs) for the Private Sector in PPP Projects

The quantitative analysis of the data collected in Part 3 — Section C of the questionnaire
(as shown in Table 4.9) reveals that, from the perspective of the private sector, the following five

CSFs are the most important for the implementation of PPP projects in Romania:

Government guarantees
Stable legislative situation
Consistency/continuity of government policies

Acceptance of the private sector’s right to earn a reasonable profit for its investment in
PPP projects

Risk sharing between partners

The first three CSFs mentioned above are considered "very critical” according to the
questionnaire's labeling scheme, with cumulative average values of 4.29, 4.20, and 4.01,
respectively. An additional 37 CSFs were classified as "critical factors,” while the last two
factors ("Social support” and "Stakeholder management through management strategies™) were

considered partially critical by the survey respondents.

The analysis of variance statistics (Table 4.9) shows that stakeholder groups generally
share unanimous opinions regarding the average classification/significance level of CSFs for
private sector partners in most cases. However, five CSFs, including "Availability of long-
term/low-cost financing,” "Predictable and reasonable legal framework,” "Strong/experienced
private consortium,” "Rigorous public sector oversight throughout the project lifecycle,” and

"Public consultation and acceptance,” received differing opinions from various stakeholders, with

24




F-statistic values below the cutoff point of 0.05. Aside from these CSFs, the variance is
statistically insignificant for the other 35 critical success factors.

For the first three factors, the variation occurred due to much higher average values
attributed by other stakeholder groups compared to those from the public and private sectors.
This is understandable since these factors represent significant concerns with high risks for these
groups, which they must address before making any financing decisions. The last two factors
show significant variations because both factors are not typically a priority for the public sector
in Romania, and thus, these factors were given significantly lower average values by public

sector survey participants.

3. Critical Success Factors (CSFs) for Other Stakeholders in PPP Projects

The findings from the data analysis for Part 3 — Section D of the questionnaire indicate that the
following CSFs are the top 5 most important factors from the perspective of other stakeholder

groups regarding PPP projects in Romania:

Government guarantees
Stable legislative situation
Transparency in the procurement process
Due diligence in planning and implementing PPP projects

Consistency/continuity of government policies

The last three factors ("Public consultation and acceptance,” "Social support,” and "Stakeholder
management through management strategies™) were considered partially critical by the survey

respondents.

A cumulative summary of these ranking scales is presented as a perception index of the involved
stakeholders in Table 6.3, where 40 CSFs are listed in an indexed order based on the perceptions
of the stakeholders involved in this study, specifically for each of the stakeholder groups: the

public sector, the private sector, and other stakeholder groups.

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From another perspective, the conceptual framework of this research involved studying
public-private partnerships (PPP) in countries where they are still developing and examining
the role of stakeholders and local contextual factors in identifying the main
constraints/risks/issues/influential factors in public-private partnerships in such countries,
particularly in Romania. Based on these findings, the research aimed to establish critical
success factors for public-private partnerships to enhance their economic efficiency.

In this context, through the analysis of specialized literature and practical-applied
research, it was found that studies and research on determining factors for PPPs in developed
countries are abundant. However, studies on PPPs in the context of countries where they are
less developed have not received much attention in previous research. Furthermore, although
the topic of determining/success factors has been rigorously researched in the past, the focus
has remained on developed countries. Similarly, stakeholders have rarely been studied as an
integral part of the determining/critical success factors for the successful implementation of
PPP projects, even though the successful/performance management of projects has been
frequently researched. A study conducted in 2009 by Ke et al. highlighted these limitations in
the research literature by examining research trends regarding PPPs in seven top construction
journals. The results of this study revealed that 79% of the research papers on PPPs originated
from seven developed countries, and the context of countries where PPPs are less developed

was not considered in these papers.

Given these gaps in the existing body of knowledge, the current research aimed to
contribute to these areas of knowledge, adding to the body of knowledge in fields such as
economic sciences, financial management, legal sciences, and others in the context of
countries where PPP projects are still developing. Another contribution of this research is that
it is a comprehensive study in which the findings have been structured to represent the two

groups of stakeholders involved in PPP projects.

Studying the influencing factors of the value of contracts related to public-private
partnerships (PPP) is crucial due to its multiple implications across various sectors. First,

understanding these factors facilitates the creation of more efficient partnerships. By delving
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into the dynamics that shape these partnerships, stakeholders can identify optimal practices
and potential challenges, allowing them to design partnerships that maximize benefits while
minimizing risks. This knowledge is particularly important in managing the substantial
financial investments and inherent risks of PPPs, ensuring that resources are prudently
allocated and outcomes are optimized. Moreover, the studies conducted inform public
policymakers in the development of regulations and frameworks that create favorable
environments for successful partnerships, promoting transparency, accountability, and public

trust.

The perceptions and perspectives of the stakeholders have been appropriately
reflected in the conclusions of this research, which can assist countries where PPPs
(Public-Private Partnerships) are less developed to contextualize their future reform

agendas for promoting PPPs as a policy tool for infrastructure development.

Practical conclusions. The second objective, "O2. Identifying the rationale,
characteristics, and mechanisms of public-private partnerships in the European Union and
Romania,” has been predominantly achieved in Chapter 2, with several conclusions also being

formulated further.

From a legislative perspective, PPPs have been considered an important policy tool
for stimulating long-term investments while pursuing fiscal consolidation. The European
Union, in the Green Paper, noted that a wide variety of tools are available to make PPPs
more open to competition within a transparent legal environment, including legislative tools,
interpretative communications, actions to improve the coordination of national practices, or

the exchange of best practices between member states.

Additionally, public-private partnerships have become popular among governments
and the European Union as a means of providing public infrastructure and services after
legislative regulation began to achieve its purpose. Thus, at the European Union level, there
are several justifications introduced both in the Green Paper and in Regulation (EU) No.
1303/2013 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 17 December 2013, namely: the
private sector will do a better and less bureaucratic job; the burden on public sector budgets

will be reduced; PPP is a contract concluded with a public body — a set of terms regulating
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the provision of services by the private sector; PPP brings together the public and private

sectors in a long-term partnership for mutual benefit.

The creation of a dedicated regulatory framework for PPPs in economies where they
are not yet developed is considered an important initiation of institutional change in this
direction. To enable innovation through this change, it is mandatory to review existing control
processes, as well as the roles and responsibilities of key actors. However, this can involve
individuals and organizations in a political and power struggle between 'champions of change,'
who actively work to challenge and transform existing PPP practices, and those whose power

and dominance are threatened by this change.

In an attempt to introduce more transparency and expertise in the implementation of
PPP programs and for decentralization purposes, independent PPP laws may suggest that a
group of stakeholders form procurement committees. Such legal provisions can be perceived
as eroding the power of current procurement authorities (e.g., the relevant ministries), and the
compliance of actors with the new rules will undoubtedly reduce their power over PPP
procurement operations or other PPP processes, as is the case in Romania. Even after the
adoption of a dedicated PPP law and the creation of a dedicated PPP institution, and despite
the importance of this aspect in a regulatory framework, actors may still show reluctance to

cooperate and may find ways to bypass these regulations.

This type of behavior is further encouraged when PPP laws are not enforced or when
existing laws are not revised and continue to allow parallel routes for PPP procurement. This
opposition and reluctance, coupled with other political and environmental elements, such as
the country's unstable politics and long periods of political inertia, can lead to an undesirable

balance between proponents and opponents.

In Romania, political consensus is a key factor in establishing the regulatory
framework for PPPs; and both political support and the existence of solid regulation are
essential for the smooth operation and dissemination of PPP collaborations, which has been

attempted through the regulatory framework of Law No. 7/2024.
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Another novelty brought by the study is the analysis of public-private partnership
projects in the current context, through statistical data series, the study being of a comparative
nature between European countries, taking into account the impact of Covid-19. Thus, it was
found that, in the period between 2012 and 2019 (the year before the Covid-19 pandemic),
public-private partnerships in all groups of countries from the EU-28/27 faced difficulties
arising from EU competition and public procurement legislation. The analysis of public-
private partnerships in the period 2012-2022, when these legal framework changes became a
necessity both for developed countries and those where PPPs are less developed within the
EU, shows that the majority were in the transport sector, followed by the general public

services sector.

Despite visible skepticism, even during the pandemic period of 2020 and 2021, interest
in PPPs remained constant for most EU-27 countries, even though the number of transactions
slightly decreased from 43 in 2020 to just 40 in 2021 in terms of transactions reaching
financial close (Dan, 2022a, pp. 74-75). The eleven-year dynamics of the European PPP
market by value and number of projects (2012-2022) confirms that in 2022, the aggregated
value of PPP transactions that reached financial close in the European market totaled EUR 9.8
billion, a decrease of 23% compared to 2012 (EUR 12 billion). Also, the number of PPP

transactions that reached financial close dropped to 45, compared to 62 in 2012.

At the same time, another novelty introduced by this study is the analysis of PPPs in
the context of Industry 4.0, summarizing the benefits that various technologies can bring to
PPPs: eliminating errors, accelerating the infrastructure process, improving coordination,
creating a model for administrative use, enhancing transparency, etc. All these benefits
ultimately lead to one central benefit—financial savings for the PPP project, whether in the

preparation, implementation, or management phase.

The analysis of the distribution of public-private partnerships between 2002-2020,
broken down by sectors of activity, reflects a diversity of fields in which PPPs are carried out
in the European Union. Sectors such as education, health, and transport are well represented,
suggesting significant interest and investment in essential public infrastructure and services.

However, it is important to note that certain sectors, such as research-development-innovation
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(RDI) and telecommunications, appear to be less developed within PPPs, having lower values
in the presented distribution. This could suggest potential for expanding PPPs in these areas to
stimulate innovation and technological development in the EU-27. Overall, the distribution
reflects a wide range of concerns and investments in various sectors of the European economy
and society, and the analysis of these data could offer important insights into the priorities and

strategic directions of public-private partnerships in the EU-27.

The analysis of the determining factors of public-private partnerships within the EU-
27 in Chapter 5 constitutes another novel element of the thesis. The results estimated using
two types of effects outline some very important aspects from the perspective of the
determining factors of public-private partnerships. First, it was observed that the level of
public debt has a negative impact on the value of PPPs. Thus, an increase in public debt is
associated with a decrease in the value of PPP contracts, which could reflect a lower
preference or reduced capacity of the government to engage in new public-private
partnerships during periods of high debt. Interestingly, the level of economic growth or the
budget deficit in a given year does not appear to impact the value of public-private
partnerships.

On the other hand, a positive and statistically significant association at a 99%
relevance threshold can be observed between a state's wealth, as evidenced by GDP per
capita, and the volume of contracts resulting from PPPs. This result indicates that in
economies with a higher GDP per capita, more resources are available to invest in
infrastructure projects and other public-private partnerships. It could also indicate a more
stable and predictable economic environment, which attracts more private investment in

public-private partnerships.

The positive and statistically significant impact of the rule of law index on public-
private partnerships at a 95% confidence threshold suggests that greater confidence in the
rule of law, the quality of contract enforcement, property rights, and the efficiency of the
judiciary contributes to stimulating or facilitating PPPs in a country or region. Therefore, it is

essential for governments and authorities to invest in strengthening the rule of law to support
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sustainable economic growth and infrastructure development in an efficient and transparent

manner.

Moreover, the positive and statistically significant impact of the control of corruption
index on public-private partnerships underlines the importance of combating corruption to
promote a healthy, transparent, and fair business environment. Reducing corruption can
increase investor confidence and stimulate investments in infrastructure and development
projects, contributing to economic growth and improving the quality of life for the population
through public-private partnerships. Finally, as in any situation where ownership and
decision-making power are separated, public-private partnerships can create complex
principal-agent problems. This can facilitate corrupt transactions, payments to political
friends, undermining the relationship between private parties making important project

decisions.

In conclusion, the positive and significant impact at a 90% relevance threshold of the
global financial crisis on the value of PPPs can be interpreted in several ways. First, global
financial crises have highlighted the urgent need for infrastructure investments to stimulate
economic growth and create jobs. In this context, PPP projects can be seen as an important
tool for financing and implementing infrastructure projects, such as the construction of
highways, airports, or renewable energy facilities. Secondly, during financial crises,
governments and public authorities may be under pressure to find alternative financing for
infrastructure projects, given budget constraints. In conclusion, PPP projects can offer a way
to attract private capital and share risks between the public and private sectors.

Based on these aspects, | analyzed the impact of various influencing factors on PPPs in
Romania using the econometric technique of quantile regression. The positive coefficient
between public debt and the value of public-private partnerships in countries where these
partnerships are limited (10th quantile), as in the case of Romania, can be interpreted in
several ways. First, this could indicate a greater reliance on public debt financing for
infrastructure or development projects in the absence of viable alternatives offered by public-
private partnerships. In these countries, governments may engage in additional borrowing to

finance projects that, under other circumstances, could be managed or financed in
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collaboration with the private sector. However, this could also involve additional risks to the
country’s financial stability, given that an increase in public debt may lead to budgetary
pressures and the need to allocate more resources to debt service, thereby reducing the

government’s flexibility and long-term investment capacity.

On the other hand, the positive coefficient may also reflect a more general tendency of
states like Romania to be cautious in implementing public-private partnerships due to the
associated risks, such as additional costs, regulatory issues, or poor transparency. In such
cases, governments might prefer to avoid long-term commitments with the private sector and
maintain control over projects and finances through public debt. However, this could lead to
the underutilization of the potential of public-private partnerships in addressing infrastructure
or development challenges and to a lower diversification of funding sources, which may limit

the efficiency and sustainability of long-term investments.
