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Tema de cercetare doctorald 1isi propune sa abordeze din punct de vedere
fenomenologic, conceptual, dar si ca fenomen in sine, justitia sociala. Privit in dinamica
domeniul justitiei sociale implica analiza contextuala a factorilor de natura istorica, sociala,
economicd, politicd care pot oferi o imagine clard a modului de aplicare a masurilor

normative in cadrul societatii din care, ca indivizi, facem parte.

Evolutia justitiei sociale, privitd in context temporal, aratd ca primele abordari au
aparut in Antichitate, in Roma si Grecia Anticd si se regasesc in opiniile filosofice, care
vorbesc despre virtute si binele comun in raport cu statul, ale lui Platon (virtutea curajului,
virtutea intelepciunii, virtutea cumpatarii atunci cand sunt in echilibru duc la cea mai inalta
dintre virtuti, virtutea dreptatii; binele comun se regaseste intr-un stat bine organizat in care
fiecare individ isi Indeplineste rolul) si ale discipolului sdu Aristotel (pentru acesta virtutea
este un echilibru aflat intre doud extreme - interval numit ,,mijlocul de aur” - de exemplu:
belsug si necesitate/trebuintd). Cele doud concepte fac parte din familia conceptuala a
justitiei sociale care urmareste maximizarea intereselor indivizilor, in sensul alegerilor pe
care acestia le fac prin deplina intelegere a consecintelor deciziilor lor si a alternativelor

acestora.

In perioada Evului Mediu justitia sociald se realiza prin conceptul de caritate
promovat de morala bisericii crestine in conditiile organizarii de tip feudal a societatii.
Ganditorii acelei perioade sustineau ca justitia sociald poate fi realizatd numai cu ajutorul
vointei divine dar, apar si opinii potrivit carora resursele trebuie sa fie impartite intre indivizi
conform meritului si nevoii (justitia distributivd). Tot in aceastd perioada se pun bazele
teoriei drepturilor individuale care contestd autoritatea bisericii crestine si afirma faptul ca

statul trebuie sa garanteze drepturile fundamentale ale indivizilor, dar avand o putere limitata

In continuare epoca lluminismului este acea perioadd care reuneste opinii ale unor
mari ginditori referitoare la drepturi egale si libertéti ale cetdtenilor concretizate, mai ales

pe ideea de contract social (acord de vointa cu caracter general potrivit caruia indivizii care



fac parte dintr-o societate, au drept scop identificarea principiilor fundamentale care ar
trebuie sa stea la baza guverndrii societatii respective). Pentru domeniul justitiei sociale
teoria contractarianistd (abordare bazatd pe ideea contractului social) este foarte importanta
deoarece identifica elementele care tin de organizarea societatii. Aparitia ideii de contract
social a reprezentat un mod de a contesta inegalitatile sociale si a pus bazele conceptelor
moderne despre drepturi egale si libertati individuale ale membrilor unei societati democrate,
despre modul in care vointa colectiva a indivizilor poate influenta egalitatea si legitimitatea

politica

Secolul XIX priveste conceptul de justitie sociald prin prisma dreptului la munca al
indivizilor, accesul la educatie si sanatate, statul social promoveazd masuri de protectie
sociald si abordarile filosofice se referd la drepturile muncitorilor, educatie gratuitd si
egalitate de sanse
Secolul XX adauga noi teorii despre echitate si bundstare, justitia sociala reprezentand un
subiect central al preocuparilor unor filosofi importanti pentru acea perioadd, teorii si
concepte care vor fi analizate si dezvoltate pe larg In prezenta teza de doctorat.
In prezent, secolul XXI are in atentie conceptul de justitie sociald globala analizand teme
cum sunt schimbarile climatice, accesul echitabil la resurse, egalitatea de gen, discriminarea
rasiald, sustenabilitate, drepturile omului, s.a.
Privita in context istoric si geografic o tema de cercetare referitoare la justitia sociala arata
o evolutie continud a preocupdrilor legate de acest subiect pornind, asa cum am aratat, de la
studierea conceptelor de echitate si dreptate sociald, continudnd cu rolul bisericii in
asigurarea protectiei indivizilor celor mai defavorizati, la nivelul societatii, apoi continudnd
cu aparitia miscarilor sindicale si a politicilor de protectie sociald, aparitia conceptului de
stat al bunastarii dar si a miscarilor pentru drepturile omului, perioada actuald confruntandu-
se cu provocdri privind impactul globalizarii, influenta schimbarilor climatice si
digitalizarea. Din punct de vedere geografic o astfel de tema de cercetare trebuie sa aiba
rezultate teoretice si practice care sa poata fi aplicate tuturor comunitatilor/societatilor tinand
seama de traditiile culturale, structura sociala si conditiile de guvernare din fiecare entitate
vizata.

Astfel, motivatia alegerii unei asemenea teme de cercetare doctorala a avut in vedere
faptul cd intr-o perioada de profunde transformari structurale, incepand cu tranzitia
energetica, digitalizarea, fragmentarea pietei muncii, intensificarea inegalitatilor, domeniul

justitiei sociale este foarte important pentru economia aplicatd dar si pentru stiintele sociale



si este evident in acelasi timp evident cd inegalitdtile de orice natura se transforma in factori
destabilizatori pentru societatile in care traim. Cercetarea in domeniul justitiei sociale pune
accent pe politici fiscale, institutionale, redistributive si permite abordarea integrativa a
modelarii cantitative a dezechilibrelor macroeconomice si a analizei institutionale a
politicilor cu rol redistributiv. Concluziondnd, participarea in cadrul unor proiecte de
cercetare, experienta de lucru cu date socio-economice, lecturile interdisciplinare mi-au
ardtat cd politicile publice, modelele bugetare, cat si institutiile statului pot fi construite si
recalibrate pentru ca inegalitdtile de orice natura de la nivelul societatii sa fie reduse pentru
a proteja categoriile vulnerabile de indivizi si pentru sprijinirea participarii depline a tuturor
categoriilor sociale la viata economica, sociald si politica a societatilor In care traim si
evoludm ca indivizi.

Importanta temei de cercetare doctorala rezida din faptul cd justitia sociala se afla in
centrul unor dezbateri importante privind reforma fiscalda, sustenabilitatea economica,
sociald, fiscald, redefinirea contractului social in conditiile globale ale schimbarilor
climatice, transformarilor tehnologice, inegalitatilor persistente. Planul teoretic ales, Rawls,
Nozick, Nussbaum ofera o baza conceptuald riguroasa pentru evaluarea modului in care
resursele, responsabilitatile si oportunitatile sunt distribuite intr-o societate. Rawls, in
lucrarea sa ,,A4 Theory of Justice” propune modelul ,justitia ca echitate” si principiul
diferentei potrivit caruia inegalitatile pot fi justificate doar dacd aduc beneficii celor mai
dezavantajati indivizi din cadrul societdtii, tema de cercetare capatand astfel o valoare
normativa pentru ca politicile publice sunt evaluate in functie de capacitatea lor de a sustine
o distributie echitabila a resurselor si oportunitdtilor. Urmétorul teoretician remarcabil
Robert Nozick in lucrarea sa ,,Anarchy, State, and Utopia” aduce argumente in favoarea
unei teorii bazate pe respectarea drepturilor individuale si legitimitatea dobandirii si ofera
un cadru pentru intelegerea divergentelor de principiul dintre libertate si echitate in
proiectarea politicilor fiscale sau redistributive. Cadrul conceptual actual al justitiei sociale
include teoria capabilitatilor a autoarei Martha Nussbaum si aduce in discutie capacitatea
efectiva a indivizilor de a trai vieti demne, dincolo de simpla posesie de bunuri sau venituri.
abordare este deosebit de relevantd pentru o cercetare aplicata asupra inegalitdtilor socio-
economice, pentru cd permite integrarea unor dimensiuni ignorate de modelele economice
conventionale — precum demnitatea umana, participarea civica sau accesul la culturd si
sanatate

In prezent temele de cercetare care privesc justitia sociald ocupa un loc important in

dezbaterea filosoficd, economica si institutionald avand in vedere amplificarea inegalitatilor
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economice, sociale, transformadrile digitale, ecologice si tensiunile dintre eficienta si echitate
in zona politicilor publice. Noutatea temei de cercetare doctorala consta in abordarea justitiei
sociald prin prisma celor trei teorii, teoria dreptatii (Rawls), teoria indreptatirii (Nozick) si
teoria capabilitatilor (Nussbaum), combinarea acestor fundamente teoretice cu instrumente
de analiza economica dar si analiza dimensiunii institutionale si fiscale a justitiei sociale, a
relatiei dintre justitia sociala si guvernanta democratica printr-o abordare interdisciplinara,
care imbina etica, economia si sociologia este inca rara in literatura de specialitate autohtona
st chiar in cea europeana.

Actualitatea temei de cercetare doctorala este incontestabild: in contextul post-
pandemic, al crizelor energetice, al inflatiei si al tensiunilor sociale crescande, politicile
fiscale/bugetare redevin terenul pe care se joacd inclusiv supravietuirea proiectului
democratic. In Romaénia, unde inegalititile sunt accentuate si capacitatea redistributiva a
statului este limitatd, cercetarea unui cadru de mecanisme inspirat de principiile justitiei
sociale devine nu doar oportund, ci necesara.

Realizata in cadrul Centrului de Cercetari Financiare si Monetare ,,Victor Slavescu”
(CCFM) al Institutului de Cercetari Economice ,,Costin C. Kiritescu” (INCE) al Academiei
Romane, teza de doctorat s-a Incadrat in preocupdrile CCFM privind justitia sociald din
urmatoarele perspective: in primul rand, In mod concret, doctoranda a participat, pe
parcursul stagiului doctoral, ca membru in echipe de cercetatori ai CCFM care au elaborat
proiecte si teme de plan din programul INCE in cadrul carora, sub indrumarea
conducatorului de doctorat, domnul prof.univ.dr. Emil Dinga, care a fost initiatorul unor
astfel de teme de cercetare avand si afilierea institutionala in cadrul CCFM, au fost
identificate, analizate si s-au conturat solutii pentru subiecte aflate in marja de cercetare a
tezei de doctorat;in al doilea rand, prin temele specifice abordate de cercetatorii centrului,
pentru ca sistemele fiscale nu sunt doar mecanisme tehnice de colectare a resurselor, ci
reflectii institutionalizate ale unui anumit model de justitie sociala, iar politicile fiscale si
bugetare sunt mecanisme concrete de punere in practicd a echitatii sociale — prin
redistribuire, corectie a inegalitatilor si sprijinirea celor mai vulnerabili indivizi din cadrul
societatii; in al treilea rdand, organizarea de conferinte si worshop-uri, schimburi inter-
academice cu teme din domeniul justitie isociale, dar si organizarea Seminarului de Logica
si Metodologie a Cercetarii Economice ,,Nicholas Georgescu - Roegen” in cadrul CCFM,
interactiunea cu cercetdtorii a fost un bun prilej de diseminare a rezultatelor cercetarii

doctorale dar si de intelegere/solutionare a unor subiecte din teza de doctorat



Oportunitatea alegerii unei temei de cercetare doctorald in domeniul justitiei sociale a avut
in vedere urmatoarele argumente: mecanismele pietei libere au dus, in ciuda interventiilor
de politica publica, la cresterea inegalitatii economice, a polarizarii societatii din punct de
vedere al detinerii de active si, implicit, la un potential de nemultumire sociala in toata lumea,
nemultumiri accentuate si de crizele aparute in ultimii ani (Pandemia COVID - 19,
recesiunea globala post — pandemie, cresterea inflatiei si a costului vietii, conflictele militare
regionale din Ucraina, Orientul Mijlociu, dezastrele naturale si fenomenul incalzirii globale
precum si atacurile cibernetice masive si controversele privind utilizarea inteligentei
artificiale si impactul pe care o are aceasta asupra locurilor de munca); problema echilibrului
intre necesitate si merit este inca nerezolvata atat din punct de vedere economic cat si din
punct de vedere filosofic (de ce ar fi justificat ca o parte din produsul economic cuvenit unui
individ datoritd meritului/contributiei la realizarea lui s fie redistribuita de Guvern unui
individ care are o necesitate ce depaseste meritul/contributia lui?), moral si etic; intrucat
decizia de a distribui produsului economic se ia inainte de realizarea efectiva a distributiei
(de exemplu prin norme ale politicii sociale) apare problema producerii efective a
rezultatelor scontate prin norma dar observarea rezultatelor este un act ex post, asadar este
nevoie de o solutie pentru a stabili ex ante ,,justetea” distributiei In cauza. Aceasta se poate
face doar prin fundamentarea unei proceduri distributionale care, prin ea Insdsi (prin logica
ei internd) sd garanteze producerea rezultatelor implicate de norma distributionala.

Relevanta temei de cercetare consta in principal in propunerea de evaluare ex ante

(fara a astepta producerea efectiva a rezultatului) a realizarii distributiei sociale care verifica
criteriul distributional adoptat (de exemplu corectitudinea rezonabild). Astfel, relevanta
temei de cercetare doctorala poate merge pana la a deschide noi cai de cercetare stiintifica
in zona finalitdtii procesului economic prin integrarea criteriilor distributionale pozitiviste
cu cele de ordin moral. De fapt tema de cercetare vizeaza veriga procesului economic
considerata de unii analisti ca fiind mai importanta decat productia si consumul, ne referim
aici la distributie. Este evident (cel putin in abordarile de tip economie politicd) ca, in
procesul distributiv, se pot produce cele mai importante si grave distorsiuni, atat sub aspect
economic cat si din punct de vedere moral

Distribuirea produsului economic in societate constituie una dintre problemele
importante dar si discutabile din discursul economic atat sub aspectul conceptual si
metodologic cat si sub cel al politicii sociale. Nu este vorba atat despre trade-off —ul echitate-
eficacitate, care este analizat, dintr-o perspectiva pur pozitivista, cat, mai ales, despre valorile

implicate, inclusiv de tip moral. Distributia produsului economic PIB nu implicd doar un
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calcul de rationalitate ci presupune analize complexe bazate pe luarea in considerare a
valorilor de libertate, demnitate si a altor valori derivate din dreptul natural, dintre care unele,
au fost codificate (formand dreptul pozitiv). in acelasi timp, distributia produsului economic
se confruntd cu doud mari probleme: raportul inter-generational si raportul intre
contributivitate si necesitate cu privire la distribuirea produsului economic; evaluarea
»corectitudinii” (fairness) distributiei sociale pe baza rezultatelor acestei distributii.

Cercetarea doctorald 1si propune atingerea, la un nivel stiintific ridicat, a unui
obiectiv principal si a unui numar de sase obiective intermediare.

Obiectivul principal al cercetdrii doctorale consta in stabilirea conditiilor suficiente
(minimale) pe care procedurile distributionale ale produsului social (PIB) trebuie sa le
indeplineasca (verifice) asa incat justitia sociala sa fie infaptuita.

Obiectivele intermediare (de etapa) care vor conduce la realizarea obiectivului
principal al tezei de doctorat sunt urmatoarele:

I. Conceptul de justitie sociala si tipologia justitiei sociale;

II. Stabilirea criteriului (criteriilor) de evaluare a infaptuirii justitiei sociale;
1. Conceptul de procedura distributionala si tipologia procedurii distributionale;
IV. Structura logica, institutionala si de mecanism a unei proceduri distributionale;
V. Conceptul de falsificare procedurald (nonfactuald) in justitia sociala;
VI. Proceduri distributionale si stabilizatori automati.

Metodologia de cercetare utilizata pentru realizarea obiectivelor tezei de doctorat a
presupus utilizarea unor testari de natura calitativa cu accent pe componenta conceptual
teoretica. In cadrul lucririi a fost folosita analiza conceptuald pentru conceptele importante
ale cercetarii doctorale; analiza comparativd pentru a examina diferentele si asemanarile,
intr-un cuvant particularitdtile celor trei teorii (Rawls, Nozick, Nussbaum) din perspectiva
carora a fost analizata justitia sociald; studiul documentar care a inclus consultarea literaturii
de specialitate, a surselor primare de informare si a articolelor de cercetare relevante;
aplicarea normativa , interpretari ale modului in care produsul economic este distribuit in
societate prin cele doud categorii ale justitiei sociale, justitia comutativd si justitia
distributiva, totul privit din punctul de vedere al celor trei teorii. Studiile de caz au completat
valenta cantitativa a metodologiei de cercetare.

Teza de doctorat este structuratd pe sase capitole. Primul capitol cu titlul ,Justitia
sociala. Concept si tipologie” cuprinde, in prima sa parte, o scurtd prezentare a literaturii
de specialitate, structuratd dupa criterii temporale, continud cu formularea definitiei

conceptului de justitie sociald si cu prezentarea unui set de zece criterii de clasificare a
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tipurilor de justitie sociald. A doua parte include o tipologie a justitiei sociale si prezentarea
familiei conceptuale/lexicale care cuprinde termeni pe care i vom intlni si analiza in diferite
sectiuni ale tezei de doctorat si care este cuprinsd in domeniul justitiei sociale.

Cercetarea doctoralda a avut, ca preocupare de Inceput, identificarea principalelor
caracteristici ale constructului care va purta denumirea de justitie sociald dar si a conceptelor
conexe care apartin acestui domeniu. Un prim rezultat s-a concretizat in identificarea
caracteristicilor/atributelor principale ale acestuia si formularea unei definitii a justitiei
sociale. Astfel, au fost identificate un numar de trei caracteristici/atribute si anume originea
institutionala, dispozitiv distributional al produsului economic, distributia echitabila, cele
trei atribute identificate ne aratd cd o distribuire justa a resurselor intr-o societate este necesar
sd dispund de o baza institutionald, distribuirea resurselor sa fie facutd in mod echitabil
(fiecare individ sa dispund de resursele esentiale pentru satisfacerea nevoilor sale de baza,
numim aici un venit minim garantat, accesul la educatie si sandtate, mai ales pentru
categoriile vulnerabile, s.a.), identificarea unui atribut nou aratd ca inegalitatile nu sunt
numai un efect al actiunilor individuale, ele pot sa provina si din modul in care actioneaza
sistemele si structurile sociale din cadrul societatii cu efect asupra relatiilor dintre indivizi,
grupuri sociale, obtinerea unui rezultat pozitiv implicand, de cele mai multe ori, reformarea
acestui ansamblu.

Am definit astfel justitia sociala ca fiind un artefact de origine institutionala, avand
drept scop asigurarea unei distributii echitabile a produsului economic cu ajutorul unui
dispozitiv distributional.

Privitd ca un principiu esential al organizarii societatii justitia sociald urmareste
asigurarea unei echitati in cadrul sistemului societal prin trei parghii si anume: 1) asigurarea
egalitatii sanselor pentru toti indivizii din cadrul societatii, in deplina echitate, la resursele
esentiale cum sunt educatia, sandtatea, dreptul la munca, implicarea civica; 2) distribuirea
echitabild a resurselor societatii, realizatd prin mecanisme institutionale care reduc
inegalitatea sociald, economica, structurald si garanteaza un nivel minim de bunastare pentru
toti indivizii; 3) respectarea/recunoasterea demnitatii si diferentelor umane, ne referim aici
la valori culturale, masuri pentru evitarea marginalizarii si integrarea grupurilor vulnerabile
in dinamica sociald si politica a unei societati. Altfel spus, ordinea sociala pe care o
presupune justitia sociald este aceea in care este promovatd libertatea individuala dar si
solidaritatea inter-umana, indivizii avand posibilitatea sd isi realizeze potentialul liber, egal

si demn.



Complexitatea conceptului de justitie sociald impune conturarea unor criterii dupa
care poate fi clasificat conceptul analizat. Au fost identificate zece criterii de clasificare dupa
cum urmeaza: rolul justitiei sociale; dupa input-ul/output-ul pe care il are la intrarea in
sistemul sicial; dupa tipurile de justitie sociala implicate in repartizarea produsului economic
al societatii; dupa cauzele/abaterile de la principiile justitiei sociale;dupa efectele pe care
le are justitia sociald; dupa normele care stau la baza infaptuirii justitiei sociale; dupa
principiile de egalitate/echitate aplicabile justitiei sociale; dupd modul de aparitie al
fenomenului/procesului de justitie sociala;dupd aplicabilitatea justitiei sociale; dupa tipul de
drepturi pe care le implementeaza.

Al doilea capitol, cu titlul ,,Contributii la dezvoltarea unor metode de analiza a
functiilor justitiei sociale” prezintd, In prima sa parte, stadiul actual al cercetarilor privind
functiile justitiei sociale, enunta functiile justitiei sociale si proiecteaza un rationament logic
de inferarea a functiilor operationale ale justitiei sociale. In ultima sa parte sunt actualizate
pentru domeniul justitiei sociale metode cunoscute in cercetarea economica si anume TRIZ,
QFD si metoda Analizei valorii, Anexa 2 a tezei de doctorat include un studiu de caz care
vine in sprijinul afirmatiilor teoretice despre importanta acestor metode analizate.

In stabilirea functiilor justitiei sociale s-a avut in vedere stabilirea unui alt set de
caracteristici/atribute ale justitiei sociale din punct de vedere al naturii sale si raportarea la
justitia sociala s-a facut ca la o specie simbolicd, un (macro) artefact, care are toate
atributele/predicatele de suficientd ale unei specii simbolice, a fost discutatd originea,
structura si rolul conceptului si a fost proiectat un rationament pe baza caruia pot fi generate
functiile justitiei sociale

In ceea ce priveste rolul justitiei sociale, acesta trebuie vazut tot din perspectiva
contractului social, unde au fost adoptate principiile care ghideaza atat structura, cat si
functiile justitiei sociale. Astfel, rolul justitiei sociale poate fi formulat dupa cum urmeaza:
proiectarea normativa a cauzalitatilor si conditionalitatilor care asigurd, cu caracter
permanent Si corecteaza, cu caracter accidental, functionarea persoanei umane la
parametrii maximali pe care societatea in cauzd ii poate asuma.

Cel de-al treilea capitol al tezei de doctorat ,,O analiza sintetica a abordarilor
Jjustitiei sociale la Rawls, Nozick si Nussbaum™ a avut ca principal subiect abordarea, pentru
prima data in domeniul literaturii de specialitate a justitiei sociale, o abordare particulara
avand la baza cele trei teorii, respectiv Teoria proceduralistd (Rawls), Teoria rezilienta

(Nozick) si Teoria capabilitatilor (Nussbaum) si propune o Teorie unitara a justitiei sociale.
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Teoria dreptatii sociale a lui Rawls are urmatorul cadru ipotetic: societatea are
capacitatea de a aloca resurse conform principiilor alese; societatea este de tip inchis; teoria
rawlsiand deriva din cooperarea sociald; teoria dreptatii trebuie sd fie consecventd cu
principiile distributive care sunt acceptate si functioneaza la nivelul societatii; conceptul de
dreptate are doud componente: dreptatea reprezintd un echilibru adecvat intre pretentii rivale
exprimate de indivizii societdtii si dreptatea are in vederea rolul pe care setul de principii de
baza 1l au in alocarea drepturilor si indatoririlor si distribuirea adecvatd a beneficiilor
cooperdrii sociale;conceptul de dreptate este pozitionat in raport cu termenul de adecvare si
pleonexie (dorinta unui individ de a-si Tnsusi ceea ce, de fapt, apartine altuia); principiile de
baza ale unei societdti bine ordonate sunt asumate de catre indivizi nu prin mediere ci prin
consens; teoria dreptdtii este parte a unei teorii a deciziei sociale (o teorie a alegerii publice
— fiecare teorie a deciziei sociale trebuie sa contind un modul cu privire la dreptatea ca
echitate — fairness) — principiul rawlsian al echitatii spune ca: ,,un individ are obligatia de a
contribui asa cum cer regulile institutiei drepte, odata ce a acceptat beneficiile acelei
institutii”. Principiul echitatii cuprinde doud parti: a) modul in care dobandim obligatiile
(prin acceptarea beneficiilor; b) conditia ca institutia sa fie dreaptd. Conform acestei teorii
primul primul principiu actioneazd pentru a garanta functionarea societdtii in avantajul
tuturor si cel de al doilea principiu actioneaza pentru a garanta functionarea societatii astfel
incat pozitiile si oportunitdtile cooperarii sociale sa fie accesibile tuturor. Cea de a doua
componentd a Principiului 2 al teoriei rawlsiene se mai numeste si ,,principiul diferentei” a
carei definitie este de forma: ,cresterea inegalitdtii economice in societate este
acceptabila/tolerabila daca din aceasta crestere clasa sociala defavorizata beneficiaza mai
mult decdt in orice alt aranjament al cooperarii sociale” si are trei caracteristici: este un
principiu destinat in mod direct politicii publice, nu este un principiu egalitarist (nu cere sa
nu existe inegalitate sau sa nu creasca ci cere ca inegalitatea economica sa fie preferabila
oricarei alte stari de fapt), acest principiu nu redistribuie avantajele ci actioneaza pentru
nivelarea lor.

Cercetarea lui Nozick este o replicd la ,,Teoria dreptatii” a lui Rawls si scopul ei este
justificarea statului minimal. Din punctul sdu de vedere redistribuirea trebuie sa fie facuta
din doud perspective: ca reparatie a unor nedreptdti din trecut si ca utilitate simbolicd
(utilitate atribuita valorilor etice ale individului, nu este masurata cantitativ, prin variatia sa
nu schimba starea economica a acestuia) transferatd de catre guvern catre indivizi. Pentru
fundamentarea teoriei pe care o propune Nozick a ales trei principii pentru problema

proprietatii, principii care stau la baza functionarii unei societati In care justitia sociala
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verificd criteriul indreptatirii si anume: principiul indreptatirii in achizitia initiala a
proprietatii; principiul indreptatirii In transferul proprietatii; principiul indreptatirii in
corectarea nedreptatii in privinta proprietatii.

Teoria/abordarea capabilitatilor (Nussbaum) se refera la viata bund a individului ca
un efect al cadrului economic, social, politic al societdtii din care face parte. Teoria
capabilitatilor nu vizeaza o stare naturald, ci se referd la o stare sociald cu efecte asupra
conditiei umane. Teoria capabilitatilor (TC) afirmd cd cea mai mare relevantd pentru un
individ o are libertatea de a obtine bunastarea — acesta este primul principiu al teoriei
capabilitatilor. O alta caracteristica a acestei teorii este normativitatea, aspect dat de faptul
ca preocuparea individului In directia bunastarii sale este posibila relativ la realitatea sociald
a societatii careia 1i apartine ca cetatean. Teoria capabilitatilor este o teorie finalistd deoarece
pretinde ca finalitatea aplicarii teoriei justitiei sociale sa fie cunoscutd dinainte de fiecare
individ, de intreaga societate si sa fie garantatd accesibilitatea ei. Asa cum am aratat, in teza
de doctorat, Nussbaum a formulat, in cadrul acestei teorii o listd de zece capabilitati (C):
(C1): viata,;(C2): sanatate corporala,;(C3): integritate corporala;(C4): simturi, imaginatie
si simtire;(C5): emotii;(C6): ratiune practica;(C7): afiliere;(C8): alte specii;(C9):
joaca,;(C10): controlul mediului cuiva. Conceptele de baza ale teoriei, structurate in teza de
doctorat, sunt urmatoarele: conceptul de functionare a fiintei umane — actiunea lui este de
natura lui @ face actiunile sale fiind o consecinta a optiunilor sale, iar alegerea este de natura
lui a fi, alege conform propriilor valori, motivatii si interese; conceptul de capabilitate -
ceea ce individul este si/sau face conform alegerilor sale; conceptul de consecintionism —in
realizarea actiunilor/deciziilor sale individul ia in considerare efectele pe care acestea le vor
avea, iar mecanismul normativ (statul) este responsabil de asigurarea capabilitatilor care sa
permitd functionarea deplind a individului pe baza a ceea ce este capabil sa faca si sa fie, in
opinia lui Nussbaum bunastarea individuala trebuie sa fie luata in considerare de stat atunci
cand este proiectat cadrul normativ al statului (consecintionism normativ); conceptul de
agentie - implica un activism permanent al individului pentru a gasi solutii la problemele cu
care se confruntd; conceptul de finalitate — face parte din sfera bunastarii, este asigurat si
garantat de cadrul normativ al societatii.

Sensurile si aplicabilitatea teoriei unitare a justitiei sociale care care a fost formulata
are in vedere: etica economicd — in sensul in care acumularea de bogatie/avere este legitima
doar daca nu limiteaza si garanteaza accesul altor indivizi la un set minim de capabilitati
care sd le asigure o viatd demna; politici publice — garantarea accesului la sistemul de

educatie si sandtate pentru toti indivizii trebuie s reprezinte un punct important de plecare
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in proiectarea acestor politici; redistribuirea produsului economic al societatii — statul poate
asigura redistribuirea daca nu incalcd drepturile legitime la proprietate si asigurd accesul
indivizilor la un set minim de capabilitéti care sa le asigure o viatd demna;justitie sociala —
infaptuirea justitiei sociale, cu cele doud categorii ale sale justitia comutativa si justitia
distributiva, Inseamna lipsa discrimindrii de orice fel dar si asigurarea unei vieti demne
pentru fiecare individ;statul — este garantul capabilitatilor minime ale fiecarui individ dar si
un arbitru in procesul de infaptuire a justitiei sociale, asigurand echilibrul intre initiativa
individuala si protectia indivizilor cei mai defavorizati de la nivelul societatii.

Capitolul 4 cu titlul ,,Principiul diferentei si stabilizatori automati in justitia sociala”
a ardtat care sunt bazele conceptului de justitia sociala si ale Principiului diferentei impreuna
cu pozitionarea din punct de vedere logic a acestora.

Pentru a analiza bazele justitiei sociale in cadrul cercetarii doctorale au fost formulate
doua criterii, primul se refera la tipul de justitie sociald si cel de al doilea la bazele justitiei
sociale in sensul formularii unei tipologii a acesteia. Primul criteriu include justitia sociala
procedurala cu cele doua subdiviziuni ale sale subdiviziunea contractarianistd (Rawls —
principiul diferentei) si subdiviziune emergenta (Nozick — principiul corectdrii nedreptatii).
In cadrul justitiei sociale procedurale sunt stabilite principiile de baza ale societitii (structura
de bazd) si este asumata convingerea conform céreia capacitatea principiilor de a genera
rezultatele asteptate constituie, In sine, o garantie suficientd a realizdrii acestora.
Subdiviziunea contractarianistd se bazeaza pe contractul social incheiat in starea originara
(initiald) intre membrii viitoarei societdti. Subdiviziunea emergenta are la baz un mecanism
spontan (mana invizibild) de aparitie a structurilor statale care vor inchega viitoarea
societate.

Ancorata atat in teoria politica, filosofia sociald cat si in morala si religie justitia
sociald ia n considerare, in infaptuirea dezideratelor sale, comportamentul uman care se
raporteaza atat la institutiile formale cat si la institutiile informale (obiceiuri, traditii, norme
morale, reguli, s.a.). Existenta unor stabilizatori automati (SA) ai justitiei sociale se justifica
pentru evitarea politizarii excesive a acestui domeniu in care interventia guvernamentala este
necesard. Un exemplu este dat de cazul alegerilor si anume de faptul ca periodicitatea
acestora, stabilita prin Constitutie, face ca reprezentantii alesi sa adopte masuri/politici
publice avand la baza interese conjuncturale si astfel sa nu respecte programul de guvernare
pentru care au primit voturi din partea cetdtenilor. Proiectarea si implementarea unor
stabilizatori automati poate sd reduca acest tip de interventii nelegitime. Lucrarea a

evidentiat notiunile generale ale unui stabilizator automat impreund cu o prezentare
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integrativa a triadei stabilizator automat — stabilizator social automat — stabilizator automat
al justitiei sociale. Ultima parte a acestei sectiuni a tezei de doctorat a analizat care sunt
implicatiile proiectarii stabilizatori automati propusi, cum sunt ei influentati de functiile
sistemului social in care vor fi integrati si cum vor fi influentati acestia de fenomenologia

economica generala.

Capitolul 5 ,,Falsificarea procedurala si limitele legitimitatii interventiei statului in
realizarea justitiei sociale” cuprinde, in prima parte notiuni generale despre conceptele de
cunoastere, adevar si testarea adevarului, expunerea din cadrul acestui capitol continuand cu
propunerea conceptului de falsificabilitate procedurald , analiza principalelor caracteristici
ale acestuia clarificate prin construirea unei proceduri de testare. Propunerea de testare
procedurala a adevarului, care a fis tfacutd in cadrul tezei de doctorat, propune aplicarea
dubla a criteriului de falsificabilitate al lui Popper: i) asupra procedurii de testare; ii) asupra
factualului. Cu mentiunea cd prima aplicare a criteriului Popper este efectiva, iar a doua
aplicare este potentiala.

Testarea procedurala este o testare care are ca obiect al testarii o procedura, si nu un
factual. Cu alte cuvinte, ,,factualul” care este obiect al testarii procedurale este un artefact
metodologic. In acest sens, diferenta specifici intre un factual propriu-zis si un ,,factual”
cum este o procedurd este aceea ca factualul propriu-zis face obiectul unei testari de
veridicitate, in timp ce ,,factualul” de tipul procedurii face obiectul unei testéri de capacitate.
Acest tip de testare este, la rAndul sdu, tot o testare de tipul falsificabilitatii popperiene, care
este o testare dihotomica, adicd raspunsul sau pozitiv (procedura testatd este capabild sa
testeze factuale propriu-zise), respectiv raspunsul sau negativ (procedura testatd nu este
capabild sa testeze factuale propriu-zise) epuizeaza spectrul de raspunsuri pe care le poate
furniza. Testarea procedurii implicd pur si simplu o testare care are doud atribute: a)
adecvarea/relevanta; b) potentialul/capacitatea, vor fi facute cateva precizari despre fiecare
in continuarea expunerii.

A fost prezentata, de asemenea in cadrul acestui capitol si schema logica a proiectarii
procedurii de testare dar si coordonatele generale ale unei falsificari procedurale in domeniul
justitiei sociale. Aplicarea practica a partii teoretice s-a concretizat prin propunerea unei

Teorii de separabilitate a interventiei statului In societate.
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Ultimul capitol al tezei de doctorat, Capitolul 6 ,,Proceduri distributionale in justitia

sociald. Modelul procedural de operationalizare a principiului diferentei” si-a propus sa
proiecteze mecanismul de functionare automata a Principiului diferentei, argumentand care
este fezabilitatea propunerii si prezentdnd si schema logica a functionarii stabilizatorului
automat care pune 1n aplicare Principiul Diferentei.
Procedurile distributionale specifice justitiei sociale se referd la modurile organizate si
reglementare prin care societatea distribuie indivizilor resurse, oportunitati, responsabilitati,
pe baza unor criterii care vizeaza echitatea, incluziunea si reducerea inegalitatilor, dar si pe
baza anumitor principii asa cum am aratat in cuprinsul tezei de doctorat. Societatea,
urmareste ca aceste alocdri (ajutoare sociale, subventii pentru locuinte, burse sociale s.a.) sa
fie destinate acelora care au cea mai mare nevoie (indivizi marginalizati, indivizi vulnerabili,
indivizi cu dizabilitdti s.a.). Astfel, algoritmul propus este fezabil pe baza urmatoarelor
argumente:toate variabilele (indicatorii) implicati sunt in prezent cunoscuti si Inregistrati in
mod oficial de catre institutiile statului; SAJS este declansat, intr-adevar, daca si numai daca
inegalitatea economica creste — pragul de 5% este, desigur, o opinie de expert, care Incearca
sd evite aplicarea prea frecventd a principiului diferentei, ceea ce ar putea aduce riscul
destabilizarii procesului economic, social si financiar (inclusiv al celui bugetar); starea
economicd a persoanelor din CSdF este, intr-adevar, mai bund dupa aplicarea automata
aSAJS, deoarece VCP-ul lor mediu va creste datoritd sumei investite (sau economisite) de
catre persoanele din CSF; un astfel de fenomen se bazeazd pe faptul ca investitia (sau
economisirea) transmite, in acest caz, impulsuri productive cdtre economie care, la randul
sdu, are ca rezultat o crestere a PIB-ului si o cantitate mai mare de distributie primara intre
membrii societatii, inclusiv, a desigur, catre indivizii CSdF; persoanele din CSF sunt
stimulate economic sd investeascd (sau sd economiseascd) deoarece astfel recupereaza o
parte din impozitele platite asupra VCP; deci, SAJS este un dispozitiv institutional activ, nu
unul pasiv, asa cum presupune in general literatura de specialitate.

In concluzie, din punct de vedere calitativ, propunerea de functionare automati a
principiului diferentei prin intermediul SAJS este fezabila. Cu toate acestea, trebuie
examinate cel putin trei aspecte de precautie (cantitative) pentru a pune, daca este cazul,
conditii suplimentare pentru ca propunerea sa fie un succes practic, operational in materia
justitiei sociale dupa cum urmeaza: 1) impactul investitiei (sau economisirii) realizat de
indivizii din CSF asupra cresterii VCP al persoanelor din CSdF, ar putea conduce la

cresterea, de asemenea, a VCP al indivizilor din CSF. In principiu, in anumite conditii, este
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posibil ca inegalitatea economica din societate sa ramana neschimbata (sau chiar s creascad).
Intr-un astfel de caz, SAJS a functionat sau nu? - Raspuns: da, SAJS a functionat si, astfel,
principiul diferentei a fost obiectivat cu succes, deoarece criteriul principiului diferentei nu
este de a reduce inegalitatea economica, ci, de a conduce la o stare mai buna a indivizilor
CSdF comparativ cu orice altd situatie alternativa la cresterea inegalitatii. Chiar daca
inegalitatea economica creste, ca urmare a functiondrii SAJS, raspunsul raméne totusi
afirmativ — pur si simplu, algoritmul propus este aplicat din nou la noua stare a inegalitatii
economice; 2) propunerea are principii interne de functionare care ar putea produce efecte
adverse legate de rezultatele aplicarii principiului diferentei? Mai exact, este posibil ca
indivizii CSdF sa fie intr-o stare mai rea dupa aplicarea SAJS? - Raspuns: in primul rand,
trebuie spus ca, fara activismul SAJS, nu exista nicio certitudine cu privire la investitia (sau
economisirea) facutd de indivizii din CSF — ei ar putea investi (economisi) sau nu;
dimpotriva, in cadrul propunerii, o astfel de investitie (sau economisire) devine (aproape)
sigurd, ca urmare a stimulentului fiscal introdus (impozitul negativ). In al doilea rand, o
astfel de inrautatire a starii indivizilor din CSdF dupad aplicarea SAJS ar putea avea loc numai
in urmatoarele cazuri: a) primul caz: impozitul negativ platit indivizilor din CSF are un efect
multiplicator mai mare asupra cresterii PIB decat investitia (sau economisirea) indivizilor
din CSF. Nu existd niciun motiv pentru respingerea ipotezei ca multiplicatorul cheltuielilor
publice nu este mai mare decat multiplicatorul investitiilor private (de fapt, ambele tipuri de
cheltuieli apartin aceluiasi sistem economic), Tn schimb, impozitul negativ este mult mai mic
decat investitia privata corespunzatoare. Deci, agravarea starii indivizilor din CSdF nu poate
avea loc intr-un astfel de caz; b) al doilea caz: valoarea addugatd adusa de investitia (sau de
economisirea) facutd de indivizii din CSF la cresterea PIB nu este deloc distribuita (sau
redistribuitd) catre indivizii din CSdF . O astfel de situatie apare daca si numai daca se incalca
justitia sociala ,,standard”, comutativa sau distributivd. Apare intrebarea :avem o agravare a
statutului indivizilor din CSAF? In principiu, rispunsul este afirmativ, cresterea inegalititii
economice i lasa intr-o stare mai proastd decat ar fi fost posibil in oricare alta alternativa.
Deci, aplicarea principiului diferentei prin SAJS propus respinge ca inacceptabila lipsa
(totald) a avantajelor, din cresterea inegalitatii economice, pentru indivizii din CSdF;

Legat de intrerbarea, dacd propunerea are principii interne de functionare care ar putea
produce efecte adverse legate de rezultatele aplicarii principiului diferentei, se poate spune
ca formularea autentica a principiului diferentei impune ca, pentru a accepta cresterea

inegalitatii economice, statutul indivizilor din CSdF (clasa sociald defavorizatd) sa fie mai

bun decat in orice stare posibila alternativa care se afla intr-o ,,lista” (fezabild) a acestor stari.
Consecinta este ca beneficiile investitiei (sau economisirii) facute de indivizii din CSF,
(clasa sociala favorizatd) obtinute de indivizii din CSdF, trebuie sa fie la valoarea maxima
posibila. Rezultd cd, in conditiile aplicarii stabilizatorului automat al justitiei sociale, justitia
sociald cu cele doud categorii ale sale justitia comutativa si justitia distributiva, trebuie, la
randul sau, aplicatd cu exactitate (desigur, nu este acceptabil nici un tratament favorabil, in
afara legii obisnuite, a indivizilor din CSdF).

Teza de doctorat cuprinde, n ultima sa parte, formularea concluziilor, a contributiilor
originale ale cercetarii doctorale, directii viitoare de cercetare. Astfel cele trei teorii acceptd
stari diferite de dezvoltare/structurare a societatii in momentul in care se pune problema
implementdrii unui ,,dispozitiv”’ (care nu poate fi decat institutional, in toate cele trei cazuri):
a) TP presupune un grad minimal de structurare a societatii, care se refera la constientizarea
(chiar daca sub valul ignorantei) membrilor societdtii cu privire la necesitatea alegerii
principiilor de baza de organizare si functionare a societatii in viitor; b) TR presupune o stare
de anarhie, adicd, implicit, absenta oricdrei structurdri a societatii ca societate; c) TC
presupune structurarea completd, matura a societatii, tocmai ca urmare a cerintei ca ea sa
identifice necesitatea si oportunitatea stabilirii si codificarii listei de capabilitdti, pe de o
parte, si sa aiba capacitatea identificarii listei respective;

Cele trei teorii luate in dezbatere in aceastd teza de doctorat au grade de rigiditate
diferite. Astfel, cel mai ridicat grad de rigiditate il are TR. Intr-adevir, in ultima instanta, TP
accepta ca ar putea avea loc o a ,,doua” pozitie originara, care s actualizeze principiile deja
alese in prima pozitie originard, in timp ce TR nu prevede vreo modificare a principiilor deja
existente, care sunt prezumate a exprima fundamentele functionarii unei societati drepte sau
care asigura indreptdtirea. Pe locul doi in privinta gradului de rigiditate se situeaza, asadar,
TP.TC este cea mai putin rigida deoarece, evident, lista capabilitatilor, care are un puternic
caracter contingent, este oricand actualizabila (desigur, ci conditia ca lista actualizata sa fie,
de asemenea, codificata in cadrul normativ al societatii);

O concluzie de natura metodologica vizeaza ceea ce am putea numi ,,filtrul” de
verificare a functiondrii teoriei justitiei sociale. Astfel, teoriile examinate in studiu difera
intre ele, fiecare avand o anumitd particularitate si anume: TP urmaireste
echitatea/impartialitatea tratarii individului (de fapt, ca medie, la nivelul clasei sociale de

apartenentd); TR urmareste indreptatirea individului in dobandirea drepturilor (sau a
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proprietdtii economice); TC urmareste finalitatea care asigurd functionarea plenard a
individului.

Din perspectivd instrumentald, cele trei teorii sunt distincte, ele propun, asadar,
instrumente diferite pentru asigurarea realizarii obiectivului — echitatea, In cazul TP,
indreptatirea, in cazul TR, finalitatea, in cazul TC - TP propune aplicarea principiului
diferentei (care actioneaza ex ante); TR propune aplicarea principiului rectificarii (care
actioneaza ex post); TC propune normarea capabilitatii (care actioneaza atat ex ante —
stabilirea capabilitatii, cat si ex post — decizia individului de a accesa capabilitatea
disponibild)

Inegalitatea economica (masuratd pe baza venitului curent disponibil) este un
pandant necesar al procesului economic, inclusiv al cresterii economice.

Inegalitatea economica nu este un rau in sine — ea are multe valente pozitive pentru
economie si pentru societate, cu conditia verificdrii principiului diferentei (cresterea
inegalitatii economice sd aduca mai multe/mai mari avantaje clasei sociale defavorizate
decét orice aranjament social cu privire la fenomenului inegalititii economice.

Principiul diferentei trebuie instituit ca stabilizator automat in privinta cinematicii
inegalitdtii economice, pentru a evita interferenta conjuncturald a factorului politic.

Cu toate ca inegalitatea economicd reprezinta, pentru individ, o perceptie puternic
idiosincratica, o anumitd ,,obiectivare” a ei se poate face pe baza comportamentului
investitional (sau, al comportamentului de economisire) al clasei sociale favorizate.

Contributiile tezei de doctorat sunt : abordarea problematicii justitiei sociale prin
prisma punctelor de vedere ale celor trei mari filosofi sociali John Rawls, Robert Nozick si
Martha C. Nussbaum; originalitatea formularii definitiilor, criteriilor de clasificare,
tipologiilor principalelor concepte utilizate in cuprinsul tezei de doctorat; adaptarea unor
metode clasice de cercetare la domeniul justitiei sociale si prezentarea unui studiu de caz;
identificarea a cinci cazuri logice de crestere/scadere a inegalitatii economice in cadrul unei
societati; formularea bazei logice a teoriei lui Robert Nozick prin analiza a patru tetrade
considerate a fi definitorii pentru Teoria Indreptatirii; enuntarea unei teorii unitare a justitiei
sociale;conturarea si argumentarea propunerii de stabilizator automat al justitiei sociale;
construirea unei proceduri de testare Tn domeniul justitiei sociale; formularea unei teorii de
separabilitate a interventiei statului In societate; proiectarea unui model procedural de
oparationalizare a Principiului diferentei.

Directii de continuare a cercetarii doctorale in domeniul justitiei sociale ar putea fi

urmatoarele: construirea unei functii-ecou a efectelor aplicarii Principiului diferentei — o
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functie amortizata care sa exprime, la nivel cantitativ (de utilitate pentru ajustarea de politica
publicd) impactul aplicdrii acestui principiu asupra aplicdrii ulterioare a Principiului;
dezvoltarea unei proceduri similare (cumva, in oglinda, a) celei propuse in prezentul studiu,
pentru cazul scaderii inegalitatii economice; preluarea principiului corectiei (cel de-al treilea
principiu al lui Nozick) ca o a treia conditie de valabilitate a principiului al doilea al lui
Rawls, incercandu-se, astfel, o sinteza sui generis a teoriilor justitiei sociale propuse de cei
doi filosofi sociali; analiza problemei principiului diferentei cu referire si la sub-clase ale
clasei sociale defavorizate, avand in vedere ca, in mod obiectiv, nici aceasta clasa (si,
desigur, nici clasa social favorizatd) nu este omogena — existd o parte superioara si una
inferioard a oricarei parti superioare sau inferioare.

Pe baza rezultatelor obtinute si a concluziilor extrase din cercetarea doctorald, pot fi
formulate urmatoarele sugestii si recomandari pentru decidentii de politicd economica:
construirea si implementarea institutionald a unei metodologii de colectare sau calcul, dupa
caz, a indicatorilor macroeconomici necesari unei analize pertinente a nivelului, structurii si
cinematicii inegalitatii economice (ex: inregistrarea gruparii gospodariilor si persoanelor si
pe quartile, nu numai pe decile, din perspectiva veniturilor banesti anuale); proiectarea si
implementarea institutionald a unui stabilizator automat (pe coordonatele expuse deja,
teoretic, si ilustrate metodologic si instrumental, in teza de doctorat) — pe o structura
guvernamentald comund: Ministerul Muncii, Familiei, Tineretului si Solidaritdtii Sociale —
Ministerul Finantelor); crearea, in cadrul Camerei Deputatilor, a unei comisii speciale
permanente, care sd se numeasca: Comisia parlamentara pentru monitorizarea inegalitatii
economice, care sd gestioneze, din punct de vedere politic, problematica inegalitatii
economice;

Anexele tezei de doctorat cuprind doua studii de caz, primul este o modelare
econometricad (cu ajutorul programului informatic Eviews) a datelor referitoare la analiza
relatiei dintre rata somajului total si cheltuielile de protectie sociald a somerilor in Roméania
si cel de al doilea se refera la indicatori asociati investitiei In domeniul cercetarii - dezvoltarii

cu impact asupra justitiei sociale.
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The doctoral research aims to approach social justice from a phenomenological and
conceptual point of view, but also as a phenomenon in itself. Seen in its dynamics, the field
of social justice involves the contextual analysis of historical, social, economic and political
factors that can provide a clear picture of how normative measures are applied in the society

of which we, as individuals, are part.

The evolution of social justice, seen in a temporal context, shows that the first
approaches appeared in Antiquity, in Rome and Ancient Greece, and are to be found in the
philosophical views, which speak of virtue and the common good in relation to the state, of
Plato (the virtue of courage, the virtue of wisdom, the virtue of moderation when in balance
lead to the highest of virtues, the virtue of justice; the common good is to be found in a well-
organized state in which each individual fulfils his or her role) and his disciple Aristotle (for
Aristotle virtue is a balance between two extremes - a range called the 'golden mean' - e.g:
plenty and necessity/necessity). The two concepts are part of the conceptual family of social
justice which seeks to maximize the interests of individuals, in the sense of the choices they

make by fully understanding the consequences of their decisions and their alternatives

During the Middle Ages, social justice was achieved through the concept of charity
promoted by the morals of the Christian Church under the feudal organization of society.
The thinkers of this period argued that social justice could only be achieved by the divine
will, but there were also views that resources should be shared among individuals according
to merit and need (distributive justice). It was also during this period that the theory of
individual rights was founded, challenging the authority of the Christian Church and

asserting that the state should guarantee the fundamental rights of individuals, but with power

The Age of Enlightenment is the period that brings together the views of great
thinkers on equal rights and freedoms of citizens, especially on the idea of social contract (a

general agreement of will according to which the individuals who are part of a society, aim



to identify the fundamental principles that should underline the governance of that society).
For the field of social justice, the contractarian theory (approach based on the idea of social
contract) is very important because it identifies the elements that relate to the organization
of society. The emergence of the idea of the social contract was a way of challenging social
inequalities and laid the foundations for modern concepts of equal rights and individual
freedoms for members of a democratic society, about how the collective will of individuals

can influence equality and political legitimacy

The 19th century looks at the concept of social justice in terms of the individual's right to
work, access to education and health, the welfare state promotes social protection measures
and philosophical approaches refer to workers' rights, free education and equal opportunities
The 20th century added new theories of equity and welfare, with social justice being a central
concern of important philosophers of that period, theories and concepts that will be analyzed
and developed in detail in this PhD thesis.

Nowadays, the 21st century is focusing on the concept of global social justice by looking at
issues such as climate change, equitable access to resources, gender equality, racial
discrimination, sustainability, human rights, etc

Seen in a historical and geographical context, a research topic on social justice shows a
continuous evolution of concerns related to this subject starting, as we have shown, from the
study of the concepts of equity and social justice, continuing with the role of the church in
ensuring the protection of the most disadvantaged individuals, at the societal level, then
continuing with the emergence of trade union movements and social protection policies, the
emergence of the welfare state concept, but also the human rights movements, the current
period facing challenges related to the impact of globalization, the influence of climate
change and digitalization. From a geographical point of view, such a research topic must
have theoretical and practical outcomes that can be applied to all communities/societies,
taking into account the cultural traditions, social structure and governance conditions in each
targeted entity.

Thus, the motivation for choosing such a topic for doctoral research took into account
the fact that in a period of profound structural transformations, starting with the energy
transition, digitalization, labour market fragmentation, intensification of inequalities, the
field of social justice is very important for applied economics but also for social sciences
and it is also obvious that inequalities of any kind are becoming destabilizing factors for the

societies in which we live. Social justice research focuses on fiscal institutional,



redistributive policies and allows an integrative approach to the quantitative modeling of
macroeconomic imbalances and the institutional analysis of redistributive policies. In
conclusion, participation in research projects, experience working with socio-economic data,
interdisciplinary readings have shown me that public policies, budgetary models and state
institutions can be constructed and recalibrated in order to reduce inequalities of all kinds in
society, to protect vulnerable groups of individuals and to support the full participation of all
social groups in the economic, social and political life of the societies in which we live and
evolve as individuals.

The importance of the doctoral research topic stems from the fact that social justice
is at the center of important debates on fiscal reform, economic, social, fiscal sustainability,
redefining the social contract in the global context of climate change, technological
transformations, persistent inequalities. Rawls, Nozick, Nussbaum's chosen theoretical
framework Rawls, Nozick, Nussbaum provide a rigorous conceptual basis for assessing how
resources, responsibilities and opportunities are distributed in a society. Rawls, in his work
"A Theory of Justice" proposes the model of "justice as equity" and the principle of difference
according to which inequalities can only be justified if they benefit the most disadvantaged
individuals in society, thus giving the research topic a normative value because public
policies are evaluated according to their ability to support an equitable distribution of
resources and opportunities. The next outstanding theorist Robert Nozick in his work
"Anarchy, State, and Utopia" argues in favor of a theory based on respect for individual
rights and the legitimacy of acquisition and provides a framework for understanding the
principled divergence between liberty and equity in the design of fiscal or redistributive
policies. The current conceptual framework of social justice incorporates author Martha
Nussbaum's capability theory and brings into question the actual capacity of individuals to
live dignified lives, beyond the mere possession of goods or income. This approach is
particularly relevant for applied research on socio-economic inequalities, as it allows for the
integration of dimensions ignored by conventional economic models - such as human
dignity, civic participation or access to culture and

Currently, research topics concerning social justice occupy an important place in the
philosophical, economic and institutional debate in view of the widening economic and
social inequalities, digital and ecological transformations and the tensions between
efficiency and equity in the area of public policies. The novelty of the doctoral research topic
consists in approaching social justice through the prism of three theories, the theory of justice

(Rawls), the theory of entitlement (Nozick) and the theory of capabilities (Nussbaum),
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combining these theoretical foundations with economic analysis tools but also analyzing the
institutional and fiscal dimension of social justice, the relationship between social justice and
democratic governance through an interdisciplinary approach, combining ethics, economics
and sociology is still rare in the local and even in the European literature.

The topicality of the doctoral research topic is undeniable: in the post-pandemic
context of energy crises, inflation and growing social tensions, fiscal/ budgetary policies are
once again the field on which the survival of the democratic project is at stake. In Romania,
where inequalities are accentuated and the redistributive capacity of the state is limited, the
search for a framework of mechanisms inspired by the principles of social justice is
becoming not only timely, but necessary.

Conducted within the "Victor Slavescu" Center for Financial and Monetary Research
(CCFM) of the "Costin C. Kiritescu” (INCE) of the Romanian Academy, PhD thesis was
aligned with CCFM’s focus on social justice from the following perspectives: firstly, in
concrete terms, during her doctoral studies, the PhD student participated as a member of
CCFM research teams that developed projects and research topics within the INCE program.
Within these, and under the supervision of her doctoral advisor, PhD supervisor Mr. Emil
Dinga, who was the initiator of such research themes having also the institutional affiliation
within the CCFM, were identified, analyzed and solutions were outlined for topics within
the research margin of the doctoral thesis; second, through the specific themes addressed by
the Centre's researchers, because tax systems are not just technical mechanisms for collecting
resources, but institutionalized reflections of a particular model of social justice, and tax and
budgetary policies are concrete mechanisms for putting social equity into practice - through
redistribution, correcting inequalities and supporting the most vulnerable individuals in
society; thirdly, the organization of conferences and workshops, inter-academic exchanges
on topics in the field of social justice, as well as the organization of the "Nicholas Georgescu
- Roegen" Seminar on Logic and Methodology of Economic Research within the CCFM, the
interaction with researchers was a good opportunity for dissemination of the results of
doctoral research and for understanding/solving some of the issues of the doctoral thesis.
The appropriateness of choosing a doctoral research topic in the field of social justice was
based on the following arguments: Free market mechanisms have led, despite public policy
interventions, to an increase in economic inequality, the polarization of society in terms of
asset ownership and, implicitly, to a potential for social discontent worldwide, discontent
that has been accentuated by the crises that have emerged in recent years (COVID pandemic

- 19, the post-pandemic global recession, rising inflation and cost of living, regional military
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conflicts in Ukraine, the Middle East, natural disasters and global warming as well as
massive cyber attacks and controversies over the use of artificial intelligence and its impact
on jobs); the issue of the balance between need and merit is still unresolved both
economically and philosophically (why would it be justified that part of the economic
product due to an individual because of merit/contribution to his or her achievement should
be redistributed by the government to an individual who has a need that exceeds his or her
merit/contribution?), moral and ethical; since the decision to distribute the economic product
is taken before the actual realization of the distribution (e.g. through social policy rules), the
problem arises of the actual production of the results expected by the rule, but the observation
of the results is an ex post act, so a solution is needed to establish ex ante the "fairness" of
the distribution in question. This can only be done by establishing a distributional procedure
which in itself (by its internal logic) guarantees the production of the results implied by the
distributional norm.

The relevance of the research topic consists mainly in the proposed ex ante
assessment (without waiting for the actual production of the outcome) of the realization of
the social distribution that verifies the adopted distributional criterion (e.g. reasonable
fairness). Thus, the relevance of the doctoral research topic can go as far as opening new
avenues of scientific research in the area of the finality of the economic process by
integrating positivist distributional criteria with moral ones. In fact, the research theme is
aimed at the link in the economic process considered by some analysts to be more important
than production and consumption, we refer here to distribution. It is obvious (at least in
political Economy approaches) that the most important and serious distortions can occur in
the distributive process, both from an economic and a point of view

The distribution of the economic product in society is one of the important but also
debatable issues in economic discourse, both conceptually, methodologically and in terms
of social policy. It is not so much a question of the equity-efficiency trade-off, which is
analyzed from a purely positivist perspective, but more of the values involved, including
moral values. The distribution of the economic product GDP does not simply involve a
calculation of rationality, but requires complex analysis based on consideration of the values
of freedom, dignity and other values derived from natural law, some of which have been
codified (forming positive law). At the same time, the distribution of the economic product
is confronted with two major issues: the intergenerational relationship and the relationship

between contributivity and necessity with regard to the distribution of the economic product;



and the assessment of the "fairness" of the social distribution on the basis of the results of
this distribution.

Doctoral research aims to achieve, at a high scientific level, one main objective and
six intermediate objectives. The main objective of doctoral research is to establish the
sufficient (minimal) conditions that distributional procedures of social product (GDP) must
fulfill (verify) in order to achieve social justice.

The intermediate (stage) objectives that will lead to the realization of the main
objective of the thesis are the following:

I. The concept of social justice and the typology of social justice;

II. Setting the criterion(s) for assessing the achievement of social justice;
I1. Concept of distributional procedure and typology of distributional procedure;
IV. The logical, institutional and mechanism structure of a distributional procedure;
V. The concept of procedural (non-factual) falsification in social justice;
V1. Distribution procedures and automatic stabilizers.

The research methodology used to achieve the objectives of the doctoral thesis
involved the use of qualitative testing with an emphasis on the theoretical conceptual
component. Conceptual analysis was used for the important concepts of the doctoral
research; comparative analysis was used to examine the differences and similarities, in a
word the particularities of the three theories (Rawls, Nozick, Nussbaum) from the
perspective of which social justice was analyzed; documentary study which included
consultation of the literature, primary sources of information and relevant research articles;
normative application, interpretations of how the economic product is distributed in society
through the two categories of social justice, commutative justice and distributive justice, all
seen from the point of view of the three theories. Case studies completed the quantitative
valence of the research methodology.

The PhD thesis is structured in six chapters. The first chapter is entitled "Social
Justice. Concept and typology" includes in its first part, a brief presentation of the literature,
structured according to temporal criteria, continues with the formulation of the definition of
the concept of social justice and the presentation of a set of ten criteria for classifying the
types of social justice. The second part includes a typology of social justice and the
presentation of the conceptual/lexical family comprising terms that we will encounter and
analyze in different sections of the dissertation and that is included in the field of social

justice.



The doctoral research had, as a starting concern, the identification of the main
characteristics of the construct that will be called social justice and the related concepts that
belong to this field. The first result was the identification of its main characteristics/attributes
and the formulation of a definition of social justice. Thus, a number of three
characteristics/attributes were identified, namely institutional origin, distributional device of
the economic product, equitable distribution, the three identified attributes show us that a just
distribution of resources in a society is necessary to have an institutional basis, the
distribution of resources to be done in an equitable way (each individual to have the essential
resources to meet their basic needs, we call here a guaranteed minimum income, access to
education and health, especially for vulnerable groups, etc.), the identification of a new
attribute shows that inequalities are not only an effect of individual actions, they can also
stem from the way in which social systems and structures within society operate, with an
effect on relations between individuals and social groups, and that achieving a positive
outcome often involves reforming this whole.

We have thus defined social justice as an artifact of institutional origin, aimed at
ensuring a fair distribution of the economic product through a distributional device.

Considered as an essential principle of the organization of society, social justice aims
at ensuring equity within the societal system through three levers, namely: 1) ensuring equal
opportunities for all individuals in society, in full equity, to essential resources such as
education, health, right to work, civic engagement; 2) equitable distribution of societal
resources, achieved through institutional mechanisms that reduce social, economic,
structural inequality and guarantee a minimum level of well-being for all individuals; 3)
respect/recognition of human dignity and differences, we refer here to cultural values,
measures to avoid marginalization and integration of vulnerable groups into the social and
political dynamics of a society. In other words, the social order implied by social justice is
one in which individual freedom and inter-human solidarity are promoted, enabling
individuals to realize their potential freely, equally and with dignity.

The complexity of the concept of social justice makes it necessary to outline criteria
according to which the analyzed concept can be classified. Ten classification criteria were
identified as follows: the role of social justice; according to the input/output it has at the
entry into the social system; according to the types of social justice involved in the
distribution of the economic product of society; according to the causes/abuses of the
principles of social justice; according to the effects that social justice has; according to the

rules that underlie the realization of social justice; according to the principles of
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equality/equity applicable to social justice; according to the way of occurrence of the
phenomenon/process of social justice; according to the applicability of social justice;
according to the type of rights it implements.

The second chapter, entitled "Contributions to the development of methods for
analyzing social justice functions" presents, in its first part, the current state of research on
social justice functions, enumerates the functions of social justice and designs a logical
reasoning for inferring the operational functions of social justice. In its last part, are updated
for the field of social justice methods known in economic research namely TRIZ, QFD and
Value Analysis method, Appendix 2 of the dissertation includes a case study that supports
the theoretical statements about the importance of these analyzed methods.

In establishing the functions of social justice, another set of characteristics/attributes
of social justice in terms of its nature was considered and the reference to social justice was
made as a symbolic species, a (macro) artifact, which has all the attributes/predicate of
sufficiency of a symbolic species, the origin, structure and role of the concept was discussed
and a rationale was designed on the basis of which the functions of social justice can be
generated

As for the role of social justice, it must also be seen from the perspective of the social
contract, where the principles guiding both the structure and functions of social justice have
been adopted. Thus, the role of social justice can be formulated as follows: the normative
design of the causalities and conditionalities that ensure, on a permanent basis and correct,
on an accidental basis, the functioning of the human person to the maximum parameters that
the society in question can assume.

The third chapter of the PhD thesis "A Synthetic Analysis of Rawls, Nozick and
Nussbaum's Approaches to Social Justice" focused on addressing, for the first time in the
literature on social justice, a particular approach based on the three theories, namely
Proceduralist Theory (Rawls), Resilient Theory (Nozick) and Capability Theory (Nussbaum)
and proposes a Unified Theory of Social Justice.

Rawls's theory of social justice has the following hypothetical framework: society
has the capacity to allocate resources according to chosen principles; society is a closed
society; Rawlsian theory derives from social cooperation; the theory of justice must be
consistent with distributive principles that are accepted and operate in society; the concept
of justice has two components: justice represents an appropriate balance between rival claims
expressed by individuals in society and justice has in view the role that the set of basic

principles play in the allocation of rights and duties and the appropriate distribution of
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the benefits of social cooperation; the concept of justice is positioned in relation to the term
adequacy and pleonexia (the desire of one individual to appropriate for himself what actually
belongs to another); the basic principles of a well-ordered society are assumed by individuals
not through mediation but through consensus; the theory of justice is part of a social decision
theory (a theory of public choice - every social decision theory must contain a module on
justice as equity - fairness) - the Rawlsian principle of equity states that: "an individual has
an obligation to contribute as the rules of the just institution require, once he has accepted
the benefits of that institution". The principle of fairness has two parts: a) the way in which
we acquire obligations (by accepting the benefits); b) the condition that the institution is just.
According to this theory the first principle acts to guarantee the functioning of society for
the benefit of all and the second principle acts to guarantee the functioning of society in such
a way that the positions and opportunities of social cooperation are accessible to all. The
second component of Principle 2 of the Rawlsian theory is also called the " principle of
difference " whose definition is of the form: "the increase of economic inequality in society
is acceptable/tolerable if from this increase the disadvantaged social class benefits more
than in any other arrangement of social cooperation” and has three characteristics: it is a
principle aimed directly at public policy, it is not an egalitarian principle (it does not demand
that there should be no inequality or no increase but demands that economic inequality should
be preferable to any other state of affairs), this principle does not redistribute advantages but
acts to equalize them.

Nozick's research is a rejoinder to Rawls' "Theory of Justice" and its aim is to justify
the minimal state. From his point of view redistribution must be done from two perspectives:
as reparation, for past injustices and as symbolic utility (utility attributed to the ethical values
of the individual, not measured quantitatively, by its variation it does not change his
economic status) transferred by the government to individuals. Nozick has chosen three
principles for the problem of property to underpin his proposed theory, principles that
highlight the functioning of a society in which social justice verifies the criterion of
entitlement: the principle of entitlement in the initial acquisition of property; the principle of
entitlement in the transfer of property; the principle of entitlement in the correction of
property injustice.

Capability theory/approach (Nussbaum) refers to the individual's good life as an
effect of the economic, social, political framework of the society of which he/she is a part.
Capability theory is not concerned with a natural state but refers to a social state with effects

on the human condition. Capability theory (CT) states that the greatest relevance for the
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individuals is the freedom to achieve well-being - this is the first principle of capability theory.
Another characteristic of this theory is normativity, an aspect given by the fact that the
individual's concern for his well-being is possible relative to the social reality of the society
to which he belongs as a citizen. Capability theory is a finalist theory because it claims that
the finality of the application of the theory of social justice must be known in advance by
each individual, by the whole society, and its accessibility must be guaranteed. As we have
shown, in her doctoral dissertation, Nussbaum formulated a list of ten capabilities (C) within
this theory: (C1): life;(C2 ): bodily health,(C3 ): bodily integrity;(C4 ): senses, imagination
and feeling;(C5 ): emotions,;(C6 ): practical reason;(C7 ): affiliation;(C8): other species,(C9
): play;(C1 0): control of one's environment. The basic concepts of the theory, structured in
the thesis, are as follows: concept of functioning of human being - his action is by nature of
his doing his actions being a consequence of his choices, and choice is by nature of his being,
he chooses according to his own values, motivations and interests; concept of capability -
what the individual is and/or does according to his choices; the concept of consequentialism
- in carrying out his actions/decisions the individual takes into account the effects they will
have, and the normative mechanism (the state) is responsible for providing the capabilities
that enable the full functioning of the individual based on what he is capable of doing and
being, in Nussbaum's view individual well-being must be taken into account by the state
when the normative framework of the state is designed (normative consequentialism); the
concept of agency - implies a permanent activism of the individual to find solutions to the
problems he/she faces; the concept of finality - is part of the sphere of well-being, it is
provided and guaranteed by the normative framework of society.

The meanings and applicability of the unitary theory of social justice that has been
formulated consider: Economic ethics - in the sense that the accumulation of wealth/assets
is legitimate only if it does not limit and guarantee other individuals' access to a minimum
set of capabilities that ensure a dignified life; public policies - guaranteeing access to the
education and health care system for all individuals should be an important starting point in
the design of these policies; redistribution of the economic product of society - the state can
ensure redistribution if it does not violate legitimate property rights and ensures individuals'
access to a minimum set of capabilities that ensure a dignified life; social justice - the
realization of social justice, with its two categories of commutative justice and distributive
justice, means freedom from discrimination of any kind but also ensuring a dignified life for

every individual; the state - is the guarantor of the minimum capabilities of each individual
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but also a referee in the process of realizing social justice, balancing individual initiative
with the protection of the most disadvantaged individuals in society.

Chapter 4 entitled "The Principle of Difference and Automatic Stabilizers in Social
Justice" has shown the foundations of the concept of social justice and the Principle of
Difference together with their logical positioning.

In order to analyze the foundations of social justice in the framework of doctoral
research, two criteria have been formulated, the first one refers to the type of social justice
and the second one to the foundations of social justice in the sense of formulating a typology
of social justice. The first criterion includes procedural social justice with its two
subdivisions contractarianist subdivision (Rawls - the principle of difference) and emergent
subdivision (Nozick - the principle of correcting injustice). Within procedural social justice
the basic principles of society (basic structure) are established, and the belief is assumed that
the ability of principles to generate the expected results is in itself a sufficient guarantee of
their realization. The contractarian subdivision is based on the social contract concluded in
the original (initial) state between the members of the future society. The emergent
subdivision is based on a spontaneous mechanism (invisible hand) of the emergence of state
structures that will complete the future society.

Anchored in political theory, social philosophy as well as in morality and religion,
social justice takes into account, in the realization of its desires, human behavior that relates
to both formal and informal institutions (customs, traditions, moral norms, rules, etc.). The
existence of automatic stabilizers (AS) of social justice is justified in order to avoid excessive
politicization of this area where government intervention is necessary. One example is the
case of elections, where the periodicity of elections, as established by the Constitution, leads
elected representatives to adopt public measures/policies based on short-term interests and
thus not to respect the government program for which they received the votes of the citizens.
The design and implementation of automatic stabilizers can reduce such illegitimate
interventions. The paper outlined the general concepts of an automatic stabilizer along with
an integrative presentation of the triad of automatic stabilizer - automatic social stabilizer -
automatic social justice stabilizer. The last part of this section of the dissertation explored
what are the implications of the design of the proposed automatic stabilizers, how they are
influenced by the functions of the social system in which they will be embedded, and how

they will be influenced by general economic phenomenology.
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Chapter 5 "Procedural Falsifiability and the Limits of the Legitimacy of State
Intervention in the Achievement of Social Justice" includes, in the first part, general notions
about the concepts of knowledge, truth and truth testing, the exposition of this chapter
continuing with the proposal of the concept of procedural falsifiability, the analysis of its
main characteristics clarified by constructing a testing procedure. The proposal of procedural
truth testing, which was made in the PhD thesis, proposes the double application of Popper's
falsifiability criterion: 1) on the testing procedure; ii) on the factual. With the caveat that the
first application of Popper's criterion is actual, and the second application is potential.

Procedural testing is a test that tests a procedure, not a fact. In other words, the
"factual" that is the object of procedural testing is a methodological artifact. In this sense,
the specific difference between a factual itself and a 'factual' such as a procedure is that the
factual itself is subject to a veracity test, whereas a 'factual' such as a procedure is subject to
a capability test. This type of test is, in turn, also a Popperian falsifiability type of test, which
is a dichotomous test, i.e. its positive response (the procedure being tested is capable of
testing the factual itself) and its negative response (the procedure being tested is not capable
of testing the factual itself) exhaust the spectrum of responses it can provide. Procedure
testing simply involves a test that has two attributes: a) appropriateness/relevance; b)
potential/capability, some elaboration on each will be made in the remainder of the
exposition.

Also presented in this chapter was the logical scheme of the design of the testing
procedure as well as the general coordinates of a procedural falsification in the field of social
justice. The practical application of the theoretical part materialized in the proposal of a
Theory of separability of state intervention in society.

The last chapter of the PhD thesis, Chapter 6 "Distributional procedures in social
Justice. The procedural model of operationalization of the Principle of Difference " aimed to
design the mechanism of automatic operation of the Principle of Difference, arguing what is
the feasibility of the proposal and also presenting the logical scheme of the functioning of
the automatic stabilizer that implements the Principle of Difference.

The distributional procedures specific to social justice refer to the organized and regulated
ways in which society distributes resources, opportunities, responsibilities to individuals,
based on criteria aimed at equity, inclusion and reduction of inequalities, but also on certain
principles as we have shown in the doctoral thesis. Society aims for these allocations (social

benefits, housing subsidies, social grants, etc.) to be targeted to those most in need
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(marginalized individuals, vulnerable individuals, disabled individuals, etc.). Thus, the
proposed algorithm is feasible based on the following arguments: all the variables
(indicators) involved are currently known and officially recorded by state institutions;
automatic stabilizer of social justice (ASS]) is indeed triggered if and only if economic
inequality increases - the 5% threshold is of course an expert opinion, which seeks to avoid
too frequent application of the difference principle, which could risk destabilizing the
economic, social and financial process (including the budgetary one); the economic situation
of the people from the most disadvantaged class (CSdF) is indeed better after the automatic
application of ASSJ, because their average, current disposable income (CDI) will increase
thanks to the amount invested (or saved) by the people from the most privileged class (MPC);
such a phenomenon is based on the fact that investment (or saving) in this case transmits
productive impulses to the economy which, in turn, results in an increase in GDP and a larger
amount of primary distribution among members of society, including, of course, to MDC
individuals ; people from MPC have an economic incentive to invest (or save) because they
thus recover some of the taxes paid on CDI ; thus, ASS]J is an active institutional device, not
a passive one, as the literature generally assumes.

In conclusion, from a qualitative point of view, the proposal for automatic operation
of the principle of difference via ASS]J is feasible. However, at least three precautionary
(quantitative) aspects need to be examined to put, if necessary, additional conditions for the
proposal to be a practical, operational social justice success as follows: 1) the impact of the
investment (or saving) made by individuals from MPC on the growth CDI of individuals from
MDC, could lead to the growth also of CDI of individuals from MPC. In principle, under
certain conditions, economic inequality in society is likely to remain unchanged (or even
increase). In such a case, did ASS] work or not? - Answer: yes, ASS] it has worked, and thus
the Principle of Difference has been successfully objectified, because the criterion of the
Orinciple of Difference is not to reduce economic inequality, but, rather, to lead to a better
state of MDC individuals compared to any alternative situation of increasing inequality.
Even if economic inequality increases, as a result of the operation ASS] , the answer still
remains yes
- simply, the proposed algorithm is reapplied to the new state of economic inequality; 2)
does the proposal have internal operating principles that could produce adverse effects
related to the results of applying the difference principle? More specifically, is it possible
that MDC individuals will be in a worse state after the application of ASS] ? - Answer: first

ofall, it must be said that, without ASSJ activismS , there is no certainty about the investment
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(or saving) made by MPC individuals - they might invest (save) or not; on the contrary, under
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the proposal, such investment (or, saving) becomes (almost) certain, as a result of the
introduced tax incentive (negative tax). Second, such a worsening of the situation of MDC
individuals after the application of ASS] could only occur in the following cases: a) first case:
the negative tax paid to MPC individuals has a higher multiplier effect on GDP growth than
the investment (or saving) of MPC individuals. There is no reason to reject the hypothesis
that the multiplier of public spending is not larger than the multiplier of private investment
(in fact, both types of spending belong to the same economic system), instead, the negative
tax is much smaller than the corresponding private investment. So, the worsening of the
condition of MDC individuals cannot occur in such a case; b) the second case: the added value
brought by the investment (or saving) made by MPC individuals to the growth of GDP is not
at all distributed (or redistributed) to MDC individuals . Such a situation arises if and only if
"standard" commutative or distributive social justice is violated. The question arises :do we
have a worsening of the status of MDC individuals ? In principle the answer is yes, the
increase in economic inequality leaves them worse off than would have been possible under
any alternative. So the application of the Principle of Difference by the proposed ASS] rejects
as unacceptable the (total) lack of advantage, from increased economic inequality, for MDC
individuals ;

Related to the question, if the proposal has internal operating principles that could produce
adverse effects related to the results of applying the Principle of Difference, it can be said
that the genuine formulation of the principle of difference requires that, in order to accept
the increase in economic inequality, the status of MDC individuals (the disadvantaged social
class) must be better than in any possible alternative state that is in a (feasible) "list" of such
states. The consequence is that the returns to the investment (or saving) made by MPC
individuals , (the favored social class) obtained by MDC individuals, must be at the maximum
possible value. It follows that, given the application of the automatic stabilizer of social
justice, social justice with its two categories commutative justice and distributive justice,
must, in turn, be applied exactly (of course, no favorable treatment, outside the ordinary law,
of MDC individuals) is acceptable.

The last part of the doctoral dissertation includes the formulation of conclusions,
original contributions of doctoral research, future research directions. Thus the three theories
accept different states of societal development/structuring when it comes to the
implementation of a "device" (which can only be institutional in all three cases): a)
proceduralist theory (P 7) assumes a minimal degree of structuring of society, which refers

to the awareness (even if under the veil of ignorance) of the members of society of the need
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to choose the basic principles of organization and functioning of society in the future; b)
resilient theory (RT) presupposes a state of anarchy, i.e., implicitly, the absence of any
structuring of society as a society; c¢) capabilities theory (CT) presupposes the complete,
mature structuring of society, precisely as a result of the requirement that it should identify
the necessity and expediency of establishing and codifying the list of capabilities, on the one
hand, and have the ability to identify that list;

The three theories discussed in this PhD thesis have different degrees of rigidity.
Thus, RT has the highest degree ofrigidity. Indeed, as a last resort, PT accepts thata,,second”
original position could take place, actualizing the principles already chosen in the first
original position, while RT does not envisage any change to the already existing principles
that are presumed to express the foundations of the functioning of a just society or to ensure
justness. In second place in terms of rigidity is therefore R7. TC is the least rigid because,
obviously, the list of capabilities, which has a strong contingent character, is always
updatable (of course, but on condition that the updated list is also codified in the normative
framework of the society);

A conclusion of a methodological nature concerns what we could call the "filter" to
verify the functioning of social justice theory. Thus, the theories examined in the study differ
from each other, each with its own particularity: PTaims at fairness/impartiality in the
treatment of the individual (in fact, as an average, at the level of the social class of
membership); RT aims at the entitlement of the individual in the acquisition of rights (or
economic property);TC aims at the finality that ensures the full functioning of the individual.
From an instrumental perspective, the three theories are distinct, they therefore propose
different instruments to ensure the achievement of the objective - equity in the case of PT ,
entitlement in the case of RT , finality in the case of CT -PT proposes the application of the
difference principle (which acts ex ante); RT proposes the application of the
rectification principle (which acts ex post); CT proposes the normalization of capability
(which acts both ex ante - the establishment of capability, and ex post - the decision of the
individual to access the available capability)

Economic inequality (as measured by current disposable income) is a necessary
pendant of the economic process, including economic growth.

Economic inequality is not a bad thing in itself - it has many positive values for the
economy and society, provided that the principle of difference is verified (the increase

n
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economic inequality brings more/bigger advantages to the disadvantaged social class than
any social arrangement regarding the phenomenon of economic inequality.

The principle of difference must be established as an automatic stabilizer regarding
the kinematics of economic inequality, in order to avoid the conjunctural interference of the
political factor.

Although economic inequality is a highly idiosyncratic perception for the individual,
a certain "objectification" of it can be made on the basis of the investment behavior (or,
saving behavior ) of the favored social class.

The contributions of the doctoral thesis are: approaching the issue of social justice
through the points of view of the three great social philosophers John Rawls, Robert Nozick
and Martha C. Nussbaum; the originality of the formulation of the definitions, classification
criteria and typologies of the main concepts used in the doctoral thesis; the adaptation of
classic research methods to the field of social justice and the presentation of a case study;
the identification of five logical cases of the increase/decrease of economic inequality in a
society; formulating the logical basis of Robert Nozick's theory through the analysis of four
tetrads considered to be defining for the Theory of Entitlement; stating a unitary theory of
social justice; outlining and arguing the proposal of an automatic stabilizer of social justice;
constructing a testing procedure in the field of social justice; formulating a separability
theory of state intervention in society; designing a procedural model of the Principles of
Difference operationalization.

Directions for further doctoral research in the field of social justice could be the
following: Construct an echo-function of the effects of the application of the Difference
Principle - an amortized function expressing, at the quantitative level (of usefulness for
public policy adjustment) the impact of the application of this principle on the subsequent
application of the Principle; develop a procedure similar to (somewhat mirroring) the one
proposed in the present study, for the case of decreasing economic inequality; taking the
principle of correction (Nozick's third principle) as a third condition for the validity of
Rawls's second principle, thus attempting a sui generis synthesis of the theories of social
justice proposed by the two social philosophers; analyzing the problem of the Principle of
Difference with reference also to sub-classes of the underprivileged social class, taking into
account that, objectively, neither this class (and, of course, neither the socially advantaged
class) is homogeneous - there is an upper and an underclass of any upper or underclass.
Based on the results obtained and the conclusions drawn from the doctoral research, the

following suggestions and recommendations can be formulated for economic policy makers:
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the construction and institutional implementation of a methodology for collecting or
calculating, as appropriate, the macroeconomic indicators necessary for a pertinent
analysis of the level, structure and kinematics of economic inequality (e.g: recording
the grouping of households and individuals also by quartiles , not only by deciles ,
from the perspective of annual monetary income); design and institutional
implementation of an automatic stabilizer (on the coordinates already theoretically
exposed and illustrated methodologically and instrumentally in the PhD thesis) - on a
common governmental structure: Ministry of Labor, Family, Youth and Social
Solidarity - Ministry of Finance); the creation, within the Chamber of Deputies, of a
special permanent commission, to be called: the Parliamentary Commission for
Monitoring Economic Inequality, which would manage, from the political point of
view, the issue of economic inequality;

The appendices of the PhD thesis include two case studies, the first is an
econometric modeling (using Eviews software) of data related to the analysis of the
relationship between the total unemployment rate and social protection expenditure of
the unemployed in Romania and the second one refers to indicators associated with
