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Sinteza ideilor principale

Introducere

Tema tezei de doctorat se subscrie domeniului economiei europene, al integrarii
economice s1 monetare si al analizei mecanismelor institutionale necesare functiondrii unei
uniuni monetare caracterizate prin eeterogenitate structurald si expunere diferentiatd la
socuri economice. Lucrarea isi propune sa contribuie la dezvoltarea unui cadru conceptual
si metodologic privind Uniunea Fiscald Europene (UFE), prin construirea unei functii de
stabilizare economica destinate gestiondrii socurilor asimetrice in cadrul Uniunii Europene
(UE) si, In mod particular, al Uniunii Economice si Monetare (UEM).

La baza cercetdrii se afla dezechilibrul existent Intre nivelul avansat al integrarii
monetare si caracterul inca incomplet al integrarii fiscal-bugetare in Uniunea Europeana. in
conditiile in care politica monetara este gestionata la nivel comun, iar politicile fiscale raiman
in mare parte la nivel national, statele membre dispun de capacitati inegale de raspuns la
socurile economice asimetrice, ceea ce se dovedeste adesea insuficient. Aceastd problema
este cu atdt mai relevanta cu cat unele economii dispun de un spatiu fiscal limitat, prezinta
vulnerabilitati structurale importante sau au o capacitate redusa de absorbtie a perturbarilor.

Criza financiara globala, criza datoriilor suverane din Zona euro, pandemia COVID-
19, precum si socurile energetice si tensiunile geopolitice recente, au evidentiat faptul ca
socurile economice nu produc in mod uniform efecte in cadrul UE ci, un acelasi eveniment
poate sa genereze deviatii diferite ca intensitate, duratd si consecinte sociale, in functie de
structura economica, pozitia in retelele comerciale si financiare, spatiul fiscal si capacitatea
institutionala a fiecarui stat membru. in acest sens, socurile asimetrice, in lucrare, nu sunt
privite ca simple fapte conjuncturale, ci ca manifestari recurente ale unui sistem integrat, dar
care prezinta eterogenitate structurala.

In acest context, lucrarea urmireste si raspundd la urmitoarea intrebare
fundamentala: in ce conditii poate fi modelata o functie de stabilizare economica evolutiva,
compatibila atdt cu logica economica a reducerii deviatiilor produse de socurile asimetrice,
cat si cu limitele institutionale si politice ale Uniunii Europene? Réaspunsul propus in teza
nu se refera la un anumit instrument fiscal, ci la construirea unei functii de stabilizare la nivel
de sistem, care reuneste mecanisme de identificare, activare, interventie, adaptare si invdtare

institutionala.



Obiectivul general al cercetarii il reprezintd dezvoltarea unui model conceptual,
logic, evolutiv si matematic al functiei de stabilizare economicd impotriva socurilor
asimetrice manifestate in cadrul UE si analiza modului 1n care aceasta ar putea fi integratd
intr-o arhitecturd institutionald specifica unei UFE. Din acest obiectiv general deriva unele
obiective specifice care vizeaza: a) clarificarea conceptului de UFE si a relatiei acesteia cu
UEM; b) dezvoltarea unei teorii logice si evolutive a socurilor economice; ¢) explicarea
mecanismelor prin care socurile devin asimetrice in cadrul UE; d) definirea conceptului de
functie de stabilizare economica; e) formularea modelelor logic, evolutiv si matematic ale
acesteia; respectiv f) analiza empirica si prospectivd a socurilor economice asimetrice in
perioada 2004-2030.

Din punct de vedere metodologic lucrarea are un caracter interdisciplinar, reunind
analiza conceptuala cu elemente din teoria sistemelor, cibernetica, analiza institutionald,
modelarea evolutiva si modelarea matematica. Analiza empirica se bazeaza pe indicatori
macroeconomici comparabili, preluati in principal din Eurostat, pentru perioada 2004—2024,
in vederea identificarii si analizarii socurilor economice asimetrice manifestate in UE.
Totodatd, dimensiunea prospectiva a cercetarii urmareste identificarea factorilor cu potential
de a genera socuri in perioada 2025-2030 si simularea conceptuala a aplicarii unei functii
evolutive de stabilizare economica.

Originalitatea cercetarii rezultd din integrarea coerentd a mai multor niveluri de
analiza intr-un model unitar al stabilizarii economice. Lucrarea propune o abordare in care
socul economic este inteles ca rezultat al interactiunii dintre eveniment si raspunsul
sistemului, iar stabilizarea este tratata ca un proces evolutiv, nu doar ca o interventie fiscala
punctuala. In acest cadru, functia de stabilizare economica este construita prin integrarea
dimensiunilor de memorie, anticipare, neutralizare si fructificare, fiind formalizatd prin
mecanisme de feedback si parametri adaptativi.

Prin structura sa, teza urmareste sa clarifice teoretic relatia dintre UFE si socurile
economice asimetrice si sd propund un cadru metodologic pentru analiza stabilizarii
economice la nivel european din perspectiva evolutiva. In acest sens, UFE este privitd nu
numai ca o constructie institutionald, ci si ca un mecanism propriu sistemului economic,
orientat catre reducerea divergentelor, consolidarea rezilientei si mentinerea coeziunii

functionale a UE 1n fata socurilor economice.



Capitolul 1. Teoria Uniunii Fiscale Europene

In primul capitol este dezvoltat cadrul teoretic necesar analizei UFE. Aceasta este
inteleasd nu numai ca proiect politic sau etapa a integrarii europene, ci si ca posibil sistem
fiscal supranational rezultat din integrarea unor sisteme fiscale nationale autonome.
Capitolul urmareste clarificarea conceptului de Uniune Fiscald Europeana si identificarea
conditiilor in care aceasta poate sa apard, sa functioneze si sd evolueze. Aceasta analiza este
esentiala deoarece functia de stabilizare economica dezvoltata ulterior in teza este conceputa
ca atribut al unei structuri fiscale europene capabile sd exercite competente proprii in
domeniul stabilizarii macroeconomice si al gestionarii socurilor economice asimetrice.

Analiza Incepe cu examinarea conceptului de uniune fiscald si a semnificatiei sale
economice si institutionale. Argumentam cd o uniune fiscald nu poate fi redusd la
coordonarea politicilor fiscale nationale si nici la existenta unor reguli comune privind
disciplina bugetara. Aceasta presupune existenta unei structuri fiscale de nivel superior,
capabile sd indeplineasca functii ce nu pot fi realizate numai prin actiunea individuald a
statelor membre. Din aceasta perspectiva, UFE este definita ca un suprasistem fiscal, rezultat
din integrarea mai multor sisteme fiscale autonome, si caracterizat de capacitatea de a
exercita functii proprii de colectare, alocare, redistribuire si stabilizare.

Pe baza acestei definitii sunt identificati principalii parametri ai unei UFE. Analiza
evidentiazd existenta a patru categorii de astfel de parametri: structurali, functionali,
institutionali si dinamici. Parametrii structurali reflecta gradul de integrare fiscala si relatiile
dintre nivelul european si cele nationale. Cei functionali privesc capacitatea sistemului de a
indeplini functii economice esentiale, precum stabilizarea macroeconomica, redistribuirea si
finantarea bunurilor publice comune. Parametrii institutionali vizeaza regulile fiscale,
distributia competentelor si mecanismele de legitimitate si responsabilitate. In fine,
parametrii dinamici surprind proprietati precum flexibilitatea, rezilienta si capacitatea de
adaptare la schimbarile mediului economic.

In continuare este analizatd problema necesititii, posibilititii si oportunitatii
instituirii unei UFE. Analiza aratd faptul ca aceste trei dimensiuni nu sunt echivalente si
trebuie tratate distinct. Necesitatea este evaluatd prin raportare la functiile pe care arhitectura
actuald a UEM nu le poate indeplini Tn mod satisfacator, in special in contextul socurilor
economice asimetrice. Posibilitatea este analizatd prin prisma constrangerilor juridice,
economice si politice ce limiteaza transferul competentelor fiscale catre nivelul european.

Oportunitatea este abordata In raport cu contextul istoric concret al integrarii europene si cu



disponibilitatea statelor membre de a sustine transferul unor competente fiscale catre nivelul
supranational si de a participa la mecanisme comune de stabilizare si gestionare a riscurilor.

Alaturi de acestea, acest capitol acorda atentie si efectelor adverse ce pot sa apara in
functionarea unei UFE. Astfel, sunt analizate riscuri precum hazardul moral, aparitia
transferurilor permanente intre state, reducerea autonomiei fiscale nationale, aparitia unor
tensiuni privind legitimitatea democratica si dificultdtile asociate centralizarii deciziei
fiscale. Aceste riscuri nu sunt tratate ca argumente impotriva integrarii fiscale, ci ca
probleme structurale care trebuie anticipate si integrate In proiectarea institutionala a unei
eventuale UFE.

In partea finald este evaluat stadiul actual al integrarii fiscale europene, fiind
evidentiat faptul ca UE nu poate fi considerata, in prezent, o UFE in sens deplin, ci mai
degraba un sistem 1n care existd coordonare fiscala, reguli comune si mecanisme partiale de
solidaritate in plan financiar. Instrumente precum Pactul de Stabilitate si Crestere,
Mecanismul European de Stabilitate, programul SURE sau NextGenerationEU indica
existenta unei tendinte de aprofundare a integrarii fiscale, Insd aceasta rdimane incompleta si

caracterizatd predominant prin impunerea de reguli.

Capitolul 2. Teoria logica a socurilor economice

Al doilea capitol este dedicat construirii unei teorii logice a socurilor economice,
constituitd ca fundamentul necesar n analiza ulterioara a socurilor asimetrice si pentru
modelarea functiei de stabilizare economicd. Dacd 1n prima sectiune au fost analizate
conditiile existentei si functiondrii unei UFE, prezentul capitol raspunde unei intrebari
complementare: ce este un soc economic si prin ce mecanisme acesta produce efecte asupra
unui sistem economic? Necesitatea unei astfel de clarificari deriva din faptul cd literatura
economica utilizeaza frecvent conceptul de soc, insad adesea fara o fundamentare conceptuald
explicita, tratdndu-l ca pe o simpla variatie exogena introdusa intr-un model formal. In
contrast cu aceasta abordare, cercetarea de fata propune o interpretare sistemica si relationala
a socului economic.

Analiza incepe cu definirea conceptului de soc economic. In cadrul tezei, socul nu
este identificat cu evenimentul care il preceda si nici cu efectele care 11 urmeaza, ci este
inteles ca un proces de perturbare a functiondrii unui sistem economic. Aceastd distinctie
este importantd deoarece acelasi eveniment poate sa produca efecte foarte diferite in sisteme
diferite, iar unele evenimente pot sd nu genereze socuri economice relevante daca sistemul

asupra cdruia actioneaza dispune de capacitati de absorbtie si adaptare. Astfel, existenta unui



soc depinde simultan de caracteristicile perturbarii si de sensibilitatea structurii asupra careia
aceasta actioneaza.

Pe baza acestei definitii este dezvoltatd o tipologie a socurilor economice, in care
sunt depasite clasificarile traditionale limitate la distinctia dintre socuri de cerere si socuri
de oferta, si se introduc mai multe axe de analiza. Astfel, socurile sunt diferentiate in functie
de modul de insertie 1n sistem, de raportarea la pragurile de functionare ale acestuia, de
amploarea impactului produs si de durata efectelor si de mecanismele prin care se propaga.
Aceasta perspectiva permite surprinderea unei varietati mai largi de situatii si evidentiaza
faptul ca diferitele categorii de socuri solicitd raspunsuri si mecanisme de stabilizare diferite.

Un element central al capitolului il constituie descrierea mecanismului general al
socurilor economice. Analiza arata ca socul trebuie inteles ca un proces si nu ca un eveniment
punctual, aparitia unui eveniment perturbator nefiind suficienta pentru producerea unui soc
economic. Astfel, perturbarea trebuie sa intdlneasca o structurd economica sensibild si sa
dispuna de canale prin care efectele sale si poati fi transmise si amplificate. In acest sens,
sunt analizate cauzele socurilor, vulnerabilitatile sistemice si mecanismele prin care impactul
se propaga intre diferite componente ale economiei. O atentie speciala este acordata ideii de
sensibilitate sistemica, Inteleasa ca proprietate care conditioneazd intensitatea efectelor
generate de aceeasi perturbare.

In cadrul capitolul este introdusa apoi o abordare sistemica si de retea a socurilor
economice. Economia este tratatd ca un sistem complex, alcatuit din subsisteme
interdependente si conectate prin multiple relatii de schimb, financiare, productive si
informationale. In acest context, propagarea socurilor depinde de structura retelelor
economice si de pozitia ocupatd de diferiti actori in cadrul acestora. Impactul unei perturbari
nu este astfel determinat in mod exclusiv de marimea sa initiala, ci si de modul in care circula
prin retea, aceasta putand fi amplificatd, disipatd sau redirectionatd catre alte componente
ale sistemului. Aceastd perspectiva explica de ce socuri care par similare sau asemanatoare
pot sa genereze efecte diferite in contexte economice diferite.

Pe baza elementelor dezvoltate anterior, in acest capitol este propus un model logic
al generdrii, transmiterii si impactului socurilor economice, in contextul cdruia sunt
identificate patru conditii necesare pentru existenta unui soc: a) existenta unui eveniment
perturbator; b) existenta unui sistem susceptibil sd fie afectat; c) prezenta unor canale de
transmitere; si d) aparitia unor efecte ce pot fi observate asupra functiondrii sistemului.

Absenta unuia dintre aceste elemente Tmpiedica transformarea unei perturbari intr-un soc



economic propriu-zis. Modelul oferd astfel o structura logica ce poate fi aplicata ulterior atat

socurilor simetrice, cat si celor asimetrice.

Capitolul 3. O fenomenologie evolutionara a socurilor economice

In capitolul 3 este dezvoltatd perspectiva anterioard, ficand trecerea de la analiza
logica a socurilor economice la cea evolutiva. Daca in teoria logica am urmarit identificarea
conditiilor de aparitie, transmitere si manifestare a socurilor, teoria evolutivd urmareste sa
explice modul in care acestea influenteaza cum sistemele economice si institutionale se
transformad in timp. Ideea principald a capitolului este ca socurile economice nu sunt numai
perturbari cu caracter temporar in functionarea unui sistem economic, ci si factori ce
contribuie la reconfigurarea structurilor, regulilor si mecanismelor de functionare ale
acestuia.

Analiza porneste de la constatarea cd o parte importantd a literaturii economice
traditionale trateaza socurile ca abateri temporare de la o stare de echilibru, iar stabilizarea
ca proces de revenire la traiectoria anterioard. Experientele istorice recente sugereaza insa
ca numeroase socuri produc efecte persistente si transformari care depasesc simpla revenire
la starea initiala. Crizele financiare, pandemiile, socurile energetice si schimbarile
geopolitice au aratat ca sistemele economice se modificd sub influenta perturbarilor si ca
raspunsurile institutionale dezvoltate in perioade de crizd pot deveni componente
permanente ale arhitecturii economice. In acest context, o perspectiva exclusiv statica asupra
socurilor devine insuficienta.

Pentru a surprinde aceste transformari ale sistemului economic, in cadrul capitolului
este utilizatd perspectiva sistemelor complexe. Astfel, economiile sunt tratate ca sisteme
aflate in continud schimbare, in care existd actori economici, institutii si reguli, ce
interactioneaza intre ele, si se influenteazi reciproc. Intr-un asemenea sistem, socurile
economice reprezintd presiuni de adaptare, iar reactiile la aceste presiuni contribuie la
modificarea structurii sistemului. Din acest punct de vedere, stabilitatea nu mai este inteleasa
ca lipsd a schimbadrii, ci ca reprezentand capacitatea sistemului de a-si pastra functiile
esentiale in timp ce isi adapteaza mecanismele interne la conditii noi.

Un aspect principal al capitolului, 1l reprezintd mecanismul variatie—selectie—retentie
(VSR), introdus ca model ce explica transformarile generate de socurile economice. Variatia
se refera la aparitia unor solutii, comportamente sau aranjamente institutionale alternative ca
raspuns la perturbari. Prin selectie se intelege procesul prin care anumite solutii sunt

preferate deoarece se dovedesc a fi mai eficiente decat altele. La randul sdu, retentia, are in
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vedere conservarea si adoptarea institutionald a solutiilor selectate, care sunt tranformate in
reguli, proceduri si mecanisme, stabilizandu-se. In acest sens, socurile economice
functioneaza ca factori ce accelereazd selectia si favorizeaza aparitia de noi forme de
organizare la nivel economic si institutional.

In cadrul acestui capitol argumentim asadar faptul ci socurile economice trebuie
analizate nu numai din perspectiva costurilor generate, ci si prin efectele lor asupra
traiectoriei de dezvoltare a sistemelor economice. Astfel, perturbari majore pot sa instituie
contexte 1n care solutii ce inainte nu erau posibile din punct de vedere politic sau
institutional, sa devine acceptate. In acest fel, socurile pot si reprezinte oportunitati pentru
realizarea de reforme si inovatii institutionale care, in alte conditii, ar Intdmpina rezistenta
in a fi implementate. Din acest punct de vedere, socurile economice devin mecanisme de
selectie si transformare a sistemului economic, nu numai surse de instabilitate.

Un element important al analizei il reprezintd relatia dintre socurile economice si
procesele de invatare pe care le genereazi acestea. In acest context, este utilizat conceptul
de memorie sistemica, inteles ca fiind abilitatea sistemului de a pastra informatiile si lectiile
rezultate din perturbarile anterioare si de a le valorifica in situatii similare. Memoria
sistemicd poate fi observata prin institutii, reguli, proceduri, baze de date sau practici
administrative, constituind una dintre sursele rezilientei. Prin acumularea si utilizarea
experientei dobandite in urma socurilor anterioare, sistemele economice isi consolideaza,
astfel, capacitatea de adaptare si is1 Imbunatatesc raspunsul la perturbarile viitoare.

Pe langa memorie, in mod complementar, pe parcursul acestui capitol este dezvoltat
si conceptul de anticipare. In timp ce memoria este legata de trecut, anticiparea se refera la
viitor, presupunand identificarea timpurie a vulnerabilititilor si a riscurilor potentiale. In
cadrul tezei, anticiparea este integratd intr-o perspectiva mai larga care include prevenirea si
evitarea perturbarilor. O astfel de abordare extinde semnificativ conceptul traditional de
stabilizare, care este de reguld orientat catre reactii ex post, si pregateste dezvoltarea unei
functii de stabilizare cu caracter evolutiv.

Pe langa cele de mai sus, in cadrul acestui capitol mai sunt examinate procesele de
neutralizare, reducere si disipare a efectelor socurilor. Aceste procese reprezintd componenta
vizibila a raspunsului sistemului economic, incluzand masurile destinate limitarii deviatiilor
si reducerii costurilor economice si sociale. Totusi, este de mentionat, cercetarea aratd ca
neutralizarea efectelor nu este suficienta pentru asigurarea unei adaptari sustenabile, daca nu
sunt luate masuri pentru reducerea vulnerabilitatilor ce au permis perturbarea. In acest

context, este utilizat conceptul de fructificare a socurilor economice, inseles ca transformare
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a experientei generate de acestea In sursa de adaptare si dezvoltare institutionala. Din
perspectiva aceasta, un sistem economic ce fructifica socurile, nu numai ca absoarbe
impactul acestora, dar utilizeazd lectiile invatate pentru reducerea vulnerabilitatilor si
imbunatatirea performantei viitoare.

In raport cu elementele prezentate, este discutata arhitectura conceptuali M—APE—
NRD-F, una dintre contributiile originale ale lucrarii. Acest cadru integreazd urmatoarele
patru componente functionale, cu rol complementar: Memoria (M), Anticiparea—
Prevenirea—Evitarea (APE), Neutralizarea—Reducerea—Disiparea (NRD) si Fructificarea (F).
Impreuna, toate acestea descriu etapele prin care sistemele economice invati din
experientele anterioare, se pregitesc pentru perturbari, limiteaza efectele lor si valorifica

oportunitatile generate de schimbare.

Capitolul 4. Socurile economice asimetrice in cadurul Uniunii Europene

Cel de-al patrulea capitol reuneste aspectele teoretice dezvoltate in sectiunile
precedente cu problematica specificd a integrarii economice europene. Dacd in capitolele 2
si 3 socurile economice au fost analizate din perspectiva logica si evolutiva, independent de
un context institutional particular, in acest capitol atentia este concentrata asupra socurilor
economice asimetrice din UE si, in special, din UEM. Analiza urmareste explicarea modului
in care aceleasi perturbari produc efecte diferite intre statele membre, identificarea
mecanismelor care genereaza aceste diferente si evidentierea implicatiilor lor pentru
stabilitatea economica si dezvoltarea unor mecanisme comune de stabilizare.

Ideea de baza a analizei o reprezinta faptul cad integrarea economica si monetara, in
UE, a redus semnificativ costurile tranzactiilor si a amplificat interdependentele dintre
economiile statelor membre, insad nu a eliminat eterogenitatea structurala existentd la nivelul
acestora. Economiile UE difera, astfel, prin dimensiune, structura sectoriala, nivel de
dezvoltare, specializare productivd, pozitionare in lanturile valorice, caracteristici
demografice, capacitate institutionald, iar o perturbare comuna poate sd produca efecte
diferite de la un sistem economic la altul, transformandu-se intr-un soc asimetric. De aici
rezultd cd asimetria nu este determinata de evenimentul in sine, c¢i de modul in care acesta
interactioneaza cu caracteristicile economiilor afectate.

Plecand de aici, in prima parte a capitolului este clarificat conceptul de soc economic
asimetric si este dezvoltata o tipologie a socurilor asimetrice relevante pentru UE. In sensul
adoptat in tezd, un soc este considerat asimetric atunci cand produce efecte semnificativ

diferite asupra statelor membre ale unei uniuni economice integrate. Aceste diferente se pot
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referi la amplitudinea impactului, durata efectelor, viteza de ajustare sau capacitatea de
absorbtie a perturbarii. In aceasta perspectiva, asimetria este definita prin dispersia efectelor
si nu prin natura evenimentului care a generat socul. Astfel, chiar si un eveniment global,
aparent comun tuturor statelor, poate sa genereze socuri asimetrice daca economiile afectate
reactioneaza diferit din cauza caracteristicilor lor structurale.

In privinta tipurilor de socuri economice proprii UE, sunt analizate socurile de cerere
si de ofertd, socurile financiare, socurile comerciale, cele energetice, demografice,
tehnologice si geopolitice. Atentia este acordata mecanismelor prin care acestea genereaza
efecte diferite intre statele membre. Astfel, un soc energetic tinde sa afecteze mai puternic
economiile caracterizate printr-o intensitate energetica ridicatd, in timp ce un soc financiar
poate sa aiba consecinte mai severe in statele cu niveluri ridicate de indatorare sau cu sisteme
bancare mai vulnerabile. Din aceastd perspectiva, asimetria este inteleasa ca rezultat al
interactiunii dintre natura perturbarii si vulnerabilititile fiecarei economii.

O dimensiune importantd a acestui capitol o reprezinta analiza cauzelor structurale
ce stau la baza asimetriei socurilor economice. In acest sens, au fost evidentiate diferentele
existente intre statele membre privind specializarea economica, structura exporturilor,
flexibilitatea pietei muncii, gradul de integrare financiara si capacitatea institutionald de
raspuns. Aceste diferente determina niveluri distincte de sensibilitate la perturbari si explica
de ce procese care sunt aparent identice genereaza efecte diferite. Din acest punct de vedere,
in cadrul capitolului este evidentiat faptul cad integrarea economica, desi favorizeaza
interdependenta dintre economii, nu duce in mod obligatoriu la convergenta structurala. Mai
mult, in anumite conditii, aceasta poate accentua vulnerabilitatile existente si poate amplifica
expunerea diferentiatd la anumite categorii de riscuri.

Un alt aspect important al analizei vizeaza raporturile existente intre socurile
economice asimetrice si functionarea UEM. In uniunile monetare, statele membre renunti la
instrumente traditionale de ajustare, precum politica monetara proprie si cursul de schimb
national, context in care capacitatea de absorbtie a socurilor se realizeaza prin mecanisme
interne si, alternativ, la nivel supranational. Din aceastd perspectiva, socurile economice
devin o problema nu numai pentru statele membre, ci pentru intregul sistem economic.
Atunci cand statele membre sunt afectate diferit de aceeasi perturbare si nu dispun de
instrumente suficiente de ajustare individuald, riscul aparitiei divergentelor economice
persistente creste semnificativ.

In acest capitol mai sunt supuse analizei mecanismele principale de absorbtic a

socurilor economice, care sunt discutate in literatura privind zonele monetare optime, printre
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care: mobilitatea factorilor de productie, flexibilitatea preturilor si salariilor, integrarea
financiard si mecanismele de partajare a riscurilor. Ce evidentiazd analiza noastra este ca in
UE acestea functioneaza incomplet si inegal, mobilitatea fortei de munca fiind limitata de
diferentele culturale si lingvistice dintre state, flexibilitatea pietelor fiind una eterogena, iar
integrarea financiard, fiind incompletd, si neasigurdnd intotdeauna absorbtia eficientd a
socurilor. Toate aceste bariere fac ca stabilizarea socurilor asimetrice sa reprezinte in
continuare una dintre problemele importante ale proiectului UE.

In continuitate cu perspectiva evolutionard dezvoltati anterior, in acest capitol este
utilizatd o abordare evolutivd asupra socurilor economice asimetrice, acestea fiind
interpretate nu numai ca surse ale instabilitatii ci si ca factori pentru selectia institutionala.
In acest cadru, criza financiara din 2008—2009, criza datoriilor suverane, pandemia COVID-
19 si socurile energetice generate de conflictul din Ucraina, sunt intelese ca episoade de
presiune asupra guvernantei economice a UE, care au favorizat dezvoltarea unor noi
mecanisme de coordonare si interventie. Acestea au relevat faptul ca, dincolo de costurile pe
care le determind, socurile economice pot fi Intelese si ca determinanti ai transformarilor
institutionale la nivelul UE.

In aceasta logicd, in cadrul capitolului sunt analizate instrumentele principale prin
care UE a raspuns la crize in ultimele decenii, fiind evidentiat faptul cd unele mecanisme,
precum Mecanismul European de Stabilitate, consolidarea supravegherii fiscale, programele
de sprijin financiar si, mai recent, instrumentele dezvoltate in cadrul NextGenerationEU au
fost rezultatul unui proces evolutiv de invatare institutionala. Fiecare perturbare majora a
pus in evidenta limitele arhitecturii existente la momentul manifestarii acesteia si a incurajat
totodatd cautarea de solutii noi, care sd raspunda mai bine nevoilor de stabilizare.

Finalul acestui capitol este dedicat discutarii aspectelor de politica asociate socurilor
economice asimetrice, ludnd in considerare faptul ca, in UE, masurile de stabilizare trebuie
sa implice nu doar dimensiunea economica, ci si probleme de legitimitate, solidaritate si
distributie a costurilor Intre statele membre. Un aspect important aici este faptul cd, in masura
in care, Tn urma unui aceluiasi eveniment, statele membre ale UE sunt afectate in mod diferit,
interesele lor pot fi diferite in ceea ce priveste amploarea si forma interventiilor comune. Din
acest punct de vedere, apare ideea cd un mecanism de stabilizare nu trebuie sa fie numai

eficient economic, ci trebuie sa fie si acceptat la nivel politic.
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Capitolul 5. Functia de stabilizare economica

Partea centrald a tezei o reprezintd capitolul 5, in care rezultatele obtinute anterior
sunt integrate intr-o constructie unitard. Daca in sectiunile 1-4, au fost prezentate cadrul
institutional al UFE, dimensiunile logica si evolutiva ale socurilor economice, respectiv
particularitatile socurilor asimetrice in UE, 1n acest capitol este formulatd o functie de
stabilizare economica in contextul acestora. Aceastd functie nu este gandita ca un instrument
fiscal anume de interventie, ci ca o proprietate asociata sistemului, prin care sd se poata
explica ce inseamna stabilizarea economicd, care sunt conditiile sale de posibilitate si cum
aceasta poate fi formalizata din punct de vedere logic, evolutiv si matematic.

In literatura economici se discutd frecvent despre mecanisme de stabilizare, fonduri
comune, transferuri fiscale sau capacitati bugetare europene, insd fara a se clarifica ce
inseamna stabilizarea ca functie asociatd sistemului economic. In consecinti, in cadrul
acestui capitol ne-am propus depasirea acestui neajuns, dat de perspectiva strict
instrumentald a stabilizarii, si privim stabilizarea ca atribut functional al sistemului economic
al UE. Din acest punct de vedere, functia de stabilizare, in interpretarea noastrd, nu se
identifica cu un anumit mecanism institutional, ci poate fi definitd ca ansamblu de procese
prin care sistemul economic identifica si 1si reduce deviatiile produse de socuri, mentinandu-
si totodata capacitatea de functionare in limite compatibile cu stabilitatea.

Astfel, in prima parte a capitolului, conceptul de stabilizare este definit, in termenii
teoriei sistemelor si a ciberneticii, ca fiind procesul prin care sunt reduse deviatiile sistemului
economic si se mentine functionarea acestuia in conditii de perturbare. Altfel spus,
stabilizarea este inteleasd ca proces de mentinere sau de recuperare a unei traiectorii ce
asigurd functionarea sistemului economic. Plecand de aici, stabilitatea nu reprezinta lipsa
schimbarii in cadrul sistemului, ci mentinerea parametrilor esentiali in intervale ce permit
continuarea functiondrii sale.

Avand acest fundament teoretic, ulterior este explicat conceptul de functie de
stabilizare economicd, ca proprietate a intregului sistemului economic $i nu a unui
instrument izolat. Astfel, un mecanism fiscal, un fond comun sau o regula de interventie pot
sa reprezinte componente ale acestei functii, insd functia de stabilizare se referd la relatia
dintre soc, raspuns si reducerea deviatiei sistemului. Din acest punct de vedere, exista o astfel
de functie de stabilizare la nivelul sistemului economic atunci cand sistemul poate sa

transforme informatia privind aparitia unei perturbari intr-o interventie ce are capacitatea sa
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limiteze efectele acesteia, si sd reducd riscul acumularii de diferentieri persistente intre
economii.

Un prim pas in constructia efectivd a modelului functiei de stabilizare il reprezinta
definirea socului asimetric ca variabila explicitd a acesteia. In acest sens, este argumentat
faptul ca, pentru a deveni operational, socul economic trebuie interpretat nu ca eveniment ci
ca marime observabila, care poate fi comparata si integratd n analiza conceptuala si in
formalizarea matematica. Din aceasta perspectiva, socul economic este exprimat ca deviatie
a unei variabile relevante — precum output gap-ul, rata somajului sau alti indicatori
macroeconomici — fatd de o stare de referintd comuni. in aceasti formulare, socurile
asimetrice apar ca diferente de impact asupra economiilor statelor membre si ca deviatii ale
acestora in raport cu media sau traiectoria comuna a sistemului.

In raport cu cele prezentate, este construit un modelul logic al functiei de stabilizare
economica ce descrie relatiile de necesitate dintre aparitia unui soc, identificarea deviatiei,
activarea mecanismului de raspuns si reducerea efectelor negative. Fundamentul acestuia 1l
reprezintd secventa semnal—decizie—actiune (SDA), prin intermediul careia functia se
activeaza atunci cand este detectata existenta unei deviatii relevante, transforma aceasta
informatie in decizii privind interventia si aplicd masuri concrete in vederea reducerii
deviatiei constatate. In acest fel, functia de stabilizare economici poate fi sintetizati ca
proces institutionalizat de transformare a informatiei despre perturbare in interventie
concretd. Este de mentionata faptul ca, 1n activarea functiei, modelul nu tine cont numai de
existenta deviatiei, ci si de Indeplinirea unor conditii de eligibilitate si legitimitate politica,
asa cum a fost discutat in capitolul 4.

Urmatorul tip de model dezvoltat in acest capitol este cel evolutiv, ce reflecta cum
functia de stabilizare se formeaza si se tranforma in timp. In acest sens, functia de stabilizare
este analizatd ca ansamblu adaptativ, care se afld Intr-un proces continuu de variatie, selectie
si retentie. In acest cadru, socurile economice nu mai sunt privite doar ca factori de activare
a functiei, ci si ca presiuni de selectie institutionala ce determind aparitia, consolidarea si
modificarea regulilor si a mecanismelor de raspuns. In acest fel, functia este vizuti nu ca un
obiect static, ci ca o structurd aflatd intr-un proces continuu de Tnvatare si reconfigurare. Din
acest punct de vedere modelul evolutiv surprinde dinamica prin care mecanismele
institutionale sunt activate in perioade de criza, selectate si consolidate in functie de eficienta
lor, iar ulterior transformate sau integrate in arhitectura economica existenta.

Un element central al modelului evolutiv il reprezintd integrarea arhitecturii

functionale M—APE-NRD-F, introdusa anterior, in cadrul teoriei evolutive a socurilor.
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Functia de stabilizare este astfel conceputd ca ansamblu format din cele patru componente
complementare: Memoria (M) permite acumularea si conservarea experientei; Anticiparea,
prevenirea si evitarea (APE) urmaresc reducerea probabilitatii aparitiei unor socuri severe;
Neutralizarea, reducerea si disiparea (N) reprezintd raspunsul direct la perturbarile produse;
Fructificarea (F) transformd experienta socurilor in adaptare structurala si reducere a
vulnerabilititilor viitoare. Impreuna, aceste componente transformi stabilizarea intr-un
proces de invatare institutionala si de crestere a rezilientei sistemice.

In ultima parte a capitolului, este construit modelul matematic al functiei evolutive
de stabilizare economica., prin care relatiile dezvoltate anterior sunt exprimate in limbaj
specific. In cadrul modelului propus socurile sunt introduse ca variabile de intrare, deviatiile
ca variabile de stare, iar interventiile pentru stabilizare ca mecanisme de feedback negativ
ce vizeaza reducerea dispersiei dintre economii. O contributie importanta aici o reprezinta
distinctia dintre componenta agregata si componenta asimetricd a deviatiilor, ce permite
tratarea separatd a stabilizarii macroeconomice generale si a stabilizarii orientate catre
reducerea divergentelor dintre economii.

Caracterul evolutiv al functiei este formalizat matematic prin introducerea unor
parametri ce se modificd in timp, In functie de experienta acumulatd si de rezultatele
interventiilor anterioare. In acest fel, functia de stabilizare nu reactioneazi mecanic la socuri
recurente, ci isi modificd gradual intensitatea si structura raspunsului, reflectand procesele

de memorie, retentie si adaptare dezvoltate in cadrul modelului teoretic.

Capitolul 6. Structura institutionala dezirabila a Uniunii Fiscale Europene

Capitolul 6 completeaza cele discutate mai sus cu definirea unui cadru institutional
necesar aplicarii functiei de stabilizare economicd in UE, punand accent pe identificarea
arhitecturii institutionale ce poate s sustind si sa faca operativa aceastd functie. Obiectivul
acestui capitol nu 1l reprezinta formularea unui proiect institutional exhaustiv, ci definirea
principiilor, mecanismelor si structurilor care ar permite transpunerea in realitate a unei
astfel de functii de stabilizare economica, in cadrul unei viitoare UFE. Ideea de la care am
plecat in analiza este cd existenta unei functii de stabilizare nu garanteaza in mod automat
faptul ca exista o institutie care poate sd o puna in aplicare.

Astfel, in prima parte a capitolului am formulat principiile generale care, consideram
noi, trebuie s stea la baza instituirii unei UFE. In acest sens, a fost evidentiat faptul ¢ o
asemenea constructie nu presupune numai centralizarea competentelor in plan fiscal si

crearea unui buget comun de dimeniuni mai mari, ci asigurarea unui echilibru intre
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solidaritate si responsabilitate, intre eficientd si legitimitate, precum si Intre capacitatea de
interventie si respectarea diversitdtii economice a statelor membre. Din acest punct de
vedere, au fost identificate o serie de principii in instituirea UFE, precum: subsidiaritatea
functionald, proportionalitatea interventiei, responsabilitatea fiscalda comuna, transparenta
decizionala si adaptabilitatea institutionald

Un loc central in cadrul capitolului il ocupd analiza conceptului de Minister al
Finantelor Publice Europene (MFPE), inteles ca potential operator institutional al functiei
de stabilizare. In modelul propus, rolul unei asemenea institutii nu trebuie sa fie numai de
administrare a resurselor financiare comune, ci trebuie sd includd si monitorizarea
vulnerabilitatilor sistemului economic, coordonarea interventiilor stabilizatoare, gestionarea
mecanismelor de raspuns la socuri, respectiv evaluarea rezultatelor obtinute. In acest
context, MFPE apare ca expresie institutionald a functiei de stabilizare economica si ca
element de legatura intre dimensiunea tehnica si cea politicd a guvernantei fiscale europene.

Pe langa cele de mai sus, in acest capitolul mai este examinata problema bugetului
european din perspectiva functiei de stabilizare. Analiza realizata aratd ca un buget destinat
numai finantdrii politicilor curente ale UE nu poate sa indeplineasca in mod eficient rolul de
absorbtie si amortizare a socurilor economice asimetrice, motiv pentru care este necesara
existenta unei componente bugetare distincte, dedicata efectiv stabilizarii, si care sd asigure
flexibilitate, capacitate de reactie rapida si posibilitatea mobilizarii de resurse in perioadele
cu perturbari severe.

O alta dimensiune a analizei priveste mecanismele, programele si strategiile fiscal-
bugetare europene, fiind evidentat faptul ca functia de stabilizare nu poate s implice un
singur instrument, ci este necesard existenta unui ansamblu de mecanisme complementare.
Astfel, sunt discutate transferurile temporare, fondurile de stabilizare, mecanismele de
reasigurare, programele de investitii si instrumentele orientate catre reducerea
vulnerabilititilor structurale. In aceasta perspectiva, un aspect general care se desprinde este
ca eficienta stabilizdrii depinde de coerenta intregului ansamblu institutional si nu de
performanta unui singur dispozitiv.

Dincolo de cele prezentate anterior, mai este analizatd aici tema responsabilitatii
fiscal-bugetare, avand in vedere faptul ca dezvoltarea unor mecanisme comune de stabilizare
nu poate fi separatd de problema disciplinei fiscale si a legitimitdtii in utilizarea resurselor
comune. Din acest motiv, functia de stabilizare este gandita in legdturd cu mecanisme de
responsabilizare, conditionalitate si evaluare a performantei, menite sd reducd riscul

hazardului moral si s asigure sustenabilitatea pe termen lung a interventiilor.
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Nu in ultimul rand, in finalul acestui capitol, este introdusd o perspectiva evolutiva
asupra institutiilor fiscale europene, structura institutionald dezirabild nefiind prezentata ca
un model fix si definitiv, ci ca un ansamblu aflat intr-un proces continuu de adaptare si
transformare. In logica dezvoltatd pe parcursul tezei, institutiile evolueazi sub presiunea
socurilor, a proceselor de invatare si a schimbarilor structurale din mediul economic. Din
acest punct de vedere, eficienta unei UFE depinde nu doar de modul in care aceasta este
proiectatd initial, ci si de capacitatea de a acumula experientd, de a integra lectiile crizelor

anterioare si de a-si recalibra mecanismele de functionare.

Capitolul 7. Analiza socurilor economice asimetrice in Uniunea

Europeana: 20042024

In capitolul 7 am urmirit evaluarea si validarea empiricd, intr-o perspectivi
retrodictiva, a modelului conceptual dezvoltat in capitolele anterioare, prin raportare la
experienta concretd a UE din perioada 2004-2024. Un obiectiv al acestuia 1-a reprezentat
identificarea socurilor economice asimetrice care au afectat UE in perioada 20042024,
precum si analiza modului in care acestea au influentat convergenta, divergenta si adaptarea
institutionala la nivel comunitar.

In cadrul analizei, a fost utilizat un set de indicatori statistici comparabili pentru
statele membre ale UE, preluati din baza de date Eurostat si integrati intr-o baza de date
unificatd. Printre principalii indicatori utilizati astfel, s-au regdsit: produsul intern brut real,
rata somajului, consumul final al gospodariilor, formarea bruta de capital fix, si gradul de
deschidere comerciala. Este de mentionat faptul ca acesti indicatori au fost selectati in
functie de relevanta lor pentru surprinderea deviatiilor macroeconomice si a diferentelor de
impact dintre economii.

In prima etapi a cercetdrii au fost stabilite criteriile de identificare a socurilor
economice asimetrice, un eveniment fiind considerat relevant numai in masura in care acesta
poate produce deviatii semnificative ale indicatorilor, efectele lui sunt distribuite diferentiat
intre statele membre, iar persistenta acestora este suficientd pentru a determina schimbari
vizibile la nivelul sistemului economic. In raport cu aceste criterii, au fost identificate
principalele socuri economice asimetrice care au afectat UE in perioada supusa analizei,
fiind evidentiate urmdtoarele categorii: socurile financiare si fiscale, socurile energetice,
socurile asociate transformarilor structurale si socurile sanitare si geopolitice. Cercetarea
releva faptul ca, desi unele dintre acestea au avut un cararacter comun, efectele lor au fost

puternic diferentiate intre statele membre, confirmand ipoteza potrivit cdreia asimetria
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rezultd din interactiunea dintre perturbare si eterogenitatea structurald a economiilor
europene.

Astfel, un prim episod semnificativ de soc, dintre cele analizate, 1-a reprezentat criza
financiara din 2008-2009 si criza datoriilor suverane care i-a urmat acesteia. Rezultatele
obtinute arata ca statele care au cunoscut niveluri ridicate ale indatorarii, dezechilibre externe
semnificative sau vulnerabilitati in sectorul financiar, au inregistrat contractii economice
mult mai severe decat celelalte economii din UE. Aceste diferente au generat procese de
divergenta care au afectat functionarea UEM si au determinat dezvoltarea unor mecanisme
noi de coordonare si sprijin financiar.

Un al doilea grup de socuri este asociat transformarilor energetice si fluctuatiilor
preturilor energiei. Analiza indicd faptul ca diferentele in structura energeticd, dependenta
de importuri si intensitatea energeticd a economiilor UE au produs efecte diferentiate
puternic intre statele membre. Aceste asimetrii au devenit vizibile indeosebi in perioada
2021-2023, cand cresterea accelerata a preturilor la energie a afectat in mod disproportionat
anumite economii europene si a amplificat multe dintre vulnerabilitatile existente.

La randul sau, pandemia COVID-19 reprezinta un alt episod central identificat in
cadrul analizei. Desi socul indus de aceasta a fost unul global si a avut un caracter aparent
simetric, impactul acestuia la nivelul economiilor a fost diferentiat intre statele UE. Pentru
economiile care au fost dependente de turism, transporturi si servicii in general, s-au
inregistrat scaderi ale ritmului de crestere economicd mai severe decat pentru economiile cu
structuri productive diferite. Acest episod confirma ideea teoreticd discutatd in capitolele
anterioare, potrivit cdreia caracterul asimetric al unui soc este determinat in principiu de
structura economiilor afectate si de vulnerabilitatile preexistente.

Dincolo de analiza efectelor economice, capitolul examineazd socurile si din
perspectivi evolutiva. In aceastd abordare, perturbarile majore sunt interpretate ca factori de
selectie institutionald care exercitd presiuni asupra arhitecturii europene de guvernanta
economicd. Criza financiara a contribuit la dezvoltarea unor mecanisme de supraveghere si
asistenta financiara, criza datoriilor suverane a stimulat consolidarea coordonarii fiscale, iar
pandemia COVID-19 a favorizat aparitia unor instrumente fard precedent, precum
NextGenerationEU. Astfel, socurile nu apar numai ca surse de instabilitate, ci si ca factori
ai adaptarii si transformarii institutionale.

Pe baza acestei interpretdri este realizatd o analiza retrodictivd a functiei de
stabilizare economica formulate in cadrul tezei. Metoda utilizatd consta in aplicarea

retrospectiva a logicii functiei asupra principalelor socuri identificate, pentru a evalua modul
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in care aceasta ar fi reactionat daca ar fi existat In forma conceptualad propusa. Rezultatele
arata ca o functie bazata pe arhitectura M—APE-NRD-F ar fi permis detectarea mai rapida
a vulnerabilitatilor, activarea mai din timp a interventiilor si reducerea unora dintre
divergentele observate intre statele membre.

Analiza mai evidentiaza rolul fiecarei componente a functiei. Memoria ar fi permis
valorificarea experientei acumulate In crizele anterioare. Anticiparea si prevenirea ar fi
contribuit la identificarea vulnerabilitatilor structurale inainte de materializarea unor
perturbari majore. Neutralizarea si disiparea ar fi redus amplitudinea deviatiilor economice,
efectele socurilor.

In partea finald a capitolului este realizatd o analizd a decalajelor existente intre
functia teoreticd de stabilizare si mecanismele disponibile in prezent la nivelul UE.
Rezultatele acesteia releva existenta unor limite semnificative privind automatizarea
interventiilor, capacitatea fiscald comund, viteza de reactie institutionald si integrarea
proceselor de invatare. Desi UE a dezvoltat treptat instrumente de raspuns la crize, acestea
continud sa fie dependente de negocierile politice si au dificultati in a se activa rapid in

situatii de urgenta.

Capitolul 8. Predictii ale socurilor economice asimetrice in Uniunea

Europeana (2025-2030) pe baza modelului evolutiv

Nu in ultimul rand, capitolul al optulea cuprinde utilizarea prospectiva a modelului
evolutiv dezvoltat in capitolele precedente, in vederea identificarii si evaludrii unor posibile
socuri economice asimetrice care ar putea afecta UE in perioada 2025-2030. Daca in
sectiunea anterioara a fost verificatd relevanta modelului in raport cu experientele istorice
ale UE, in prezentul capitol este examinata capacitatea acestuia de a functiona ca instrument
de anticipare si orientare strategici. In aceasti perspectivd, cercetarea nu urmireste
realizarea de prognoze asupra unor evenimente viitoare, ci identificarea unor vulnerabilitati,
tendinte si mecanisme care pot sd genereze efecte economice diferentiate intre statele
membre.

Prima etapa a analizei realizate in acest capitol este consacratd identificarii
predictorilor evolutivi ai socurilor economice asimetrice. Acestia sunt definiti ca factori
structurali, institutionali sau conjuncturali care pot s genereze efecte diferentiate intre
economiile europene. Analiza evidentiaza existenta mai multor categorii de predictori

relevanti. O primad categorie este reprezentata de diferentele structurale dintre statele membre
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in ceea ce priveste nivelul de dezvoltare, productivitatea, specializarea economicad si
integrarea in lanturile valorice europene si globale. Aceste caracteristici influenteaza
capacitatea economiilor de a absorbi perturbari si explicd de ce anumite transformari
afecteaza diferit state aflate in cadrul aceluiasi sistem economic.

O a doua categorie de predictori este asociatd vulnerabilitatilor financiare si fiscale
ale sistemelor economice din UE. Nivelurile datoriei publice, spatiul fiscal disponibil, gradul
de integrare financiara si expunerea la fluxurile internationale de capital reprezinta in
continuare surse importante de diferentiere a capacitatii de reactie la socuri. Astfel,
experientele istorice analizate in capitolul precedent sugereaza cd aceste variabile raman
relevante si pentru perioada urmatoare, Intr-un context caracterizat de incertitudine
economica si presiuni asupra finantelor publice.

Un rol important este atribuit predictorilor energetici, tehnologici si geopolitici,
precum tranzitia energetica, digitalizarea accelerata, schimbarile climatice, reconfigurarea
relatiilor comerciale internationale si persistenta tensiunilor geopolitice, Intelesi ca procese
capabile sa determine noi forme de asimetrie economica in UE. Diferentele existente intre
state In ceea ce priveste dependenta energetica, capacitatea tehnologica si pozitionarea in
economia globald, de exemplu, indica faptul ca efectele acestor transformari nu vor fi
distribuite 1n mod uniform.

Pornind de la acesti predictori, in cadrul capitolului este dezvoltata o tipologie
prospectiva a socurilor economice asimetrice cu potential de a se produce 1n perioada 2025—
2030. Prima categorie este reprezentata de socurile asociate tranzitiei energetice si climatice.
Accelerarea procesului de decarbonizare poate genera costuri diferite Intre statele membre,
in functie de structura energetica si industriald a fiecdrei economii. Astfel, statele cu o
dependentd mai ridicatd de combustibili fosili sau cu sectoare industriale mari consumatoare
de enegie pot sa suporte costuri de ajustare mai mari decat economiile care au avansat deja
in acest proces de transformare energetica.

O a doua categorie este reprezentatd de socurile tehnologice si digitale. Dezvoltarea
acceleratd a inteligentei artificiale, automatizarii si noilor tehnologii poate genera diferente
importante intre economiile europene, in functie de nivelul investitiilor in inovare, capital
uman si infrastructura digitala. Aceste transformari pot crea noi oportunititi de convergenta,
dar si noi surse de divergenta economica.

Analiza include, de asemenea, socurile geopolitice si comerciale, in sensul in care
fragmentarea unor lanturi globale de aprovizionare, tensiunile comerciale internationale si

posibilele modificari ale relatiilor economice globale sunt considerate surse importante de
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risc. Efectele lor pot sd varieze semnificativ intre state, in functie de gradul de deschidere
economica si de structura relatiilor comerciale externe.

Pe baza acestor scenarii, In cadrul lucrarii au fost dezvoltate simulari privind
functionarea functiei evolutive de stabilizare economicd, scopul acestora fiind evaluarea
coerentei si robustetii modelului propus. Analiza sugereaza ca arhitectura M—APE-NRD-F
ofera avantaje semnificative In raport cu abordarile bazate in mod exclusiv pe reactii directe.
Componenta de memorie permite utilizarea experientelor istorice pentru identificarea din
timp a vulnerabilitatilor, anticiparea si prevenirea contribuie la reducerea probabilitatii
aparitiei unor deviatii majore, neutralizarea si disiparea limiteaza amplitudinea socurilor, iar
fructificarea transforma interventiile in procese de reducere a vulnerabilitétilor structurale.

Capitolul analizeaza si implicatiile institutionale ale modelului pentru dezvoltarea
unei UFE. In aceastd perspectivd, MFPE este analizat ca posibil operator institutional al
functiei de stabilizare. Rolul sdu ar include monitorizarea vulnerabilitatilor la nivel de
sistem, coordonarea proceselor de anticipare si interventie, administrarea resurselor comune
si evaluarea rezultatelor masurilor aplicate. Astfel, functia de stabilizare ar trebui sa opereze
intr-un cadru institutional capabil sa integreze dimensiunile economice, informationale si
politice ale procesului de raspuns la socuri.

Rezultatele simuldrilor indicd faptul cd o functie evolutiva de stabilizare economica
ar putea contribui la reducerea amplitudinii si persistentei deviatiilor dintre statele membre,
la limitarea riscurilor de contagiune si la consolidarea rezilientei sistemului european.
Totodata, analiza evidentiazd cd eficienta functiei depinde de existenta unor resurse
adecvate, a unor reguli credibile de activare si a unui nivel suficient de legitimitate politica
pentru sustinerea interventiilor comune.

In partea finald a capitolului sunt formulate lectiile anticipate privind functionarea
functiei evolutive de stabilizare economicd, concluzia principald fiind ca stabilizarea nu
trebuie Inteleasa exclusiv ca reactie la criza, ci ca un proces continuu de invatare si adaptare.
O functie de stabilizare eficienta, asadar, nu trebuie sa urmareasca numai reducerea efectelor
imediate ale socului, ci si reducerea vulnerabilitatilor ce pot amplifica perturbarile viitoare.
Astfel, succesul stabilizarii trebuie sa fie evaluat nu numai prin revenirea sistemului
economic la starea de echilibru, ci si prin cresterea capacitatii sale de a face fatd unor

provocdri viitoare.
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Concluzii

Prezenta cercetare a avut ca obiectiv principal elaborarea si fundamentarea unei
functii evolutive de stabilizare economicd a socurilor economice asimetrice in Uniunea
Europeana, conceputa din perspectiva teoriei sistemelor, a abordarilor evolutive si a analizei
institutionale a integrarii europene. Punctul de plecare al demersului l-a reprezentat
constatarea ca arhitectura actuald a UEM continud sa fie caracterizata de o discrepanta intre
integrarea monetard avansata si caracterul incomplet al integrarii fiscal-bugetare, Intr-un
context marcat de eterogenitate economica si de expunere diferentiata la perturbari.

Analiza realizatd pe parcursul tezei a aratat faptul ca socurile economice asimetrice
reprezinta una dintre provocarile majore pentru functionarea UE si, in special, a UEM. Cu
toate ca integrarea europeand a generat beneficii semnificative in ceea ce priveste mobilitatea
capitalului, comertul si coordonarea politicilor economice, aceasta nu a a rezolvat problema
diferentelor structurale dintre economiile statelor membre. De aceea, perturbari identice sau
asemanatoare, continud sa produca efecte diferite asupra economiilor europene, generand
procese de divergentd ce pot sa afecteze coeziunea economica si politica in UE.

Un prim rezultat important al lucrarii 1l reprezinta clarificarea UFE ca si concept si
definirea acesteia ca posibil suprasistem fiscal, rezultat din integrarea unor sisteme fiscale
nationale autonome. Analiza a demonstrat ca o uniune fiscald nu se poate reduce la existenta
unor reguli comune sau la coordonarea politicilor bugetare, ci necesitd dezvoltarea de
capacitati functionale proprii, inclusiv a unei capacitati de stabilizare economica care sa
asigure gestionarea socurilor asimetrice. In acest sens, functia de stabilizare apare ca una
dintre justificarile fundamentale ale aprofundarii integrarii fiscale europene.

Un al doilea rezultat semnificativ il reprezinta dezvoltarea unei teorii logice si
evolutive a socurilor economice. In cadrul cercetirii a fost argumentat faptul ca socurile nu
trebuie sd fie interpretate numai ca variatii exogene sau ca simple abateri temporare de la o
stare de echilibru, ci ca procese sistemice rezultand din interactiunea dintre evenimente si
structura economiilor afectate. In aceastd perspectiva, caracterul asimetric al socurilor este
determinat de diferentele dintre economii si de modul in care acestea filtreaza, amplifica sau
absorb perturbarile.

Pe aceasta baza a fost formulatd o perspectiva evolutiva asupra socurilor economice,
in care acestea sunt interpretate nu doar ca surse de instabilitate, ci si ca factori ai
transformarii institutionale. Analiza a evidentiat faptul ca socurile genereaza procese de

variatie, selectie si retentie ce influenteaza evolutia regulilor, institutiilor si mecanismelor de
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guvernantd economicd. Din aceastd perspectiva, experienta acumulatad in urma perturbarilor
poater fi utilizatd ca o resursd strategica pentru dezvoltarea capacitatilor adaptive ale
sistemului economic.

Cea mai importantd contributia teoretica a lucrarii consta in elaborarea conceptului
de functie evolutivi de stabilizare economica a socurilor asimetrice. In cadrul tezei, functia
este definitd ca atribut al sistemului economic si nu ca simplu instrument de politica
economicd. Stabilizarea este inteleasa ca proces prin care sistemul identifica, gestioneaza si
reduce deviatiile produse de socuri, mentinand functionarea sa in limite compatibile cu
stabilitatea economicd. Aceasta abordare permite depasirea perspectivei traditionale centrate
exclusiv pe utilizarea unor mecanisme fiscale sau financiare individuale, oferind un cadru
mai larg pentru analiza stabilizarii economice.

In acest context a fost dezvoltati arhitectura functionali M—APE-NRD-F, care
constituie una dintre contributiile originale ale tezei. Acest model integreaza patru
componente ce se completeaza reciproc, dupad cum urmeaza: Memoria (M), Anticiparea—
Prevenirea—Evitarea (APE), Neutralizarea—Reducerea—Disiparea (NRD) si Fructificarea (F).
Impreuna, acestea descriu un ciclu complet al raspunsului evolutiv la socuri, de la
acumularea experientei si identificarea vulnerabilitatilor pand la interventia efectiva si
transformarea structurald ulterioara. Prin aceasta abordare, stabilizarea este reinterpretata ca
proces de invatare si adaptare, nu doar ca mecanism de amortizare a efectelor negative.

De asemenea, in cadrul cercetarii a fost dezvoltat un model logic, un model evolutiv
si un model matematic al functiei de stabilizare economica. Modelul logic a permis
identificarea conditiilor necesare pentru activarea functiei si a relatiilor dintre soc, decizie si
interventie. Modelul evolutiv a introdus dimensiunea temporald si procesele de adaptare
institutionala. La rdndul sau, modelul matematic a surprins din punct de vedere formal aceste
relatii prin intermediul mecanismelor de feedback si a unor parametri evolutivi reflectand
procesele de memorie, retentie si reducere a vulnerabilitatilor.

Pe langd cele de mai sus, partea empirica a cercetarii a confirmat relevanta cadrului
teoretic dezvoltat anterior. Analiza socurilor economice asimetrice din UE in perioada 2004—
2024 a evidentiat faptul ca acestea au un caracter persistent al acestora si ca eterogenitatea
structurala are o importanta semnificativa in explicarea efectelor diferentiate observate intre
statele membre. Criza financiara globala, criza datoriilor suverane, pandemia COVID-19 si
socurile energetice recente au relevat Tn mod concre faptul ca o aceeasi perturbare poate sa

determine consecinte diferite, in functie de caracteristicile economiilor afectate.
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Rezultatele acestei analize retrospective au aratat ca socurile economice au functionat
nu numai ca surse de instabilitate, ci si ca mecanisme de Invatare si adaptare institutionala.
Evolutia instrumentelor europene de raspuns la crize poate fi interpretata, astfel, ca rezultat
al unui proces de acumulare a experientei si de dezvoltare graduala a unor capacitati comune
de stabilizare. In acelasi timp, cercetarea a identificat existenta unor limite semnificative in
arhitectura actuala, Indeosebi in ceea ce priveste viteza de reactie, gradul de automatizare a
interventiilor si dimensiunea capacitatii fiscale comune.

La randul sau, analiza prospectiva a scos in evidenta faptul cd UE va continua sa fie
expusd unor importante surse de risc in perioada 2025-2030. Factorii care au capacitatea de
a produce noi forme de socuri asimetrice sunt: tranzitia energetica, transformarile in plan
tehnologic, schimbarile climatice, tensiunile geopolitice si vulnerabilitatile financiare.
Totusi, simuldrile realizate in cadrul acestei analize indica faptul cd o functie evolutiva de
stabilizare economica ar putea contribui la reducerea amplitudinii si persistentei deviatiilor
asociate acestor perturbari.

Contributia stiintificd principald a tezei rezidd, asadar, in construirea unui cadru
teoretic si metodologic integrat pentru analiza stabilizarii economice in UE. Originalitatea
acesteia este data de utilizarea in cadrul analizei a unei perspective care integreaza concepte
proprii teoriei sistemelor, teoriei complexitatii si abordarilor evolutive intr-un model al
stabilizarii economice unic, de sine statator, precum si de constructiei unei formalizari logice
s1 matematice a functiei evolutive de stabilizare economica a socurilor asimetrice.

In ansamblu, rezultatele consemnate sustin ipoteza centrald a cercetirii, aceea potrivit
careia stabilizarea socurilor economice asimetrice in UE poate fi Inteleasa si modelatd mai
adecvat prin intermediul unei functii evolutive de stabilizare economica decat prin
intermediul unor abordari exclusiv instrumentale. O astfel de perspectiva permite integrarea
dimensiunilor economice, institutionale si adaptive ale procesului de stabilizare si ofera un
cadru conceptual care sd poatd raspunde provocdrilor generate de un mediu european
complex, interdependent si in schimbare continui. In acest sens, functia evolutivd de
stabilizare economica poate fi interpretata atat ca instrument analitic, cat si ca posibil reper

pentru dezvoltarea viitoare a arhitecturii fiscale si institutionale a Uniunii Europene.
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Summary of the main ideas

Introduction

The topic of this doctoral dissertation falls within the field of European economics,
economic and monetary integration, and the analysis of the institutional mechanisms
required for the functioning of a monetary union characterized by structural heterogeneity
and differentiated exposure to economic shocks. The dissertation aims to contribute to the
development of a conceptual and methodological framework regarding the European Fiscal
Union (EFU), by constructing an economic stabilization function designed to deal with
asymmetric shocks within the European Union (EU) and, in particular, the Economic and
Monetary Union (EMU).

The research is based on the existing imbalance between the advanced level of
monetary integration and the still incomplete nature of fiscal and budgetary integration
within the EU. While monetary policy is conducted at the supranational level, fiscal policies
remain largely under national control, resulting in unequal capacities among Member States
to respond to asymmetric economic shocks. In many cases, these capacities prove
insufficient. This issue is particularly relevant given that some economies have limited fiscal
space, significant structural vulnerabilities, or a reduced capacity to absorb shocks.

The global financial crisis, the Eurozone sovereign debt crisis, the COVID-19
pandemic, as well as the recent energy shocks and geopolitical tensions, have demonstrated
that economic shocks do not affect the EU uniformly. The same event may generate
deviations that differ in intensity, duration, and social consequences depending on each
Member State’s economic structure, position within trade and financial networks, fiscal
capacity, and institutional capabilities. In this dissertation, asymmetric shocks are therefore
not treated as isolated or temporary phenomena, but rather as recurrent manifestations of an
integrated system characterized by structural heterogeneity.

In this context, the dissertation aims to answer the following fundamental question:
under what conditions can an evolutionary economic stabilization function be designed that
is compatible both with the economic logic of reducing the deviations generated by
asymmetric shocks and with the institutional and political constraints of the EU? The
proposed answer does not focus on a specific fiscal instrument, but it aims at constructing a
system-level stabilization function that integrates mechanisms of identification, activation,

intervention, adaptation, and institutional learning.



The general objective of the research is to develop a conceptual, logical, evolutionary,
and mathematical model of the economic stabilization function against asymmetric shocks,
and to examine how such a function could be incorporated into the institutional architecture
of an EFU. This general objective gives rise to several specific objectives: (a) clarifying the
concept of the European Fiscal Union and its relationship with the EMU; (b) developing a
logical and evolutionary theory of economic shocks; (c) explaining the mechanisms through
which shocks become asymmetric within the EU; (d) defining the concept of an economic
stabilization function; (e) formulating its logical, evolutionary, and mathematical models;
and (f) conducting an empirical and prospective analysis of asymmetric economic shocks
during the period 2004-2030.

From a methodological perspective, the dissertation adopts an interdisciplinary
approach that combines conceptual analysis with specific elements to systems theory,
cybernetics, institutional analysis, evolutionary modelling, and mathematical modelling. The
empirical analysis relies on comparable macroeconomic indicators, primarily obtained from
Eurostat, covering the period 2004-2024, with the purpose of identifying and analysing
asymmetric economic shocks within the EU. In addition, the prospective dimension of the
research seeks to identify factors with the potential to generate future shocks during the
period 2025-2030 and to conceptually simulate the application of an evolutionary economic
stabilization function.

The originality of the research derives from the coherent integration of multiple
levels of analysis into a unified model of economic stabilization. The dissertation proposes
an approach in which the economic shock is understood as the outcome of the interaction
between an event and the system’s response, while stabilization is conceived as an
evolutionary process rather than a one-off fiscal intervention. Within this framework, the
economic stabilization function is constructed through the integration of memory,
anticipation, neutralization, and fructification dimensions and is formalized through
feedback mechanisms and adaptive parameters.

Through its structure, the dissertation aims to provide a theoretical clarification of
the relationship between the European Fiscal Union and asymmetric economic shocks and
to propose a methodological framework for analysing economic stabilization at the European
level from an evolutionary perspective. In this context, the European Fiscal Union is viewed
not only as an institutional arrangement, but also as a mechanism embedded within the
economic system itself, oriented toward reducing divergences, strengthening resilience, and

maintaining the functional cohesion of the EU in the face of economic shocks.
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Chapter 1. The theory of the European Fiscal Union

The first chapter develops the theoretical framework required for the analysis of a
European Fiscal Union (EFU). The EFU is understood not only as a political project or a
stage in the process of European integration, but also as a potential supranational fiscal
system resulting from the integration of autonomous national fiscal systems. The chapter
aims to clarify the concept of a European Fiscal Union and to identify the conditions under
which such a system may emerge, function, and evolve. This analysis is essential because
the economic stabilization function developed later in the dissertation is conceived as an
attribute of a European fiscal structure capable of exercising its own competencies in the
fields of macroeconomic stabilization and the management of asymmetric economic shocks.

The analysis begins with an examination of the concept of fiscal union and its
economic and institutional significance. It is argued that a fiscal union cannot be reduced
either to the coordination of national fiscal policies or to the existence of common rules
governing budgetary discipline. Rather, it requires the existence of a higher-level fiscal
structure capable of performing functions that cannot be effectively achieved through the
individual actions of Member States alone. From this perspective, the European Fiscal Union
is defined as a fiscal suprasystem resulting from the integration of multiple autonomous
fiscal systems and characterized by its capacity to perform its own functions of revenue
collection, allocation, redistribution, and stabilization.

Based on this definition, the main parameters of a European Fiscal Union are
identified. The analysis highlights four categories of parameters: structural, functional,
institutional, and dynamic. Structural parameters reflect the degree of fiscal integration and
the relationships between the European and national levels. Functional parameters concern
the system’s ability to perform essential economic functions, such as macroeconomic
stabilization, redistribution, and the provision of common public goods. Institutional
parameters refer to fiscal rules, the allocation of competencies, and mechanisms of
legitimacy and accountability. Finally, dynamic parameters capture properties such as
flexibility, resilience, and the capacity to adapt to changes in the economic environment.

The chapter then examines the necessity, possibility, and opportunity of establishing
a European Fiscal Union. The analysis demonstrates that these three dimensions are not
equivalent and must be treated separately. Necessity is assessed in relation to the functions
that the current architecture of the EMU is unable to perform satisfactorily, particularly in

the context of asymmetric economic shocks. Possibility is examined through the legal,



economic, and political constraints that limit the transfer of fiscal competencies to the
European level. Opportunity is analysed in relation to the historical context of European
integration and the willingness of Member States to support the transfer of fiscal powers to
the supranational level and to participate in common stabilization and risk-sharing
mechanisms.

In addition, the chapter pays particular attention to the adverse effects that may arise
from the functioning of a European Fiscal Union. Among the risks examined are moral
hazard, the emergence of permanent fiscal transfers among Member States, the reduction of
national fiscal autonomy, tensions concerning democratic legitimacy, and the difficulties
associated with the centralization of fiscal decision-making. These risks are not treated as
arguments against fiscal integration, but rather as structural challenges that must be
anticipated and incorporated into the institutional design of a future European Fiscal Union.

The final part of the chapter evaluates the current state of fiscal integration in Europe.
The analysis shows that the EU cannot presently be considered a fully-fledged European
Fiscal Union. Rather, it represents a system characterized by fiscal coordination, common
rules, and partial mechanisms of financial solidarity. Instruments such as the Stability and
Growth Pact, the European Stability Mechanism, the SURE programme, and
NextGenerationEU indicate a gradual deepening of fiscal integration. Nevertheless, this

process remains incomplete and continues to rely predominantly on rule-based coordination.

Chapter 2. The logical theory of economic shocks

The second chapter is devoted to the construction of a logical theory of economic
shocks, which serves as the necessary foundation for the subsequent analysis of asymmetric
shocks and for the modelling of the economic stabilization function. While the first chapter
examined the conditions required for the existence and functioning of a European Fiscal
Union, the present chapter addresses a complementary question: what is an economic shock
and through what mechanisms does it produce effects within an economic system? The need
for such clarification arises from the fact that economic literature frequently employs the
concept of a shock without providing an explicit conceptual foundation, often treating it
merely as an exogenous variation introduced into a formal model. In contrast to this
approach, the present research proposes a systemic and relational interpretation of economic
shocks.

The analysis begins with the definition of the concept of an economic shock. In this

dissertation, a shock is identified neither with the event that precedes it nor with the effects



that follow it. Instead, it is understood as a process that disrupts the functioning of an
economic system. This distinction is important because the same event may produce very
different effects across different systems, while some events may fail to generate significant
economic shocks if the affected system possesses sufficient absorptive and adaptive
capacities. Consequently, the existence of a shock depends simultaneously on the
characteristics of the disturbance and on the sensitivity of the structure upon which it acts.

Based on this definition, a typology of economic shocks is developed that goes
beyond the traditional distinction between demand and supply shocks by introducing
multiple dimensions of analysis. Economic shocks are differentiated according to the manner
in which they enter the system, their relationship to the system’s functional thresholds, the
magnitude of their impact, the duration of their effects, and the mechanisms through which
they propagate. This perspective makes it possible to capture a broader range of situations
and highlights the fact that different categories of shocks require different responses and
stabilization mechanisms.

A central element of the chapter is the description of the general mechanism of
economic shocks. The analysis demonstrates that a shock should be understood as a process
rather than as a single event, since the occurrence of a disturbing event alone is insufficient
to generate an economic shock. A disturbance must encounter a sensitive economic structure
and must have access to channels through which its effects can be transmitted and amplified.
In this context, the causes of shocks, systemic vulnerabilities, and the mechanisms through
which impacts spread across different components of the economy are examined. Particular
attention is devoted to the concept of systemic sensitivity, understood as a property that
conditions the intensity of the effects generated by the same disturbance.

The chapter subsequently introduces a systemic and network-based approach to
economic shocks. The economy is treated as a complex system composed of interdependent
subsystems connected through multiple exchange, financial, productive, and informational
relationships. Within this framework, the propagation of shocks depends on the structure of
economic networks and on the positions occupied by different actors within them. The
impact of a disturbance is therefore determined not only by its initial magnitude but also by
the way it travels through the network, where it may be amplified, dissipated, or redirected
toward other components of the system. This perspective helps explain why shocks that
appear similar may generate different outcomes in different economic contexts.

Based on the elements discussed above, the chapter proposes a logical model of the

generation, transmission, and impact of economic shocks. Within this framework, four
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necessary conditions for the existence of a shock are identified: a) the existence of a
disruptive event; b) the existence of a system susceptible to being affected; c) the presence
of transmission channels; and d) the emergence of observable effects on the system’s
functioning. The absence of any one of these elements prevents a disturbance from
transforming into an actual economic shock. The model thus provides a logical framework

that can subsequently be applied to both symmetric and asymmetric shocks.

Chapter 3. An evolutionary phenomenology of economic shocks

Chapter 3 extends the previous analysis by shifting from the logical interpretation of
economic shocks to an evolutionary perspective. While the logical theory focused on
identifying the conditions for the emergence, transmission, and manifestation of economic
shocks, the evolutionary perspective seeks to explain how such shocks influence the
transformation of economic and institutional systems over time. The central argument of the
chapter is that economic shocks should not be understood merely as temporary disruptions
in the functioning of an economic system, but also as factors that contribute to the
reconfiguration of its structures, rules, and operating mechanisms.

The analysis begins with the observation that a significant part of traditional
economic literature treats shocks as temporary deviations from an equilibrium state and
stabilization as a process of returning to the previous trajectory. Recent historical
experiences, however, suggest that many shocks generate persistent effects and
transformations that go beyond a simple return to the initial state. Financial crises,
pandemics, energy shocks, and geopolitical changes have demonstrated that economic
systems evolve under the influence of disturbances and that institutional responses
developed during periods of crisis may become permanent components of the economic
architecture. In this context, an exclusively static perspective on economic shocks appears
insufficient.

To capture these transformative dynamics, the chapter adopts the perspective of
complex systems. Economies are therefore viewed as systems in continuous evolution,
composed of economic actors, institutions, and rules that interact and influence one another.
Within such systems, economic shocks constitute adaptive pressures, while responses to
these pressures contribute to changes in the structure of the system itself. From this
perspective, stability is no longer understood as the absence of change, but rather as the
ability of a system to preserve its essential functions while adapting its internal mechanisms

to new conditions.
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A central component of the chapter is the variation—selection—retention (VSR)
mechanism, introduced as a model for explaining the transformations generated by economic
shocks. Variation refers to the emergence of alternative solutions, behaviours, or institutional
arrangements in response to disturbances. Selection denotes the process through which
certain solutions are preferred because they prove more effective than others. Retention, in
turn, involves the preservation and institutionalization of selected solutions, which are
subsequently transformed into rules, procedures, and mechanisms and become stabilized
over time. In this sense, economic shocks operate as factors that accelerate selection
processes and encourage the emergence of new forms of economic and institutional
organization.

The chapter further argues that economic shocks should be analysed not only from
the perspective of the costs they generate, but also in terms of their influence on the
developmental trajectories of economic systems. Major disturbances may create
circumstances in which solutions previously considered politically or institutionally
infeasible become acceptable. In this way, shocks can create opportunities for reforms and
institutional innovations that would otherwise face significant resistance. Economic shocks
thus become mechanisms of selection and transformation rather than merely sources of
instability.

An important aspect of the analysis concerns the relationship between economic
shocks and the learning processes they generate. In this context, the concept of systemic
memory is employed and is understood as the ability of a system to retain information and
lessons derived from previous disturbances and to use them in similar situations. Systemic
memory may be embodied in institutions, rules, procedures, databases, or administrative
practices and constitutes one of the principal sources of resilience. Through the accumulation
and utilization of experience gained from previous shocks, economic systems strengthen
their adaptive capacities and improve their responses to future disturbances.

Complementing the concept of memory, the chapter also develops the concept of
anticipation. While memory is associated with the past, anticipation is oriented toward the
future and involves the early identification of vulnerabilities and potential risks. Within the
dissertation, anticipation is incorporated into a broader framework that includes prevention
and avoidance of disturbances. Such an approach significantly extends the traditional
concept of stabilization, which is generally oriented toward ex post responses, and lays the

foundation for the development of an evolutionary stabilization function.
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In addition, the chapter examines the processes of neutralization, reduction, and
dissipation of shock effects. These processes represent the visible component of the
economic system’s response and include measures aimed at limiting deviations and reducing
economic and social costs. The analysis shows, however, that neutralizing the effects of
shocks is not sufficient to ensure sustainable adaptation if no measures are taken to reduce
the vulnerabilities that allowed the disturbance to occur in the first place. In this context, the
concept of fructification of economic shocks is introduced and understood as the
transformation of the experience generated by shocks into a source of adaptation and
institutional development. From this perspective, an economic system that capitalizes on
shocks not only absorbs their impact but also uses the lessons learned to reduce
vulnerabilities and improve future performance.

Building on these elements, the chapter develops the M—APE-NRD-F conceptual
architecture, which represents one of the original contributions of the dissertation. This
framework integrates four complementary functional components: Memory (M),
Anticipation—Prevention—Avoidance (APE), Neutralization—Reduction—Dissipation (NRD),
and Fructification (F). Together, these components describe the stages through which
economic systems learn from previous experiences, prepare for disturbances, limit their

effects, and exploit the opportunities generated by change.

Chapter 4. Asymmetric economic shocks in the European Union

The fourth chapter brings together the theoretical foundations developed in the
previous chapters with the specific challenges of European economic integration. While
Chapters 2 and 3 examined economic shocks from logical and evolutionary perspectives,
independently of a particular institutional context, this chapter focuses on asymmetric
economic shocks within the EU and, more specifically, within the EMU. The analysis seeks
to explain how identical disturbances generate different effects across Member States, to
identify the mechanisms underlying these differences, and to highlight their implications for
economic stability and the development of common stabilization mechanisms.

The analysis is based on the premise that economic and monetary integration within
the EU has significantly reduced transaction costs and strengthened interdependencies
among Member States, but has not eliminated the structural heterogeneity that characterizes
their economies. EU economies continue to differ in terms of size, sectoral composition,
level of development, productive specialization, position within value chains, demographic

characteristics, and institutional capacity. As a result, a common disturbance may generate
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different effects across economic systems, thereby becoming an asymmetric shock.
Consequently, asymmetry is not determined by the event itself, but by the way in which that
event interacts with the characteristics of the affected economies.

Against this background, the first part of the chapter clarifies the concept of an
asymmetric economic shock and develops a typology of asymmetric shocks relevant to the
EU. In the sense adopted throughout the dissertation, a shock is considered asymmetric when
it produces significantly different effects across the Member States of an integrated
economic union. These differences may concern the magnitude of the impact, the duration
of the effects, the speed of adjustment, or the capacity to absorb the disturbance. From this
perspective, asymmetry is defined by the dispersion of effects rather than by the nature of
the event that generated the shock. Consequently, even a global event that appears common
to all countries may generate asymmetric shocks if the affected economies respond
differently because of their structural characteristics.

The chapter then examines the main categories of shocks relevant to the EU,
including demand and supply shocks, financial shocks, trade shocks, as well as energy,
demographic, technological, and geopolitical shocks. Particular attention is devoted to the
mechanisms through which these disturbances generate differentiated effects across Member
States. For example, an energy shock tends to affect more severely economies characterized
by high energy intensity, whereas a financial shock may have more significant consequences
in countries with high levels of indebtedness or vulnerable banking systems. From this
perspective, asymmetry is understood as the outcome of the interaction between the nature
of the disturbance and the vulnerabilities of each economy.

An important dimension of the chapter concerns the analysis of the structural causes
underlying the asymmetry of economic shocks. In this regard, particular attention is given
to differences among Member States in terms of economic specialization, export structures,
labour market flexibility, the degree of financial integration, and institutional response
capacity. These differences generate distinct levels of sensitivity to disturbances and help
explain why apparently similar processes produce different outcomes. The analysis further
demonstrates that economic integration, while fostering interdependence among economies,
does not necessarily lead to structural convergence. Under certain conditions, it may even
reinforce existing vulnerabilities and amplify differentiated exposure to specific categories
of risk.

Another important aspect of the analysis concerns the relationship between

asymmetric economic shocks and the functioning of the EMU. Within monetary unions,
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Member States relinquish traditional adjustment instruments such as independent monetary
policy and national exchange rate management. Under these circumstances, the absorption
of shocks depends increasingly on internal adjustment mechanisms and, alternatively, on
supranational arrangements. From this perspective, economic shocks become a challenge
not only for individual Member States but for the economic system as a whole. When
Member States are affected differently by the same disturbance and lack sufficient
instruments for individual adjustment, the risk of persistent economic divergences increases
significantly.

The chapter also examines the main shock-absorption mechanisms discussed in the
literature on optimum currency areas, including factor mobility, price and wage flexibility,
financial integration, and risk-sharing arrangements. The analysis shows that within the EU
these mechanisms operate in an incomplete and uneven manner. Labour mobility remains
constrained by cultural and linguistic differences among Member States, market flexibility
varies considerably across countries, and financial integration remains incomplete and does
not always ensure effective shock absorption. As a result, the stabilization of asymmetric
shocks continues to represent one of the major challenges facing the European integration
project.

In continuity with the evolutionary perspective developed earlier in the dissertation,
the chapter adopts an evolutionary interpretation of asymmetric economic shocks, viewing
them not only as sources of instability but also as drivers of institutional selection. Within
this framework, the global financial crisis of 2008-2009, the sovereign debt crisis, the
COVID-19 pandemic, and the energy shocks generated by the conflict in Ukraine are
interpreted as episodes that placed significant pressure on the EU’s economic governance
framework and stimulated the development of new coordination and intervention
mechanisms. These experiences demonstrate that, beyond the costs they impose, economic
shocks may also act as catalysts for institutional transformation within the EU.

Following this logic, the chapter analyses the principal instruments through which
the EU has responded to crises over recent decades. The analysis highlights that mechanisms
such as the European Stability Mechanism, the strengthening of fiscal surveillance, financial
assistance programmes, and, more recently, the instruments developed under
NextGenerationEU emerged as the result of an evolutionary process of institutional learning.
Each major disturbance revealed the limitations of the existing institutional architecture and
simultaneously encouraged the search for new solutions capable of addressing stabilization

needs more effectively.
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The final section of the chapter is devoted to the policy implications associated with
asymmetric economic shocks. The analysis recognizes that, within the EU, stabilization
measures involve not only economic considerations but also issues of legitimacy, solidarity,
and the distribution of costs among Member States. An important aspect is that when the
same event affects Member States differently, their preferences regarding the scope and form
of common interventions may diverge. From this perspective, a stabilization mechanism

must not only be economically effective but also politically acceptable.

Chapter 5. The economic stabilization function

The central part of the thesis is Chapter 5, in which the results obtained previously
are integrated into a coherent whole. While Chapters 1-4 examined the institutional
framework of a European Fiscal Union (EFU), the logical and evolutionary dimensions of
economic shocks, and the specific characteristics of asymmetric shocks within the EU, the
present chapter formulates an economic stabilization function designed to operate in the
context of such shocks. This function is not conceived as a specific fiscal instrument, but
rather as a systemic property through which the meaning of economic stabilization, the
conditions for its existence, and its logical, evolutionary, and mathematical formalization
can be explained.

Economic literature frequently discusses stabilization mechanisms, common funds,
fiscal transfers, and European fiscal capacities without clarifying what stabilization means
as a function of the economic system itself. In response to this limitation, the chapter moves
beyond a purely instrumental perspective and treats stabilization as a functional attribute of
the EU economic system. From this perspective, the stabilization function is not identified
with any particular institutional mechanism; rather, it is defined as the set of processes
through which the economic system identifies and reduces deviations generated by shocks
while preserving its capacity to function within limits compatible with stability.

Accordingly, the first part of the chapter defines stabilization, drawing on systems
theory and cybernetics, as the process through which deviations within the economic system
are reduced and its functioning is maintained under conditions of disturbance. In other
words, stabilization is understood as the process of maintaining or restoring a trajectory that
ensures the continued functioning of the economic system. Within this framework, stability
does not imply the absence of change, but rather the preservation of essential system

parameters within ranges that allow the system to continue operating.
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Building upon this theoretical foundation, the chapter proceeds to develop the
concept of the economic stabilization function as a property of the economic system as a
whole rather than of any isolated instrument. Fiscal mechanisms, common funds, or
intervention rules may constitute components of this function, but the stabilization function
itself refers to the relationship between the shock, the response, and the reduction of system
deviations. From this perspective, a stabilization function exists at the level of the economic
system whenever the system is capable of transforming information concerning the
occurrence of a disturbance into an intervention that limits its effects and reduces the risk of
persistent divergences among economies.

A first step in the construction of the model involves defining the asymmetric shock
as an explicit variable of the stabilization function. In this regard, it is argued that, in order
to become operational, the economic shock must be interpreted not as an event but as an
observable magnitude that can be measured, compared, and incorporated into both
conceptual analysis and mathematical formalization. Accordingly, the shock is expressed as
a deviation of a relevant variable - such as the output gap, the unemployment rate, or other
macroeconomic indicators - from a common reference state. Within this formulation,
asymmetric shocks appear as differences in impact across Member State economies and as
deviations from the common average or trajectory of the system.

On this basis, a logical model of the economic stabilization function is constructed,
describing the necessary relationships between the occurrence of a shock, the identification
of'a deviation, the activation of a response mechanism, and the reduction of negative effects.
The foundation of the model is the signal-decision—action (SDA) sequence, through which
the function is activated when a relevant deviation is detected, transforms information into
intervention decisions, and applies concrete measures aimed at reducing the identified
deviation. In this way, the economic stabilization function can be understood as an
institutionalized process that transforms information about disturbances into effective
intervention. It should be noted that the activation of the function depends not only on the
existence of a deviation, but also on the fulfilment of conditions related to eligibility and
political legitimacy, as discussed in Chapter 4.

The next model developed in the chapter is the evolutionary model, which reflects
how the stabilization function emerges and evolves over time. In this context, the
stabilization function is analysed as an adaptive arrangement undergoing continuous
processes of variation, selection, and retention. Economic shocks are therefore viewed not

only as triggers of stabilization mechanisms, but also as pressures of institutional selection
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that contribute to the emergence, consolidation, and modification of response rules and
mechanisms. Consequently, the stabilization function is not regarded as a static object, but
as a structure engaged in a continuous process of learning and reconfiguration. The
evolutionary model thus captures the dynamics through which institutional mechanisms are
activated during crises, selected and reinforced according to their effectiveness, and
subsequently transformed or integrated into the existing economic architecture.

A central element of the evolutionary model is the integration of the M—APE-NRD-
F functional architecture, previously introduced within the evolutionary theory of economic
shocks. The stabilization function is therefore conceived as a framework composed of four
complementary components. Memory (M) enables the accumulation and preservation of
experience; Anticipation—Prevention—Avoidance (APE) seeks to reduce the probability of
severe shocks; Neutralization—Reduction—Dissipation (NRD) represents the direct response
to disturbances; and Fructification (F) transforms shock experience into structural adaptation
and a reduction of future vulnerabilities. Taken together, these components transform
stabilization into a process of institutional learning and systemic resilience building.

The final part of the chapter develops the mathematical model of the evolutionary
economic stabilization function, through which the relationships identified previously are
expressed in formal terms. Within the proposed model, shocks are introduced as input
variables, deviations as state variables, and stabilization interventions as negative feedback
mechanisms aimed at reducing dispersion among economies. A particularly important
contribution is the distinction between the aggregate component and the asymmetric
component of deviations, which allows for the separate treatment of general macroeconomic
stabilization and stabilization aimed specifically at reducing divergences among economies.

The evolutionary character of the function is formalized mathematically through the
introduction of parameters that evolve over time according to accumulated experience and
the outcomes of previous interventions. As a result, the stabilization function does not
respond mechanically to recurring shocks; rather, it gradually adjusts the intensity and
structure of its response, reflecting the processes of memory, retention, and adaptation

developed within the theoretical framework.

Chapter 6. The desirable institutional structure of the European Fiscal

Union
Chapter 6 complements the previous analysis by defining the institutional framework

required for the implementation of the economic stabilization function within the EU, with
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particular emphasis on identifying the institutional architecture capable of supporting and
operationalizing such a function. The objective of this chapter is not to formulate an
exhaustive institutional blueprint, but rather to define the principles, mechanisms, and
structures that would allow an economic stabilization function to be translated into practice
within a future European Fiscal Union (EFU). The analysis starts from the premise that the
existence of a stabilization function does not automatically imply the existence of an
institution capable of implementing it.

Accordingly, the first part of the chapter formulates the general principles that, in our
view, should underpin the establishment of a European Fiscal Union. The analysis highlights
that such a construction involves more than the centralization of fiscal competences and the
creation of a larger common budget. It requires a balance between solidarity and
responsibility, between efficiency and legitimacy, and between intervention capacity and
respect for the economic diversity of Member States. From this perspective, several guiding
principles for the establishment of a European Fiscal Union are identified, including
functional subsidiarity, proportionality of intervention, shared fiscal responsibility, decision-
making transparency, and institutional adaptability.

A central place within the chapter is occupied by the analysis of the concept of a
European Ministry of Public Finance (EMPF), conceived as the potential institutional
operator of the stabilization function. In the proposed model, the role of such an institution
extends beyond the administration of common financial resources. It also includes
monitoring vulnerabilities within the economic system, coordinating stabilization
interventions, managing shock-response mechanisms, and evaluating the outcomes
achieved. In this context, the EMPF appears as the institutional embodiment of the economic
stabilization function and as a connecting element between the technical and political
dimensions of European fiscal governance.

In addition, the chapter examines the European budget from the perspective of the
stabilization function. The analysis shows that a budget designed solely to finance the EU’s
regular policies cannot effectively perform the role of absorbing and cushioning asymmetric
economic shocks. For this reason, a distinct budgetary component dedicated specifically to
stabilization is considered necessary, one that provides flexibility, rapid response capacity,
and the ability to mobilize resources during periods of severe disturbance.

Another dimension of the analysis concerns European fiscal mechanisms,
programmes, and budgetary strategies. The chapter argues that the stabilization function

cannot rely on a single instrument, but instead requires a set of complementary mechanisms.
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Accordingly, temporary transfers, stabilization funds, reinsurance mechanisms, investment
programmes, and instruments aimed at reducing structural vulnerabilities are examined.
From this perspective, a general conclusion emerges: the effectiveness of stabilization
depends on the coherence of the entire institutional framework rather than on the
performance of any single mechanism.

Beyond these considerations, the chapter also addresses the issue of fiscal
responsibility. The development of common stabilization mechanisms cannot be separated
from the problems of fiscal discipline and legitimacy in the use of shared resources. For this
reason, the stabilization function is conceived in conjunction with mechanisms of
accountability, conditionality, and performance evaluation designed to reduce the risk of
moral hazard and to ensure the long-term sustainability of interventions.

Finally, the chapter introduces an evolutionary perspective on European fiscal
institutions. The desirable institutional structure is not presented as a fixed and definitive
model, but rather as a framework engaged in a continuous process of adaptation and
transformation. Consistent with the logic developed throughout the dissertation, institutions
evolve under the pressures generated by shocks, learning processes, and structural changes
in the economic environment. From this perspective, the effectiveness of a European Fiscal
Union depends not only on its initial design, but also on its capacity to accumulate
experience, incorporate the lessons of previous crises, and recalibrate its operational

mechanisms over time.

Chapter 7. Analysis of asymmetric economic shocks in the European

Union: 2004-2024

In Chapter 7, we sought to evaluate and empirically validate, from a backward-
looking perspective, the conceptual model developed in the previous chapters, by referring
to the EU’s actual experience during the period 2004—2024. One of its main objectives is to
identify the asymmetric economic shocks that affected the EU throughout this period and to
analyse their impact on convergence, divergence, and institutional adaptation at the
European level.

The empirical analysis relies on a set of comparable statistical indicators for EU
Member States, obtained from the Eurostat database and integrated into a unified dataset.
The main indicators employed include real gross domestic product, unemployment rates,

household final consumption expenditure, gross fixed capital formation, and the degree of
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trade openness. These indicators were selected because of their relevance in capturing
macroeconomic deviations and differences in the impact of shocks across economies.

The first stage of the research consisted of establishing the criteria for identifying
asymmetric economic shocks. An event was considered relevant only if it generated
significant deviations in economic indicators, produced effects that were distributed
unevenly across Member States, and exhibited sufficient persistence to induce observable
changes within the economic system. Based on these criteria, the main asymmetric shocks
affecting the EU during the period under examination were identified and classified into four
broad categories: financial and fiscal shocks, energy shocks, shocks associated with
structural transformations, and health-related and geopolitical shocks. The findings indicate
that, although some of these disturbances originated from common events, their effects
differed substantially across Member States, confirming the hypothesis that asymmetry
results from the interaction between the disturbance and the structural heterogeneity of
European economies.

A first major episode analysed is the global financial crisis of 2008—2009 and the
sovereign debt crisis that followed it. The results show that countries characterized by high
levels of indebtedness, significant external imbalances, or vulnerabilities within the financial
sector experienced much more severe economic contractions than other EU economies.
These differences generated divergence processes that affected the functioning of the EMU
and encouraged the development of new mechanisms of coordination and financial
assistance.

A second category of shocks is associated with energy transformations and
fluctuations in energy prices. The analysis indicates that differences in energy structures,
dependence on energy imports, and the energy intensity of economic activity produced
highly differentiated effects across Member States. These asymmetries became particularly
visible during the period 2021-2023, when rapidly increasing energy prices affected certain
European economies disproportionately and amplified many of their pre-existing
vulnerabilities.

The COVID-19 pandemic represents another central episode identified in the
analysis. Although the shock generated by the pandemic was global in nature and appeared,
at first sight, to be symmetric, its impact differed considerably across EU economies.
Countries whose economies relied heavily on tourism, transportation, and service activities
experienced more severe declines in economic growth than those characterized by different

productive structures. This episode confirms the theoretical argument developed in previous
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chapters according to which the asymmetric character of a shock is determined primarily by
the structure of the affected economies and by their pre-existing vulnerabilities.

Beyond the analysis of economic effects, the chapter also examines shocks from an
evolutionary perspective. Within this framework, major disturbances are interpreted as
mechanisms of institutional selection that exert pressure on the European architecture of
economic governance. The financial crisis contributed to the development of financial
surveillance and assistance mechanisms; the sovereign debt crisis stimulated stronger fiscal
coordination; and the COVID-19 pandemic facilitated the creation of unprecedented
instruments such as NextGenerationEU. Consequently, shocks appear not only as sources of
instability but also as drivers of institutional adaptation and transformation.

Building upon this interpretation, the chapter conducts a retrodictive analysis of the
economic stabilization function developed in the dissertation. The method consists of
retrospectively applying the logic of the stabilization function to the main shocks identified
in order to evaluate how it would have responded had it existed in the conceptual form
proposed. The results indicate that a stabilization function based on the M—APE-NRD-F
architecture would have enabled earlier detection of vulnerabilities, more timely activation
of interventions, and a reduction in some of the divergences observed among Member States.

The analysis further highlights the role of each component of the stabilization
function. Memory would have facilitated the use of knowledge accumulated during previous
crises. Anticipation and prevention would have contributed to identifying structural
vulnerabilities before major disturbances materialized. Neutralization and dissipation would
have reduced the magnitude of economic deviations, while fructification would have
directed interventions toward reducing the sensitivities that amplified the effects of shocks.

The final section of the chapter examines the gaps between the theoretical
stabilization function proposed in the dissertation and the mechanisms currently available at
the EU level. The results reveal significant limitations with respect to the automation of
interventions, common fiscal capacity, the speed of institutional response, and the
integration of learning processes. Although the EU has gradually developed crisis-response
instruments, these mechanisms continue to depend heavily on political negotiations and

often face difficulties in being activated rapidly in emergency situations.
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Chapter 8. Predictions of asymmetric economic shocks in the European

Union (2025-2030) based on the evolutionary model

Finally, Chapter 8 employs the evolutionary model developed in the previous
chapters in a prospective framework aimed at identifying and evaluating potential
asymmetric economic shocks that may affect the EU during the period 2025-2030. While
the previous chapter assessed the relevance of the model in light of the EU’s historical
experience, the present chapter examines its capacity to function as an instrument of
anticipation and strategic guidance. In this perspective, the research does not seek to forecast
specific future events, but rather to identify vulnerabilities, trends, and mechanisms that may
generate differentiated economic effects across Member States.

The first stage of the analysis is devoted to the identification of evolutionary
predictors of asymmetric economic shocks. These predictors are defined as structural,
institutional, or contextual factors capable of generating differentiated effects across
European economies. The analysis reveals several categories of relevant predictors. The first
category consists of structural differences among Member States in terms of their level of
development, productivity, economic specialization, and integration into European and
global value chains. These characteristics influence the capacity of economies to absorb
disturbances and help explain why similar transformations may affect countries differently
despite their belonging to the same economic system.

A second category of predictors is associated with the financial and fiscal
vulnerabilities of European economies. Public debt levels, available fiscal space, the degree
of financial integration, and exposure to international capital flows continue to represent
important sources of differentiation in the capacity to respond to shocks. The historical
experiences analysed in the previous chapter suggest that these variables are likely to remain
relevant throughout the coming years, particularly in a context characterized by economic
uncertainty and increasing pressures on public finances.

Particular importance is also attributed to energy, technological, and geopolitical
predictors. Processes such as the energy transition, accelerated digitalization, climate
change, the reconfiguration of international trade relations, and persistent geopolitical
tensions are viewed as potential sources of new forms of economic asymmetry within the
EU. Existing differences among Member States with respect to energy dependence,
technological capacity, and positioning within the global economy indicate that the effects

of these transformations are unlikely to be distributed uniformly.

Building upon these predictors, the chapter develops a prospective typology of
asymmetric economic shocks with the potential to materialize during the period 2025-2030.
The first category consists of shocks associated with the energy and climate transition. The
acceleration of decarbonization processes may generate differentiated adjustment costs
across Member States depending on the energy and industrial structures of their economies.
Countries that remain highly dependent on fossil fuels or that possess energy-intensive
industrial sectors may face considerably higher adjustment costs than economies that have
already advanced in the process of energy transformation.

A second category is represented by technological and digital shocks. The rapid
development of artificial intelligence, automation, and emerging technologies may generate
significant differences among European economies depending on the level of investment in
innovation, human capital, and digital infrastructure. These transformations may create new
opportunities for convergence, but they may also become new sources of economic
divergence.

The analysis further incorporates geopolitical and trade-related shocks. The
fragmentation of global supply chains, international trade tensions, and potential changes in
global economic relations are regarded as important sources of risk. Their effects may vary
considerably across Member States according to the degree of economic openness and the
structure of their external trade relationships.

Based on these scenarios, the dissertation develops simulations of the evolutionary
economic stabilization function in order to assess the coherence and robustness of the
proposed model. The analysis suggests that the M—APE-NRD-F architecture offers
significant advantages compared to approaches based exclusively on direct reactions to
shocks. The memory component enables the use of historical experience for the early
identification of vulnerabilities; anticipation and prevention contribute to reducing the
probability of major deviations; neutralization and dissipation limit the magnitude of shocks;
while fructification transforms interventions into processes aimed at reducing structural
vulnerabilities.

The chapter also examines the institutional implications of the model for the
development of a European Fiscal Union. In this context, the European Ministry of Public
Finance (EMPF) is analysed as a potential institutional operator of the stabilization function.
Its responsibilities would include monitoring system-wide vulnerabilities, coordinating
anticipation and intervention processes, managing common resources, and evaluating the

outcomes of implemented measures. Consequently, the stabilization function would need to
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operate within an institutional framework capable of integrating the economic,
informational, and political dimensions of the response to shocks.

The simulation results indicate that an evolutionary economic stabilization function
could contribute to reducing both the magnitude and persistence of deviations among
Member States, limiting contagion risks, and strengthening the resilience of the European
economic system. At the same time, the analysis demonstrates that the effectiveness of the
function depends upon the availability of adequate resources, credible activation rules, and
a sufficient degree of political legitimacy to support common interventions.

The final part of the chapter formulates the anticipated lessons concerning the
functioning of the evolutionary economic stabilization function. The main conclusion is that
stabilization should not be understood exclusively as a reaction to crises, but rather as a
continuous process of learning and adaptation. An effective stabilization function should
therefore aim not only at reducing the immediate effects of shocks, but also at diminishing
the vulnerabilities that may amplify future disturbances. Consequently, the success of
stabilization should be assessed not solely in terms of the system’s return to equilibrium, but

also in terms of its enhanced capacity to cope with future challenges.

Conclusions

The main objective of this research was to develop and substantiate an evolutionary
economic stabilization function for asymmetric economic shocks within the EU, conceived
from the perspectives of systems theory, evolutionary approaches, and the institutional
analysis of European integration. The starting point of the research was the observation that
the current architecture of the EMU continues to be characterized by a discrepancy between
the advanced level of monetary integration and the incomplete nature of fiscal integration,
within a context marked by economic heterogeneity and differentiated exposure to
disturbances.

The analysis conducted throughout the dissertation has shown that asymmetric
economic shocks constitute one of the major challenges facing the functioning of the EU
and, in particular, the EMU. Although European integration has generated significant
benefits in terms of capital mobility, trade, and the coordination of economic policies, it has
not resolved the structural differences that continue to characterize Member State
economies. Consequently, identical or similar disturbances continue to produce
differentiated effects across European economies, generating divergence processes that may

affect both economic and political cohesion within the EU.
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A first important outcome of the research is the conceptual clarification of the
European Fiscal Union (EFU) and its definition as a potential fiscal suprasystem resulting
from the integration of autonomous national fiscal systems. The analysis demonstrates that
a fiscal union cannot be reduced to the existence of common rules or the coordination of
budgetary policies. Rather, it requires the development of its own functional capacities,
including an economic stabilization capacity capable of managing asymmetric shocks. From
this perspective, the stabilization function emerges as one of the fundamental justifications
for the deepening of European fiscal integration.

A second significant contribution consists in the development of a logical and
evolutionary theory of economic shocks. The dissertation argues that shocks should not be
interpreted merely as exogenous variations or temporary deviations from equilibrium, but
rather as systemic processes resulting from the interaction between events and the structures
of the affected economies. Within this framework, the asymmetric character of shocks is
determined by differences among economies and by the ways in which they filter, amplify,
or absorb disturbances.

Building upon this foundation, an evolutionary perspective on economic shocks is
developed, according to which shocks are interpreted not only as sources of instability but
also as drivers of institutional transformation. The analysis demonstrates that shocks
generate processes of variation, selection, and retention that influence the evolution of rules,
institutions, and mechanisms of economic governance. From this perspective, the experience
accumulated through disturbances can be used as a strategic resource for strengthening the
adaptive capacities of the economic system.

The most important theoretical contribution of the dissertation is the development of
the concept of an evolutionary economic stabilization function for asymmetric shocks.
Within the proposed framework, the stabilization function is defined as an attribute of the
economic system rather than as a specific policy instrument. Stabilization is understood as
the process through which the system identifies, manages, and reduces the deviations
generated by shocks while maintaining its functioning within limits compatible with
economic stability. This approach makes it possible to move beyond traditional perspectives
focused exclusively on individual fiscal or financial instruments and provides a broader
framework for the analysis of economic stabilization.

In this context, the M—APE-NRD-F functional architecture was developed as one of
the original contributions of the dissertation. This model integrates four complementary

components: Memory (M), Anticipation—Prevention—Avoidance (APE), Neutralization—
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Reduction—Dissipation (NRD), and Fructification (F). Together, these components describe
the complete sequence of the evolutionary response to shocks, from the accumulation of
experience and the identification of vulnerabilities to intervention and subsequent structural
transformation. Through this approach, stabilization is reinterpreted as a process of learning
and adaptation rather than merely a mechanism for cushioning negative effects.

Furthermore, the research develops a logical model, an evolutionary model, and a
mathematical model of the economic stabilization function. The logical model identifies the
necessary conditions for the activation of the function and the relationships between shocks,
decisions, and interventions. The evolutionary model introduces the temporal dimension and
the processes of institutional adaptation. In turn, the mathematical model formally represents
these relationships through feedback mechanisms and evolutionary parameters reflecting
processes of memory, retention, and vulnerability reduction.

In addition, the empirical component of the research confirms the relevance of the
theoretical framework developed throughout the dissertation. The analysis of asymmetric
economic shocks in the EU during the period 2004—-2024 demonstrates both their persistent
character and the importance of structural heterogeneity in explaining the differentiated
effects observed across Member States. The global financial crisis, the sovereign debt crisis,
the COVID-19 pandemic, and the recent energy shocks clearly illustrate that the same
disturbance may generate very different consequences depending on the characteristics of
the affected economies.

The results of this retrospective analysis indicate that economic shocks have
functioned not only as sources of instability but also as mechanisms of institutional learning
and adaptation. The evolution of European crisis-response instruments can therefore be
interpreted as the outcome of a process of accumulated experience and the gradual
development of common stabilization capacities. At the same time, the research identifies
significant limitations in the current institutional architecture, particularly regarding the
speed of response, the degree of automation of interventions, and the scale of common fiscal
capacity.

The prospective analysis further reveals that the EU is likely to remain exposed to
important sources of risk during the period 2025-2030. Factors capable of generating new
forms of asymmetric shocks include the energy transition, technological transformations,
climate change, geopolitical tensions, and financial vulnerabilities. Nevertheless, the

simulations conducted as part of the research suggest that an evolutionary economic
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stabilization function could contribute to reducing both the magnitude and persistence of the
deviations associated with such disturbances.

The principal scientific contribution of the dissertation therefore lies in the
construction of an integrated theoretical and methodological framework for the analysis of
economic stabilization within the EU. Its originality derives from the adoption of a
perspective that combines concepts from systems theory, complexity theory, and
evolutionary approaches within a unified model of economic stabilization, as well as from
the development of a logical and mathematical formalization of the evolutionary economic
stabilization function for asymmetric shocks.

Overall, the findings support the central hypothesis of the research, namely that the
stabilization of asymmetric economic shocks in the EU can be understood and modelled
more effectively through an evolutionary economic stabilization function than through
purely instrumental approaches. Such a perspective makes it possible to integrate the
economic, institutional, and adaptive dimensions of the stabilization process and provides a
conceptual framework capable of addressing the challenges generated by a complex,
interdependent, and continuously evolving European environment. In this sense, the
evolutionary economic stabilization function may be interpreted both as an analytical tool
and as a potential reference point for the future development of the fiscal and institutional
