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REZUMAT

Turismul (sau turism si cdlatorii — T&C) reprezinta un sector economic foarte complex,
care inglobeaza ramuri de productie si servicii destinate satisfacerii tuturor bunurilor si
serviciilor solicitate de turisti la locul de destinatie, la un inalt nivel calitativ si in conditiile
protectiei si conservarii resurselor turistice, in special, si a mediului inconjurator, in general.
Impactul turismului asupra economiilor nationale si, mai recent, regionale si locale, este bine
documentat, atat in sens pozitiv (majoritar), dar si negative sau neutru.

In acest context, lucrarea de fatd isi propune o prezentare si analiza a relatiei dintre
turism si un alt concept economic complex: dezvoltarea regionala, pe exemplul statelor
membre ale UE27, al Romaniei si regiunilor acesteia.

Capitolul 1. Sectorul turismului si calatoriilor, porneste de la definirea pe scurt a
turismului si acceptiunilor si formelor sale, pentru a face trecerea spre o prezentare mai extinsa
a relatiei dintre turism si dezvoltarea economica la nivel national si regional din perspectiva
conceptelor, teoriilor si modelelor identificate in literatura de specialitate in legatura cu aceasta.
De asemenea, se prezintd pe larg si ce inseamna dezvoltarea sectorului T&C din perspectiva
analiza efectiva a evolutiilor pozitiilor competitive ale statelor membre ale UE si Romaniei la
nivel global si a determinantilor principali ai acestor pozitii.

Capitolul 2. Dezvoltarea economica la nivel regional, porneste de la prezentarea

definitiilor, conceptelor, teoriilor si modelelor referitoare la dezvoltarea regionala, cu accent



pe elaborari recente ale acestora si continua cu prezentarea ampla a unui concept in tandem,
acela de competitivitate regionald. Acestea sunt completate de analiza competitivitatii
regiunilor din Roméania conform metodologiei Comisiei Europene si a determinantilor acesteia.
In capitol se face in continuare o trecere in revista a stadiului actual al procesului de dezvoltare
regionald 1n statele membre ale UE si in Romania, din perspectiva principalilor indicatori de
evaluare, dintre care unii sunt mentionati si in analiza referitoare la impactul sectorului
turismului asupra economiilor nationale si/sau regionale. In final, se prezinti o analizi a
dezvoltarii sectorului turismului la nivelul regiunilor Romaniei din perspectiva principalilor
indicatori de turism.

In Capitolul 3 am construit modele econometrice cu date de tip panel, cu accent pe
abordarile Pooled Mean Group (PMG) si Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL), pentru
analiza cresterii economice la nivelul celor opt regiuni de dezvoltare din Romania Aceste
modele permit estimarea relatiilor pe termen lung si a ajustarilor pe termen scurt intr-un cadru
analitic unitar, oferind totodatd posibilitatea de a face distinctia Intre efectele comune si cele
specifice fiecdrei regiuni.

Capitolul 4. Politici in domeniul dezvoltarii regionale si a turismului, porneste de la
prezentarea mai extinsd a ce inseamna politica de dezvoltare regional a UE si a principalelor
repere ale acesteia (incluzand si prezentarea unora dintre criticile care i-au fost aduse pe
parcursul anilor si care au condus la reformarea acesteia), continuand cu prezentarea
principalelor repere ale aceleiasi politici de dezvoltare regionala in Romania. In final, se face
o prezentare si scurtad analiza a instrumentelor de politicd regionala din Romania care vizeaza
in mod direct si indirect sectorul turismului.

Capitolul 5 realizeaza un studiu de caz privind impactul turismului aspra economiei in
regiunea de Vest. Capitolul are ca obiectiv principal cuantificarea contributiei turismului la
cresterea economicd in Regiunea de Vest, evidentiind diferentele dintre impactul turistilor
interni si al celor internationali. Datele, extrase din bazele Eurostat, acoperd o perioada
relevanta pentru a captura tendintele pe termen lung si fluctuatiile pe termen scurt (2000 —
2023). Structura capitolului include: o descriere detaliatd a datelor utilizate si a metodologiei,
incluzand specificatiile econometrice si selectia variabilelor; rezolvarea modelelor si
interpretarea rezultatelor In contextul regional, cu implicatii pentru politici publice. Prin aceasta
analizd, capitolul oferd o perspectiva empiricd asupra rolului turismului in dezvoltarea
economica a Regiunii de Vest si 0 metodologie replicabild pentru alte regiuni.

Capitolul de Concluzii si discutii prezintd succint principalele rezultate ale demersului

de cercetare, Incheindu-se cu o serie de recomandari privind directiile de actiune de mentinut



si de dezvoltat pentru dezvoltarea turismului la nivelul regiunilor de dezvoltare ale Romaniei

sl maximizarea impactului acestuia asupra dezvoltarii socio-economice a acestuia.

Turismul, ca si sector economic, este unul complex si care include o multitudine de ramuri
economice create pentru satisfacerea tuturor bunurilor si serviciilor solicitate de turisti la locul
de destinatie, la un Tnalt nivel calitativ si In conditiile protectiei si conservarii resurselor
turistice, in special, si a mediului inconjuritor, in general. In acesastd idee, turismul are
numeroase definitii, care au evoluat pe parcursul secolelor, reflectind modificarea conditiilor
economice, a comportamentelor individuale si de grup, a perceptiilor si conceptiilor oamenilor,
etc.

In general, exista numeroase dovezi potrivit cirora turismul produce efecte economice
benefice pentru economie: obtinerea de venituri si crearea de locuri de munca, contribuind nu
numai la dezvoltarea economica a tarilor si a regiunilor, dar si la dezvoltarea sociald si
culturala, la bunastarea general a locuitorilor acestora. Foarte multe studii au documentat
importanta turismului pentru dezvoltarea economica nationala (vezi, de exemplu, Balaguer
and Cantavella-Jorda 2002; Dritsakis, 2004; Durbarry, 2004; Fahimi et al., 2018; Santamaria
and Filis, 2019), dar importanta turismului pentru dezvoltarea si cresterea regionald a fost
abordatd mai sustinut relativ mai recent, o data cu aparitia unor teorii precum noua geografie
economica (NEG) si geografia economica evolutiva (EEG) si cu eforturile Organizatiei
Mondiale a Turismului de creare a unui cont national dedicat (contul satelit al turismului —
TSA), pentru evaluarea importantei turismului pentru economia nationala.

Faptul ca turismul suprapune multe ramuri economice si alte elemente socio-economice
ale ofertei si cererii, combinate cu complexitatile dezvoltarii socio-economice la nivel teritorial,
face foarte dificila dezvoltarea unei teorii economice atotcuprinzatoare a turismului la nivel
sub-national (regional) si a facut ca studiile care abordeaza relatia dintre turism si dezvoltarea
regionald pe baze solide care tin de teoria economica sa nu fie prea numeroase.

In general, literatura in domeniul economiei regionale si turismului ca factor de
dezvoltare economica regionald este relativ limitatd si cuprinde mai ales studii descriptive si
empirice, din care multe ridica problema unei fundamentari teoretice solide. Relativ mai recent
au aparut insa si studii care au integrat turismul in teoria purd a comertului si au modelat in
mod specific turismul international ca bun si serviciu comercializat sau care au studiat turismul
din punct de vedere teoretic si empiric, examinand atat modelele statice, cat si cele dinamice
ale turismului. In ciuda unor astfel de progrese teoretice, modelele empirice de turism si

dezvoltare regionald, care sd ofere un suport teoretic solid pentru determinarea eficacitatii



initiativelor politice si masuri de competitivitate care sa analizeze cauza si efectul factorilor de
legdtura sunt relativ rare. Acest decalaj teoretic este evident in diferenta dintre modelarea
teoretica si cea empirica in turism si cercetarea dezvoltarii regionale.

In domeniul cercetarii turismului, doua dintre intrebarile majore studiate sunt rolul
turismului in disparitatile regionale si rolul si natura turismului in dezvoltarea §i cresterea
regionald. In cel din urma caz au fost dezvoltate ipotezele cresterii economice conduse de
turism (TLG), care , la randul sau, 1si are fundalul teoretic in literatura de specialitate legata de
ipoteza cresterii conduse de export, cresterii turismului determinata de economie (EDTG), care
sugereaza ca cresterea economica si, in general, dezvoltarea economica, determind extinderea
turismului, feedback-ului, care sustine o cauzalitate bidirectionald intre turism si cresterea
economica si neutralitatii, conform careia nu exista nicio relatie intre cele doua variabile. Toate
aceste ipoteze au fost fie validate, fie infirmate, fie nici confirmate nici respinse de catre multi
autori, inclusiv pe exemplul statelor membre ale UE si al Romaniei. In ceea ce priveste relatia
dintre convergenta economica si turism, studiile din literatura de specialitate au identificat
majoritar un impact pozitiv al turismului asupra reducerii disparitatilor de dezvoltare teritoriala,
mai ales pe exemplul regiunilor europene, dar existd si studii care au respins ipoteza
convergentei.

In ceea ce priveste evaluarea contributiei sectorului T&C in cadrul economiilor
nationale, principalii indicatori utilizati, care sunt in acelasi timp si indicatori des utilizati in
studiile de evaluare a nivelului de dezvoltare economica, sunt ponderea in ocuparea totala a
fortei de munca, procentul in care contribuie la crearea PIB si VAB si contributia la exporturi.
In acest sens, la nivelul statelor membre ale UE27, contributia sectorului T&C la ocuparea
fortei de munca variaza semnificativ intre tarile care sunt destinatii turistice majore la nivel
European si global si unde sectorul T&C este puternic dezvoltat (Grecia, Croatia, Portugalia,
Italia, Spania) si celelalte tari UE, chiar daca potentialul turistic al unora este ridicat, cum este
si cazul Romaniei. De asemenea, toate statele membre au resimtit din plin socul pandemiei de
Covid-19 la nivelul ocuparii in sectorul T&C (cel mai afectat sector), nivelul acesteia inca
nerevenind la nivelurile ante-pandemie in multe tari. Contributia turismului la crearea PIB
este de asemenea diferentiatd intre statele membre ale UE, din aceleasi motive ca si in cazul
ocupdrii, Inregistrand acelasi efect de recul produs de pandemia de Covid-19, la fel ca si
contributia la exporturile totale extra- si intra-comunitare.

O perspectiva care in ultimii ani a devenit tot mai importanta cu privire la dezvoltarea

la nivel national, cdt si la diferite niveluri de detaliere teritoriald, care a devenit una dintre



preocuparile centrale ale guvernelor si factorilor de decizie din Intreaga lume, nu numai la nivel
national, ci si la nivel regional si/sau local. Dar, ca si conceptul turismului, datorita
complexitdtii si conexiunilor multiple cu alte sectoare si domenii, competitivitatea
turismului/destinatiilor turistice are multe definitii si multe perspective referitoare la factorii
determinanti. Conceptia generald prevalentd in literatura de specialitate (vezi, de exemplu,

Crouch si Ritchie, 1999; Dwyer, Forsyth si Rao, 2000; Dwyer si Kim 2003; Hassan, 2000) este

mare pentru regiunea gazda, dar aceasta relatie — care, in teorie, este directd si pozitiva — nu a
fost verificata in unele cazuri (Marti si Puertas, 2017; Webster si Ivanov, 2014) sau chiar poate
produce efecte nefavorabile (Perles-Ribes et al., 2021).

In incercarea de a surprinde natura sa complex, competitivitatea unei destinatii este,
in prezent, masuratd in mod conventional mai ales prin indici (compoziti) si cel mai cunoscut

indice compozit utilizat pentru masurarea competitivitatii destinatiei este indicele
in anul 2019 in Indicele dezvoltarii turismului si calatoriilor (T&TDI), pentru a reflecta mai
bine preocuparea tot mai mare pentru durabilitate, protejarea mediului natural, incluziune
sociala si impactul in crestere al digitalizarii si al altor tehnologii asupra sectorului turismului
si calatoriilor.

Dupa anii 1990 si pand in prezent au fost create diferite modele care au incercat sa
identifice si sa descrie diferitii factori care influenteaza competitivitatea destinatiilor turistice,
care, In general, pot fi impartite In trei mari categorii: (a) modele generale / teoretice /
conceptuale (de exemplu, De Keyser & Vanhove, 1994; Crouch & Ritchie, 1999; Ritchie &
Crouch, 2003; Dwyer & Kim, 2003; Gomezelj & Mihali¢, 2008), (b) modelul indicelui agregat
creat de Forumul Economic Mondial (WEF) si (¢) diverse modele empirice/speciale (de
exemplu, SirSe & Mihali¢, 1999; Hassan, 2000; Heath, 2002; Dwyer, Livaic & Mellor, 2003;
Enright & Newton, 2004; Baggio, 2008; Lee & King, 2010). Modelul de competitivitate
durabila a destinatiei dezvoltat de Ritchie si Crouch (2003) este cel mai raspandit model
Porter (1990) adaptandu-l la mediul destinatiilor turistice si a fost dezvoltat ulterior de alta
autori pentru a include evolutiile importante atat in conceptualizarea si mdsurarea

national, cat si regional.



In ciuda limitelor lor inerente, indicii compoziti de competitivitate pot oferi o baza
pentru a identifica unele probleme si puncte slabe ale sistemelor nationale de turism si evolutii
ale acestora, precum si pentru a construi diverse modalititi de a realiza comparatii
internationale realiste. De asemenea, unii dintre determinantii competitivitatii turismului
evidentiati de componentele indicilor globali de competitivitate se regasesc intr-o forma sau
alta si In componenta altor indicatori de evaluare a competitivittii nationale si regionale sau a
stadiului dezvoltarii socio-economice la nivel national si/sau sub-national.

In acest sens, analiza competitivititii sectorului turismului si calatoriilor in statele
membre ale UE si Roménia conform indicilor globali de competitivitate T&TDI si T&TCI
arata ca statele membre ale UE27 au ocupat pozitii fruntase in ierarhia globald in toti anii pentru
care s-au calculat atat T&TDI cat si T&TDI, dar cu diferente inter-tari destul de notabile intre
vechile si mai noile state membre.

De asemenea, diferente semnificative se remarca si In ceea ce priveste rezultatele
nationale in raport cu frontiera celei mai bune performante, atat referitor la nivelul cét si la
dinamica acestora in perioada in care s-au calculat T&TDI si T&TCI (2008-2024), dar in acest
din urma caz diferentele intre vechile si noile state membre nu mai sunt atat de semnificative.
sectorului turismului si calatoriilor (T&C), asa cum sunt ei evidentiati de pilonii indicilor
T&TCI s1 T&TDI, evidentiaza un peisaj amestecat si cu mare specificitate nationald la nivelul
statelor membre, referitoare atat la dotarea cu factori, cét si la implementarea politicilor de
turism sau care faciliteazd turismul. Romania a inregistrat o imbunatatire a pozitiei sale
competitive in ierarhia globald a turismului, dar nivelul performantelor este incd modest
comparativ cu tarile mai avansate in domeniul T&C, iar in cazul unor factori care se regasesc
si in alte clasamente internationale de competitivitate (infrastructurd de transport, mediu,
sandtate, resurse umane) sau care tin de mediul macroeconomic (mediu de afaceri, prioritizarea
politicd) chiar mai slab.

Dezvoltarea economica regionala reprezinta implementarea proceselor economice si a
resurselor disponibile unei regiuni, care au ca rezultat o dezvoltare durabild si rezultate
economice dezirabile pentru regiune, antreprenorii si rezidentii sdi. Pe de altd parte, politica de
dezvoltare regionala reprezintd un ansamblu de masuri planificate si promovate de autoritatile
administratiei publice locale si centrale, in parteneriat cu diversi actori (privati, publici,
voluntari), in scopul asigurarii unei cresteri economice, dinamice si durabile, prin
valorificarea eficientd a potentialului regional si local, in scopul imbunatatirii conditiilor de

viata.



In literatura de specialitate, dar si in practica elaborarii politicilor de dezvoltare
economico-sociald se utilizeazd mai multe definitii si acceptiuni ale dezvoltarii regionale,
capitalului teritorial, tipologiilor regionale, s.a., precum si o mare diversitate de abordari
teoretice si empirice care includ elemente privitoare la analiza teoretica a dezvoltarii/cresterii
regionale, situate la confluenta teoriilor cresterii economice, localizarii, comertului
international si deplasarii internationale a factorilor de productie si teoriei integrarii economice
si monetare. Dintre studiile relevante pentru evaluarea dezvoltarii (dar si a competitivitatii,
convergentei, rezilientei si dezvoltdrii durabile regionale) la nivelul Uniunii Europene, se
cuvine sa amintim Rapoartele de coeziune (pana in prezent au fost publicate noua astfel de
rapoarte) elaborate la nivelul Comisiei Europene de Directoratul General insdrcinat cu
elaborarea, implementarea si monitorizarea politicii de dezvoltare regionala. Acestea prezinta
factorii cu cea mai mare influentd asupra proceselor economice de la nivelul regiunilor, n
diferite perioade, demonstrand ca regiunile se afla in diferite stadii de dezvoltare economica si
au diferite structuri socio-economice. Mai mult, economia spatiala si teoriile dezvoltarii
regionale sunt intr-un flux permanent, intr-un proces de transformare continu, dezvoltarea
regionald si urbana durabila fiind de natura evolutiva, cee ace face ca si politica regionala sa
fie mereu ,,in desfasurare” (Nijkamp et al., 2024). Dintre aceste procese transformative cu
impact la nivel regional, mentiondm interconectarea geografiei economice cu principiile
durabilitatii, care fac ca organizarea spatiala sa fie reconsideratd, combinatia dintre dinamica
economica si ingrijirea mediului conturand o noua zond de frontiera pentru cercetare si inovare
in politici.

Dezvoltarea regionala este strans legata de un alt concept care, la inceputul secolului al
XXI-lea a reprezentat in mod explicit una din principalele orientéri de politicd economica ale
Uniunii Europene: competitivitatea nationala si, respectiv, regionala. Foarte multe studii
elaborate la nivel international incearca sd puna in evidentd cat mai bine factorii care pot
determina competitivitatea unei regiuni, iar modalitdtile de abordare sunt foarte diverse. La
nivelul UE, Rapoartele de coeziune trec in revistd factorii care au cea mai mare influenta asupra
competitivitatii regionale, demonstrand ca regiunile se afld in diferite stadii de dezvoltare
economica si au diferite structuri socio-economice.
atunci, avand drept scop examinarea diferitelor dimensiuni ale competitivitatii pentru regiunile
NUTS 2 din UE (vezi Annoni si Kozovska, 2010; Annoni si Dijsktra, 2019). In actuala versiune
(2.0) (Dijkstra et al., 2023a) a fost elaborat in scopul de a ajuta regiunile statelor membre (la

nivel NUTS-2) sd-si defineasca mai bine obiectivele strategiilor lor de dezvoltare si sa-si



evalueze pozitia si (eventualele) progrese in raport cu celelalte regiuni din tara lor sau cu alte
regiuni din celelalte state membre. In contextul ICR, competitivitatea regionald este definita
ca fiind capacitatea unei regiuni de a oferi un mediu atractiv de viata si activitate companiilor
si rezidentilor (EC, 2023a).

ICR pune in evidentd un tipar policentric, cu o performantd ridicatd a majoritatii
regiunilor capitalelor si a altor regiuni cu orase mari, care beneficiaza de pe urma economiilor
de aglomerare, a conectivitatii mai bune si a nivelurilor ridicate ale capitalului uman. Decalajul
intre regiunea capitalei si celelalte regiuni este deosebit de pronuntat in Franta, Spania,
Portugalia si in multe dintre statele membre estice (inclusiv in Romania). Scorurile ICR 2022
au scazut fatd de ICR 2019 pentru toate regiunile Romaniei, chiar dacd anterior inregistrasera
cresteri semnificative fata de ICR 2016, mentindndu-se astfel constant (si chiar Inrautatindu-
se) profilul general de competitivitate regionald redusd al marii majorititi a regiunilor,
concordant cu cel inregistrat la nivel national. Pentru viitor, analiza anuala a cresterii durabile

pentru 2024 subliniazd ca deficitele de personal calificat, mai ales in domeniile asistentei

durabile la nivelul tuturor regiunilor europene si, cu atat mai mult, in regiunile Romaniei deja
ramase mult in urmd (Comisia Europeana, 2024).

In ceea ce priveste procesul de dezvoltare regionald la nivelul statelor membre ale UE,
in ultimii ani, contextul disparitdtilor/decalajelor regionale a fost remodelat dramatic si a
devenit semnificativ mai provocator, regiunile din cadrul UE trecand printr-o perioada de
schimbari si transformadri fara precedent ca urmare a proceselor de globalizare si integrare
economica, a crizei economice din 2008, care a declansat cresterea inegalitatii inter- si intra-
regionale in multe cazuri si a schimbirilor politice. In plus, criza COVID-19 a contribuit si ea
la cresterea Intr-o anumitd masurd a inegalitdtii la nivel regional. Ultimele rapoarte de
convergentd economica, sociala si teritoriald (al optulea si al noudlea) au aratat cd PIB-ul pe
cap de locuitor in centrul si estul Europei a crescut de la aproximativ 45 % din media UE, in
1995, pana la 52 %, la momentul aderarii statelor membre din primul val al mileniului al III-
lea, Tn 2004, si la aproape 80 % in 2021 si cd aceastd evolutie poate fi consideratd drept “o
realizare extraordinara a integrarii europene si a politicii de coeziune, care a investit aproape
1000 miliarde EUR pentru a sprijini dezvoltarea economica echilibratd in UE, incepand cu anul
2000” (Comisia Europeana, 2024). Aceleasi rapoarte au aratat, de asemenea, ca au existat mai

multe perioade de evolutie a proceselor dezvoltarii regionale si convergentei in primele doud
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decenii ale secolului al XXI-lea in regiunile Uniunii Europene: convergenta, cvasi-stagnare,
redresare intarziata si recuperare rapidd, reflectdnd contextul socio-economic international
tumultuos si din ce in ce mai volatil. Mai mult, multe regiuni europene s-au confruntat cu o
perioada prelungita de stagnare economicad, existand semnale ale unei caderi intr-o capcanda a
dezvoltarii, adica intr-o stare de performantd sub standard in ceea ce priveste PIB-ul,
productivitatea si ocuparea fortei de muncd. De asemenea, se inregistreazd discrepante
importante inter- si intra-regionale referitoare la mai multe dimensiuni precum ocuparea fortei
de munca, accesul la sanatate, transport, locuinte, educatie si dinamica populatiei in functie de
gradul de urbanizare.

In cazul Romaniei, studii anterioare au pus deja in evidentd prezenta unui decalaj de
dezvoltare mare intre regiuni si cu tendintd de crestere, configurandu-se trei “niveluri de
performanta’: cel al unei dezvoltari economice accelerate, de tip “regiuni motor” (Bucuresti-
[lfov), cel al unei relative dezvoltari economice, de tip “regiuni urmaritoare” (regiunile din
Transilvania si Banat) si altul al unei dezvoltari economice lente (“regiuni rdmase in urma” -
Moldova-Muntenia-Dobrogea-Oltenia). Nivelul PIB regional si judetean pe locuitor raportat
la media UE27 a crescut continuu dupd anul 2000 in toate regiunile si judetele, evidentiind
aceleasi perioade de accelerare/decelerare a dezvoltarii mentionate la nivelul UE, cu
particularitati intra- si inter-regiuni dar, cu exceptia Regiunii Bucuresti-Ilfov, nici o alta regiune
si judet nu a ajuns inca la nivelul UE in aceastd privintd. De asemenea, rata de disparitate a
inregistrat Insa o tendintd de crestere la nivel national in intervalul 2000-2023, dar si la nivelul
regiunilor si judetelor, cu unele diferente intra-regionale si la nivel de sub-perioade.

Dezvoltarea regionald in Romania, ca si in alte state membre ale UE si alte tari ale lumii
este condusa de mediul urban, mai ales de orasele mart, poli de crestere situati in toate regiunile
de dezvoltare ale Romaniei, care au devenit adevarate motoare economice la nivel regional.
Capitala si-a consolidat pozitia de motor economic nu doar regional, ci si national, contributia
sa la crearea PIB national ajungand la 28% in anul 2021 si, ca nivel, la 90% din media UE a
regiunilor metropolitane. De asemenea, per total, pe parcursul aceleiasi perioade regiunile
metropolitane si-au marit contributia la PIB national, de la 49% in anul 2000 la peste 56% in
anul 2021, pe seama scaderii contributiei regiunilor ne-metropolitane (la 44% 1n anul 2021),
situatie diferita de cea din tarile UE, cel putin in anumite perioade, unde performantele
economice nationale par sa urmeze indeaproape evolutia oraselor secundare din respectivele
tari (Cristea et al., 2017). In ceea ce priveste regiunile ne-metropolitane, chiar daci per total
nivelul contributiei lor la PIB national a scdzut in perioada 2000-2021, nivelul PIB pe locuitor

comparativ cu media UE a categoriei fiecdrui tip de regiuni a crescut subntional, cel mai mult
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in cazul regiunilor predominant urbane, urmate la distantd de regiunile intermediare si
regiunile intermediare apropiate de orase, cel mai putin crescand in regiunile rurale
indepartate. Se sustine astfel in continuare ideea potrivit careia dezvoltarea regionala in
Romania este tot mai mult apanajul oraselor, adancindu-se astfel decalajele teritoriale intre
zonele urbane si cele rurale. Mai mult, polii de dezvoltare (urbana sau nu) de dimensiuni mai
acestor regiuni.

In ceea ce priveste dezvoltarea sectorului turismului si caldtoriilor in regiunile
Romdniei, pe parcursul a peste 30 de ani (1990-2023) se remarcd o evolutie diferentiata a
infrastructurii fizice de servicii turistice (hoteluri, unitdti de cazare pe termen scurt, terenuri de
camping si parcuri de rulote), cu tendinta de crestere in toate regiunile, mai accentuate dupa
criza economica globala in regiunile Centru, Sud-Est, Nord-Est si Nord-Vest. Pe tipuri de
regiuni dupa gradul de urbanizare, numarul de structuri de primire turistica au crescut
semnificativ In perioada 2012-2023 1n orasele mari din regiunile Nord-Vest, Centru, Nord-Est,
Sud-Est, Bucuresti-Ilfov si Sud-Vest Oltenia, mentinandu-se la un nivel relative constant sau
scazand usor in regiunile Sud Muntenia si Vest, in timp ce numarul de structuri de primire
turistica din orase mici si suburbii a crescut accentuat 1n toate regiunile cu exceptia regiunilor
Bucuresti-Ilfov si Sud-Vest Oltenia, iar cel din zonele rurale a crescut semnificativ (mai ales
spre sfarsitul perioadei 2012-2023 si dupa pandemia de Covid-19) in toate regiunile, cu
exceptia Regiunii Bucuresti-Ilfov.

Chiar daca toate regiunile au Inregistrat cresteri ale numarului de turisti sositi In
structurile de primire turistica, ponderile unora dintre ele in numarul total de turisti au scazut
aproape continuu (Sud Muntenia si Vest) sau a crescut doar in ultimii ani dupa o perioada de
scadere (Nord-Vest, Nord-Est, Sud-Est, Sud-Vest Oltenia si Bucuresti-Ilfov). Cresteri sustinute
ale ponderilor pe parcursul aproape intregii perioade 2000-2023 a Inregistrat doar Regiunea
Centru (cu tendintd de plafonare in ultimii ani). Anul 2020 a insemnat un recul puternic al
activitatilor de turism la nivelul tuturor regiunilor, determinat de efectele pandemiei de Covid-
19. Comparativ cu anul 2019, regiunile Romdniei au inregistrat un numar foarte scazut de
turisti in anul 2020, clasamentul acestora la nivel national schimbandu-se de la un an la altul,
avand in vedere impactul COVID-19 asupra acestui domeniu.

In ceea ce priveste dezvoltarea regionala la nivelul Uniunii Europene si statelor membre
ale acesteia, politica de coeziune este instrumentul principal al UE care urmareste dezvoltarea
armonioasa pe intreg teritoriul Uniunii. Obiectivele majore ale politicii europene de dezvoltare

regionala se refera la: diminuarea diferentelor de dezvoltare socio-economica de la nivelul unui
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anumit teritoriu, stimularea potentialului acestuia, precum si prevenirea aparitiei unor noi
dezechilibre. Pe parcursul existentei UE, obiectivele sale de politica regionala au rdmas in mare
cam aceleasi, dar au existat si variatii de la o perioada de programare la alta, determinate de
contextul socio-economic general si global. Cu toate acestea, valorile si principiile
fundamentale ale politicii de coeziune s-au mentinut de la o perioadd de programare la alta si
chiar s-au consolidat in timp (Comisia Europeana, 2024): cadrul pe termen lung pentru
programare, parteneriatul cu partile interesate si cu societatea civila, guvernanta pe mai multe
niveluri, evaluarea si colectarea datelor si, in special, abordarea bazata pe realitatile teritoriilor
si locatiilor — in cadrul careia sprijinul este adaptat nevoilor si oportunittilor regionale
specifice.

Pentru perioada de programare 2021-2027, Uniunea Europeana a intreprins reforma
politicii de coeziune Tn mai multe directii, urmarind, pe langa realizarea obiectivelor generale
si specifice, consolidarea parteneriatului si implicarea actorilor regionali si locali, a societatii
civile si a partenerilor sociali si promovarea legaturilor mai stranse intre investitii si reforme
prin conditii favorizante si alinierea la semestrul European. In viitor preocuparea principali a
politicii de coeziune trebuie sa ramand pe realizarea obiectivelor structurale pe termen lung,
chiar daca au aparut si vor mai apare provocari neasteptate sau mai putin preconizate a avea
impact (cum sunt, actualmente, necesitatea unui efort financiar si economic sporit pentru
inarmare la nivelul UE si al statelor membre determinatd de cresterea riscului de conflict armat
pe teritoriul European sau pentru a face fatd unui posibil rdzboi comercial declansat de cresterea
substantiald a nivelului taxelor vamale vizata de actuala administratie a SUA). Pentru viitoarea
perioada de programare, politica de coeziune este de asteptat sd actioneze, In egala masura, ca
digitale si demografice, a tranzitiei industriale, si o politica esentiald pentru protejarea
modelului social european si pentru consolidarea proiectului european in ansamblul sau, in
linie cu obiectivele formulate prin Agenda Strategica a Uniunii 2024-2029.

Pe parcursul anilor, s-au depus multe eforturi de cercetare pentru a raspunde la
intrebarea daca interventia europeand pentru dezvoltare regionald si-a indeplinit obiectivele,
dar rezultatele au fost neclare, analizele ajungand la concluzii foarte diferite (Farole et al.,
2009). In timp ce unele studii constati cd efortul de dezvoltare al UE de la reforma fondurilor
structurale din 1989 nu a avut aproape niciun impact (de exemplu, Boldrin si Canova, 2001;
Dall’Erba si Le Gallo, 2007; Petrakos et al., 2011; McCann, 2016), altele indica faptul ca acesta
a fost un succes (de exemplu, Cappelen si colab., 2003). De asemenea, exista si studii care

subliniaza ca impactul Fondurilor Structurale a fost limitat (Bussoletti si Esposti, 2004), mixt
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(de exemplu, Puigcerver-Penalver, 2007), relativ negativ (lammarino et al., 2019; Blazek et al.,
2020; sau tinde sd varieze in functie de diferentele de accent intre axele de dezvoltare
(Rodriguez-Pose si Fratesi, 2004), sau de la o locatie geografica la alta (Percoco, 2005).

In Roménia, conform Legii nr.151/1998 privind dezvoltarea regionald in Romdnia,
dezvoltarea regionala reprezintd “ansamblul politicilor autoritatilor administratiei publice
centrale si locale, elaborate in scopul imbunatatirii performantelor economice ale unor arii
geografice constituite in “regiuni de dezvoltare” si care beneficiaza de sprijinul Guvernului, al
Uniunii Europene si al altor institutii si autoritati nationale si internationale interesate”. Si in
Romania, politica de dezvoltare regionald a parcurs mai multe etape, atat in directia reflectarii
specificitatilor nationale, cat si in cea a alinierii la directiile si instrumentele politicii de
dezvoltare regionald a UE. Actualmente, principalul instrumentul al dezvoltarii regionale in
Romaénia este Programul Operational Regional, care urmadreste sprijinirea dezvoltarii
economico-sociale echilibrate teritorial si durabile a regiunilor, corespunzator nevoilor lor si
resurselor specifice, prin concentrarea asupra polilor urbani de crestere, prin Imbunétatirea
conditiilor infrastructurale si ale mediului de afaceri pentru a face din acestea, in special din
cele ramase in urmd, zone mai atractive pentru locuire, vizitare, investire si munca (Legea
dezvoltarii regionale 315/2004).

Pentru perioada de programare 2021-2027, Romania dispune de aprox. 46 de miliarde
de euro pentru investitii care contribuie substantial la cresterea calitatii vietii cetitenilor si la
reducerea clivajelor economice si sociale intre regiunile din Europa si intre regiunile de
dezvoltare ale Romaniei. Pe regiuni, alocarea financiara este relativ echilibrata: 1,43 mld. Euro
pentru Programul regional Nord-Vest, 1,38 mld. Euro pentru Programul regional Centru, 1,75
mld. Euro pentru Programul regional Nord-Est, 1,48 mld. Euro pentru Programul regional Sud-
Est, 1,57 mld. Pentru Programul regional Sud Muntenia, 1,46 mld. Euro pentru Programul
regional Bucuresti-Ilfov, 1,20 mld. Euro pentru Programul regional Sud-Vest Oltenia si 1,17
mld. pentru Programul regional Vest. Fiecare regiune si-a propus realizarea unor obiective care
sunt aliniate atat prioritatilor europene, nationale, dar si proprii teritoriale, identificate in urma
analizelor efectuate pentru elaborarea strategiilor si programelor regionale de dezvoltare
regionala.

Am investigat prin tehnici de analiza econometrica relatia dintre cresterea economica
regionald si o serie de factori structurali esentiali, cu accent pe capitalul uman si investitiile in
capital fix, in contextul celor opt regiuni de dezvoltare ale Romaniei. Utilizand modele de tip
panel (standard si PMG/ARDL) aplicate pe un set de date regionale pentru perioada 2000 —

2023, cercetarea a furnizat dovezi privind influentele pe termen scurt si lung exercitate de
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populatia ocupata, formarea brutd de capital fix (FBCF) si ponderea persoanelor cu inalta
calificare 1n stiinta si tehnologie (HRST) asupra produsului intern brut regional.

Astfel, am demonstrat cd existd o relatie de echilibru pe termen lung intre PIB-ul
regional si factorii analizati, ceea ce valideaza ipoteza conform careia dinamica economica este
sustinutd de resursele umane si investitii. Impactul populatiei ocupate asupra PIB-ului regional
este pozitiv si semnificativ, confirmand rolul fundamental al ocuparii fortei de munca in
procesul de creare a valorii adaugate la nivel local. De asemenea, investitiile in capital fix
reprezintd nu doar un determinant important al cresterii economice pe termen lung, dar si un
factor cu efecte imediate pe termen scurt, sugerand ca politicile care stimuleaza infrastructura
si dezvoltarea de capacitdti productive au un impact direct asupra activitdtii economice.

Totodata, resursele umane in stiinta si tehnologie (HRST) influenteaza pozitiv PIB-ul
pe termen lung, demonstrand importanta capitalului uman inalt calificat in procesele de
inovare, modernizare tehnologica si tranzitie cdtre o economie bazatd pe cunoastere. De
asemenea, componentele de ajustare pe termen scurt indica faptul ca abaterile de la echilibrul
de lunga durata sunt corectate intr-un ritm relativ rapid, ceea ce reflecta o capacitate de adaptare
rezonabild a regiunilor in fata socurilor economice sau dezechilibrelor.

Am identificat, totodatd, existenta unui proces endogen de crestere economica
sustinutd, posibil alimentat de integrarea europeand, accesul la fonduri structurale sau
convergenta institutionala si economica.

Rezultatele obtinute evidentiaza faptul cd resursele umane in stiinta si tehnologie
(HRST) au un impact semnificativ doar in relatia de echilibru pe termen lung, ceea ce confirma
natura sa structurald si efectele cumulative asupra cresterii economice regionale. Lipsa
semnificatiei in dinamica pe termen scurt si in modelul panel cu variabile diferentiate sugereaza
ca transformarile in structura fortei de munca inalt calificate se reflecta in performantele
economice doar dupd o perioadd de maturizare institutionald, tehnologica si economica. Acest
lucru subliniaza necesitatea adoptarii unei perspective strategice si de lungd durata asupra
politicilor de dezvoltare a capitalului uman.

Pe plan teoretic, abordarea prezentatd valideaza utilitatea modelelor de tip panel si a
cadrului PMG/ARDL 1n analiza relatiilor economice regionale, oferind rezultate semnificative
si o distinctie clara intre efectele pe termen scurt si lung. Pe plan aplicativ, rezultatele obtinute
pot fundamenta politici regionale si nationale care sa urmareasca simultan stimularea ocupdrii,
atragerea de investitii productive si dezvoltarea capitalului uman specializat.

In ceea ce priveste domeniul furismului, pe parcursul anilor, decidentii politici din

Romania au incercat, in timp, sd reglementeze anumite activitati si sa stabileasca directii
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importante de evolutie si actiune. Cadrul general este dat de Legea nr. 275 din 23 noiembrie
2018 privind aprobarea Ordonantei Guvernului nr. 15/2017 pentru modificarea si completarea
Ordonantei Guvernului nr. 58/1998 privind organizarea si desfasurarea activitatii de turism in
Romania, care a stabilit pentru prima data directiile importante pentru acest sector, dar si un
sistem informatic de evidentd a activititilor de turism. In afari de aceasta, Ministerul
Economiei, Antreprenoriatului si Turismului a elaborat diverse strategii de dezvoltare a unor
sectoare turistice: Strategia pentru dezvoltarea turismului balnear (2019), Strategia nationala
de dezvoltare a ecoturismului — context, viziune si obiective 2019-2029 (2019), Programul
pentru dezvoltarea investitiilor in turism — Masterplanul investitiilor in turism si a criteriilor
de eligibilitate a proiectelor de investitii in turism (2017), Masterplanul pentru dezvoltarea
turismului national 2007-2026 (2006), Strategia de dezvoltare durabila a turismului in Carpati
(2015).

La nivelul regiunilor instrumentele de implementare a politicilor de dezvoltare
regionald/teritoriald sunt Strategiile de dezvoltare regionala (SDR) si Planurile de dezvoltare
regionald (PDR). In cadrul SDR sunt previzute domenii strategice referitoare la turism,
obiective strategice, precum si masuri si interventii pentru realizarea acestora. Exemplificarile
referitoare la regiunile Vest si Sud Muntenia arata atat prioritizarea strategica a turismului la
nivel de domenii si obiective, cét si detalierea pe obiective specifice concordante cu potentialul
regional de dezvoltare a turismului si cu necesitatea de a aborda probleme specifice la nivel
regional, materializate intr-un numar mare de masuri si prioritati de investitii. Pentru perioada
de programare 2021-2027, toate PDR includ printre obiectivele specifice, intr-o formulare
aproape identicd, obiective care vizeaza dezvoltarea turismului, dar o singura regiune (Centru)
prevede bugetare explicita prin prioritatile pentru investitii, celelalte regiuni vizand bugetarea
obiectivelor cu impact asupra dezvoltdrii turismului prin diverse masuri prevazute in cadrul
altor prioritati, cum sunt cele referitoare la mobilitatea urband, accesibilitate, atractivitate
regionala.

Pe langa SDR si PDR, exista si alte strategii si instrumente de dezvoltare economico-
sociala la nivel regional care includ turismul printre obiective sau care preconizeaza
implementarea unor masuri care vor avea impact favorabil asupra turismului in caz de realizare.
In acest sens, putem da ca exemplu Strategia regionald de mobilitate urband durabild si orase
inteligente a Regiunii Nord-Vest 2021-2027, care contine prevederi si propuneri de dezvoltare
care vor avea impact asupra dezvoltarii sectorului turismului la nivelul municipiilor si oraselor
din regiune, dar si a zonelor turistice, in general si Strategia de specializare inteligenta a

Regiunii Sud Muntenia 2021-2027, care identifica Turismul si identitatea culturala drept unul
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dintre cele § sectoare de specializare inteligenta a regiunii, cu nise de dezvoltare referitoare la
servicii de inovare 1n industria turismului, solutii innovative pentru valorizarea patrimoniului
cultural si turismul integrat de tip cultural, spa/balnear, si oportunitati de turism activ.

Avand 1n vedere aspectele mentionate, consideram necesard evidentierea catorva
directii de actiune de mentinut si de implementat in viitor pentru dezvoltarea turismului la nivel
regional in Romania:

Dezvoltarea turismului durabil. Acesta este opusul turismului de masa si reprezinta o
forma de turism alternativ care are la baza principii de minimizare a impacturilor activitatii
turistice asupra mediului natural in vederea obtinerii durabilitdtii ecologice contribuind la
mentinerea si Tmbunadtatirea starii de conservare. Totodata, acest tip de turism contribuie la
minimizarea impacturilor negative ale activitatii turistice asupra comunitatii locale si a
membrilor ei in vederea obtinerii durabilitdtii sociale, precum si minimizarea impacturilor
negative asupra culturii/traditiilor/obiceiurilor comunitétilor locale in vederea obtinerii
durabilitétii culturale (ADR Sud Muntenia, 2024).

Continuarea dezvoltarii turismului rural. Acesta cuprinde, in sens foarte larg, recreerea
in decor rural sau mediu rural In scopul participarii sau experimentdrii unor activitati,
evenimente sau atractii care nu sunt disponibile in zone urbanizate (sunt incluse aici parcurile
nationale si rezervatiile naturale, regiuni rurale deschise, sate si zone agricole). Cuprinde
ecoturismul s1 agroturismul si este, de asemenea, apreciat ca o altd sursd de valorificare a
potentialului regional, iar posibilitatea obtinerii de finantari din fondurile de preaderare, pana
in 2007 (SAPARD, PHARE) si, ulterior, din fonduri europene din cadrul diferitelor programe
de finantare a UE, a fost folosita de unii parteneri locali pentru crearea de unitati turistice,
pensiuni, fapt ce a oferit sansa unei valorizari a spatiului rural (ADR Sud Muntenia, 2024).

Promovarea si dezvoltarea turismului cultural-religios. In Romania existd un larg
patrimoniu mobil si imobil care constituie baza de dezvoltare pentru turismul cultural-religios,
dar aceasta constituie o resursa degradabild si in curs de degradare a Romaniei, in ciuda
potentialului imens de valorificare si dezvoltare. Dezvoltarea unor astfel de obiective
patrimoniale in obiective turistice, presupune formarea de parteneriate, gasirea de solutii
integrate pentru comunitate si, nu in ultimul rand, gasirea de surse de finantare relative stabile
pentru renovare, valorificare, promovare si mentenantd. Includerea obiectivelor cultural-
religioase 1n cadrul unor produse turistice ar determina, implicit si promovarea zonelor unde
acestea sunt localizate, care se poate realiza doar cu participarea activa a tuturor actorilor
domeniului turismului cultural-religios, inclusiv a persoanelor care locuiesc in comunitatile

alaturate unor asemenea obiective (ADR Sud Muntenia, 2024).
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Revitalizarea si dezvoltarea turismului balnear. Intrat dupa 1990 intr-o perioada de
declin, acesta poate redeveni in perioada urmatoare una din formele preferate de turism,
inclusiv pentru piata externa. In acest sens, trebuie mentionat faptul ci Romania detine o treime
din izvoarele de apa minerale ale Europei. Accentuarea procesului de imbatranire demografica
poate determina ca numarul de turisti ce opteaza pentru aceastd formd de turism sd creasca
semnificativ. In acelasi timp, diversificarea ofertei turismului balnear, dezvoltarea
componentei de agrement si a celei de wellness si spa sunt in masura sa aduca noi categorii de
turisti (tineri, sportivi, turisti care cautd modalititi alternative de relaxare) (ADR Centru,
2020a)

Continuarea dezvoltarii turismului montan, prin amplificarea componentei turismului
durabil (vezi precizarile anterioare), valorificand in aceasta directie potentialul natural de care
dispun toate regiunile, diversificarea activitatilor turistice pentru permanentizare pe tot
parcursul anului si pentru a aborda eventualele efecte negative ale schimbarilor climatice (in
cooperare cu dezvoltarea altor tipuri de activitati turistice si nu numai - cultural-religioase, de
aventura, de afaceri, pentru sanatate, educative, etc.).

Dezvoltarea formelor noi de turism de nisa (festivalier, sumbru, de aventurd/extrem,
genealogic, portuar/de croaziera, viti-vinicol, pentru shopping, etc.) in functie de posibilitati si
potential si in cooperare cu formele mai traditionale de turism, prin implicarea tuturor factorilor
interesati la nivel regional si local si prin atragerea de noi participanti interesati (in special
tineri) si utilizarea mijloacelor moderne de promovare (social media).

Implementarea de masuri care sa conduca la cresterea duratei medii de sedere in scop
turistic, Indeosebi prin implementarea strategiilor de dezvoltare a turismului la nivel local/de
dezvoltare si management a destinatiilor turistice, promovarea atractiilor, imbunatatirea
infrastructurii, diversificarea ofertelor si crearea unor experiente memorabile pentru turisti.

Dezvoltarea turismului de litoral prin diversificarea ofertei turistice (turism de afaceri,
turism balnear/de wellness, circuite cultural-religioase, eco-deltaice si turistice integrate,
pachete de servicii promotionale, etc.) si implementarea dezvoltarii si managementului
destinatiilor turistice locale pentru a atenua sezonalitatea semnificativa a acestuia (aprox.89%
din numarul de turisti si 92,2% din numarul de Innoptari sunt inregistrati/inregistrate in
perioada de sezon - lunile mai-septembrie — vezi ADR Sud-Est, 2022).

Impulsionarea dezvoltarii turismului de afaceri, care este vazut tot mai mult ca un
instrument si element de facilitare pentru promovarea oraselor europene ca destinatii turistice,
dar si de influentare in mod pozitiv a imaginii oraselor si modul in care acestea sunt percepute,

atat de cétre turisti, cat si de catre propria locuitori. Aceasta forma de turism reprezintd deja
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principala forma de turism la nivel urban (ADR Vest, 2020), dar pentru dezvoltarea sa in viitor
orasele necesitd atit aplicarea unor strategii teritoriale de branding si de management al
destinatiei turistice, cat si imbunatatirea conectivitatii fizice si digitale si dezvoltarea unor
centre multifunctionale pentru activitati sportive, afaceri si evenimente culturale.

Prin intermediul unor modele econometrice cu date de tip panel am analizat legatura
dintre turism si cresterea economicd in Regiunea de Vest. Din perspectivd econometrica,
rezultatele modelului de tip panel sugereaza ca elasticitatea dezvoltarii economice regionale in
raport cu Tnnoptarile turistilor strdini este superioara celei inregistrate in cazul turistilor romani.
Acest lucru poate fi explicat prin natura particulara a consumului turistic international regiunea
de Vest. Turistii strdini tind sa aiba un comportament de consum diferit fata de turistii romani,
manifestat printr-o predispozitie mai accentuatd catre cheltuieli superioare. Acestia opteaza
frecvent pentru unitati de cazare de categorie superioard, servicii suplimentare si experiente
turistice premium, contribuind astfel la o valoare adaugata mai mare in economia locala. Durata
sederii reprezintd un alt factor determinant care poate explica diferentele de impact economic.
Vizitatorii internationali au tendinta de a petrece perioade mai indelungate in Regiunea Vest,
comparativ cu turistii romani, care preferd adesea sejururi de scurtd duratd sau excursii de
weekend. Aceastd caracteristica influenteaza direct volumul cheltuielilor totale si, implicit,
impactul economic al turismului international.

Aceastd constatare indicd un potential de dezvoltare semnificativ al turismului
international in Regiunea Vest si subliniazd importanta orientdrii strategiilor de dezvoltare
regionald cétre acest segment. Pozitionarea geografica a Regiunii Vest, la granita cu Ungaria
si Serbia, conferd un avantaj competitiv semnificativ in atragerea fluxurilor turistice
transfrontaliere. Accesibilitatea ridicatd dinspre tdrile vecine faciliteazd mobilitatea
vizitatorilor internationali si transformd aceastd regiune intr-o poartd de intrare in Romania
pentru turistii vest-europeni. Aceasta pozitionare strategica a contribuit substantial la
consolidarea importantei turismului international in economia regionala.

Particularitatile ofertei turistice din Regiunea Vest pot constitui, de asemenea, un factor
explicativ pentru diferentele de impact economic. Anumite obiective turistice din judetele
Timis, Arad, Caras-Severin si Hunedoara detin o notorietate si o atractivitate mai pronuntate
pe pietele externe comparativ cu cea interna. Centrele urbane cu valente culturale si istorice,
precum Timisoara, statiunile balneare traditionale sau ariile naturale protejate au devenit
destinatii de interes pentru vizitatorii strdini, generand fluxuri turistice internationale

consistente.
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Dezvoltarea acceleratda a turismului de afaceri reprezinta un alt element definitoriu
pentru perioada analizatd. Prezenta unor importante investitii strdine si a unui numar
semnificativ de companii multinationale in Regiunea Vest a generat un flux constant de calatori
internationali de afaceri. Acest segment turistic se caracterizeaza printr-un nivel ridicat al
cheltuielilor si prin utilizarea serviciilor turistice de categorie superioard, consolidand astfel
impactul economic al turismului international.

De asemenea, turismul de tranzit constituie o componentd specificd a fenomenului
turistic din Regiunea Vest. Pozitionarea acestei regiuni pe principalele coridoare de transport
european a determinat aparitia unui segment important de turisti aflati in tranzit spre alte
destinatii. Desi durata sederii acestora este relativ redusa, volumul Tnsemnat al acestui flux
turistic contribuie la cresterea impactului economic total al turismului international.

Prin intermediul unor modele de tip PMG/ARDL aplicat judetelor din Regiunea de Vest
a Romaniei am identificat un contrast semnificativ intre efectele pe termen lung si cele pe
termen scurt ale activitdtii turistice asupra economiei regionale.

Pe termen lung, relatia pozitiva dintre numarul de Tnnoptari, atat pentru turistii interni
cat si pentru cei straini, si PIB-ul regional sugereaza ca turismul, in general, contribuie la
cresterea economica a regiunii. Rezultatele sunt in concordantd cu teoria economica
conventionala. Elasticitatea usor superioard a PIB-ului in raport cu turismul intern (0.26 fata
de 0.13 pentru turistii straini) indica faptul ca o crestere procentuald a numarului de innoptari
ale turistilor romani are un impact relativ mai mare asupra PIB-ului regional comparativ cu o
crestere similard a innoptdrilor turistilor strdini. Aceasta ar putea fi explicata prin diverse
canale, cum ar fi o probabilitate mai mare ca turistii interni sa utilizeze o gama mai larga de
servicii locale (restaurante, transport, activitati recreative), ale caror cheltuieli se reflecta direct
in PIB-ul regional. De asemenea, ar putea exista diferente in structura cheltuielilor, turistii
interni orientdndu-se poate mai mult catre produse si servicii cu o valoare adaugata locala mai
ridicata. Analiza dinamicii pe termen scurt evidentiaza o situatie aparent paradoxala: impactul
numarului de innoptari ale turistilor interni asupra cresterii PIB-ului este negativ, in timp ce
acelasi impact pentru turistii straini este pozitiv, ceea ce sugereaza ca reactia imediatd a
economiei regionale la variatiile turismului intern difera fundamental de reactia la variatiile
turismului strain.

Impactul negativ pe termen scurt al turismului intern asupra cresterii PIB-ului ar putea
f1 interpretat in mai multe moduri. Este posibil ca pe termen scurt, cresterea turismului intern
sa determine o realocare a resurselor dinspre sectoarele productive cu valoare adaugata ridicata

catre sectorul serviciilor turistice, care ar putea avea o productivitate marginala mai redusa.
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Aceasta reorientare temporara a resurselor poate genera o scadere temporard a PIB-ului
regional. O alta posibild explicatie ar putea fi legatd de capacitatea limitata a infrastructurii
turistice regionale de a absorbi socuri pozitive bruste in cererea internd. Un alt aspect ar putea
fi legat de sezonalitatea accentuata a turismului intern, cu varfuri care pot genera ineficiente si
blocaje temporare in economie.

In contrast, turismul international pare sa aiba efecte pozitive atit pe termen scurt, cat
si pe termen lung. Acest lucru poate fi explicat prin faptul ca turistii straini aduc un influx net
de valuta in economia regionald, cheltuiesc Tn medie mai mult decat turistii interni si pot stimula
dezvoltarea unor servicii si produse de calitate superioara, generand astfel externalitati pozitive
pentru intreaga economie regionald. Pe termen scurt, impactul pozitiv al cresterii numarului de
turisti straini asupra cresterii PIB-ului regional sugereaza o capacitate mai bund a economiei
locale de a raspunde prompt la un aflux de turisti internationali. Aceasta ar putea fi datorata
unei infrastructuri mai bine adaptate la cerintele turistilor strdini, unor servicii cu o valoare
addugatd mai mare sau unei orientari a cheltuielilor acestora catre sectoare cu legaturi mai
puternice cu economia regionald. De asemenea, este posibil ca turismul strdin sa fie mai putin
sezonier sau sd aibd o distributie mai uniformd pe parcursul anului, evitdnd astfel socurile
negative asociate cu varfurile de cerere interna.

In concluzie, rezultatele modelelor econometrice releva complexitatea relatiei dintre
turism si crestere economica la nivel regional. Diferentele dintre efectele pe termen lung si cele
pe termen scurt, precum si dintre impactul turismului intern versus cel international,
evidentiazd importanta unei abordari nuantate in elaborarea strategiilor de dezvoltare turistica

la nivelul Regiunii de Vest a Romaniei.
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Summary

Tourism (or tourism and travel-T&C) represents a very complex economic sector, which
encompasses production branches and services intended to satisfy all the goods and services
requested by tourists at the destination, at a high quality level and under the conditions of
protection and conservation of tourism resources, in particular, and of the environment, in general.
The impact of tourism on national and, more recently, regional and local economies, is well
documented, both in a positive (majority) sense, but also negative or neutral.

In this context, the present paper aims to present and analyze the relationship between
tourism and another complex economic concept: regional development, on the example of the
EU27 member states, Romania and its regions.

Chapter 1. The tourism and travel sector, starts from a brief definition of tourism and its
meanings and forms, in order to move on to a more extensive presentation of the relationship
between tourism and economic development at national and regional levels from the perspective
of the concepts, theories and models identified in the specialized literature in relation to it. It also
presents in detail what the development of the T&C sector means from the perspective of
competitiveness, with an emphasis on both the presentation of theoretical and methodological
developments, and on the effective analysis of the evolution of the competitive positions of the EU
member states and Romania at a global level and the main determinants of these positions.

Chapter 2. Economic development at regional level, starts from the presentation of
definitions, concepts, theories and models relating to regional development, with an emphasis on
recent developments thereof and continues with the broad presentation of a tandem concept. that
of regional competitiveness. These are complemented by the analysis of the competitiveness of
the regions in Romania according to the European Commission methodology and its determinants.
The chapter continues with a review of the current state of the regional development process in the
EU Member States and in Romania, from the perspective of the main evaluation indicators, some
of which are also mentioned in the analysis relating to the impact of the tourism sector on national
and/or regional economies. Finally, an analysis of the development of the tourism sector at the
level of the regions of Romania from the perspective of the main tourism indicators is presented.

In Chapter 3, I built econometric models with panel data, with an emphasis on the Pooled
Mean Group (PMG) and Autoregressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) approaches, to analyze
economic growth at the level of the eight development regions of Romania. These models allow
the estimation of long-term relationships and short-term adjustments in a unified analytical
framework, while also offering the possibility of distinguishing between common effects and those
specific to each region.

Chapter 4. Regional development and tourism policies, starts with a more extensive
presentation of what the EU regional development policy means and its main landmarks (including
the presentation of some of the criticisms that have been made of it over the years and which led
to its reform), continuing with the presentation of the main landmarks of the same regional
development policy in Romania. Finally, a presentation and brief analysis of the regional policy
instruments in Romania that directly and indirectly target the tourism sector is made.

Chapter 5 conducts a case study on the impact of tourism on the economy in the Western
Region. The chapter has as its main objective to quantify the contribution of tourism to economic
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growth in the Western Region, highlighting the differences between the impact of domestic and
international tourists. The data, extracted from Eurostat databases, cover a relevant period to
capture long-term trends and short-term fluctuations (2000) 2023). The structure of the chapter
includes: a detailed description of the data used and the methodology, including econometric
specifications and variable selection, solving the models and interpreting the results in the regional
context, with implications for public policies. Through this analysis, the chapter provides an
empirical perspective on the role of tourism in the economic development of the Western Region
and a replicable methodology for other regions.

The Conclusions and Discussions chapter briefly presents the main results of the research,
ending with a series of recommendations regarding the directions of action to be maintained and
developed for the development of tourism in the development regions of Romania and maximizing
its impact on its socio-economic development.

Tourism, as an economic sector, is a complex one and includes a multitude of economic branches
created to satisfy all the goods and services requested by tourists at the destination, at a high quality
level and under the conditions of protection and conservation of tourist resources, in particular,
and of the environment, in general. In this idea, tourism has numerous definitions, which have
evolved over the centuries, reflecting the change in economic conditions, individual and group
behaviors, people's perceptions and conceptions and others.

In general, there is ample evidence that tourism produces beneficial economic effects for the
economy: generating income and creating jobs, contributing not only to the economic development
of countries and regions, but also to the social and cultural development, to the general well-being
of their inhabitants. Many studies have documented the importance of tourism for national
economic development (see, for example, Balaguer and Cantavella-Jorda 2002; Dritsakis, 2004;
Durbarry, 2004; Fahimi et al., 2018; Santamaria and Filis, 2019), but the importance of tourism
for regional development and growth has been addressed more strongly relatively recently, with
the emergence of theories such as the new economic geography (NEG) and evolutionary economic
geography (EEG) and with the efforts of the World Tourism Organization to create a dedicated
national account (TSA tourism satellite account), to assess the importance of tourism for the
national economy.

The fact that tourism overlaps many economic branches and other socio-economic elements
of supply and demand, combined with the complexities of socio-economic development at the
territorial level, makes it very difficult to develop an all-encompassing economic theory of tourism
at the sub-national (regional) level and has meant that studies that address the relationship between
tourism and regional development on solid foundations related to economic theory are not very
numerous.

In general, the literature in the field of regional economics and tourism as a factor of regional
economic development is relatively limited and mainly includes descriptive and empirical studies,
many of which raise the issue of a solid theoretical foundation. More recently, however, studies
have also emerged that have integrated tourism into pure trade theory and specifically modeled
international tourism as a traded good and service, or that have studied tourism from a theoretical
and empirical perspective, examining both static and dynamic models of tourism. Despite such
theoretical advances, empirical models of tourism and regional development that provide solid
theoretical support for determining the effectiveness of policy initiatives and competitiveness
measures that analyze the cause and effect of linking factors are relatively rare. This theoretical
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gap is evident in the difference between the modeling theoretical and empirical in tourism and
regional development research.

In the field of tourism research, two of the major questions studied are the role of tourism
in regional disparities and the role and nature of tourism in regional development and growth. In
the latter case, the hypotheses of tourism-led economic growth (TLG) have been developed, which,
in turn, has its theoretical background in the specialized literature related to the hypothesis of
export-led growth, economy-driven tourism growth (EDTG), which suggests that economic
growth and, in general, economic development, determine the expansion of tourism, feedback,
which supports a bidirectional causality between tourism and economic growth, and neutrality,
according to which there is no relationship between the two variables. All these hypotheses have
been either validated, refuted, or neither confirmed nor rejected by many authors, including on the
example of EU Member States and Romania. Regarding the relationship between economic
convergence and tourism, studies in the specialized literature have mostly identified a positive
impact of tourism on reducing territorial development disparities, especially on the example of
European regions, but there are also studies that have rejected the convergence hypothesis.
Regarding the evaluation of the contribution of the T&C sector within national economies, the
main indicators used, which are also indicators often used in studies evaluating the level of
economic development, are the share in total employment, the percentage in which it contributes
to the creation of GDP and GV A and the contribution to exports. In this sense, at the level of EU27
member states, the contribution of the T&C sector to employment varies significantly between
countries that are major tourist destinations at European and global level and where the T&C sector
is strongly developed (Greece, Croatia, Portugal, Italy, Spain) and the other EU countries, even if
the tourism potential of some is high, as is the case with Romania. All Member States have also
felt the full impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on employment in the T&C sector (the most affected
sector), with employment still not returning to pre-pandemic levels in many countries. The
contribution of tourism to GDP also varies across EU Member States, for the same reasons as
employment, with the same setback caused by the Covid-19 pandemic, as has its contribution to
total extra- and intra-EU exports.

A perspective that has become increasingly important in recent years regarding the
development of tourism at national and/or regional levels is that of the competitiveness of tourist
destinations, both at the national level and at different levels of territorial detail, which has become
one of the central concerns of governments and decision-makers around the world, not only at the
national level, but also at the regional and/or local level. But, like the concept of tourism, due to
its complexity and multiple connections with other sectors and fields, the competitiveness of
tourism/tourist destinations has many definitions and many perspectives regarding the
determinants. The general conception prevalent in the specialized literature (see, for example,
Crouch and Ritchie, 1999; Dwyer, Forsyth and Rao, 2000; Dwyer and Kim 2003; Hassan, 2000)
is that increasing competitiveness always has a beneficial effect on destinations. The contribution
of destination competitiveness should translate into higher economic growth for the host region,
but this relationship, which in theory is direct and positive, has not been verified in some cases
(Marti and Puertas, 2017; Webster and Ivanov, 2014) or may even produce adverse effects (Perles-
Ribes et al., 2021).

In an attempt to capture its complex nature, the competitiveness of a destination is
currently conventionally measured mainly through (composite) indices and the best known

composite index used to measure destination competitiveness is the Tourism and Travel
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Competitiveness Index T&TCI, developed by the WEF in 2007 and transformed in 2019 into the
Tourism and Travel Development Index (T&TDI), to better reflect the growing concern for
sustainability, environmental protection, social inclusion and the increasing impact of
digitalization and other technologies on the tourism and travel sector.
After the 1990s and until now, different models have been created that have tried to identify and
describe different factors that influence the competitiveness of tourist destinations, which, in
general, can be divided into three broad categories: (a) general / theoretical / conceptual models
(e.g., De Keyser & Vanhove, 1994; Crouch & Ritchie, 1999; Ritchie & Crouch, 2003; Dwyer &
Kim, 2003; Gomezelj & Mihali¢, 2008), (b) the aggregate index model created by the World
Economic Forum (WEF) and (c) various empirical / special models (e.g., SirSe & Mihali¢, 1999;
Hassan, 2000; Heath, 2002; Dwyer, Livaic & Mellor, 2003; Enright & Newton, 2004; Baggio,
2008; Lee & King, 2010). The Sustainable Destination Competitiveness Model developed by
Ritchie and Crouch (2003) is the most widely used conceptual model of destination
competitiveness. It modified Porter's (1990) Competitiveness Framework to the tourism
destination environment and was subsequently developed by other authors to include important
developments in both the conceptualization and measurement of tourism competitiveness, as well
as significant changes in the research landscape, both at national and regional levels.

Despite their inherent limitations, composite competitiveness indices can provide a basis for
identifying some problems and weaknesses of national tourism systems and their developments,
as well as for building various ways to make realistic international comparisons. Also, some of the
determinants of tourism competitiveness highlighted by the components of global competitiveness
indices are found in one form or another in other indicators for assessing national and regional
competitiveness or the stage of socio-economic development at the national and/or sub-national
level.

In this sense, the analysis of the competitiveness of the tourism and travel sector in the EU Member
States and Romania according to the global competitiveness indices T&TDI and T&TCI shows
that the EU27 Member States occupied leading positions in the global hierarchy in all the years
for which both T&TDI and T&TDI were calculated, but with quite notable inter-country
differences between the old and newer Member States.

Also, significant differences are noted in terms of national results in relation to the frontier
of best performance, both in terms of their level and dynamics in the period in which T&TDI and
T&TCI were calculated (2008-2024), but in the latter case the differences between the old and new
Member States are no longer so significant.

On the other hand, developments regarding the determinants of the competitiveness of the
tourism and travel sector (T&C), as highlighted by the pillars of the T&TCI and T&TDI indices,
highlight a mixed landscape with great national specificity at the level of the Member States,
regarding both the endowment with factors and the implementation of tourism policies or policies
that facilitate tourism. Romania has recorded an improvement in its competitive position in the
global tourism hierarchy, but the level of performance is still modest compared to more advanced
countries in the T&C field, and in the case of factors that are also found in other international
competitiveness rankings (transport infrastructure, environment, health, human resources) or
related to the macroeconomic environment (business environment, prioritization of policy) even
weaker.

Regional economic development represents the implementation of economic processes and
resources available to a region, which result in sustainable development and desirable economic
results for the region, its entrepreneurs and residents. On the other hand, regional development
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policy represents a set of measures planned and promoted by local and central public
administration authorities, in partnership with various actors (private, public. voluntary), in order
to ensure dynamic and sustainable economic growth, by effectively capitalizing on regional and
local potential, in order to improve living conditions.

In the specialized literature, but also in the practice of developing economic and social
development policies, several definitions and meanings of regional development, territorial
capital, regional typologies, etc. are used, as well as a great diversity of theoretical and empirical
approaches that include elements regarding the theoretical analysis of regional
development/growth, located at the confluence of theories of economic growth, localization,
international trade and international movement of production factors and the theory of economic
and monetary integration. Among the studies relevant for the assessment of development (but also
of regional competitiveness, convergence, resilience and sustainable development) at the level of
the European Union, it is worth mentioning the Cohesion Reports (nine such reports have been
published so far) prepared at the level of the European Commission by the Directorate-General in
charge of the elaboration, implementation and monitoring of regional development policy. They
present the factors with the greatest influence on the economic processes at the level of the regions,
in different periods, demonstrating that the regions are at different stages of economic development
and have different socio-economic structures. Moreover, spatial economics and regional
development theories are in a permanent flux, in a process of continuous transformation,
sustainable regional and urban development being of an evolutionary nature, which makes regional
policy always in progress" (Nijkamp et al., 2024). Among these transformative processes with
impact at regional level, we mention the interconnection of economic geography with the
principles of sustainability, which make spatial organization reconsidered, the combination of
economic dynamics and environmental care shaping a new frontier area for research and
innovation in policies.

Regional development is closely linked to another concept which, at the beginning of the 21st
century, explicitly represented one of the main economic policy guidelines of the European Union:
national and, respectively, regional competitiveness. Many studies developed at international level
try to highlight as best as possible the factors that can determine the competitiveness of a region,
and the approaches are very diverse. At EU level, the Cohesion Reports review the factors that
have the greatest influence on regional competitiveness, demonstrating that regions are at different
stages of economic development and have different socio-economic structures.

The Regional Competitiveness Index (RCI) was launched in 2010 and has been updated regularly
since then, aiming to examine different dimensions of competitiveness for NUTS 2 regions in the
EU (see Annoni and Kozovska, 2010; Annoni and Dijkstra, 2019). In its current version (2.0)
(Dijkstra et al., 2023a) it was developed with the aim of helping Member State regions (at NUTS-
2 level) to better define the objectives of their development strategies and to assess their position
and (possible) progress in relation to other regions in their country or to other regions in other
Member States.
In the context of the RCR, regional competitiveness is defined as the capacity of a region to offer
an attractive living and working environment for its citizens and residents (EC, 2023a).

The RCR highlights a polycentric pattern, with most capital city regions and other regions with
large cities benefiting from agglomeration economies, better connectivity and high levels of human

capital. The gap between the capital region and other regions is particularly pronounced in France,
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Spain, Portugal and many of the eastern Member States (including Romania). The 2022 ICR
scores decreased compared to the 2019 ICR for all Romanian regions, even though they had
previously registered significant increases compared to the 2016 ICR, thus maintaining a constant
(and even worsening) overall profile of low regional competitiveness of the vast majority of
regions, consistent with that recorded at national level. Looking ahead, the annual analysis of
sustainable growth for 2024 highlights that shortages of qualified personnel, especially in the areas
of healthcare and long-term care, STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics)
(especially ICT), in the green sector and among certain occupations in the service sector, can
represent a major obstacle to innovation and competitiveness and, thus, to sustainable growth in
all European regions and, even more so, in the regions of Romania that are already lagging far
behind (European Commission, 2024).

Regarding the regional development process at the level of EU Member States, in recent
years, the context of regional disparities/gaps has been dramatically reshaped and has become
significantly more challenging, with regions within the EU going through a period of
unprecedented change and transformation as a result of the processes of globalization and
economic integration, the economic crisis of 2008, which triggered the increase in inter- and intra-
regional inequality in many cases, and political changes. In addition, the COVID-19 crisis has also
contributed to the increase in inequality at regional level to a certain extent. The latest Economic,
Social and Territorial Convergence Reports (the eighth and ninth) showed that GDP per capita in
central and eastern Europe increased from around 45% of the EU average in 1995 to 52% at the
time of the accession of the first wave of the third millennium Member States in 2004 and to almost
80% in 2021 and that this development can be considered as "an extraordinary achievement of
European integration and cohesion policy, which has invested almost EUR 1 trillion to support
balanced economic development in the EU since 2000" (European Commission, 2024). The same
reports also showed that there were several periods of evolution of regional development and
convergence processes in the first two decades of the 21st century in the regions of the European
Union: convergence, evasion-stagnation, delayed recovery and rapid recovery, reflecting the
tumultuous and increasingly volatile international socio-economic context. Moreover, many
European regions have faced a prolonged period of economic stagnation, with signs of falling into
a development trap, i.e. into a state of substandard performance in terms of GDP, productivity and
employment. There are also important inter- and intra-regional discrepancies in several dimensions
such as employment, access to health, transport, housing, education and population dynamics
depending on the degree of urbanization.

In the case of Romania, previous studies have already highlighted the presence of a large
development gap between regions and with a growing trend, configuring three "performance
levels: that of accelerated economic development, of the "motor regions" type (Bucharest-Ilfov),
that of relative economic development, of the "following regions" type (the regions of
Transylvania and Banat) and another of slow economic development ("lagging regions" -Moldova-
Muntenia-Dobrogea-Oltenia). The level of regional and county GDP per capita compared to the
EU27 average has increased continuously after 2000 in all regions and counties, highlighting the
same periods of acceleration/deceleration of development mentioned at EU level, with intra- and
inter-regional particularities but, with the exception of the Bucharest-Ilfov Region, no other region
and county has yet reached the EU level in this regard. Also, the disparity rate has registered a
growing trend at national level in the period 2000-2023, but also at the level of regions and
counties, with some intra-regional and sub-period differences.
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Regional development in Romania, as in other EU member states and other countries of the
world, is driven by the urban environment, especially by large cities, growth poles located in all
development regions of Romania, which have become true economic engines at the regional level.
The capital has consolidated its position as an economic engine not only regionally, but also
nationally, its contribution to the creation of national GDP reaching 28% in 2021 and, as a level,
at 90% of the EU average of metropolitan regions. Also, overall, during the same period
metropolitan regions increased their contribution to national GDP, from 49% in 2000 to over 56%
in 2021, due to the decrease in the contribution of non-metropolitan regions (to 44% in 2021). a
different situation from that in EU countries, at least in certain periods, where national economic
performances seem to closely follow the evolution of secondary cities in the respective countries
(Cristeaetal., 2017). As for non-metropolitan regions, even if their overall contribution to national
GDP decreased between 2000 and 2021, the level of GDP per capita compared to the EU average
of each type of region category increased sub-nationally, most in the case of predominantly urban
regions, followed at a distance by intermediate regions and intermediate regions close to cities,
increasing the least in rural regions.

This further supports the idea that regional development in Romania is increasingly the prerogative
of cities, thus deepening the territorial gaps between urban and rural areas. Moreover, development
poles (urban or not) smaller in size than metropolitan areas do not yet have sufficient strength to
increase the competitiveness of these regions.

Regarding the development of the tourism and travel sector in the regions of Romania, over
the course of over 30 years (1990-2023), a differentiated evolution of the physical infrastructure
of tourist services (hotels, short-term accommodation units, camping grounds and caravan parks)
is noted, with a growth trend in all regions, more accentuated after the global economic crisis in
the Central, South-East, North-East and North-West regions. By type of region according to the
degree of urbanization, the number of tourist reception structures increased significantly during
the period 2012-2023 in large cities in the North-West, Center, North-East, South-East, Bucharest-
Ilfov and South-West Oltenia regions, remaining at a relatively constant level or decreasing
slightly in the South Muntenia and West regions, while the number of tourist reception structures
in small towns and suburbs increased sharply in all regions except the Bucharest-Ilfov and South-
West Oltenia regions, and that in rural areas increased significantly (especially towards the end of
the 2012-2023 period and after the Covid-19 pandemic) in all regions except the Bucharest-Ilfov
region.

Even though all regions have recorded increases in the number of tourists arriving in tourist
reception structures, the shares of some of them in the total number of tourists have decreased
almost continuously (South Muntenia and West) or have increased only in recent years after a
period of decrease (North-West, North-East, South-East, South-West Oltenia and Bucharest-
[Ifov). Only the Center Region has recorded sustained increases in shares during almost the entire
period 2000-2023 (with a tendency to plateau in recent years). The year 2020 has meant a strong
decline in tourism activities at the level of all regions, determined by the effects of the Covid 19
pandemic. Compared to 2019, the regions of Romania registered a very low number of tourists in
2020, their ranking at the national level changing from one year to another, given the impact of
COVID-19 on this area.
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As regards regional development at the level of the European Union and its Member States,
cohesion policy is the main instrument of the EU which pursues harmonious development
throughout the Union.

The major objectives of European regional development policy refer to: reducing disparities in
socio-economic development within a given territory, stimulating its potential, and preventing the
emergence of new imbalances. Throughout the existence of the EU, its regional policy objectives
have remained largely the same, but there have also been variations from one programming period
to another, determined by the general and global socio-economic context. However, the
fundamental values and principles of cohesion policy have been maintained from one
programming period to another and have even been strengthened over time (European
Commission, 2024): long-term framework for programming, partnership with stakeholders and
civil society, multi-level governance, evaluation and data collection and, in particular, the
approach based on the realities of territories and locations - in which support is tailored to specific
regional needs and opportunities.

For the 2021-2027 programming period, the European Union has undertaken a multi-pronged
reform of cohesion policy, aiming, in addition to achieving general and specific objectives, to
strengthen partnership and the involvement of regional and local actors, civil society and social
partners and to promote closer links between investment and reforms through enabling conditions
and alignment with the European Semester. In the future, the main concern of cohesion policy
must remain on achieving long-term structural objectives. even if unexpected or less expected
challenges have emerged and will continue to emerge (such as, currently, the need for an increased
financial and economic effort for armaments at EU and Member State level determined by the
increased risk of armed conflict on European territory or to deal with a possible trade war triggered
by the substantial increase in customs duties targeted by the current US administration).
For the next programming period, cohesion policy is expected to act equally as a driver in
promoting EU competitiveness, deepening the Single Market, managing the green, digital and
demographic transitions, the industrial transition, and an essential policy for protecting the
European social model and for strengthening the European project as a whole, in line with the
objectives formulated by the Strategic Agenda of the Union 2024-2029.

Over the years, many research efforts have been made to answer the question of whether
European intervention for regional development has achieved its objectives, but the results have
been unclear, with analyses reaching very different conclusions (Farole et al., 2009). While some
studies find that the EU development effort since the 1989 structural funds reform has had almost
no impact (e.g. Boldrin and Canova, 2001; Dall'Erba and Le Gallo, 2007; Petrakos et al., 2011;
McCann, 2016), others indicate that it has been a success (e.g. Cappelen et al., 2003). There are
also studies that highlight that the impact of the Structural Funds has been limited (Bussoletti and
Esposti, 2004), mixed (e.g. Puigcerver-Penalver, 2007), relatively negative (Jammarino et al.,
2019; Blazek et al., 2020); or tends to vary depending on the differences in emphasis between
development axes (Rodriguez-Pose and Fratesi, 2004), or from one geographical location to
another (Percoco, 2005).

In Romania, according to Law no. 151/1998 on regional development in Romania, regional
development represents "the set of policies of central and local public administration authorities,
developed with the aim of improving the economic performance of certain geographical areas
constituted as "development regions" and which benefit from the support of the Government, the
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European Union and other interested national and international institutions and authorities". In
Romania too, regional development policy has gone through several stages, both in the direction
of reflecting national specificities and in that of aligning with the directions and instruments of
the EU regional development policy. Currently, the main instrument of regional development in
Romania is the Regional Operational Programme, which aims to support the balanced territorial
and sustainable economic and social development of the regions, in accordance with their specific
needs and resources, by focusing on urban growth poles, by improving the infrastructural
conditions and the business environment in order to make them, especially those lagging behind,
more attractive areas for living, visiting, investing and working (Regional Development Law
315/2004).

For the 2021-2027 programming period, Romania has approx. 46 billion euros for investments
that contribute substantially to increasing the quality of life of citizens and reducing economic and
social gaps between regions in Europe and between the development regions of Romania. By
regions, the financial allocation is relatively balanced: 1.43 billion euros for the North-West
Regional Program, 1.38 billion euros for the Ceritru Regional Program, 1.75 billion euros for the
North-East Regional Program, 1.48 billion euros for the South-East Regional Program, 1.57 billion
euros for the South Muntenia Regional Program, 1.46 billion euros for the Bocuresti-Ilfov
Regional Program, 1.20 billion euros for the Euro for the South-West Oltenia Regional Program
and 1.17 billion for the West Regional Program. Each region has set itself the goal of achieving
objectives that are aligned with both European, national and own territorial priorities, identified
following the analyses carried out for the elaboration of regional development strategies and
programs. I investigated, through econometric analysis techniques, the relationship between
regional economic growth and a series of essential structural factors, with a focus on human capital
and fixed capital investment, in the context of the eight development regions of Romania. Using
panel models (standard and PMG/ARDL) applied to a regional data set for the period 2000-2023,
the research provided evidence on the short- and long-term influences exerted by the employed
population, gross fixed capital formation (GFCF) and the share of highly qualified people in
science and technology (HRST) on regional gross domestic product.

Thus, I have demonstrated that there is a long-term equilibrium relationship between regional
GDP and the analyzed factors, which validates the hypothesis that economic dynamics are
supported by human resources and investments. The impact of the employed population on
regional GDP is positive and significant, confirming the fundamental role of employment in the
process of creating added value at the local level. Also, investments in fixed capital represent not
only an important determinant of economic growth in the long term, but also a factor with
immediate effects in the short term, suggesting that policies that stimulate infrastructure and the
development of productive capacities have a direct impact on economic activity.
At the same time, human resources in science and technology (HRST) positively influence GDP
in the long term, demonstrating the importance of highly qualified human capital in the processes
of innovation, technological modernization and transition to a knowledge-based economy. Also,
the short-term adjustment components indicate that deviations from the long-term equilibrium are
corrected at a relatively fast pace, which reflects a reasonable adaptation capacity of the regions in
the face of economic shocks or imbalances.

I also identified the existence of an endogenous process of sustained economic growth, possibly

fueled by European integration, access to structural funds or institutional and economic
convergence.
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The results obtained highlight the fact that human resources in science and technology (HRST)
have a significant impact only in the long-term equilibrium relationship, which confirms its
structural nature and cumulative effects on regional economic growth. The lack of significance in
the short-term dynamics and in the panel model with differentiated variables suggests that
transformations in the structure of the highly skilled labor force are reflected in economic
performance only after a period of institutional, technological and economic maturation. This
underlines the need to adopt a strategic and long-term perspective on human capital development
policies.

Theoretically, the presented approach validates the usefulness of panel models and the
PMG/ARDL framework in the analysis of regional economic relations, providing significant
results and a clear distinction between short-term and long-term effects. In terms of application,
the results obtained can underpin regional and national policies that simultaneously aim to
stimulate employment, attract productive investments and develop specialized human capital.

Regarding the field of tourism, over the years, political decision-makers in Romania have tried,
over time, to regulate certain activities and establish important directions of evolution and action.
The general framework is given by Law no. 275 of November 23, 2018 on the approval of
Government Ordinance no. 15/2017 for the modification and completion of Government
Ordinance no. 58/1998 on the organization and development of tourism activity in Romania, which
established for the first time the important directions for this sector, but also an information system
for recording tourism activities. In addition, the Ministry of Economy, Entrepreneurship and
Tourism has developed various strategies for the development of tourism sectors: Strategy for the
Development of Spa Tourism (2019), National Strategy for the Development of Ecotourism
Context, Vision and Objectives 2019-2029 (2019), Program for the Development of Tourism
Investments - Master Plan for Investments in Tourism and Eligibility Criteria for Investment
Projects in Tourism (2017), Master Plan for the Development of National Tourism 2007-2026
(2006), Strategy for Sustainable Development of Tourism in the Carpathians (2015).
At the regional level, the instruments for implementing regional territorial development policies
are the Regional Development Strategies (RDS) and the Regional Development Plans (RDPs). The
RDS provides for strategic areas related to tourism, strategic objectives, as well as measures and
interventions to achieve them. The examples related to the West and South Muntenia regions show
both the strategic prioritization of tourism at the level of areas and objectives, and the detailing on
specific objectives consistent with the regional potential for tourism development and the need to
address specific problems at the regional level, materialized in a large number of measures and
investment priorities. For the 2021-2027 programming period, all RDPs include among the
specific objectives, in an almost identical formulation, objectives aimed at the development of
tourism, but only one region (Center) provides for explicit budgeting through investment
priorities, the other regions aiming at budgeting objectives with an impact on tourism development
through various measures provided for under other priorities, such as those relating to urban
mobility, accessibility, regional attractiveness.

In addition to the SDR and the RDP, there are other strategies and instruments for economic and
social development at regional level that include tourism among the objectives or that envisage the
implementation of measures that will have a favorable impact on tourism if implemented. In this
regard, we can give as an example the Regional Strategy for Sustainable Urban Mobility and Smart
Cities of the North-West Region 2021-2027, which contains provisions and development
proposals that will have an impact on the development of the tourism sector at the level of
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municipalities and cities of the region, but also of the tourist areas, in general and the Smart
Specialization Strategy of the South Muntenia Region 2021-2027, which identifies Tourism and
Cultural Identity as one of the 8 smart specialization sectors of the region, with development niches
related to innovation services in the tourism industry, innovative solutions for the valorization of
cultural heritage and integrated cultural tourism, spa/balcony, and active tourism opportunities.

Considering the afore mentioned aspects, I consider it necessary to highlight several
directions of action to be maintained and implemented in the future for the development of tourism
at the regional level in Romania:

Development of sustainable tourism. This is the opposite of mass tourism and represents a
form of alternative tourism that is based on principles of minimizing the impacts of tourism activity
on the natural environment in order to achieve ecological sustainability, contributing to
maintaining and improving the state of conservation. At the same time, this type of tourism
contributes to minimizing the negative impacts of tourism activity on the local community and its
members in order to achieve social sustainability, as well as minimizing the negative impacts on
the culture/traditions/customs of local communities in order to achieve cultural sustainability
(ADR Sud Muntenia, 2024).

Continuing the development of rural tourism. This includes, in a very broad sense, recreation
in rural settings or rural environments for the purpose of participating in or experiencing activities,
events or attractions that are not available in urbanized areas (this includes national parks and
natural  reserves, open  rural regions, villages and  agricultural  areas).
It includes ecotourism and agrotourism and is also appreciated as another source of capitalizing on
regional potential, and the possibility of obtaining financing from pre-accession funds, until 2007
(SAPARD, PHARE) and, subsequently, from European funds within various EU financing
programs, was used by some local partners to create tourist units, guesthouses, which offered the
chance to valorize the rural space (ADR. Sud Muntenia, 2024).

Promotion and development of cultural-religious tourism. In Romania there is a large movable
and immovable heritage that constitutes the development base for cultural-religious tourism, but
this constitutes a degradable and degrading resource of Romania, despite the immense potential
for valorization and development. The development of such heritage sites into tourist sites,
involves forming partnerships, finding integrated solutions for the community and, last but not
least, finding relatively stable sources of financing for renovation, valorization, promotion and
maintenance.

The inclusion of cultural-religious objectives within some tourist products would, implicitly, also
determine the promotion of the areas where they are located, which can only be achieved with the
active participation of all actors in the field of cultural-religious tourism, including people living
in the communities adjacent to such objectives (ADR Sud Muntenia, 2024).

Revitalization and development of spa tourism. Entering a period of decline after 1990, it may
again become one of the preferred forms of tourism in the following period, including for the
foreign market. In this regard, it should be noted that Romania has a third of Europe's mineral
water springs. The accentuation of the demographic aging process may determine that the number
of tourists opting for this form of tourism increases significantly. At the same time, the
diversification of the balneal tourism offer, the development of the leisure and wellness and spa
components are able to bring new categories of tourists (young people, athletes, tourists looking
for alternative ways of relaxation) (ADR Centru, 2020)
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Continuing the development of mountain tourism, by amplifying the sustainable tourism
component (see previous details), capitalizing in this direction on the natural potential available to
all regions, diversifying tourist activities for year-round permanence and to address the possible
negative effects of climatic changes (in cooperation with the development of other types of tourist
activities and not only cultural-religious, adventure, business, health, educational, etc.).
Development of new forms of niche tourism (festival, dark, extreme adventure, genealogical,
cruise port, wine-growing, shopping, etc.) according to possibilities and potential and in
cooperation with more traditional forms of tourism, by involving all stakeholders at regional and
local level and by attracting new interested participants (especially young people) and using
modern means of promotion (social media).

Implementation of measures leading to an increase in the average length of stay for tourism
purposes, in particular by implementing local tourism development strategies/development and
management of tourist destinations, promoting attractions, improving infrastructure, diversifying
offers and creating memorable experiences for tourists.

Developing coastal tourism by diversifying the tourist offer (business tourism, spa/wellness
tourism, cultural-religious, eco-deltaic and integrated tourist circuits, promotional service
packages, etc.) and implementing the development and management of local tourist destinations
to mitigate its significant seasonality (approx. 89% of the number of tourists and 92.2% of the
number of overnight stays are registered in seasonal period May-September see ADR South-East,
2022).

Boosting the development of business tourism, which is increasingly seen as a tool and facilitating
element for promoting European cities as tourist destinations, but also for positively influencing
the image of cities and the way they are perceived, both by tourists and by their own inhabitants.
This form of tourism already represents the main form of tourism at the urban level (ADR West,
2020), but for its future development, cities require both the application of territorial branding and
management strategies for the tourist destination, as well as the improvement of physical and
digital connectivity and the development of multifunctional centers for sports activities, business
and cultural events.

Through econometric models with panel data, I analyzed the link between tourism and economic
growth in the Western Region. From an econometric perspective, the results of the panel model
suggest that the elasticity of regional economic development in relation to foreign tourist overnight
stays is higher than that recorded for Romanian tourists. This can be explained by the particular
nature of international tourist consumption in the Western Region. Foreign tourists tend to have a
different consumption behavior than Romanian tourists, manifested by a more pronounced
predisposition towards higher spending. They frequently opt for higher category accommodation
units, additional services and premium tourist experiences, thus contributing to a higher added
value in the local economy. The length of stay is another determining factor that can explain the
differences in economic impact. International visitors tend to spend longer periods in the Western
Region, compared to Romanian tourists, who often prefer short stays or weekend trips. This
characteristic directly influences the volume of total expenses and, implicitly, the economic impact
of international tourism.
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This finding indicates a significant development potential of international tourism in the West
Region and emphasizes the importance of orienting regional development strategies towards this
segment. The geographical positioning of the West Region, on the border with Hungary and
Serbia, confers a significant competitive advantage in attracting cross-border tourist flows. The
high accessibility from neighboring countries facilitates the mobility of international visitors and
transforms this region into a gateway to Romania for Western European tourists. This strategic
positioning has contributed substantially to consolidating the importance of international tourism
in the regional economy.

The particularities of the tourist offer in the West Region may also constitute an explanatory
factor for the differences in economic impact. Certain tourist attractions in the counties Timis,
Arad, Caras-Severin and Hunedoara have a more pronounced notoriety and attractiveness on
foreign markets compared to the domestic one. Urban centers with cultural and historical values,
such as Timisoara, traditional spa resorts or protected natural areas have become destinations of
interest for foreign visitors, generating international tourist flows consistent.

The accelerated development of business tourism is another defining element for the analyzed
period. The presence of important foreign investments and a significant number of multinational
companies in the Western Region has generated a constant flow of international business travelers.
This tourist segment is characterized by a high level of spending and the use of superior category
tourist services, thus consolidating the economic impact of international tourism.

Transit tourism is also a specific component of the tourism phenomenon in the Western
Region. The positioning of this region on the main European transport corridors has determined
the emergence of a significant segment of tourists in transit to other destinations. Although the
duration of their stay is relatively short, the significant volume of this tourist flow contributes to
increasing the total economic impact of international tourism.

Through PMG/ARDL-type models applied to counties in the Western Region of Romania, we
identified a significant contrast between the long-term and short-term effects of tourism activity
on the regional economy.

In the long run, the positive relationship between the number of overnight stays, for both
domestic and foreign tourists, and regional GDP suggests that tourism, in general, contributes to
the economic growth of the region. The results are consistent with conventional economic theory.
The slightly higher elasticity of GDP with respect to domestic tourism (0.26 versus 0.13 for foreign
tourists) indicates that a percentage increase in the number of overnight stays of Romanian tourists
has a relatively greater impact on regional GDP compared to a similar increase in overnight stays
of foreign tourists.

This could be explained through various channels, such as a higher probability that domestic
tourists use a wider range of local services (restaurants, transport, recreational activities), the
expenditure of which is directly reflected in regional GDP. There could also be differences in the
structure of expenditure, with domestic tourists perhaps more oriented towards products and
services with a higher local added value. The analysis of short-term dynamics highlights an
apparently paradoxical situation: the impact of the number of overnight stays of domestic tourists
on GDP growth is negative, while the same impact for foreign tourists is positive, which suggests
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that the immediate reaction of the regional economy to variations in domestic tourism differs
fundamentally from the reaction to variations in foreign tourism.

The short-term negative impact of domestic tourism on GDP growth could be interpreted
in several ways. It is possible that in the short term, the increase in domestic tourism will cause a
reallocation of resources from productive sectors with high added value to the tourism services
sector, which may have a lower marginal productivity. This temporary reorientation of resources
may generate a temporary decrease in regional GDP. Another possible explanation could be related
to the limited capacity of regional tourism infrastructure to absorb sudden positive shocks in
domestic demand. Another aspect could be related to the pronounced seasonality of domestic
tourism, with peaks that can generate inefficiencies and temporary blockages in the economy.

In contrast, international tourism appears to have positive effects in both the short and long
term. This can be explained by the fact that foreign tourists bring a net inflow of foreign currency
into the regional economy, spend more on average than domestic tourists and can stimulate the
development of higher quality services and products, thus generating positive externalities for the
entire regional economy. In the short term, the positive impact of the increase in the number of
foreign tourists on regional GDP growth suggests a better capacity of the local economy to respond
promptly to an influx of international tourists. This could be due to an infrastructure better adapted
to the requirements of foreign tourists, services with a higher added value or an orientation of their
spending towards sectors with stronger links to the regional economy. It is also possible that
foreign tourism is less seasonal or has a more uniform distribution throughout the year, thus
avoiding the negative shocks associated with peaks in domestic demand.

In conclusion, the results of the econometric models reveal the complexity of the
relationship between tourism and economic growth at the regional level. The differences between
the long-term and short-term effects, as well as the impact of domestic versus international
tourism, highlight the importance of a nuanced approach in the development of tourism
development strategies in the Western Region of Romania.
