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Cercetarea doctorala ,,Migratia in ecuatia echilibrelor demo-economice la nivel national

si european” isi propune, ca obiectiv principal, sa analizeze, dintr-o perspectivd complexa,
legdtura dintre structurile demografice si economice, evidentiind rolul migratiei ca factor de
influenta, dar si ca rezultat al acestor interdependente.

Relatia dintre demografie, economie si migratie a devenit un subiect de maxim interes in
contextul transformarilor profunde care afecteaza societatile contemporane. Avand in vedere
evolutia din ultimele decenii, migratia internationald nu mai poate fi privitd doar ca un fenomen
demografic izolat, ci ca un proces complex, cu implicatii directe asupra echilibrelor demo-
economice, asupra pietei muncii, dezvoltarii regionale si sustenabilitatii sociale.

In vederea indeplinirii obiectivului principal, lucrarea urmireste realizarea urmatoarelor
obiective secundare: fundamentarea teoreticd a relatiei dintre populatie si economie; analiza
conceptuald si teoreticd a migratiei; analiza preocupdrilor specialistilor privind legatura dintre
demografie - economie - migratie; abordarea comparativa a structurilor demo-economice si
identificarea pattern-urilor la nivelul unor tari membre ale Uniunii Europene; gruparea térilor
incluse n cercetare pe baza unor indicatori demo-economici si evidentierea efectelor economice
asupra migratiei ca factori push-pull, dar si rolul acesteia in crearea unui echilibru demo-economic;
identificarea principalelor tendinte demografice si ale pietei muncii la orizont 2050; abordarea
principalelor repere legislative si a politicilor publice privind migratia si piata muncii din Romania;
evaluarea impactului migratiei externe asupra resurselor de munca la nivel national; crearea unui
instrument necesar identificarii tendintelor de emigrare in randul elevilor de liceu; construirea si
testarea unor modele econometrice care sd surprindd impactul factorilor economici asupra
migratiei externe pe termen scurt si lung.

Lucrarea este structurata in patru capitole, fiecare avand rolul de a contribui la conturarea
unei imagini veridice privind rolul migratiei in ecuatia echilibrelor demo-economice, atat la nivel
national, cat si la nivel european.

Cercetarea vizeaza fundamentarea legaturii dintre structurile demografice si cele economice,
analiza impactului migratiei asupra acestor structuri si identificarea pattern-urilor demo-
economice in cadrul unor state membre ale Uniunii Europene. De asemenea, teza examineaza
politicile publice privind migratia in Romania si modul in care acestea influenteaza piata muncii

si evolutia demografica.



Prin aplicarea unor metode cantitative si calitative precum analiza bibliometricd, analiza
comparativa, gruparea ierarhica aglomerativa, studiul de caz si modelarea econometrica, lucrarea
isi propune sa contureze o imagine mai clard a fenomenului migratiei, cu scopul de a sustine
formularea unor politici coerente, adaptate contextului actual.

Primul capitol ,,Migratia si echilibrele demo-economice. Abordari conceptuale si
metodologice” fundamenteaza teoretic demersul cercetarii, prin abordarea relatiei dintre
populatie, economie si migratie. In prima parte sunt examinate principalele teorii privind tranzitia
demografica, dezvoltarea economica si interdependentele dintre aceste procese.

A doua parte este dedicata migratiei, privitd ca fenomen complex cu impact demo-economic.
Lucrarea abordeaza conceptele fundamentale, perspectivele teoretice, tipologiile si factorii
determinanti ai migratiei, precum si efectele acesteia asupra pietei muncii si structurii demografice.
Capitolul se incheie cu evidentierea provocarilor si oportunitatilor generate de migratie din
perspectiva demo-economica.

Capitolul al doilea ,,Analiza bibliometrica a studiilor care surprind relatia demografie -
economie — migratie” are ca scop extinderea cadrului teoretic al cercetarii prin elaborarea unei
analize bibliometrice. Aceastd metoda cantitativd permite examinarea productiei stiintifice, cu
accent pe lucrarile care trateaza legdtura dintre demografie, economie si migratie. Prin aceasta
abordare, se urmadreste identificarea principalelor tendinte stiintifice, a autorilor relevanti, a
publicatiilor cu factor de influenta inalt, precum si a retelelor de colaborare dintre cercetatori sau
institutii pe baza datelor extrase din Web of Science. Sunt analizate frecventele cuvintelor cheie,
co-aparitiile termenilor, distributia geografica a publicatiilor si evolutia temporald a interesului
stiintific fatd de tema migratiei in raport cu procesele demografice si economice. Totodata, in
cadrul capitolului sunt utilizate instrumentele VOSviewer si Bibliometrix, cu ajutorul cdrora au fost
generate harti care evidentiaza relatiile dintre concepte, domenii de cercetare si autori.

In cadrul capitolului al treilea ,Impactul migratiei in contextul diferitelor pattern-uri
demo-economice la nivelul unor tiri membre ale Uniunii Europene - O abordare
comparativa” este realizatd o analizd comparativa destinatd sa evidentieze diferentele si
asemandrile 1n structurile demografice si economice, dar si modul in care acestea sunt influentate
de migratie, ceea ce contribuie la conturarea unei imagini de ansamblu asupra locului migratiei in
contextul echilibrelor demo-economice. Selectia tarilor incluse in studiu s-a facut pornind de la

Romania ca tard sursa de emigranti si principalele tari de destinatie din UE. Pe baza asemanarilor



identificate cu ajutorul unor indicatori demo-economici, dar si a literaturii de specialitate, au fost
selectate alte trei tari cu evolutii similare Roméaniei. Aplicarea unor metode cantitative, de tip grafic
de dispersie sau analiza cluster (AHC), au contribuit la recunoasterea unor tipare relevante ale
dinamicii demo-economice la nivelul Uniunii Europene. Avand in vedere asemanarile si
diferentele relevate, acestea au fost grupate In: tiri mai putin dezvoltate, identificate ca tari de
origine si, state dezvoltate care in general sunt tari de destinatie. Capitolul se Incheie cu o analiza
succintd a proiectiilor unor indicatori la orizontul anilor 2025, respectiv 2050, care contribuie la
conturarea unei perspective asupra evolutiei viitoare a Romaniei, In comparatie cu alte state
membre ale Uniunii Europene.

Cel de-al patrulea capitol ,,Migratia in ecuatia echilibrelor demo-economice la nivel
national” aduce in prim-plan cazul Romaniei, concentrandu-se intr-o prima etapa pe studiul
efectelor demo-economice generate de migratia externd, evidentiind modul in care acest fenomen
a influentat structura populatiei si a pietei muncii. Ulterior, atentia se Indreapta spre identificarea
si examinarea factorilor economici, sociali si institutionali care actioneazd ca determinanti ai
migratiei externe, accentudnd interactiunea complexa dintre conditiile interne si deciziile
individuale de mobilitate internationala.

Totodata, acest capitol include reglementarile interne privind migratia, cu accent pe modul
in care acestea influenteaza echilibrele demo-economice si dinamica pietei muncii. In continuare
este examinat impactul proceselor demografice asupra disponibilitdtii si structurii fortei de munca,
evidentiindu-se implicatiile migratiei externe in contextul unui declin demografic accentuat. in
acest sens, pentru a contura o dimensiune viitoare a schimbdrilor, au fost incluse estimari privind
evolutia populatiei si migratiei nete pentru orizonturile anilor 2025 si 2050, raportate la datele din
anul ultimului recensamant. Aceste proiectii au rolul de a sublinia viitoarele provocari cu care se
va confrunta piata muncii In urmatoarele decenti.

Mai mult, spre sfarsitul capitolului este inclus un studiu de caz centrat pe intentia de emigrare
in randul tinerilor aflati in ciclul liceal, dar si pe dorinta de a reveni in tard, cu ajutorul caruia se
urmareste identificarea motivatiilor si perceptiilor legate de migratie pentru un segment de
populatie cu potential strategic pentru viitorul fortei de munca. Studiul de caz este construit pe
baza unui chestionar aplicat la nivelul elevilor de liceu din Bucuresti si din proximitatea capitalei
si urmareste pe baza raspunsurilor, obtinerea unor informatii necesare dezvoltarii unor strategii

eficiente menite sd reducd decalajele economice si sociale si, prin urmare, sd contribuie la



reducerea fenomenului de depopulare la nivel national. Totodata, in cadrul acestei etape, pe baza
raspunsurilor primite, se contureaza profilul emigrantului roméan, dar si profilul emigrantului pe
medii de rezidentd cu scopul de a reliefa diferentele de perceptie, dar si disparitatile la nivel
economic, pe medii de rezidentd, care determind populatia sd emigreze in cautarea unor
oportunitati in afara tarii.

In completarea acestei analize, este propus un model econometric al carui rol este de a pune
in evidenta efectele factorilor economici att pe termen scurt, cat si pe termen lung asupra migratiei
externe, oferind astfel o perspectiva asupra relatiei cost - beneficiu. In plus, rezultatele permit
conturarea unei estimari a numarului de emigranti pana in anul 2028 care arata efectele situatiei
economice interne asupra migratiei externe.

Concluziile finale surprind principalele constatéri ale cercetarii, evidentiind modul 1n care
migratia influenteaza echilibrele demo-economice in context national si european. In cadrul
concluziilor finale sunt sintetizate rezultatele teoretice si empirice obtinute in cadrul fiecarei etape
a analizei, de la abordarile conceptuale privind relatia migratie — populatie - economie, pana la
evaludrile cantitative si calitative ale impactului migratiei externe asupra pietei muncii si a
structurii demografice.

Totodata, sunt puse in evidentd contributiile originale ale tezei, atit din perspectiva
metodologicd, cat si din perspectiva integrarii multidisciplinare a conceptelor si datelor utilizate.
Capitolul se finalizeazd prin formularea unor propuneri de politici publice, menite sa raspunda
efectelor demo-economice identificate, sd gestioneze eficient migratia externd si sd sprijine
sustenabilitatea pietei muncii din Roméania.

Lucrarea de fatd si-a propus sa sublinieze rolul migratiei in dinamica demo-economica atat
la nivel national, cat si in context european, prin compararea unor tari membre UE. Rezultatele
evidentiaza faptul ca acest fenomen nu poate fi studiat izolat, ci in stransa legaturd cu structura si
evolutia populatiei, nivelul de dezvoltare economica, piata muncii si politicile publice existente.

Concluzia generald a acestei lucrari este cd migratia romanilor in afara térii are caracter
preponderent economic. Dorinta de emigrare, indeosebi in randul tinerilor, coroboratd cu efectele
pe termen scurt si lung ale factorilor economici analizati subliniaza directiile in care sunt necesare
reglementdri. Prin urmare, politicile la nivel national ar trebui Intr-o prima etapa sd urmareasca

reducerea tendintei de emigrare prin cresterea bunastarii generale a populatiei si reducerea



decalajelor economice fata de principalele tari de destinatie, astfel incat migratia externa din
motive economice sau legate de bunastare, sa nu mai reprezinte o cauza a depopularii.

In concluzie, Romania se afld intr-un moment in care migratia nu mai poate fi tratata doar
ca un efect colateral al tranzitiei sau al globalizarii, ci trebuie integrata in mod strategic in politicile
de dezvoltare. Este necesara adoptarea unui cadru complex de reglementari care sa integreze
politici demografice, educationale, economice si de mobilitate care sa transforme migratia dintr-
un fenomen care produce dezechilibre, intr-o resursa de reechilibrare.

Conform rezultatelor obtinute, In lipsa unor masuri la nivel national care sa abordeze
migratia din mai multe perspective, riscurile demografice si economice pot deveni ireversibile,
afectdnd competitivitatea si coeziunea sociala pe termen lung.

Totusi, trebuie mentionat ca lucrarea prezinta o serie de limitari care rezida in primul rand
din neincluderea in analiza a tuturor aspectelor identificate ca necesare. Datele limitate de la
recensdmintele populatiei nu au permis realizarea unei analize detaliate a schimbarilor
demografice prin evolutia sporului natural si migrator din ultimele decenii, motiv pentru care
aceste date nu au fost utilizate in cadrul studiului. In ceea ce priveste studiul de caz, numarul redus
de respondenti, in special ponderea scazuta a elevilor din mediul urban care au raspuns, constituie
o altd limitare importantd. Aceastd situatie este explicatd atit prin nivelul scdzut de interes
manifestat de catre elevi, cat si prin restrictiile legislative care impun obtinerea consimtamantului
parental.

De asemenea, in ceea ce priveste modelul econometric EMI, disponibilitatea limitata a
datelor anterioare anului 2003 pentru anumiti indicatori a influentat identificarea si estimarea
relatiilor econometrice pe termen lung, generand totodata constrangeri metodologice suplimentare.

Avand in vedere rezultatele obtinute si importanta reglementdrilor in atingerea echilibrului
demo-economic in contextul migratiei externe, ultima parte este dedicatd formuldrii unor
propuneri de politici publice, structurate in doud etape succesive, ca raspuns la situatia interna
identificata in cadrul studiului.

Prima etapa, cea de ,,stabilizare”, urmareste eliminarea cauzelor care determind emigrarea
prin masuri de dezvoltare economica incluziva, reducerea disparitatilor regionale si de gen,
stimularea ocupdrii si cresterea calitdtii vietii, in special in zonele rurale si defavorizate. Realizarea
acestei etape implica investitii In infrastructura, facilitdti fiscale, promovarea antreprenoriatului

local, sustinerea gospodariilor si imbunatatirea accesului la servicii publice esentiale.



Cea de-a doua etapa, de ,,consolidare”, se concentreaza pe atragerea si integrarea romanilor
din diaspora / imigrantilor. In acest sens, sunt propuse politici de reintegrare profesionala si sociala,
recunoasterea calificarilor obtinute in strdindtate, sprijin educational pentru copii si acces la
servicii medicale si sociale. Totodatd, este subliniatd importanta programelor de formare
profesionald, orientare culturali si incluziune sociala. In plus, se mentioneaza nevoia de crestere a
increderii 1n institutiile publice, digitalizarea administratiei si valorificarea potentialului
comunitatilor din diaspora.

Prin aceste masuri de gestionare a migratiei, se urmareste limitarea declinului demografic si
economic.

Prin implementarea acestor masuri de gestionare a migratiei, se urmadreste atenuarea
impactului negativ al migratiei externe asupra structurii demografice si economice a tarii. Scopul
principal este de a Incetini ritmul declinului demografic, prin stabilizarea populatiei active, si de a
sustine dezvoltarea economica durabild prin mentinerea unui echilibru Intre cererea si oferta de

forta de munca.

The main objective of the doctoral research "Migration in the equation of demo-economic
balances at national and European level" is to analyze, from a complex perspective, the link
between demographic and economic structures, highlighting the role of migration as an influencing
factor, but also as a result of these interdependencies.

The relationship between demography, economics and migration has become a topic of
major interest in the context of the profound transformations affecting contemporary societies. In
the light of developments in recent decades, international migration can no longer be seen as an
isolated demographic phenomenon, but as a complex process with direct implications for
demographic and economic balances, the labor market, regional development and social
sustainability.

In order to fulfill the main objective, the paper has the following secondary objectives:
Theoretical foundation of the relationship between population and economy; conceptual and
theoretical analysis of migration; analysis of specialists' concerns regarding the link between
demography - economy - migration; comparative approach to demo-economic structures and
identification of patterns at the level of some EU member countries; grouping the countries
included in the research based on demo-economic indicators and highlighting the economic effects
on migration as push-pull factors, as well as its role in creating a demo-economic balance; to
identify the main demographic and labor market trends at the horizon 2050; to address the main
legislative and public policy milestones on migration and labor market in Romania; to assess the
impact of external migration on labor resources at national level; to create a tool to identify
emigration trends among high school students; to build and test econometric models that capture
the impact of economic factors on external migration in the short and long term.

The paper is structured into four chapters, each aiming to contribute to shaping an accurate
picture regarding the role of migration in the equation of demo-economic balances, both at national
and European level.

The research aims to provide the link between demographic and economic structures, to
analyze the impact of migration on these structures and to identify demo-economic patterns in
some EU Member States. The thesis also examines the public policies on migration in Romania
and how they influence the labor market and demographic evolution.

By applying quantitative and qualitative methods such as bibliometric analysis, comparative

analysis, hierarchical agglomerative clustering, case studies and econometric modeling, the paper



aims to provide a clearer picture of the migration phenomenon in order to support the formulation
of coherent policies adapted to the current context.

The first chapter "Migration and demo-economic balances. Conceptual and
methodological approaches" provides a theoretical foundation for the research by addressing the
link between population, economy and migration. The first part examines the main theories on
demographic transition, economic development and the interdependencies between these
processes.

The second part is devoted to migration as a complex phenomenon with demo-economic
impact. This paper explores the fundamental concepts, theoretical perspectives, typologies, and
key drivers of migration, along with its effects on the labor market and demographic structure. The
chapter concludes by highlighting the challenges and opportunities of migration from a demo-
economic perspective.

The second chapter "Bibliometric analysis of studies capturing the demography-
economy-migration relationship" aims to extend the theoretical framework of the research by
developing a bibliometric analysis. This quantitative method makes it possible to analyze the
scientific production, with emphasis on works dealing with the link between demography,
economy and migration. This approach aims to identify the main scientific trends, relevant authors,
highly influential publications, as well as collaborative networks between researchers or
institutions on the basis of data extracted from the Web of Science. Keyword frequencies, term co-
occurrences, the geographical distribution of publications and the temporal evolution of scientific
interest in migration in relation to demographic and economic processes are analyzed.
Furthermore, in this chapter, the tools VOSviewer and Bibliometrix are used to generate maps that
highlight the relationships between concepts, research domains, and authors.

In the third chapter "The impact of migration in the context of different demo-economic
patterns in EU Member States - A comparative approach" a comparative analysis is carried out
to highlight the differences and similarities in demographic and economic structures and how they
are influenced by migration, which contributes to shaping an overall picture of the place of
migration in the context of demo-economic balances. The countries included in the study were
selected starting from Romania as a source country of emigrants and the main destination countries
in the EU. Based on the similarities identified by means of demo-economic indicators and the

literature, three other countries with similar trends to Romania were selected. The application of



quantitative methods, such as scatterplot or cluster analysis (AHC), helped to recognize relevant
patterns of demo-economic dynamics at the EU level. Given the similarities and differences
revealed, they have been grouped into: less developed countries, identified as countries of origin,
and developed countries, which are generally countries of destination. The chapter con concludes
with a brief analysis of the projections of some indicators for the years 2025 and 2050, respectively,
which contribute to outline a perspective on the future evolution of Romania in comparison with
other EU Member States.

The fourth chapter "Migration in the equation of demo-economic balances at the
national level" brings the case of Romania to the forefront, focusing in a first stage on the analysis
of the demo-economic effects generated by external migration, highlighting how this phenomenon
has influenced the structure of the population and the labor market. Subsequently, attention turns
to the identification and analysis of the economic, social and institutional factors that act as
determinants of external migration, emphasizing the complex interaction between domestic
conditions and individual decisions regarding international mobility.

At the same time, this chapter includes internal migration regulations, with a focus on how
they influence demo-economic balances and labor market dynamics. Next, the impact of
demographic processes on the availability and structure of the labor force is examined,
highlighting the implications of external migration in the context of a pronounced demographic
decline. In this regard, in order to outline a future dimension of the changes, estimates of
population and net migration trends have been included for the 2025 and 2050 horizons, based on
data from the most recent census. These projections are intended to highlight the future challenges
that the labor market will face in the coming decades.

Furthermore, towards the end of the chapter, a case study is included focusing on the
intention to emigrate among young people in high school, but also on the desire to return to the
country, with the aim of identifying the motivations and perceptions related to migration for a
population segment with strategic potential for the future of the labor force.

The case study is based on a questionnaire administered to high school students in Bucharest
and its surrounding areas and aims, through the analysis of their responses, to obtain the necessary
information to develop effective strategies aimed at reducing economic and social gaps and,
therefore, to contribute to the reduction of the phenomenon of depopulation at national level. At

the same time, during this stage, based on the responses received, the profile of the Romanian



emigrant is outlined, as well as the profile of the emigrant by residence environment in order to
highlight the differences in perception, but also the disparities at economic level, by residence
environment, which determine the population to emigrate in search of opportunities abroad.

Complementing this analysis, an econometric model is proposed to highlight the effects of
both short- and long-term economic factors on external migration, thus providing a cost-benefit
perspective. Moreover, the results allow an estimate of the number of emigrants until 2028 to be
made, showing the effects of the internal economic situation on external migration.

The final conclusions capture the main findings of the research, highlighting how migration
influences the demo-economic balances in the national and European context. The final
conclusions summarize the theoretical and empirical results obtained in each stage of the analysis,
from the conceptual approaches on the migration - population - economy relationship, to the
quantitative and qualitative assessments of the impact of external migration on the labor market
and demographic structure.

At the same time, the original contributions of the thesis are highlighted, both from a
methodological perspective and from the perspective of the multidisciplinary integration of the
concepts and data used. The chapter concludes with the formulation of public policy proposals
aimed at responding to the identified demo-economic effects, efficiently managing external
migration and supporting the sustainability of the Romanian labor market.

This paper aimed to highlight the role of migration in the demo-economic dynamics both at
national and European level, by comparing some EU member countries. The results highlight the
fact that this phenomenon cannot be studied independently, but rather in close connection with the
structure and evolution of the population, the level of economic development, the labor market
and existing public policies.

The overall conclusion of this paper is that the migration of Romanians abroad is mainly
driven by economic factors. The desire to emigrate, particularly among young people, in
conjunction with the short- and long-term effects of the economic factors analyzed, highlight the
directions in which regulations are needed. As a first step, therefore, national policies should aim
to reduce the trend towards emigration by increasing the general wellbeing of the population and
reducing the economic gap with the main destination countries, so that external migration for

economic or welfare-related reasons no longer represents a cause of depopulation.



In conclusion, Romania is at a point in time when migration can no longer be treated merely
as a side-effect of transition or globalization, but must be strategically integrated into development
policies. It is necessary to adopt a comprehensive regulatory framework that integrates
demographic, educational, economic and mobility policies to transform migration from an
imbalance-producing phenomenon into a rebalancing resource.

According to the results, in the absence of measures at national level that address migration
from multiple perspectives, demographic and economic risks may become irreversible, affecting
competitiveness and social cohesion in the long term.

However, it should be noted that the paper has a number of limitations, which stem primarily
from the fact that not all aspects identified as necessary were included in the analysis. Firstly, the
limited data from population censuses did not allow for a detailed analysis of demographic changes
through the evolution of natural increase and migration in recent decades, which is why these data
were not used in the study. With regard to the case study, the small number of respondents, in
particular the low proportion of urban students responding, is another significant limitation. This
is explained both by the low level of interest shown by the students and by legislative restrictions
requiring parental consent.

Moreover, regarding the econometric model EMI, the limited availability of data prior to
2003 for some indicators has influenced the identification and estimation of long-run econometric
relationships, while also generating additional methodological constraints.

Given the results obtained and the importance of regulations in achieving demo-economic
balance in the context of external migration, the final section is dedicated to formulating public
policy proposals, structured in two successive stages, as a response to the domestic situation
identified in the study.

The first stage, the 'stabilization' stage, aims to eliminate the causes of emigration through
inclusive economic development measures, reducing regional and gender disparities, stimulating
employment and improving quality of life, especially in rural and disadvantaged areas. Achieving
this stage involves investing in infrastructure, fiscal facilities, promoting local entrepreneurship,
supporting households and improving access to essential public services.

The second stage, "consolidation", focuses on attracting and integrating Romanians from the
diaspora/immigrants. To this end, policies are proposed for professional and social reintegration,

recognition of qualifications obtained abroad, educational support for children and access to health



and social services. At the same time, the importance of vocational training, cultural orientation
and social inclusion programs is emphasized. In addition, the need to increase trust in public
institutions, digitization of the administration and harnessing the potential of diaspora communities
is mentioned.
