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Sinteza ideilor principale

Obiectiv

Lucrarea prezentd realizeazd o analizd a cresterii economice sub impactul
tensiunilor sociale la nivelul noilor state membre ale Uniunii Europene (UE), cu accent
asupra factorilor economici si non-economici care influenteaza cresterea economica.

Analiza s-a concentrat pe specificul fiecdrei tari din cele analizate, cu prezentarea
principalilor determinanti ai cresterii economice. Teza trateaza in acelasi timp si efectele
tensiunilor sociale si pe cele ale tensiunilor politice asupra cresterii economice precum si
influenta crizei medicale asupra economiilor noilor state membre ale UE.

Argumentele acestui demers au fost mai multe: in primul rand, interesul academic
pentru interactiunea dintre economie si societate Intr-un context post-tranzitional si
european; in al doilea rand, nevoia practica de a intelege cum pot tensiunile sociale afecta
performanta economica intr-un cadru integrat precum cel al Uniunii Europene; si in al
treilea rand, literatura de specialitate tinde sd abordeze separat dinamica economica si cea

sociald neglijand adesea conexiunile dintre acestea In cazul tarilor est-europene.

Metodologia de cercetare

Pe parcursul cercetarii au fost imbinate cercetarea calitativd cu cea cantitativa,
folosindu-se metode de cercetare specifice. Rezultatele obtinute pe baza celor doud
abordari constituie suportul pentru recomandarea unor directii de imbunatatire a analizei
impactului factorilor cresterii asupra economiei. Demersul stiintific al cercetdrii calitative
se bazeaza pe analiza literaturii de specialitate Tn domeniul cresterii economice, al teoriilor
si modelelor economice In contextul dezvoltarii durabile. S-au folosit, de asemenea metode
statistice pentru analiza datelor la nivel macroeconomic, rezultatele fiind redate sub forma
de grafice si tabele cu estimari econometrice.

Abordarea este una la nivel macroeconomic si presupune analiza impactului
factorilor cresterii economice asupra economiilor noilor state membre ale UE. Analiza s-a
facut pe baza datelor panel, construindu-se modele bazate pe estimatorii DOLS, FMOLS si
estimatorii mediei de grup (MQ) ai lui Pesaran si Smith (1995) pentru explicarea cresterii
economice 1n noile state membre ale UE.

in ciuda limitelor cercetirii precum omiterea din modele a unor factori importanti

care influenteaza cresterea economica si care ar putea afecta relatiile identificate intre



variabilele incluse, analiza doar la nivel macroeconomic, fard a surprinde o abordare
regionala la nivelul fiecarui stat, rezultatele sunt in concordantd cu altele obtinute in
literatura de specialitate. Sunt analizate doar noile state membre ale UE printr-o abordare
panel, desi o analiza la nivelul fiecarui stat poate conduce la rezultate diferite fata de

concluziile formulate la nivelul intregului grup de tari

Sinteza capitolelor

Teza de doctorat este structurata pe parcursul a patru capitole ce urmeaza o ordine
logica, incepand mai Intdi cu prezentarea aspectelor teoretice si continuand cu imbinarea
elementelor teoretice cu cele empirice Tn vederea testarii aplicabilitatii modelelor teoretice.

In primul capitol ,.Teorii si modele ale cresterii economice” sunt prezentate
principalele teorii si modele ale cresterii economice. Analiza bibliometrica referitoare la
literatura privind cresterea economica a fost completatd cu noul context socio-politic pe
care economiile il traverseaza. Desi cresterea economicd poate fi definitd din multiple
perspective, consistentd ramane ideea cd aceasta este un proces complex, influentat de o
varietate de factori.

S-au analizat Tn primul capitol principalele modele teoretice ale -cresterii
economice, CU evidentierea asemadndrilor si diferentelor lor in abordarea procesului
cresterii. Teoriile si modelele cresterii evidentiaza diferite moduri prin care activitatea
actuala o influenteaza pe cea viitoare, identificand sursele care pot duce la o crestere
continud. Aceste teorii au evoluat de-a lungul timpului, in functie de dinamica realitatii
economice si de dezvoltarea instrumentelor de analiza economica.

Principalele teorii ale cresterii analizate sunt:

- Teoria clasica a cresterii, care este una dintre cele mai influente teorii, subliniind
importanta acumularii de capital si a diviziunii muncii In stimularea productiei. Cei
mai cunoscuti reprezentanti ai sdi sunt: Adam Smith, David Ricardo, Thomas
Malthus, Frank Ramsey si Frank Knight.

- Modelele neoclasice, reprezentate de modelul Solow, model neoclasic de referinta
dezvoltat in anii 1950 care demonstreazd modul in care progresul tehnologic,
cresterea populatiei si cresterea ratei economisirii influenteaza nivelul productiei si
cresterea economica pe o perioada de timp.

- Modelele cresterii economice endogene, care au aparut la sfarsitul anilor '70 pe

fondul schimbarilor conditiilor economico — politice in tarile dezvoltate si care pun



accentul pe rolul cunostintelor, educatiei si cercetarii in generarea inovarii,

evidentiind cd investitiile in capitalul uman pot conduce la o crestere sustenabila.

- Teoriile moderne de crestere care au ca reprezentanti pe Kuznets si Schumpeter.
Kuznets a aratat ca se pot deduce diferiti factori ai cresterii economice ale tarilor
occidentale (ritmul de crestere a populatiei, salariul real, modificarile survenite in
modul de distribuire a veniturilor, dobanzile, raportul investitie/productie, rata de
crestere a productiei etc.).

Practica economicd a demonstrat ca modelele de crestere economica au avut
rezultate diferite, In functie de specificul economic al statelor. Modelele de crestere
economica pot sugera diferite traiectorii, directii de crestere, pot sa testeze anumite ipoteze,
si se pot folosi pentru simulare. Indiferent de factorii de productie luati in calcul si de
contributiile acestora, modelele de crestere economica analizeaza si evalueaza actiunile
acestor factori cu ajutorul unor relatii economico - matematice.

Pe langd aceste teorii, este important s mentiondm impactul globalizarii asupra
cresterii economice. Globalizarea faciliteaza schimburile comerciale si transferul de
tehnologie, ceea ce poate contribui la accelerarea dezvoltarii economice, aducand totodata
si provocari, cum ar fi cresterea inegalitatilor ntre tari si regiuni.

Aspectele teoretice prezentate in acest prim capitol ne pot duce la concluzia ca
teoriile si modelele de crestere economica oferd o baza solida pentru intelegerea proceselor
economice. Fie cd ideea centrald a modelului este acumularea de capital, progresul
tehnologic sau factorii endogeni, fiecare abordare are meritele sale. Intr-o lume in continua
schimbare, adaptarea acestor teorii la realititile economice contemporane este
fundamentala pentru dezvoltarea durabila.

Primul capitol continua si se incheie cu o analizd detaliatd prin care se evidentiaza
diversitatea strategiilor de crestere adoptate de noile state membre ale UE. De la modele
predominant endogene (Lituania, Letonia, Polonia) la cele semi-endogene (Romania,
Ungaria, Croatia), si pand la modele exogene (Bulgaria, Cipru), traiectoriile acestor
economii reflecta atdt mostenirea istorica si institutionald, cat si capacitatea de adaptare la
standardele si oportunitatile oferite de apartenenta la Uniunea Europeana.

Analiza teoretica realizatd in cadrul acestui prim capitol a evidentiat complexitatea
si multidimensionalitatea conceptului de crestere economicd, precum si diversitatea
abordarilor teoretice care au fost formulate de-a lungul timpului in incercarea de a explica
dinamica acestui fenomen. De la modelele clasice si neoclasice, axate pe acumularea de

capital si rolul factorilor exogeni, pana la teoriile moderne ale cresterii endogene, care
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introduc elemente precum inovatia, capitalul uman si institutiile, literatura de specialitate a
oferit un cadru conceptual robust pentru interpretarea proceselor de expansiune economica
pe termen lung.

S-a constatat ca, in pofida progreselor inregistrate in modelarea matematica si
econometrica a cresterii, nu existd un model universal valabil, ci mai degraba o pluralitate
de teorii care ofera explicatii complementare in functie de specificul structural si istoric al
fiecarei economii. In acest sens, modelele moderne pun un accent din ce in ce mai mare pe
rolul factorilor intangibili — precum cunoasterea, capacitatea institutionald sau eficienta
guvernantei — in generarea unei cresteri sustenabile si incluzive.

In ceea ce priveste aplicabilitatea acestor teorii in contextul noilor state membre ale
Uniunii Europene, s-a subliniat importanta convergentei reale si a reformelor structurale
post-aderare. Cresterea economica in aceste tari este puternic influentatd de procesele de
tranzitie de la economia planificatd la economia de piatd, de integrarea in pietele europene
si de adaptarea la standardele si politicile comunitare.

Prin urmare, capitolul ofera o baza teoretica solida pentru aprofundarea analizei
empirice in capitolele urmatoare, unde vor fi examinati factorii determinanti ai cresterii
economice in noile state membre ale UE, cu accent pe interactiunea dintre politicile
economice, institutii si performanta macroeconomica.

In al doilea capitol, Determinantii cresterii economice in contextul dezvoltdrii
durabile, se realizeazd o analizd a determinantilor cresterii economice in contextul
dezvoltarii durabile. Dezvoltarea economica este un proces mai amplu decat cresterea,
influentat de factori cantitativi si calitativi, In timp ce cresterea economica este un proces
necesar dar nu si suficient in realizarea dezvoltarii economice. Analiza porneste de la
clasificarea factorilor cresterii in economici si non-economici.

In contextul actual al transformarilor globale accelerate — economice, sociale,
ecologice si tehnologice — analiza cresterii economice nu mai poate fi separata de
principiile dezvoltarii durabile. Dincolo de expansiunea produsului intern brut, atentia se
indreaptd tot mai mult catre calitatea, sustenabilitatea si echitatea procesului de crestere.
Astfel, intelegerea determinantilor care stau la baza cresterii economice necesitd o abordare
complexd si multidimensionald, care sd integreze atat factori economici clasici, cat si
variabile institutionale, sociale, demografice sau de mediu.

In acest capitol secund sunt identificati si analizati in profunzime principalii
determinanti ai cresterii economice, in corelatie cu exigentele dezvoltarii durabile. Dupa

examinarea factorilor economici (capitalul uman, progresul tehnologic, acumularea de
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capital, investitiile, s.a.), analiza a cuprins si analiza celor non-economici (factori politici,
institutionali, psihologici, culturali, sociali etc.), cu rol determinant in generarea unei
cresteri economice sustenabile. Ultima parte a capitolului se focalizeaza pe particularitatile
determinantilor cresterii economice in noile state membre ale Uniunii Europene, intr-un
cadru in care convergenta economicd, integrarea europeand si tranzitia structurald sunt
fenomene definitorii. Pe parcursul capitolului au fost analizate diferentele fata de
economiile dezvoltate ale UE si au fost conturate principalele modele de crestere abordate
de noile state membre ale UE.

Analiza factorilor cresterii economice in noile state membre ale Uniunii Europene
evidentiazd un proces complex de tranzitie, adaptare si convergentd, influentat atat de
variabile interne structurale, cat si de factori exogeni legati de integrarea europeani. In
urma destrdmarii sistemelor economice centralizate, aceste economii au fost marcate initial
de instabilitate macroeconomicd, rate ridicate ale somajului, inflatie accentuatd si
dezechilibre institutionale, care au afectat negativ potentialul de crestere. Pe termen mediu
si lung, insa, integrarea in Uniunea Europeand a reprezentat un catalizator semnificativ al
dezvoltarii economice. Accesul la piata unicd, cresterea fluxurilor de investitii strdine
directe, fondurile europene pentru coeziune si reformele structurale impuse de acquis-ul
comunitar au contribuit la imbunatatirea competitivitatii, la modernizarea infrastructurii si
la consolidarea guvernantei economice. Aceste transformdri sunt in concordantd cu
predictiile modelelor de crestere endogend, in care capitalul uman, inovatia, stabilitatea
institutionald si acumularea eficientd de capital joacd roluri centrale. Masura in care
guvernele postcomuniste luptd eficient impotriva coruptiei va fi un indicator-cheie al
eficacitatii dovedite a consolidarii statului de drept, a democratiei si a economiei de piata.

Totodatd, dinamica cresterii a fost influentatd de factori specifici fiecdrei economii,
precum ritmul reformelor, calitatea administratiei publice, eficienta pietei muncii sau
gradul de integrare in lanturile valorice europene. Desi exista diferente notabile intre tari,
tendinta generald indica o convergenta treptatd catre standardele economice ale Europei de
Vest, desi incompletd si adesea inegala. S-a constatat ca traiectoria lor de crestere a fost
puternic influentatd de procesele de integrare economicd, reformele post-tranzitie si
accesul la fonduri europene. Sustenabilitatea pe termen lung este conditionatd de
consolidarea institutionald, adaptarea la tranzitia verde si digitald, precum si de reducerea
disparitatilor regionale.

Tn acest capitol s-a demonstrat ci o viziune moderni asupra cresterii economice

trebuie sa includd dimensiuni calitative, institutionale si ecologice, oferind astfel un cadru
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adecvat pentru analiza empirica detaliata a relatiei dintre crestere economica si dezvoltare
durabila in noile state membre ale UE, care va fi aprofundata in capitolele urmatoare.

Prin urmare, experienta noilor state membre ale UE confirma importanta cadrului
institutional, a stabilitatii macroeconomice si a integrarii internationale in sustinerea unei
cresteri economice sustenabile, oferind un cadru valoros de reflectie atat pentru economiile
in tranzitie, cat si pentru procesul de extindere viitoare a Uniunii Europene.

Al treilea capitol, Impactul crizei politice si sociale asupra cresterii economice,
analizeaza mecanismele prin care criza politicd si sociald influenteaza dinamica cresterii
economice, identificand atat efectele imediate, cat si cele pe termen mediu si lung.

In prima parte a capitolului este realizati o analizi bibliometrici a literaturii de
specialitate privind relatia dintre tensiunile politice si performanta economica pe de o parte
si tensiunile sociale si performanta economica pe de alta. Ulterior, analiza empirica
examineaza in ce masurd crizele politice si sociale din noile state membre ale UE au
influentat ritmul de crestere economica al acestora in ultimele doud decenii. Rezultatele
obtinute vor contribui la intelegerea interdependentei dintre stabilitatea internd si
dezvoltarea economicd sustenabild, oferind totodata recomandari privind consolidarea
rezilientei economiilor in fata unor astfel de crize.

Una dintre tensiunile politice semnificative, CU un impact adanc asupra stabilitatii si
functionarii institutiilor politice si economice ale unei tari este coruptia. Aceasta este
adesea un fenomen care pune in pericol statul de drept, echitatea si eficienta administratiei
publice, si poate crea conflicte intre diferite grupuri de interese, afectdnd astfel procesul
politic.

Integrarea in Uniunea Europeand a tarilor din Europa Centrald si de Est a
reprezentat un moment crucial in reconstructia economica si politicd a regiunii post-
comuniste. Desi aderarea la UE a oferit acestor state oportunitdti semnificative pentru
dezvoltare economicd, stabilitate institutionald si convergenta cu statele membre mai vechi,
realitatea post-aderare a fost adesea marcatd de instabilitate politica, proteste sociale si
crize sistemice. In acest context, apar intrebiri esentiale legate de modul in care astfel de
crize afecteaza ritmul si sustenabilitatea cresterii economice in noile state membre.

In capitolul al treilea se analizeazi empiric impactul crizelor politice si sociale
asupra dinamicii cresterii economice In noile tiri integrate in UE, utilizdnd modele
econometrice pe date panel. Studiul abordeaza complexitatea relatiei dintre instabilitatea
politica si performanta economica, avand in vedere factori precum increderea

investitorilor, functionarea institutiilor, mobilizarea capitalului intern si extern, precum si
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raspunsurile politice la tensiunile sociale. In timp ce combaterea coruptiei si stimularea
comertului s-au dovedit a fi factori ce favorizeaza avansul economic al noilor state membre
ale UE, existenta unor rente provenite din resurse naturale, un consum energetic mare,
somajul si populatia urband numeroasa au exercitat presiuni negative asupra acestuia.
Investitiile strdine directe, conform analizei, nu au prezentat o corelatie semnificativa cu
dinamica cresterii economice.

In special, relatia dintre coruptie si PIB este studiati prin modele dinamice (GMM,
ARDL) si metode robuste (FMOLS, DOLS), care iau in considerare endogeneitatea si
cointegrarea seriilor de date. Indicatorii utilizati includ indicele de control al coruptiei
(ICC), PIB-ul pe locuitor, investitiile strdine directe, rata somajului, comertul si consumul
de energie. Datele sunt preluate in principal de la Banca Mondiala si Eurostat si acopera
perioada 1996-2023 pentru 13 tari est-europene.

Rezultatele indica o legdturd bidirectionala Intre coruptie si cresterea economica,
variind in functie de tard si perioada. Testele statistice confirmd dependenta transnationala
a datelor, cu exceptia unor cazuri precum coruptia si urbanizarea. De asemenea, analiza
evidentiaza ca politicile publice eficiente pot atenua efectele negative ale instabilitatii
politice asupra economiei. Testele de stationaritate si dependentd transversala confirma
complexitatea relatiilor dintre variabile, indicdnd necesitatea unor modele adaptate
caracteristicilor datelor. Matricea de corelatie relevd o corelatie slabd intre variabilele
explicative, ceea ce sprijind validitatea modelelor utilizate. Analiza evidentiazd ca
instabilitatea politicd si coruptia afecteazd negativ cresterea economicd, insd impactul
variaza intre tari si perioade.

Capitolul al patrulea, Impactul crizei medicale asupra cresterii economice,
analizeaza, atit din perspectivd teoretica, cat si empirica, luand in considerare variatiile
dintre state in functie de gradul de pregatire sanitara, capacitatea de reactie economica si
structura economiei. Intelegerea acestor dinamici este esentiali pentru elaborarea unor
politici economice reziliente in fata unor crize similare viitoare si pentru consolidarea
sustenabild a cresterii economice.

Crizele medicale de amploare, cum a fost cea generata de pandemia COVID-19, au
demonstrat intr-un mod fara precedent cat de profund pot influenta dinamica economica
globala. Intr-un context in care economiile moderne sunt interconectate si profund
dependente de mobilitatea fortei de muncd, de lanturile de aprovizionare si de consumul
intern, aparitia unei crize sanitare majore are efecte rapide si extinse asupra tuturor

sectoarelor economiei. Inchiderea temporard a activitdtilor economice, restrictiile de
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circulatie, colapsul anumitor industrii (precum turismul si transporturile), dar si cresterea
incertitudinii au generat un soc economic profund, fara precedent in ultimele decenii.

Criza medicala afecteaza nu doar productia si cererea agregata, ci si fundamentele
pe termen lung ale cresterii economice, precum investitiile, capitalul uman si increderea in
pietele financiare. In special in economiile emergente sau in cele cu sisteme de sinitate
fragile, pandemia a amplificat vulnerabilitdtile existente si a accentuat disparitatile sociale
si economice. In acelasi timp, raspunsurile guvernelor — prin politici fiscale, monetare si
interventii directe — au fost cruciale in atenuarea efectelor negative si in conturarea unui
cadru de redresare.

Pandemia de COVID-19 a generat cea mai profunda si sincronizata scadere a
ratelor de crestere economica la nivel mondial de dupa cel de-al Doilea Razboi Mondial.
Dar, pandemia a contribuit totusi la implementarea unor idei noi. Inovatiile tehnologice si
digitale au fost introduse in turism, in sectorul educatiei, in sistemul de protectie a
sanatatii, acestea, jucand un rol vital in aplatizarea valului de cazuri confirmate. Cerinta
pentru lucrul la distantd a declansat cererea pentru multe servicii, inclusiv servicii TIC, de
curierat, financiar, imobiliar si educational.

Se poate spune cd pandemia COVID-19 a avut un impact asupra schimbarilor
structurale. Turismul si transportul sunt sectoare care au fost puternic afectate. Scaderea
performantei transportului rutier in 2020 a fost Inregistratd in majoritatea noilor state
membre, exceptie facand Bulgaria, Lituania, Cehia, Polonia, Letonia si Romania, unde s-a
inregistrat chiar o usoara crestere a volumului transportului rutier.

In acest capitol este realizatd o analizi amanuntiti a efectelor pandemiei de Covid
in multe aspecte, de la cele personale pana la cele regionale si nationale, de la cele sociale
pana la cele economice.

Pentru studierea impactului crizei medicale asupra cresterii economice in noile state
membre ale UE s-au folosit modele panel. Testul CADF propus de Pesaran indica prezenta
unei dependente transversale semnificative pentru PIB pe locuitor, inflatie si stabilitatea
politica, semnaland existenta unor factori comuni sau legaturi regionale intre noile state
membre UE. In schimb, controlul coruptiei nu prezinti o dependentd transversali
semnificativd, ceea ce sugereaza cd nivelul coruptiei variazd mai degraba individual, la
nivelul fiecarui stat.

Rezultatele evidentiazd mai multe relatii relevante intre variabilele explicative si
cresterea economicad in noile state membre ale Uniunii Europene in perioada 1996-2023.

Se constata si existenta unui relatii neliniare intre controlul coruptiei si rata de investitie.
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Rezultatele au indicat cd un control mai strict al coruptiei a avut initial o influenta
pozitivd asupra PIB pe locuitor, insd aceastd relatie a devenit statistic relevantd prin
includerea in model a termenului de interactiune dintre controlul coruptiei si rata
investitiilor. Aceasta interactiune releva ca efectul investitiilor asupra cresterii economice
este conditionat de calitatea institutiilor. Coeficientul negativ al interactiunii indicd o
diminuare a eficientei investitiilor in contexte marcate de coruptie extinsd. Rata de
investitie a avut un impact negativ semnificativ asupra cresterii economice, sugerand
posibile probleme structurale, capturd institutionald sau o directionare inadecvatd a
capitalului. Inflatia s-a dovedit a avea un efect negativ si semnificativ asupra PIB in
modelul de baza, confirmand ideea ca instabilitatea macroeconomica franeaza avansul
economic. In toate specificirile modelului, variabila ce surprinde efectul pandemiei de
Covid-19 a avut un impact pozitiv si semnificativ, reflectdnd eficacitatea masurilor fiscale
si monetare post-pandemie. Stabilitatea politicd nu a avut un efect statistic semnificativ
asupra cresterii economice. In incheierea capitolului sunt prezentate recomandari privind
atenuarea efectelor crizei medicale asupra cresterii economice si o sinteza a impactului
pandemiei de COVID-19 asupra noilor state membre.

Pandemia de COVID-19 a evidentiat legatura stransa dintre sandtate, societate si
economie, provocand cea mai severa crizd socio-economica din Europa postbelica. Noile
state membre UE au fost nepregdtite In fata impactului pandemic, ceea ce a subliniat
deficientele structurale ale sistemelor de sandtate publica si ale capacitatilor de raspuns.

Pentru a atenua efectele unei astfel de crize asupra economiei, se recomanda:

e Investitii strategice in sanatate publica, preventie si infrastructurd medicala;

e Intirirea colaboririi internationale si utilizarea eficientd a cadrelor legale si sanitare
existente;

o Imbunitatirea capacititilor de rispuns rapid si pregitire pentru urgente;

e Consolidarea cercetarii, supravegherii si productiei medicale;

e Utilizarea echitabila a resurselor si protejarea persoanelor vulnerabile;

o Imbunititirea guvernantei si implicarea comunitatilor in decizii;

e Dezvoltarea digitald acceleratd ca suport pentru rezilientd economica si sociala.

Se subliniaza importanta cooperarii multisectoriale si a investitiilor in educatie,
sandtate si tehnologie pentru o redresare durabila. Pandemia este o lectie si o oportunitate

pentru reforme structurale, pregatire continud si tranzitie digitala si verde.
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Pandemia de COVID-19 a avut un impact profund asupra noilor state membre ale
UE, atat din punct de vedere sanitar, cat si economic. De la primele cazuri raportate in
2020, aceste state au implementat o gama largd de masuri pentru a combate raspandirea
virusului, cu rezultate si efecte economice variabile in functie de contextul national.
In ansamblu, PIB-ul real al UE a scazut cu 6,1% in 2020, insd impactul asupra
noilor state membre a fost diferit:
- Bulgaria: PIB -4,2%; somaj relativ scazut datoritd raspunsului initial rapid.
- Croatia: afectatd grav de reducerea turismului; a adoptat peste 60 de masuri
economice.
- Cipru: carantind severd si masuri repetate de izolare; relansarea economiei a fost
graduala.
- Cehia: PIB -5,6%:; a introdus masuri ample de sprijin economic.
- Estonia: PIB -2,9%; impact economic mai bland datorita restrictiilor moderate.
- Ungaria: sever afectatd in al doilea si al treilea val; a fost prima tara care a
diversificat vaccinurile.

Masurile comune luate de guverne au inclus: carantind nationald, restrictii de
mobilitate, Inchiderea institutiilor de invatdmant si a afacerilor neesentiale, sprijin
economic pentru intreprinderi si populatie, precum si programe de vaccinare rapide in

valurile ulterioare.
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Concluzii

Analizele panel efectuate in aceastd lucrare sunt realizate pe perioada 1995 — 2023

pentru ultimele 13 state care au aderat la Uniunea Europeana si sugereaza cateva concluzii

esentiale, precum:

pentru noile state membre ale UE, controlul coruptiei si comertul sunt benefice
pentru cresterea economicd. Pe de altd parte, rentele din resursele naturale,
consumul de energie, somajul si populatia urbana au efecte daunatoare asupra
cresterii economice, in timp ce ISD nu au un efect semnificativ asupra acesteia.
cresterea comertului permite noilor state membre ale UE sd se specializeze in
bunuri si servicii pe care le produc cel mai eficient. Acest aspect poate conduce la
cresterea productivitatii si la un acces mai mare la piete, stimuland astfel inovatia,
competitivitatea si investitiile. Noua apartenentd la UE deschide portile catre o
piatd mai larga, stimuland exporturile si activitatea economica.

in timp ce bogdtia In resurse poate genera venituri, aceasta poate duce, de
asemenea, la ,,boala olandeza” (Dutch Disease) si la ,blestemul resurselor”
(resource curse). Dependenta de exporturile de resurse poate face alte sectoare mai
putin competitive din cauza unei monede supraevaluate. Bogatia in resurse poate fi
gestionatd eronat, ducdnd la coruptie si neglijdnd investitiile in alte sectoare
esentiale pentru cresterea economica pe termen lung.

Rezultatele analizelor efectuate evidentiaza mai multe relatii relevante intre
variabilele explicative si cresterea economica in noile state membre ale Uniunii Europene
in perioada 1996-2023. Se constatd si existenta unui relatii neliniare Intre controlul
coruptiei si rata de investitie. In ansamblu, rezultatele indicd importanta cadrului
institutional 1n potentarea efectelor pozitive ale factorilor economici asupra cresterii
economice. Reducerea coruptiei, in special, se dovedeste a fi un factor conditionant
esential In maximizarea beneficiilor generate de investitii. Pe termen lung, pandemia a
evidentiat nevoia de reforme structurale in domeniul sdnatatii publice, al educatiei si al
sistemelor de protectie sociald. Intelegerea acestor efecte este esentiald pentru crearea unor

politici economice reziliente si sustenabile.

Elementele de noutate ale tezei de doctorat si ale publicatiilor autorului

Elementele de noutate ale tezei de doctorat rezultd din analiza empiricd pe baza
datelor panel. Pentru noile state membre ale Uniunii Europene, o intensificare a comertului
are efecte pozitive asupra cresterii economice, permitandu-le sa se specializeze in
productia eficientd de bunuri si servicii. Acest lucru stimuleaza productivitatea, extinde
accesul la piete si, implicit, incurajeazd inovatia, competitivitatea si investitiile.
Specializarea genereazd economii de scard si o alocare mai eficientd a resurselor, iar
apartenenta la UE faciliteaza exporturile si dinamizeaza activitatea economici. In contrast,
desi bogédtia in resurse naturale poate aduce venituri, ea prezintd riscul asa-numitei "boli
olandeze" si al "blestemului resurselor". Dependenta excesiva de exporturile de resurse
poate afecta negativ competitivitatea altor sectoare din cauza supraevaluarii monedei
nationale. Mai mult, gestionarea inadecvatd a resurselor poate conduce la coruptie si la
neglijarea investitiilor in sectoare vitale pentru o crestere economica sustenabild pe termen
lung. Scaderea nivelului de coruptie creeaza conditiile necesare pentru ca investitiile sa
genereze efecte pozitive maxime In termeni de crestere economica.

Un consum ridicat de energie, in special din surse ineficiente sau ne-durabile, poate
majora costurile si provoca daune mediului. Costurile energetice ridicate afecteaza negativ

atdt companiile, cat si consumatorii, diminuand venitul disponibil si investitiile.
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Degradarea mediului poate prejudicia sectoare precum turismul si agricultura, avand un
impact negativ asupra cresterii economice.

Lipsa unui impact semnificativ al ISD ar putea fi explicata prin efectul de selectie si
concentrarea pe termen scurt a acestora. Este posibil ca ISD sa fie orientate spre sectoare
specifice cu o contributie limitatd la economia generala, iar beneficiile pe termen lung,
cum ar fi transferul de cunostinte si tehnologie, sa nu fie capturate in analiza.

In mod neasteptat, cresterea procentului populatiei urbane este asociati cu o
scadere a PIB pe locuitor in modelele analizate, sugerand posibile probleme legate de o
urbanizare nesustenabild, migratie internd necontrolatd sau deficiente ale infrastructurii
urbane.

In ceea ce priveste somajul, o rati ridicatd a acestuia este puternic corelati cu o
scadere a PIB pe locuitor, fiind una dintre cele mai relevante variabile explicative. Acest
rezultat confirma atét teoria economica, cat si constatarile altor studii efectuate pentru UE.

Noutatea principald a articolului (1) constad in utilizarea metodei ARDL pe date
panel pentru a analiza relatia PIB—poluare in noile state membre UE, in contextul curbei
EKC, ceea ce permite concluzii mai precise privind politicile de mediu si dezvoltare
sustenabild 1n regiune. Metoda este relativ rar utilizatd in literatura care studiazd relatia
dintre cresterea economica si poluare, mai ales in contextul statelor noi membre UE.

Noutatea articolului (2) consta in evaluarea directa a legaturii dintre integrarea
economica europeand si dezvoltarea durabild in noile state membre UE, folosind un cadru
multidimensional si empiric. Studiul se concentreaza pe relatia directd Intre integrarea
economica In UE si dezvoltarea durabild, un subiect de interes major in contextul extinderii
UE, dar mai putin tratat in mod specific pentru noile state membre.

Studiul (3) abordeaza impactul emigratiei asupra cresterii economice in tarile care
au aderat recent la Uniunea Europeand, o tema mai rar analizatd in literatura economica
regionala. Spre deosebire de cercetarile traditionale care trateaza emigrarea ca o pierdere
netd de fortda de munca, acest articol evalueazd efectele economice agregate pe termen
mediu/lung. Noutatea acestui articol constd in faptul ca abordeaza emigrarea ca factor
economic cu impact asupra cresterii In noile state membre UE, intr-un context de

dezvoltare sustenabila si integrare europeana.

Recomandarile propuse pe baza analizei cantitative

Pe baza rezultatelor empirice se pot face mai multe recomandari pentru a asigura o
crestere economica sustenabild prin minimizarea impactului negativ al tensiunilor sociale.
Avand in vedere rolul conditionant esential al reducerii coruptiei in amplificarea efectelor
pozitive ale investitiilor asupra cresterii economice, politicile anticoruptie ar trebui sa fie o
prioritate strategica.

Masurile ar trebui sd vizeze atit preventia, cat si sanctionarea eficientd a actelor de
coruptie la toate nivelurile. Politicile comerciale trebuie sd fie orientate spre eliminarea
barierelor, promovarea specializarii in sectoarele competitive si facilitarea accesului la
piete mai largi. Sprijinirea exporturilor si crearea unui mediu de afaceri atractiv pot

valorifica pe deplin beneficiile apartenentei la UE.
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Pentru statele bogate in resurse, este cruciald implementarea unor politici
transparente si responsabile de gestionare a acestora. Diversificarea economiei, investitiile
in alte sectoare si evitarea capcanelor "bolii olandeze" si a "blestemului resurselor" sunt
esentiale pentru o crestere economicd sustenabild pe termen lung. Politicile energetice
trebuie s se concentreze pe reducerea consumului ineficient si pe tranzitia catre surse de
energie durabile. Investitiile in eficienta energeticd si in tehnologii verzi pot reduce
costurile, proteja mediul si stimula inovatia. Avand in vedere impactul negativ semnificativ
al somajului asupra PIB pe locuitor, politicile active de pe piata muncii, investitiile in
educatie si formare profesionald, precum si crearea unui mediu favorabil ocupdrii trebuie
sa fie prioritare. Este recomandat ca politicile sd vizeze si o urbanizare sustenabila,

gestionarea eficientd a migratiei interne si dezvoltarea de servicii urbane de calitate.

Limite ale cercetarii si directii viitoare de analiza

Printre limitele cercetarii se numard omiterea din modele a unor factori importanti
care influenteaza cresterea economica si care ar putea afecta relatiile identificate intre
variabilele incluse. Cercetarea se limiteazd doar la nivel macroeconomic, fara a surprinde o
abordare regionald la nivelul fiecarui stat. Sunt analizate doar noile state membre ale UE
printr-o abordare panel, desi o analiza la nivelul fiecarui stat poate conduce la rezultate
diferite fatd de concluziile formulate la nivelul intregului grup de tari.

Analizele viitoare pot include variabile suplimentare considerate relevante pentru
cresterea economicd, cum ar fi calitatea capitalul uman, cheltuielile pentru cercetare-
dezvoltare sau alti indicatori specifici ai calitdtii guvernarii. Investigarea impactului
variabilelor analizate la nivelul sectoarelor economice specifice sau la nivelul firmelor pot
oferi o intelegere mai detaliatd a mecanismelor de transmisie. Analiza impactului
tensiunilor sociale la nivelul fiecarui stat al UE si realizarea unei analize comparative intre
tari va permite formularea unor recomandari specifice fiecarui stat pentru asigurarea unei

cresteri economice sustenabile.
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Synthesis of main ideas

Objective

This thesis conducts an in-depth analysis of economic growth under the influence
of social tensions in the new member states of the European Union (EU) with a focus on
the economic and non-economic factors that influence economic growth.

The research emphasizes both economic and non-economic factors that shape
growth dynamics within these countries. The thesis also deals with the effects of social
tensions and political tensions on economic growth, as well as the influence of the medical
crisis on the economies of the new EU member states.

The motivation for this research stems from three key considerations: academic
relevance (a growing interest in understanding the interaction between economy and
society within a post-transition and European framework); Practical significance (the need
to comprehend how social tensions can influence economic performance in an integrated
framework such as that of the European Union); Literature gap (the tendency of scholarly
work to address economic and social dynamics separately, often overlooking their
interconnectedness, particularly in the context of Eastern European countries).

This thesis thus contributes to a more integrated understanding of the factors
affecting economic growth in the EU’s newer member states, providing theoretical insights

and empirical evidence to support more coherent economic and social policymaking.

Metodologia de cercetare

Pe parcursul cercetarii au fost imbinate cercetarea calitativa cu cea cantitativa,
folosindu-se metode de cercetare specifice. Rezultatele obtinute pe baza celor doua
abordari constituie suportul pentru recomandarea unor directii de imbunatatire a analizei
impactului factorilor cresterii asupra economiei. Demersul stiintific al cercetarii calitative
se bazeaza pe analiza literaturii de specialitate Tn domeniul cresterii economice, al teoriilor
si modelelor economice in contextul dezvoltarii durabile. S-au folosit, de asemenea metode
statistice pentru analiza datelor la nivel macroeconomic, rezultatele fiind redate sub forma
de grafice si tabele cu estimari econometrice.

Abordarea este una la nivel macroeconomic si presupune analiza impactului
factorilor cresterii economice asupra economiilor noilor state membre ale UE. Analiza s-a

facut pe baza datelor panel, construindu-se modele bazate pe estimatorii DOLS, FMOLS si

estimatorii mediei de grup (MGQG) ai lui Pesaran si Smith (1995) pentru explicarea cresterii

economice in noile state membre ale UE.

Research methodology

Throughout the research, both qualitative and quantitative approaches were
combined using specific research methods. The results obtained through these two
approaches provide the foundation for recommending directions to improve the analysis of
the impact of growth factors on the economy. The scientific approach of qualitative
research is based on the analysis of specialized literature in the field of economic growth,
economic theories and models in the context of sustainable development. In addition,
statistical methods were used for the analysis of macroeconomic data, with the results
presented in the form of graphs and econometric estimation tables.

The approach is at the macroeconomic level and focuses on analyzing the impact of
economic growth factors on the economies of the new EU member states. The analysis was
conducted using panel data, and models were developed using DOLS (Dynamic Ordinary
Least Squares), FMOLS (Fully Modified Ordinary Least Squares), and the Mean Group
(MG) estimators of Pesaran and Smith (1995) to explain economic growth in the new EU
member states.

Despite the limitations of the research, such as the omission of certain important
factors from the models that influence economic growth and could affect the relationships
identified between the included variables, as well as the exclusively macroeconomic
approach without incorporating a regional analysis within each country, the results are
consistent with findings in the existing literature. The analysis focuses solely on the new
EU member states using a panel data approach, although a country-level analysis might

yield results that differ from the conclusions drawn for the entire group of countries.

Chapter Synthesis

The doctoral thesis is structured over four chapters that follow a logical order,
starting first with the presentation of theoretical aspects and continuing with the
combination of both theoretical and empirical elements in order to test the applicability of
theoretical models.

In the first chapter "Theories and models of economic growth” the main theories
and models of economic growth are presented. The bibliometric analysis of the literature

on economic growth was completed with the new socio-political context that economies
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are going through. Although economic growth can be defined from multiple perspectives,
the idea that it is a complex process, influenced by a variety of factors remains consistent.

The main theoretical models of economic growth were analyzed in the first chapter,
highlighting their similarities and differences in approaching the growth process. Growth
theories and models highlight different ways in which current activity influences future
activity, identifying the sources that can lead to continuous growth. These theories have
evolved over time, depending on the dynamics of economic reality and the development of
economic analysis tools.

The main growth theories analyzed in this chapter are:

- The classical growth theory, which is one of the most influential theories,
emphasizing the importance of capital accumulation and the labor division in stimulating
production. Its well-known representatives are: Adam Smith, David Ricardo, Thomas
Malthus, Frank Ramsey and Frank Knight.

- The neoclassical models, represented by the Solow model, a benchmark
neoclassical model developed in the 1950s that demonstrates how technological progress,
population growth and increased savings rates influence the level of production and
economic growth over a period of time.

- The endogenous economic growth models, which emerged in the late 1970s amid
changing economic and political conditions in developed countries and which emphasize
the role of knowledge, education and research in generating innovation, highlighting that
investments in human capital can lead to sustainable growth.

- Modern growth theories represented by Kuznets and Schumpeter. Kuznets
showed that various factors of economic growth in Western countries can be derived
(population growth rate, real wage, changes in income distribution, interest rates,
investment/output ratio, production growth rate, etc.).

Economic practice has shown that economic growth models have had different
results, depending on the economic specifics of the states. Economic growth models can
suggest different trajectories, growth directions, can test certain hypotheses, and can be
used for simulation. Regardless of the production factors taken into account and their
contributions, economic growth models analyze and evaluate the actions of these factors
with the help of economic-mathematical relationships.

In addition to these theories, it is important to mention the impact of globalization

on economic growth. Globalization facilitates trade and technology transfer, which can



contribute to accelerating economic development, but also brings challenges, such as
increasing inequalities between countries and regions.

The theoretical aspects presented in this first chapter can lead us to the conclusion
that economic growth theories and models provide a solid basis for understanding
economic processes. Whether the central idea of the model is capital accumulation,
technological progress or endogenous factors, each approach has its merits. In a constantly
changing world, adapting these theories to contemporary economic realities is fundamental
for sustainable development.

The first chapter continues and concludes in the same time with a detailed analysis
highlighting the diversity of growth strategies adopted by the new EU member states. From
predominantly endogenous models (Lithuania, Latvia, Poland) to semi-endogenous ones
(Romania, Hungary, Croatia), and even exogenous models (Bulgaria, Cyprus), the
trajectories of these economies reflect both the historical and institutional legacy, as well as
the capacity to adapt to the standards and opportunities offered by membership of the
European Union.

The theoretical analysis carried out within this first chapter highlighted the
complexity and multidimensionality of the concept of economic growth, as well as the
diversity of theoretical approaches that have been formulated over time in an attempt to
explain the dynamics of this phenomenon. From classical and neoclassical models, focused
on capital accumulation and the role of exogenous factors, to modern theories of
endogenous growth, which introduce elements such as innovation, human capital and
institutions, the specialized literature has provided a robust conceptual framework for
interpreting long-term economic expansion processes.

It has been found that, despite the progress made in mathematical and econometric
modelling of growth, there is no universally valid model, but rather a plurality of theories
that offer complementary explanations depending on the structural and historical
specificities of each economy. In this regard, modern models increasingly emphasize the
role of intangible factors — such as knowledge, institutional capacity or governance
efficiency — in generating sustainable and inclusive growth.

Regarding the applicability of these theories in the context of the new Member
States of the European Union, the importance of real convergence and post-accession
structural reforms has been highlighted. Economic growth in these countries is strongly
influenced by the processes of transition from a planned economy to a market economy, by

integration into European markets and by adaptation to Community standards and policies.
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Therefore, the chapter provides a solid theoretical basis for further empirical
analysis in the following chapters, where the determinants of economic growth in the new
EU Member States will be examined, with a focus on the interaction between economic
policies, institutions and macroeconomic performance.

In the second chapter, "Determinants of Economic Growth in the Context of
Sustainable Development”, an analysis of the determinants of economic growth in the
context of sustainable development is carried out. Economic development is a broader
process than growth, influenced by quantitative and qualitative factors, while economic
growth is a necessary but not sufficient process in achieving economic development. The
analysis starts from the classification of growth factors into economic and non-economic.

In the current context of accelerated global transformations — economic, social,
ecological and technological — the analysis of economic growth can no longer be separated
from the principles of sustainable development. Beyond the expansion of gross domestic
product, attention is increasingly focused on the quality, sustainability and equity of the
growth process. Thus, understanding the determinants that underlie economic growth
requires a complex and multidimensional approach, which integrates both classical
economic factors and institutional, social, demographic or environmental variables.

In this second chapter, the main determinants of economic growth are identified
and analyzed in depth, in correlation with the requirements of sustainable development.
After examining economic factors (human capital, technological progress, capital
accumulation, investments, etc.), the analysis also included the analysis of non-economic
factors (political, institutional, psychological, cultural, social, etc.), with a determining role
in generating sustainable economic growth. The last part of the chapter focuses on the
particularities of the determinants of economic growth in the new member states of the
European Union, in a framework in which economic convergence, European integration
and structural transition are defining phenomena. Throughout the chapter, the differences
compared to the developed economies of the EU were analyzed and the main growth
models approached by the new member states of the EU were outlined.

The analysis of the factors of economic growth in the new Member States of the
European Union highlights a complex process of transition, adaptation and convergence,
influenced by both internal structural variables and exogenous factors related to European
integration. Following the collapse of centralized economic systems, these economies were
initially marked by macroeconomic instability, high unemployment rates, high inflation

and institutional imbalances, which negatively affected growth potential. In the medium
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and long term, however, integration into the European Union represented a significant
catalyst for economic development. Access to the single market, increased foreign direct
investment flows, European cohesion funds and structural reforms imposed by the acquis
contributed to improving competitiveness, modernizing infrastructure and strengthening
economic governance. These transformations are consistent with the predictions of
endogenous growth models, in which human capital, innovation, institutional stability and
efficient capital accumulation play central roles. The extent to which post-communist
governments effectively fight corruption will be a key indicator of the proven effectiveness
of consolidating the rule of law, democracy, and market economy.

At the same time, the growth dynamics were influenced by factors specific to each
economy, such as the pace of reforms, the quality of public administration, the efficiency
of the labor market or the degree of integration into European value chains. Although there
are notable differences between countries, the general trend indicates a gradual
convergence towards Western European economic standards, albeit incomplete and often
uneven. It was found that their growth trajectory was strongly influenced by economic
integration processes, post-transition reforms and access to European funds. Long-term
sustainability is conditional on institutional consolidation, adaptation to the green and
digital transition, as well as the reduction of regional disparities.

This chapter has demonstrated that a modern vision of economic growth must
include qualitative, institutional and ecological dimensions, thus providing an adequate
framework for the detailed empirical analysis of the relationship between economic growth
and sustainable development in the new EU Member States, which will be further
developed in the following chapters.

Therefore, the experience of the new EU Member States confirms the importance
of the institutional framework, macroeconomic stability and international integration in
supporting sustainable economic growth, providing a valuable framework for reflection
both for economies in transition and for the future enlargement process of the European
Union.

The third chapter, "The Impact of the Political and Social Crisis on Economic
Growth", analyzes the mechanisms through which the political and social crisis influences
the dynamics of economic growth, identifying both immediate and medium- and long-term
effects.

In the first part of the chapter, a bibliometric analysis of the specialized literature

on the relationship between political tensions and economic performance on the one hand
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and social tensions and economic performance on the other is carried out. Subsequently,
the empirical analysis examines to what extent the political and social crises in the new EU
member states have influenced their economic growth rate in the last two decades. The
results obtained will contribute to understanding the interdependence between internal
stability and sustainable economic development, while also providing recommendations on
strengthening the resilience of economies in the face of such crises.

One of the significant political tensions, with a profound impact on the stability and
functioning of a country’s political and economic institutions, is corruption. It is often a
phenomenon that threatens the rule of law, fairness and efficiency of public administration,
and can create conflicts between different interest groups, thus affecting the political
process.

The integration of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe into the European
Union represented a crucial moment in the economic and political reconstruction of the
post-communist region. Although EU accession offered these states significant
opportunities for economic development, institutional stability and convergence with older
member states, the post-accession reality has often been marked by political instability,
social protests and systemic crises. In this context, crucial questions arise regarding how
such crises affect the pace and sustainability of economic growth in the new member
states.

The third chapter empirically analyzes the impact of political and social crises on
the dynamics of economic growth in the new EU member states, using econometric models
on panel data. The study addresses the complexity of the relationship between political
instability and economic performance, considering factors such as investor confidence, the
functioning of institutions, the mobilization of domestic and foreign capital, as well as
political responses to social tensions. While combating corruption and stimulating trade
have proven to be factors that favor the economic advance of the new EU member states,
the existence of rents from natural resources, high energy consumption, unemployment and
a large urban population have exerted negative pressures on it. Foreign direct investment,
according to the analysis, did not show a significant correlation with the dynamics of
economic growth.

In particular, the relationship between corruption and GDP is studied through
dynamic models (GMM, ARDL) and robust methods (FMOLS, DOLS), which take into
account endogeneity and cointegration of data series. The indicators used include the

Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI), GDP per capita, foreign direct investment,
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unemployment rate, trade and energy consumption. The data are mainly taken from the
World Bank and Eurostat and cover the period 1996-2023 for 13 Eastern European
countries.

The results indicate a bidirectional link between corruption and economic growth,
varying by country and period. Statistical tests confirm the cross-national dependence of
the data, except for some cases such as corruption and urbanization. The analysis also
highlights that effective public policies can mitigate the negative effects of political
instability on the economy. Stationarity and cross-dependence tests confirm the complexity
of the relationships between variables, indicating the need for models adapted to the
characteristics of the data. The correlation matrix reveals a weak correlation between the
explanatory variables, which supports the validity of the models used. The analysis
highlights that political instability and corruption negatively affect economic growth, but
the impact varies across countries and periods.

The Four™ Chapter, "The Impact of the Health Crisis on Economic Growth",
analyses, from both a theoretical and empirical perspective, the variations between
countries in terms of health preparedness, economic response capacity and economic
structure. Understanding these dynamics is essential for designing resilient economic
policies in the face of similar future crises and for sustainably strengthening economic
growth,

Major health crises, such as the one generated by the COVID-19 pandemic, have
demonstrated in an unprecedented way how deeply they can influence global economic
dynamics. In a context in which modern economies are interconnected and deeply
dependent on labor mobility, supply chains and domestic consumption, the emergence of a
major health crisis has rapid and widespread effects on all sectors of the economy. The
temporary closure of economic activities, restrictions on movement, the collapse of certain
industries (such as tourism and transport), but also the increase in uncertainty have
generated a profound economic shock, unprecedented in recent decades.

The health crisis affects not only aggregate production and demand, but also the
long-term foundations of economic growth, such as investment, human capital and
confidence in financial markets. Especially in emerging economies or those with fragile
health systems, the pandemic has amplified existing vulnerabilities and accentuated social
and economic disparities. At the same time, government responses — through fiscal,
monetary policies and direct interventions — have been crucial in mitigating the negative

effects and in shaping a framework for recovery.
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The COVID-19 pandemic has generated the deepest and most synchronized decline
in global economic growth rates since World War Il. However, the pandemic has also
contributed to the implementation of new ideas. Technological and digital innovations
have been introduced in tourism, education, and healthcare, playing a vital role in
flattening the wave of confirmed cases. The requirement for remote working has triggered
demand for many services, including ICT, courier, financial, real estate, and educational
services.

It can be said that the COVID-19 pandemic has had an impact on structural
changes. Tourism and transport are sectors that have been strongly affected. The decline in
road transport performance in 2020 was recorded in most of the new Member States, with
the exception of Bulgaria, Lithuania, the Czech Republic, Poland, Latvia, and Romania,
where there was even a slight increase in road transport volume.In acest capitol este
realizatd o analizad amanuntitd a efectelor pandemiei de Covid in multe aspecte, de la cele
personale pana la cele regionale si nationale, de la cele sociale pana la cele economice.

Panel models were used to study the impact of the health crisis on economic growth
in the new EU member states. The CADF test proposed by Pesaran indicates the presence
of a significant cross-sectional dependence for GDP per capita, inflation and political
stability, signaling the existence of common factors or regional links between the new EU
member states. In contrast, the control of corruption does not show a significant cross-
sectional dependence, suggesting that the level of corruption varies rather individually, at
the level of each state.

The results highlight several relevant relationships between the explanatory
variables and economic growth in the new EU member states over the period 1996-2023. It
is also found that there is a nonlinear relationship between the control of corruption and the
investment rate.

The results indicated that stricter control of corruption initially had a positive
influence on GDP per capita, but this relationship became statistically significant by
including the interaction term between the control of corruption and the investment rate in
the model. This interaction reveals that the effect of investment on economic growth is
conditioned by the quality of institutions. The negative coefficient of the interaction
indicates a decrease in the efficiency of investment in contexts marked by widespread
corruption. The investment rate had a significant negative impact on economic growth,
suggesting possible structural problems, institutional capture or inadequate targeting of

capital. Inflation was found to have a negative and significant effect on GDP in the basic
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model, confirming the idea that macroeconomic instability slows down economic progress.
In all model specifications, the variable capturing the effect of the Covid-19 pandemic had
a positive and significant impact, reflecting the effectiveness of post-pandemic fiscal and
monetary measures. Political stability did not have a statistically significant effect on
economic growth. The chapter concludes with recommendations on mitigating the effects
of the medical crisis on economic growth and a synthesis of the impact of the COVID-19
pandemic on the new member states.

The COVID-19 pandemic has highlighted the close link between health, society
and the economy, causing the most severe socio-economic crisis in post-war Europe. The
new EU Member States were unprepared for the impact of the pandemic, which
highlighted the structural weaknesses of public health systems and response capacities.

To mitigate the effects of such a crisis on the economy, it is recommended:

e Strategic investments in public health, prevention and medical infrastructure;

e Strengthening international collaboration and effective use of existing legal and
health frameworks;

e Improving rapid response capacities and emergency preparedness;

e Strengthening medical research, surveillance and production;

e Equitable use of resources and protection of vulnerable people;

e Improving governance and community involvement in decisions;

e Accelerated digital development as a support for economic and social resilience.

The importance of multi-sectoral cooperation and investment in education, health
and technology for a sustainable recovery is highlighted. The pandemic is a lesson and an
opportunity for structural reforms, continued preparedness and a digital and green
transition.

The COVID-19 pandemic has had a profound impact on the new EU Member
States, both in terms of health and economy. Since the first cases were reported in 2020,
these countries have implemented a wide range of measures to combat the spread of the
virus, with varying results and economic impacts depending on the national context.

Overall, the EU's real GDP fell by 6.1% in 2020, but the impact on the new
Member States has been different:

- Bulgaria: GDP -4.2%; relatively low unemployment due to the rapid initial

response.
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- Croatia: severely affected by the reduction in tourism; adopted over 60 economic
measures.

- Cyprus: severe quarantine and repeated isolation measures; economic recovery has
been gradual.

- Czech Republic: GDP -5.6%; introduced extensive economic support measures.

- Estonia: GDP -2.9%; milder economic impact due to moderate restrictions.

- Hungary: severely affected in the second and third waves; was the first country to
diversify vaccines.

- Latvia: GDP -3.6%; imposed tough measures in the second wave.

- Lithuania: strict national quarantine until June 2021; GDP significantly affected.

- Malta: strict restrictions, followed by rapid relaxation and further tightening in
subsequent waves.

- Poland: GDP -2.7%; used regional containment strategies and quickly relaunched
the economy after each wave.

- Romania: one of the smallest economic contractions (-3.9%) due to support
measures and the resumption of construction.

- Slovakia: GDP -4.8%; affected by steep declines in key sectors and an extended
quarantine.

- Slovenia: GDP -5.5%; used eight packages of economic and social measures.
Common measures taken by governments included: national quarantine, mobility

restrictions, closure of educational institutions and non-essential businesses, economic
support for businesses and the population, as well as rapid vaccination programs in

Su bsequent WaVes.

Conclusions

The panel analyses conducted in this paper are conducted over the period 1995 —
2023 for the last 13 countries that joined the European Union and suggest some key
conclusions, such as:

- for the new EU member states, corruption control and trade are beneficial for
economic growth. On the other hand, natural resource rents, energy consumption,
unemployment and urban population have detrimental effects on economic growth, while

FDI has no significant effect on it.
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- increased trade allows the new EU member states to specialize in the goods and
services they produce most efficiently. This can lead to increased productivity and greater
access to markets, thus stimulating innovation, competitiveness and investment. New EU
membership opens the doors to a larger market, stimulating exports and economic activity.

- while resource wealth can generate income, it can also lead to the *“Dutch
Disease” and the “resource curse”. Reliance on resource exports can make other sectors
less competitive due to an overvalued currency. Resource wealth can be mismanaged,
leading to corruption and neglecting investment in other sectors essential for long-term
economic growth.

- high energy consumption, especially from inefficient or unsustainable sources,
can increase costs and create environmental damage. Businesses and consumers face
higher energy costs, reducing disposable income and investment. Environmental
degradation can harm tourism, agriculture and public health, thus hindering economic
growth.

- the lack of impact for FDI is caused by the selection effect and short-term focus.
FDI could be concentrated in specific sectors that do not necessarily contribute much to the
economy. The study may not capture the long-term benefits of FDI, such as knowledge
transfer and technology diffusion.

- the increase in the percentage of urban population is surprisingly associated with
the decrease in GDP per capita in the analyzed models. This result could suggest problems
related to unsustainable urbanization, uncontrolled internal migration or poor urban
infrastructure.

- regarding unemployment, its increase is strongly associated with the decrease in
GDP per capita. It is one of the most robust explanatory variables in the model. The result
confirms economic theory and other studies for the EU.

The results of the analyses carried out highlight several relevant relationships
between the explanatory variables and economic growth in the new European Union
Member States during the period 1996-2023. It is also found that there is a nonlinear
relationship between the control of corruption and the investment rate. Overall, the results
indicate the importance of the institutional framework in enhancing the positive effects of
economic factors on economic growth. Reducing corruption, in particular, is proving to be
a key enabling factor in maximizing the benefits generated by investments. In the long

term, the pandemic has highlighted the need for structural reforms in public health,
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education, and social protection systems. Understanding these effects is essential for

creating resilient and sustainable economic policies.

The novelties of the doctoral thesis and the author’s publications

The novelties of the doctoral thesis result from the empirical analysis based on
panel data. For the new member states of the European Union, an intensification of trade
has positive effects on economic growth, allowing them to specialize in the efficient
production of goods and services. This stimulates productivity, expands access to markets
and, implicitly, encourages innovation, competitiveness and investment. Specialization
generates economies of scale and a more efficient allocation of resources, and membership
in the EU facilitates exports and boosts economic activity. In contrast, although wealth in
natural resources can bring income, it poses the risk of the so-called "Dutch disease™ and
the "resource curse". Excessive dependence on resource exports can negatively affect the
competitiveness of other sectors due to the overvaluation of the national currency.
Furthermore, inadequate management of resources can lead to corruption and neglect of
investments in sectors vital for long-term sustainable economic growth. Lower levels of
corruption create the conditions for investments to generate maximum positive effects in
terms of economic growth.

High energy consumption, especially from inefficient or unsustainable sources, can
increase costs and cause environmental damage. High energy costs negatively affect both
businesses and consumers, reducing disposable income and investment. Environmental
degradation can harm sectors such as tourism and agriculture, negatively impacting
economic growth.

The lack of a significant impact of FDI could be explained by the selection effect
and its short-term focus. FDI may be targeted to specific sectors with a limited contribution
to the overall economy, and long-term benefits such as knowledge and technology transfer
may not be captured in the analysis.

Unexpectedly, an increase in the share of the urban population is associated with a
decrease in GDP per capita in the models analyzed, suggesting possible problems related to
unsustainable urbanization, uncontrolled internal migration, or deficiencies in urban
infrastructure.

Regarding unemployment, a high unemployment rate is strongly correlated with a

decrease in GDP per capita, being one of the most relevant explanatory variables. This
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result confirms both economic theory and the findings of other studies conducted for the
EU.

The main novelty of article (1) is the use of the ARDL method on panel data to
analyze the GDP—pollution relationship in the new EU member states, in the context of the
EKC curve, which allows for more precise conclusions regarding environmental policies
and sustainable development in the region. The method is relatively rarely used in the
literature studying the relationship between economic growth and pollution, especially in

the context of the new EU member states.
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The novelty of article (2) is the direct assessment of the link between European
economic integration and sustainable development in the new EU member states, using a
multidimensional and empirical framework. The study focuses on the direct relationship
between economic integration in the EU and sustainable development, a topic of major
interest in the context of EU enlargement, but less specifically addressed for the new
member states.

Study (3) addresses the impact of emigration on economic growth in countries that
recently joined the European Union, a topic less frequently analyzed in the regional
economic literature. Unlike traditional research that treats emigration as a net loss of labor,
this article assesses the aggregate economic effects in the medium/long term. The novelty
of this article lies in the fact that it approaches emigration as an economic factor with an
impact on growth in the new EU member states, in a context of sustainable development

and European integration.

Recommendations proposed based on the quantitative analysis

Based on the empirical results, several recommendations can be made to ensure
sustainable economic growth by minimizing the negative impact of social tensions. Given
the essential conditioning role of reducing corruption in amplifying the positive effects of
investment on economic growth, anti-corruption policies should be a strategic priority.
Measures should aim at both preventing and effectively sanctioning acts of corruption at
all levels. Trade policies should be oriented towards eliminating barriers, promoting
specialization in competitive sectors and facilitating access to wider markets. Supporting
exports and creating an attractive business environment can fully capitalize on the benefits
of EU membership.

For resource-rich states, implementing transparent and responsible resource
management policies is crucial. Diversifying the economy, investing in other sectors and
avoiding the pitfalls of the "Dutch disease” and the "resource curse" are essential for
sustainable economic growth in the long term. Energy policies should focus on reducing
inefficient consumption and on the transition to sustainable energy sources. Investments in
energy efficiency and green technologies can reduce costs, protect the environment and
stimulate innovation. Given the significant negative impact of unemployment on GDP per
capita, active labour market policies, investments in education and training, and the

creation of an employment-friendly environment should be a priority. It is recommended
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that policies also target sustainable urbanisation, the effective management of internal

migration and the development of quality urban services.

Research Limitations and Future Directions

Among the limitations of the research are the omission from the models of some
important factors that influence economic growth and that could affect the relationships
identified between the included variables. The research is limited only to the
macroeconomic level, without capturing a regional approach at the level of each country.
Only the new EU member states are analyzed through a panel approach, although an
analysis at the level of each country may lead to different results from the conclusions
formulated at the level of the entire group of countries.

Future analyses may include additional variables considered relevant for economic
growth, such as the quality of human capital, research and development expenditures or
other specific indicators of the quality of governance. Investigating the impact of the
analyzed variables at the level of specific economic sectors or at the level of firms may
provide a more detailed understanding of the transmission mechanisms. Analyzing the
impact of social tensions at the level of each EU country and conducting a comparative
analysis between countries will allow the formulation of specific recommendations for

each country to ensure sustainable economic growth.
