Cercetarea doctorala “Distributia veniturilor si cresterea economici’ $i-a Propus ca
obiectiv general crearea unor instrumente suport pentru identificarea si evaluarea
amplitudinii si variatiilor de sens ale interdependentelor dintre cresterea economica si

distributia veniturilor.

Tn demersul logic al atingerii acestui obiectiv, primul pas a constat Tn identificarea
grupurilor tinta carora se adreseaza, respectiv: mediul academic si universitar, administratie

publica si cetateni.

Necesitatea si utilitatea temei de cercetare a rezultat, intre altele, din realizarea unui
studiu la nivel national prin investigarea opiniei persoanelor din fiecare grup tinta identificat
in legatura cu subiectul cercetirii doctorale. In urma consultarilor cu cercetitori din diverse
domenii de activitate, pe langa interesul pentru subiect, actualitatea si importanta acestuia, a
fost identificata necesitatea abordarilor interdisciplinare, din perspective multidimensionale.
O alta concluzie importantd a fost aceea privind necesitatea sporirii eforturilor in directia
depasirii barierelor cercetarii empirice si teoretice prin transpunerea studiului asupra
distributiei veniturilor si cresterii economice intr-o forma lingvistica simplificata, devenind
astfel accesibild fiecarui tip de grup tintd, fara a fi neapdrat necesard 0 pregatire de

specialitate.

Pentru a raspunde exigentelor generate de complexitatea tematicii abordate, in
cadrul prezentei teze de doctorat a fost utilizata metoda de cercetare de tip analizd sistemica.
Cu ajutorul acesteia, se completeaza intelegerea conexiunilor si interactiunilor dintre factori
si fenomene perturbatoare realizatd cu ajutorul metodei traditionale de cercetare
incrementald care concentreaza analiza pe fiecare indicator in parte, oferind astfel o
perspectiva inovativa asupra problemelor cercetate. Avantajele unei astfel de abordari sunt
multiple, principalul atu fiind posibilitatea identificarii efectelor in lant, favorizand astfel

intelegerea si cuantificarea influentei reciproce a factorilor economici, sociali si de mediu.




Pornind de la obiectivele prezentate anterior, teza de doctorat este structurata pe sase
capitole, pe parcursul carora se realizeaza analiza unor variate fatete ale interdependentelor

dintre cresterea economica si diferentierea veniturilor.

Tn Capitolul |, intitulat ,,Evolutii recente in studiul diferentierii veniturilor pe plan
international” este prezentatd analiza bibliometrica a cercetdrilor privind distributia
veniturilor. Cu ajutorul datelor bibliometrice sunt evaluate tendintele actuale si directiile de
cercetare dominante in domeniu. Aceasta analiza a permis identificarea zonelor de interes si
a contributiilor semnificative In domeniul cercetirii distributiei veniturilor. in cea de a parte
a capitolului, sunt trecute in revista eforturile si politicile recente menite sa reduca
inegalitatile veniturilor in contextul strategiilor de dezvoltare sustenabila, elaborate de
organismele internationale. Sunt prezentate date si analize legate de reducerea inegalitatilor

si sunt discutate provocarile si oportunitatile asociate.

Tn continuare analiza se concentreazi pe aducerea subiectului mai aproape de
realitatea specificd Romaniei, explordnd modul in care populatia percepe inegalitatile
economice si echitatea distributiei veniturilor. Trecerea de la o perspectiva globala la una
nationald, se fundamenteaza pe tranzitia de la conceptele economice abstracte la perceptia

subiectiva a cetatenilor.

n cel de-al doilea capitol, ,,Mdsurarea perceptiei asupra distributiei veniturilor in
Romania”, este descris detaliat sondajul care a fost elaborat pentru a colecta date cu privire
la perceptia respondentilor asupra distributiei veniturilor. Prezentarea metodologiei este
completatd de descrierea esantionului de respondenti pentru sondajul realizat, respectiv
informatii despre varsta, genul, nivelul de educatie si venitul net al participantilor. Sunt
prezentate rezultatele analizelor efectuate cu ajutorul datelor colectate, pentru extragerea
principalelor concluzii fiind utilizate atdt metode vizuale, cat si metode de clasificare
ierarhica. Tn finalul capitolului sunt discutate implicatiile rezultatelor sondajului din

perspectiva distributiei veniturilor.

Scenariul ideal stabilit de Natiunile Unite prin tintele din Strategiile de Dezvoltare
Durabila, prezentat in Capitolul I, rezultatele analizelor privind perceptia subiectiva a
cetatenilor, analizatd in detaliu in Capitolul II si realitatea obiectiva explorata cu ajutorul
datelor statistice Tn Capitolul 111 s-au concretizat ntr-o secventa de capitole care creioneaza

peisajul inegalitatilor economice din Romania.




Tn cel de-al treilea capitol, ,,.Contributii la intelegerea factorilor generatori de
inegalitate a veniturilor ”, sunt analizate interactiunile complexe dintre parasirea timpurie a
scolii, rata riscului de sardcie, Indicele Dezvoltarii Umane (HDI) si Produsul Intern Brut pe
locuitor (PIB/locuitor). Analiza abandonului scolar si a contextului acestuia, utilizand
metoda PESTLE, este completata de identificarea factorilor cheie de influenta ai acestui
fenomen in societatea actuald, examinarea performantele scolare ale elevilor din Romania,
pe baza rezultatelor testelor PISA. Cu ajutorul analizelor evolutiilor in ceea ce priveste
procentul de elevi care nu au obtinut nivelul 2 de competentd in lecturd, matematica si
stiintele naturii, este oferitd o perspectivd asupra tendintelor actuale In domeniul calitatii

educatiei.

Tn continuare sunt efectuate analize preliminarii ale evolutiei abandonului scolar in
Romania, evidentiind tendintele si factorii care pot influenta acest fenomen. Dupa incercari
repetate de a identifica functii care aproximeaza cat mai bine setul de date s-au obtinut prin
reprezentare in MatLab tendintele pentru perioada 2005-2022. Prezentarea si interpretarea
rezultatelor modelarii este completatd cu evaluarea corelatiilor dintre numarul persoanelor
expuse riscului de saracie si dimensiunea abandonului scolar, cu evidentierea implicatiilor

acestor constatdri asupra inegalitdtii veniturilor.

Pentru intelegerea relatiilor complexe dintre abandonul scolar, riscul de saracie,
gradul de dezvoltare umana si inegalitatea veniturilor sunt utilizate modele autoregresive

integrate de medie mobila ARIMA si modele de vectori autoregresivi.

Al patrulea capitol, ,,Analize ale inegalitatii veniturilor la nivel mondial” debuteaza
cu prezentarea bazelor de date utilizate pentru indicatorul Gini la nivel mondial, prezentarea
surselor de date si a metodologiilor de colectare a acestora. Analiza detaliata a indicatorului
Gini n perioada 1980-2021, evidentiaza tendintele si fluctuatiile acestuia la nivel global.
Pentru a reprezenta variatia indicatorului Gini in diferite perioade de timp sunt utilizate
grafice de tip boxplot si pentru a ilustra distributia inegalitatilor veniturilor in diferite regiuni
ale lumii sunt prezentate harti globale, care au permis o0 mai facila si sugestiva evidentiere a
disparitatilor geografice.

In Capitolul V, ,Relatia dintre distributia veniturilor, cresterea economicd $i
serviciile ecosistemice”, sunt explicate implicatiile relatiilor bi-directionale dintre
componentele analizate si este realizata tranzitia de la teorie la cercetare, utilizdndu-se date

reale si 0 descriere detaliata a variabilelor si a factorilor cheie implicati in modelele rulate.




Tn ultimul capitol, ,, Estimdri ale ritmului de crestere a economiei Romaniei in secolul
al XXl-lea”, sunt analizate modele de crestere economica specifice analizelor realizate
pentru intervale lungi de timp. Este prezentat modelul LTGM-Simplificat si este introdus
modelul nou definit LTGM-ECOS, evidentiindu-se plasarea sa in schema initiala LTGM,
precum si un scenariu elaborat pentru cresterea economica a Romaniei in perioada 2024-
2100.

Tn concluzii este subliniati complexitatea legaturilor dintre cresterea economica si
distributia veniturilor, evidentiindu-se impactul acestora asupra dezvoltarii economice si
sociale. In sectiunea de referinte bibliografice este inclusi lista completd a surselor si
studiilor utilizate Tn cercetarea realizata si in sectiunea de anexe, sunt cuprinse materiale
suplimentare, cum ar fi tabele de date, formule matematice si alte informatii relevante care
completeaza continutul principal al lucrarii.

Tntr-o era dinamica in care tehnologia avanseaza intr-un ritm alert aducand multiple
inovatii i provocdari, cercetarea stiintifici capatd o extindere considerabild. Existenta
programelor specializate in analiza statisticd, a uneltelor de analizd bibliometrica, a
sistemelor geografice informatice si a platformelor ce ruleaza programe cu inteligenta
artificiala constituie un mediu de cercetare ideal. Se genereaza cu rapiditate o capacitate
tehnologica de a rezolva probleme din ce in ce mai complexe. Cu ajutorul puterii de calcul
S-au gdsit solutii inovatoare cu un impact semnificativ in multiple domenii ale cercetarii
stiintifice. Cu toate acestea, este importanta mentiunea ca aceste tehnologii nu sunt o solutie
magicd. Pentru a le utiliza in mod eficient sunt necesare cunostinte solide si abilitdti practice,
cerintele existentei expertizei si intelegerii profunde a problemelor se mentin valabile in
ciuda falsei impresii ca solutiile se gasesc singure.

Tntre principalele concluzii, analizele realizate au relevat existenta unei conexiune
stranse intre cresterea economica si distributia veniturilor. S-a constatat ca aceste doua
variabile sunt strans legate, schimbarile Tn cazul uneia dintre acestea avand un impact
semnificativ asupra celeilalte. Legatura dintre distributia veniturilor si cresterea economica
este de natura bidirectionala. O distributie mai echitabild a veniturilor stimuleaza cresterea
economica prin sporirea puterii de cumparare a cetdtenilor si prin sustinerea investitiilor. Pe
de altd parte, o crestere economicd sdnatoasa poate contribui la reducerea inegalitatilor

veniturilor prin generarea de locuri de munca si cresterea veniturilor.

Un alt aspect fundamental investigat a fost influenta pardsirii premature a scolii

asupra riscului de saracie. Datele analizate au indicat faptul ca tinerii care renunta la scoala




Tnainte de finalizarea studiilor sunt expusi unui risc crescut de saracie si au mai putine sanse
de a-si construi cariere de succes si venituri durabile. Reducerea abandonului scolar este o
masura cruciald pentru combaterea inegalitatilor veniturilor. Viitoarele cercetdri pot explora
in profunzime cauzele abandonului scolar si pot propune interventii eficiente pentru
prevenirea acestuia, precum si pentru oferirea de oportunititi suplimentare grupurilor

defavorizate ale societdtii romanesti.

Variatiile semnificative ale inegalitatilor veniturilor la nivel global reprezinta
disparitati in stransa corelatie cu contextul specific social, economic si politic al fiecarei tari.
Solutiile pentru aceastd problema complexa trebuie sa fie adaptate specificului local si sa ia
in considerare factorii care contribuie la inegalitati. In ceea ce priveste inegalitatile la nivel
global, cercetari viitoare pot investiga mai detaliat factorii specifici care contribuie la aceste
disparitati si pot analiza impactul acestora asupra stabilitatii economice si sociale la nivel

mondial. Studiile comparative intre tari si regiuni ofera perspective interesante.

In era digitald, inegalitatile pot fi influentate de inovatiile tehnologice. Viitoarele
studii pot analiza modul in care inovatiile tehnologice, precum automatizarea si inteligenta
artificiald, afecteaza distributia veniturilor si pot propune strategii pentru gestionarea acestor

efecte.

In incheiere, aceastd cercetare subliniazd necesitatea unei abordari integrate a
cresterii economice si a distributiei veniturilor pentru atingerea dezvoltarii economice i
sociale durabile. Reducerea inegalitatilor veniturilor, promovarea accesului la educatie de
calitate si stimularea cresterii economice sustenabile rdman provocdri majore pentru
societatea romaneasca. Concluziile analizelor realizate pe parcursul lucrarii ofera repere

importante pentru elaborarea unor viitoare politici si strategii in aceste domenii critice.
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SUMMARY

The doctoral research " Income distribution and economic growth " proposed as its
general objective the creation of support tools for the identification and evaluation of the
amplitude and variations in meaning of the interdependencies between economic growth and

income distribution.

In the logical approach to achieving this objective, the first step consisted in
identifying the target groups addressed, respectively: the academic and university

environment, public administration and citizens.

The necessity and usefulness of the research theme resulted, among other things,
from carrying out a study at the national level by investigating the opinion of people from
each identified target group in relation to the subject of the doctoral research. Following
consultations with researchers from various fields of activity, in addition to the interest in
the subject, its topicality and importance, the need for interdisciplinary approaches, from
multidimensional perspectives, was identified. Another important conclusion was that
regarding the need to increase efforts in the direction of overcoming the barriers of empirical
and theoretical research by transposing the study on income distribution and economic
growth in a simplified linguistic form, thus becoming accessible to each type of target group,

without necessarily requiring a specialized training.

In order to respond to the demands generated by the complexity of the subject
addressed, in this doctoral thesis, the research method of systemic analysis was used . With
its help, the understanding of connections and interactions between disturbing factors and
phenomena is completed carried out using the traditional method of incremental research
that focuses the analysis on each individual indicator, thus offering an innovative perspective
on the researched issues. The advantages of such an approach are multiple, the main asset
being the possibility of identifying chain effects, thus favoring the understanding and

quantification of the mutual influence of economic, social and environmental factors.




Starting from the previously presented objectives, the doctoral thesis is structured in
six chapters, during which the analysis of various facets of the interdependencies between

economic growth and income differentiation is carried out.

In Chapter I, entitled " Recent developments in the study of international income
differentiation ", the bibliometric analysis of research on income distribution is presented .
With the help of bibliometric data, current trends and dominant research directions in the
field are evaluated. This analysis enabled the identification of areas of interest and significant
contributions to the field of income distribution research. In the second part of the chapter,
recent efforts and policies aimed at reducing income inequalities in the context of sustainable
development strategies developed by international bodies are reviewed. Data and analysis
related to reducing inequalities are presented and associated challenges and opportunities are

discussed.

Next, the analysis focuses on bringing the subject closer to Romania'’s specific reality,
exploring how the population perceives economic inequalities and the equity of income
distribution. The transition from a global to a national perspective is based on the transition
from abstract economic concepts to the subjective perception of citizens.

In the second chapter, " Measuring the perception of income distribution in
Romania" , the survey that was developed to collect data on respondents' perception of
income distribution is described in detail. The presentation of the methodology is completed
by the description of the sample of respondents for the conducted survey, respectively
information about the age, gender, level of education and net income of the participants. The
results of the analyzes carried out with the help of the collected data are presented, both
visual methods and hierarchical classification methods are used to draw the main
conclusions. At the end of the chapter, the implications of the survey results from the

perspective of income distribution are discussed.

ideal scenario established by the United Nations through the targets of the
Sustainable Development Strategies, presented in Chapter 1, the results of the analyzes
regarding the subjective perception of citizens, analyzed in detail in Chapter II, and the
objective reality explored with the help of statistical data in Chapter 111 have been realized

in a sequence of chapters that outline the landscape of economic inequalities in Romania.




In the third chapter, " Contributions to the understanding of the factors generating
income inequality" , the complex interactions between early school leaving, the at-risk-of-
poverty rate, the Human Development Index (HDI) and the Gross Domestic Product per
capita (GDP/ inhabitant). The analysis of school dropout and its context, using the PESTLE
method, is complemented by the identification of the key influencing factors of this
phenomenon in today's society, the examination of the school performance of Romanian
students, based on the results of the PISA tests. Through analyzes of developments in the
percentage of students who did not achieve level 2 proficiency in reading, mathematics and

science, an insight into current trends in the field of education quality is provided.

Next, preliminary analyzes of the evolution of school dropouts in Romania are
carried out, highlighting the trends and factors that can influence this phenomenon. After
repeated attempts to identify functions that best approximate the data set, the trends for the
period 2005-2022 were obtained by representation in MatLab . The presentation and
interpretation of the modeling results is completed with the assessment of the correlations
between the number of people at risk of poverty and the size of school dropout, highlighting

the implications of these findings on income inequality.

Integrated autoregressive ARIMA moving average models and autoregressive vector
models are used to understand the complex relationships between school dropout, poverty

risk, human development and income inequality.

The fourth chapter, " Analyses of global income inequality” begins with the
presentation of the databases used for the global Gini indicator, the presentation of data
sources and their collection methodologies. The detailed analysis of the Gini indicator in the
period 1980-2021 highlights its trends and fluctuations at the global level. To represent the
variation of the Gini indicator in different periods of time, boxplot type graphs are used and
to illustrate the distribution of income inequalities in different regions of the world, global
maps are presented, which allowed an easier and more suggestive highlighting of
geographical disparities.

In Chapter V, " The relationship between income distribution, economic growth and
ecosystem services " , the implications of the bi -directional relationships between the
analyzed components are explained and the transition from theory to research is made, using
real data and a detailed description of the variables and key factors involved in the models

run.




In the last chapter, "Estimates of the growth rate of the Romanian economy in the
21st century” , economic growth models specific to the analyzes carried out for long time
intervals are analyzed. The LTGM-Simplified model is presented and the newly defined
LTGM-ECOS model is introduced, highlighting its placement in the initial LTGM scheme,
as well as a scenario developed for Romania's economic growth in the period 2024-2100.

The conclusions emphasize the complexity of the links between economic growth
and income distribution, highlighting their impact on economic and social development. In
the bibliographic references section is included the complete list of sources and studies used
in the research carried out and in the appendices section, additional materials such as data
tables, mathematical formulas and other relevant information that complement the main
content of the paper are included.

In a dynamic era where technology is advancing at a rapid pace bringing multiple
innovations and challenges, scientific research is expanding considerably. The existence of
programs specialized in statistical analysis, bibliometric analysis tools , geographical
computer systems and platforms that run programs with artificial intelligence constitute an
ideal research environment. A technological capability to solve increasingly complex
problems is rapidly being generated. With the help of computing power, innovative solutions
have been found with a significant impact in multiple areas of scientific research. However,
it is important to note that these technologies are not a magic solution . In order to use them
effectively, sound knowledge and practical skills are required, the requirements for expertise
and a deep understanding of the problems remain valid despite the false impression that
solutions are found on their own.

Among the main conclusions, the analyzes revealed the existence of a close
connection between economic growth and income distribution. It was found that these two
variables are closely related, changes in one of them having a significant impact on the other.
The link between income distribution and economic growth is bidirectional in nature. A
fairer distribution of income stimulates economic growth by increasing citizens' purchasing
power and supporting investment. On the other hand, healthy economic growth can help

reduce income inequality by generating jobs and increasing incomes.

Another fundamental aspect investigated was the influence of early school leaving
on the risk of poverty. The data analyzed indicated that young people who drop out of school
before completing their studies are at increased risk of poverty and have less chance of

building successful careers and sustainable incomes. Reducing school dropout is a crucial




measure to combat income inequality. Future research can explore in depth the causes of
school dropout and propose effective interventions to prevent it, as well as to provide

additional opportunities to disadvantaged groups in Romanian society.

The significant variations in income inequalities at the global level represent
disparities in close correlation with the specific social, economic and political context of
each country. Solutions to this complex problem need to be locally tailored and consider the
factors that contribute to inequality. Regarding global inequalities, future research can
investigate in more detail the specific factors that contribute to these disparities and analyze
their impact on global economic and social stability. Comparative studies between countries

and regions offer interesting insights.

In the digital age, inequalities can be influenced by technological innovations. Future
studies can analyze how technological innovations, such as automation and artificial

intelligence, affect income distribution and propose strategies to manage these effects.

In conclusion, this research highlights the need for an integrated approach to
economic growth and income distribution to achieve sustainable economic and social
development. Reducing income inequalities, promoting access to quality education and
stimulating sustainable economic growth remain major challenges for Romanian society.
The conclusions of the analyzes carried out during the work provide important benchmarks

for the development of future policies and strategies in these critical areas.
